Ancestral origin and Haplogroup
37 Marker Test indicates most common ancestral origins are Scotland and British Isles.
Henrys belong to Haplogroup R1b1c which is turning out to be a little rare.

The closest match found at ydna site was “one step mutation” 2 people of unknown origin and one person of earliest known origin being Mexico which somewhat conflicts with Scotland and the British Isles
Study of the connection with the Jacksons is as follows:
Many left Scotland due to religious violence in Scotland, often changing their names.

“What little I have found thus far regarding the "religious violence" involved the early Catholic church trying to take over government as well as individuals by taking away their children from non-believers of their church doctrine "for the good of of the church" - much still to go through.  No wonder many left the area or changed their surnames.  The Jackson clans were heavy protestants.”
The earliest known member of the Henrys was Gilbert, he was a protestant minister.  The early Henrys were known to have strong connections to the church.
