STATEMENT OF HOW REGISTRANTS ARE SUBSTANTIALLY & SPECIFICALLY AFFECTED:
We, the undersigned residents of Raynham with good cause hereby register to be a Party and petition to be an intervenor in the above-describe proceeding.  We live in the vicinity of the proposed facility and are substantially and specifically affected by the proposed Waste Transfer Station because the proposed facility will: (a) generate obnoxious and pervasive odors that may create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; (b) generate hazardous air pollutants from exhaust emissions from truck traffic and on-site equipment that may create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; (c) generate particulate emissions from the loading and unloading of construction and demolition debris that may create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; (d) cause generation of dust that may create a danger to the environment, public safety and public health; (e) cause excessive noise from additional truck traffic and the operation of machinery that may create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; (f) generate windblown litter that may despoil the surrounding area and create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; (g) cause drainage of toxic chemical from leachate into surface water runoff that may create a danger to the environment, (including potential contamination of Hockomock Swamp, which is a designated Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC) and private wells in the area) public safety, and public health by damaging nearby wetlands and contaminating groundwater; (h) Attract vermin such as rats, mice, insects, and seagulls that may create a danger to the environment, public safety, and public health; and (i) create a disproportionate share of the negative environment consequences to the town of Raynham which already has a 1,000 tpd waste transfer station; an asphalt, brick and concrete recycling facility; and will soon be home to a sludge plant. 
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
