Truck Traffic

Mr. Carney, of HANOVER, states 440 trucks filled with garbage will come to Raynham every day and dump their load.  However, if Mr. Carney gets his way the station will accept 2,500 tons of garbage, and bring approximately 1,100 trucks to Raynham’s streets. This means that a trash truck will rumble through the streets of Raynham every thirty seconds for ten hours each day.  Mr. Carney also states that he may operate the station 24 hours a day.  Problems caused by these trucks will include:

· danger to children and pedestrians

· huge increase in truck traffic

· garbage smell

· air pollution

· trash flying from the trucks

· noise
