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Trash Trucks and Our Environment

Mr. Carney states that there will be 440 truck trips made to and from his proposed transfer station.  These trucks will be filled with garbage and come to Raynham every day to dump their load.  However, if Mr. Carney gets his way the station will accept 2,500 tons of garbage, that’s 5 million pounds; enough trash to fill 

ONE-HUNDRED THOUSAND 30 gallon trash bags each day!! Trash trucks will make approximately 1,100 trips through Raynham’s streets. This means that a trash truck will rumble through the streets of Raynham every thirty seconds for ten hours each day.

· air pollution

· trash flying from the trucks

· leakage from the trucks

· noise

· roadway damage

· likelihood of hazardous waste
