Listed below are some of my concerns:

· The impact of 370 truck trips on Route 138 worsening the already dangerous conditions especially at the intersection at Route 495. According to the ENF filed with MEPA 80% of the trucks will come from the Rt. 495 area.  Worse yet Chris Carney has been quoted “he’s looking to the future”, the transfer station will have a capacity of 2,500 tons of trash per day (tpd). Extrapolating from 370 this would mean approximately 900 truck trips each day!  Add these trucks to the 10,000 cars expected with the approved Wal-Mart and the 22,000 trips already recorded on Rt. 138. [310 CMR 16.40(4)(b)(2)].
· increased pollution from diesel exhaust, smell of exhaust and garbage [310 CMR 16.40(4)(b)(5)]
· Increased danger to students at bus stops; much of the truck traffic will be during the AM and PM rush hours [310 CMR 16.40(4)(b)(2)]
· The nuisances that are associated with a waste transfer station such as the noise from the trucks and transfer station (residents on Prospect Hill St. located behind the track property are already subjected to noise from the trucking and recycling operations), trash flying from the trucks and the transfer station, smell from the trucks and the transfer station, rats and other pests [310 CMR 16.40(4)(g)]
· Potential impact on Hockomock Swamp, a designated Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC). “The wetlands and floodplains in this ACEC are connected hydrologically. It contains three public water supply wells, and others are proposed. Because of its size, it is a unique and irreplaceable wildlife habitat. It is also the location of at least 13 rare and endangered species”. (www.mass.gov/dcr/stewardship/acec/acecs/l-hcksmp) [310 CMR 16.40(4)(d)].
· Residents on Prospect Hill St. and some on Robinson St. have private well water [310 CMR 16.40(3)(d)(4)]
· Most importantly, Raynham is already doing it’s part with our Thrasher St. transfer station.  According to the DEP website, the town is already one of the seven largest waste handlers in Massachusetts.  The town will also be home to a sludge plant run by EarthSource, another Carney company.  According to the EPA’s environmental justice policies, “no group of people should bear a disproportionate share of the negative environmental consequences resulting from industrial municipal and commercial operations”
