Diesel Trucks and Our Environment
What can we expect from these trucks?
According to the American Lung Association: 
· Diesel exhaust contains more than 40 toxic air contaminants, many are cancer causing such as benzene and arsenic  
· Diesel exhaust particles and gases are suspended in the air. The presence of diesel powered engines, such as trucks and trash moving equipment, makes it almost impossible to avoid exposure to diesel exhaust 
· Diesel exhaust increases the risk of cancer… And it can cause coughs and aggravate asthma.  
· Diesel exhaust contributes to smog and fine-particle pollution.  
· Exposure to fine particles is associated with increased frequency of  childhood illnesses

As of October 2004, according to the DEP, Raynham has one of the seven largest waste transfer stations in the state.  If Mr. Carney is allowed to build a second transfer station, Raynham will become by far the largest importer/exporter of trash in Massachusetts.
