
The overall picture above is of a seemingly depressed boy wearing a red hunting cap while smoking a cigarette. He is probably doing this in hopes of making himself feel better. There is also a noticeable scratch on his left cheek and a city in the background that emphasizes where he is living. On the boys shoulders and hat there are white marks most likely meaning to be snow. The somewhat careless coloring job of the artist symbolizes the boys somewhat careless life. The parts of the picture are as follows: the boy’s facial features that demonstrate his feelings of misery, the dark hair and dark complexion of the boy, the bright red hat, the cigarette, the coat and scarf, the scratch on his cheek, and finally: the city in the background. The title of the piece is The Red Hunting Hat. In the picture the title is obvious in pointing out the red hat that is the only brightly colored object throughout the whole picture. The interchanging parts of this image focus mainly on the fact that everything in the piece is a dull color except for the hat. The scratch on his face relates to the cigarette in his mouth as both show how he has had many struggles throughout his life. The cigarette shows his way of dealing with controversy after the fact, while the scratch shows his run in with controversy at the point in time of its occurrence. The conclusion that can be made from this image is that of a boy that lives a somewhat dull life. The dull colored background exemplifies this as the only vibrant object in the image. It is a symbol of his requirements to have constant protection; like a safe haven he needs it with him and will wear it even though it looks ridiculous.
