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  In the promotional material for this CD the artist states,” Before penning each new tune, I would ask myself “What will it take to get parents or grandparents and children to dance around the living room together”.  If this was her intent, then she surely has accomplished it.  The music contained on this CD is so lively, so full of fun, that dancing around the living room is exactly what you want to do while listening to it.

  Some of the songs have an almost Latin beat, others a jazzy rhythm that makes your feet stomp while your hips sway in time to the music. A few have that wonderful, soulful lullabies quality which children seem to love.  The style of the lyrics is wonderfully varied from song to song:   Invigorating, silly, sentimental, quirky.  All are delightful.  From the giddy strains found on  “Giggles” to the whimsical “Bugs”, these songs resonate with the artist’s genuine love for music and children.  They also convey something that Ms. Huntsberry is obviously aware of. Something that most pagans fully understand:  That music is in our genes.  From the most primitive times to now music has been a part of our lives.  Lullabies have been sung for centuries by mothers everywhere.   In all cultures, on all continents, music has marked our most joyous times.  It’s in our genetic make up to respond to certain types of music. This CD is a great collection of music that triggers that inherent response.  Get yourself a copy and just see if you can resist your primal response!
