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  A delightful little book that serves as a basic children’s primer for the eight major festivals of the year.  The book’s format reminds me of the old primary books one used to get in school.  A bit of information followed by activities related to the information just presented.  For Beltane one suggestion is going to a Maypole festival, for Samhain it’s studying runes.  Each suggested activity is simple, yet interesting enough to stimulate further investigation.

  Each festival has it’s own section headed by a gorgeous illustration.  Each one is highly detailed and evokes the feeling of the festival it depicts.  They would make wonderful coloring pages for an older child, but are a bit too detailed for a very young one.

  Although written from a Wiccan point of view, the book’s information is basic enough that it’s easily adapted to any tradition.  If you were in search of a simple yet accurate book to use for introducing a child to the seasonal festivals, then this one would be a good choice.
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
