A Brief Description of Commodore Cove Improvement District





Commodore Cove Improvement District (CCID) is a “municipal utility district” whose authority comes from the Texas Constitution.��Our purpose: 


To serve Hide-Away property owners by providing water, wastewater, garbage, and deep water canals to property owners in as cost effective manner as possible.


 �Who we are:�1) Several (currently six) board members who volunteer their time to conduct CCID business. Board members get paid $25 to attend monthly meetings.  Board members must be property owners.��2) A district clerk who gets paid by the hour. ��3) A facility operator who gets paid a monthly salary to maintain the water and wastewater plants, and gets paid by the job to inspect the bulkheads, maintain the grass around the water and wastewater plants, and do water connections/disconnections.�
