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Dinosaurs De-Part2





Miss Minerva Miniskirt, Minister of  Truth to the Free Colombian Trade Federation, has been asked to report this year’s Annual Lewd Greed Oration delivered in the amphitheatre of the University of  Delmonte by Ms Gloria Goldenlay.  The Oration is delivered by the world’s greatest pro-active macroeconomist and concerns the question, however indirectly, ‘Why did the terrestrial Dinosaur empire last so long?’.  Ms Goldenlay did not say a great deal about Dinosaurs but readers need nevertheless to be acquained with the background and history.  Ms. Miniskirt has asked Ms Lila po Lune, to summarise some of the technicalities.





In her previous circular, Ms po Lune explains the Dinosaurs’ multidimensional theory of  Cosmology and their concept of  ‘global warming’.  We will use this term for both a theory or observation of Dinosaur Scientists (‘global worming’) and for a different theory (‘global heating’) promoted by spindoctors, lawyers and management consultants.  This should cause no confusion.  It is not difficult to distinguish the notions of scientists from those of spindoctors.  Global worming accompanied the ‘glasshouse effect’ akin to the loss of lurgi through the windows of a herbarium heated by an oven, but the lurgi loss was imperceptible to the spindoctors on account of the accompanying worming of lurgi upwards from the centre of  the Earth and the Earth itself being wormed towards the sun - and the compensation was sabotaged by the spindoctors’ destruction of vegetation.  Ms. po Lune in this second circular continues to review alternative explanations  for the  departure of the Dinosaurs.





 


The Dinosaurs colonised Terra under  the leadership of  Dr Nho and, although they eventually became thoroughly  terrarised through the good offices of  the spindoctors, it was Dr Nho also who led the exodos ninety mille millia thereafter.  But, if they thought they were escaping from ‘global warming’ were Dr. Nho and is fellow pioneers deluded?  If there was such a threat, there was prevention,  protection and remedy.  But they were not deluded.





It was the Dinosaur scientists -plus a few other troublemakers - that departed with Dr. Nho on his fleet of spaceships, or one spaceship, Dr. Nho’s flagship, the Royal Ark (Dinosaur for ‘Black Box’).   They were not missed.  All they ever did  was to conspire to undermine Public Confidence in the Experts.  Their departure coincided with the final of the world water polo championship held at Port aux Bicyclettes,  then known as Skeg Nez.   Skegnessy was gaolkeeper of  the winning team and had to send her apologies to Dr.Nho and her entire team, and the opposition, are still on and around the island and occasionally entertain tourists with a water-polo display.  Attempts by yahoo teams to play against the ichthyosaurs have met with accidents and so, nowadays, the tourists usually sit on the ichthyosaurs’ backs..which is the origin of  the yahoo version of  polo in which the players ride around in motor cars brandishing big sticks out of the windows.  So nobody knew that the scientists had gone.   But the spindoctors, had they known, would have said ‘good riddance!’ and have reported Dr.Nho’s fictional sticky end, blowing himself up when trying to blow up the planet.  When the  Management Consultants discovered that the power stations were in permanent ‘unplanned outage’ they thought up all manner of profitable excuses and remedies.  The power companies were merged and their names changed and then demerged and their names changed back again and there were numerous capital payments to shareholders and even bigger payments to Directors.  A great deal of  Gross Global Product was generated.   Until,  as a last resort, without publicity, the MC’s recruited the lowly paid yahoo engineers - one per power station.





The spindoctors yelled that for twenty million years the terrestrial Dinosaurs had experienced no cock-up, let alone a balls-up.  With the  doses  of  tranquilliser they were consuming  that was probably right.  Nevertheless, where a  mess-up was possible, the Experts were guaranteed to achieve it.  Whatever the fact or fiction about global warming, the scientists with Dr. Nho were escaping from the spindoctors, management consultants, laywers and the rest of the Experts.   Even if Dr Nho did believe in global warming and even if  the scientists’ theory turns out to be misconceived,  since the excessive liberation of  bound lurgi is a possibility therefore, with the spindoctors in charge, it is going to happen!





But then, seven years later the rest of  the Dinosaurs, or most of  them, departed under the leadership of   Don Clever Dick (Dinosaur for ‘His Excellency Sir Big Brother), President of  the World Confederation of Industry, in another fleet of  spaceships, or one spaceship, the Cloud Cuckoo, powered by compressed hydrolysed sea-water, which exploded soon after takeoff.   They were led by  spindoctors.  So whatever drove them on was certain to be a  delusion.





My team of schoolchildren working for their Ph.D.’s in Dinosaur Studies at the Palais d’Orleans, who have been studying  the text tubes,  stone tablets and other records stored in caves around Loch Skegness guarded by Skegnessie and her relatives, have discovered that soon after Dr.Nho departed spindoctors for the International Parasol Corporation saw profit in persuading the mugs that their conurbations had to covered with large plastic umbrellas to protect them from a meteor that was shortly to collide with the Earth.   According to Dinosaur cosmology such a collision was impossible.   The Experts had no reason to suppose it would take place and, if it did, the parasols would provide no protection - not that the flattened dinosaurs were going to complain.   So this was a delusion - and the spindoctors, as they always do, came to believe in their own delusion.





Nevertheless, there was such a meteor or meteorite - not a very big one.  The compensatory mechanisms previously discussed returned the Earth to nearly the same orbit within a mille millia.  The meteor exploded before it reached Earth.   The yokel Dinosaurs, when they saw the blazing fragments approaching against the darkened skies, thought up a quick wish and then retired to the caves and stone public lavatories that still existed in the most backward rural areas (as SkegNez had become since Dr.Nho’s departure).  The conurbations, however, were protected by the shields.   The townies did not see the meteorites or clouds of  hot gas approaching.   The Island of  Atlantis was hit by a torrid high velocity blast of carbon dioxide and sank beneath the sea.   The spindoctors then said that Atlantis had never existed and that the rest of the conurbations had been protected by the parasols.   Havoc was in some places caused by the melting of the plastic umbrellas - but this was  due to local mayors failing to follow the makers’instructions by exposing the parasols to incipient rain.





We know about this because it was reported by Plato, not a Dinosaur but a yahoo, and Skegnessie assures us that it was from Atlantis that Dr Nho departed or attemped to depart.  But this story does prove that  it is possible for a delusion also to be the truth.  So whatever the reason for the panic - since Experts thought it up, it had to a delusion.  But it  might also have been something that actually was going to happen.





You can believe this if  you like.  But if so, this will be the only occasion in history that the Experts have been proved right.  We have not yet discovered why Smart Alec departed.  We know that he was advertising free trips to the sun, with a free mobile phone for everyone who bought a ticket.  The cost of the journey was low, supposedly, because the sun would guide the spaceship on its way and, when the spaceship hit the sun at high velocity, it would then bounce off again and return to the Earth.  In the brief interval between arrival and departure the tourists would be able to buy very cheaply houses on the sun which could then, with planning permission, be refurbished and sold at a  great profit.  Indeed, punters on earth had been buying these houses and reselling them at a profit to punters who sold them at even greater profits..and so on.. before Smart Alec even departed.   The spin-doctors may have invented some scare story -- and, if so, we can reasonably guess that it was obvious nonsense.  But the scare story  is not the only weapon whereby the salesman markets his wares.  We know now that Smart Alec had little to lose by departing  from Earth.. It wasn’t so much a matter of whether the Experts would blow themselves up but when - and if he had followed more closely the footsteps of  Dr.Who, driving the old fashioned nuclear  spaceships to some hospitable planet, with the idea of remaining there for enough mille millia before returning, Smart Alec’s expedition might even have been a great success.


 


Alhough ‘fossil fooels’ provided power for less high priority industries, the Dinosaur’s nuclear power stations,during the last  thirty billion years’ of the terrestrial empire, known as the Dark Ages and not even mentioned in honkey historical texts, came to be devoted to the synthesis of chemicals to disinfect their sewage.   Despite hefty bribes the Drug Safety Council had initially prevaricated.  The drug companies sued the DSC, employing numerous actors to brandish placards: “Untreated sewage is destroying our leucocytes!”.   Innumerable spindoctors, lawyers, management consultants, experts, educators, lobbyists and Prime Ministers were hired and clubs set up for the friends and relatives of  Dinosaurs laid low by the untreated sewage.  A larger bribe was then paid.  Despite all this it turned out that the disinfectants worked – and poisoned the plankton.  Deposits of dead plankton – mainly  carbonate of calcium – are still to be found on the Gulagapos Archipelag , which was, prior to global warming, beneath the sea.  The Dinosaurs believed that lurgi is readily stored in carbon atoms as w-quanta.  The w-quanta now, instead of being eaten by the plankton, were melting the skin of the palaeosaurs.  The consequential high levels of  unphotosynthesised carbonic acid also lowered the melting point of ice so that the glacial power stations were mobilising more numerous and lurgi-intensive electra.  The Dinosaurs discovered they could harness this lurgi to drive carbon dioxide out of the dead plankton.  Hot air was then circulated over the resultant oxide to absorb the atmospheric carbonic acid, which otherwise could only be removed through its being dissolved into the sea or through periterrestrial vegetation combining carbon acid with solar r-lurgi to create ‘fossil fuels’ (known also as ‘renewable fuels’..pronounced ‘foo-els’).  There was only a trace of carbonic acid in the air but it was continuously replenished from the sea so that several teratotonnes were eventually  eliminated.  However this led to torrential downpours of water shortage and hurricanes.  All this rain, naturally, led to further elevation of sea-level.





The Dinosaurs scientists’ own explanation of their departure, as reported in the Dinosaurs’ elementary textbook of Cosmology, ‘Gray’s E-Lurgi’, is, as I explained in my previous circular, that loss into outer space of previously chemically bound terrestrial lurgi led simultaneously to an upward movement of lurgi from the inner earth and a movement of the earth, in some dimensions, towards the sun.  These compensatory changes produced, paradoxically, even higher concentrations of periterrestrial virtual ether.  At any rate, the scientists were worried about this and the scientists departed.  The plague of  management consultants, however, rephrased this phenomenon as  “accumulation of  ‘heat’”.   ‘Heat’ is whatever melts the Dinosaurs’ skin.  But the problem was not so much ‘heat’ as the escape of free lurgi from the earth, into the periterrestrial regions and then into outer space, without compensatory fixation of incipient solar r-lurgi by the vegetation.   It is not possible to recapture the lurgi liberated from its chemical binding on earth.  This liberated lurgi was for the most part ‘noise’ rather than ‘heat’.  The latter day Dinosaurs in their plastic cities were deafened with this ‘noise’, some of which had similar effect on the yahoos.   Noise is transmitted via the vibrations of gaseous molecules and therefore easily penetrates the alleged periterrestrial insulating blanket and indeed disrupts it sufficiently to destroy its opacity.





The Dinosaurs were afflicted with some handicaps.  Their skin is ill-constructed for tolerance of changes in lurgi transmission pressure.   The apparatus constructed to control ambient ‘temperature’ emitted a great racket.  The latter-day urban dinosaurs became microbophobic – with a resultant vicious circle of  ‘cleanliness’ and immune deficiency (and allergies).  Since this immune deficiency could not readily be described either as inborn or as acquired, this confused the sorcerers, who attributed it to untreated sewage.  This microbophobia is commonly regarded as a consequence of the paralysis of the urban Dinosaur intelligence, the need to simplify environment also being an inspiration for the Dinosaurs’ eventual obsession with mass vandalism and ‘refurbishment’.  The Dinosaur’s cities were consumed by the escalating racket of  the ‘Greener Cleaners’ ( or ‘Hoovercraft’) that supposedly minimised the emission of carbonic acid gas.   The apparatus previously described that eliminated carbonic acid gas also emitted considerable noise.





I have regretfully to confess that even my Uncle Boris has on one occasion  delivered the Greed Oration. The oration is delivered, supposedly, by the world’s greatest pro-active macro-economist.  I don’t claim to be an economist, let alone the greatest of any sub-species thereof, and whatever Uncle Boris’s credentials, since he is the richest man on Earth and owns most of it, they are greater than mine.  It all started off as wager of sorts.  Madamme Pandora ‘Moma Doc’ Nikodemopoulos.. that is my Uncle Boris’s good wife.. accused my Uncle Boris, that is to say Mr. Nikodemos Nikodemopoulos, of  having what the foreigners call a secret affaire with ace pommie journalist, Arsula Undress.  If it was secret, of course, Moma Doc wouldn’t know about it.  Or, to be more accurate, she would have known about it and it wouldn’t have been secret  - and in any case, there are no secrets on Belsize   - and even less is secret to Pandora -  and it is well-known that Uncle Boris is the paragon of  corporate responsibility.  But Pandora was feeling impish and thought she had to accuse Boris of something.  He had just gone three down in three  no trumps because he had played the ace and king of spades off the top.  Pandora thought he had done it deliberately because he was still annoyed about Venredi’s shoes.   Vendredi is the name we give to Gloria, Gloria’s daughter, who is attached to Uncle Boris’s son Nicky, the famous footballer, known as Pip Panpierre.  Arsula, over the moon at the unexpected rescue of the rubber, then, following Boris’s bid of two clubs, replied ‘three clubs!’,  simultaneously punching away a large vampire bat that had settled on her cranium.  .You’ve got as much chance of having it off with me’, she added, ‘as of being asked to deliver the Greed Oration!’.  I then bid six diamonds, which I made with an overtrick.  Boris thought he had gotten his own back because I hadn’t risked bidding seven.. He was wrong about that.. But I then overtrumped him by inviting him to take my  place later that afternoon when I was due to deliver the Greed Oration!





Boris sprang to the bait.  He began his oration with a tirade about Vendredi.  Every time she came to visit her helicopter was followed by ten more carrying shoeboxes.  Since they were Uncle Boris’s helicopters and, since, every time Vendredi had a birthday or a  Christmas or anyhing else - and she had a great many of those - Uncle Boris, instead of  just buying her a pair of shoes, would buy a chain of shoe shops in some far-off corner of  the  world - he had only himself to blame.  He said he couldn’t be bothered to choose a pair of shoes for her.   He knew nothing about teenage fashions.   So  he would buy the chain of shops for his own use and let her have the shoes so that she could make her own choice.  But then every time Vendredi arrived she demanded another room for her shoes on top of  those which were full of her shoes already.   Three extra wings, some eight hundred rooms,  had had to be built onto his villa to accommodate Vendredi’s shoes.





Then Uncle Boris started whining about the illegal immigrants on Robespierre.  Our Federation’s Miscellaneous Industries - other than Tuna Farming, which is Tuna Farming and not a Miscellaneous Industry - are confined to Robespierre and our other more northerly islands.  The profits are then shipped to the South. But the workers all insist on migrating to the south, where the minimum wage is higher and the prices are lower, and settle on Fouchette, where Jeanne Pucelle insists on an even higher minimum wage, and take jobs in banks, insurance offices, as assassins, Tum Tums and hostesses in Mr Clever Dick’s Non-Executive Hotels.  “Do they hell!”, roared Uncle Boris.  I tried to calm him down.  “Do  they hell!”, he repeated.  In Greek.  “They get housing benefit and dole.. and go straight onto  maternity benefit!”.  To accommodate all these ‘scroungers’, Mr Clever Dick, he yelled, was covering hectare upon hectare with skyscrapers.. every one housing at least thirty thousand northerners.   The rents and council taxes, to pay for the ‘scroungers’, were meanwhile rising to such a level that genuine Southerners found themselves turned onto the streets, to be mopped up by the Northerners driving their Greener Cleaners.





Uncle Boris claimed that the problem which Vendredi faced was not how to find more accommodation for her shoes but how to get rid of her shoes.  Most of them she would never wear anyway.  She always wore the same pair. Young Nicky was manager of  Marx Despenser, vendors of counterfeit panties, based in Leicester, in Merciavostok, in the Royaumes Unies.  Vendredi could take them back with her to Merciavostok and sell them at a profit to the illegal immigrants.  They had not cost her anything and the whole lot had not cost him more than a pommie pays for a pair of shoes.  For all he cared, she could burn the lot of them and recycle them as electricity, heat and carbon dioxide.  Similarly, he ranted, the problem was not  how to accommodate the Southerners or how to pay for their children but how to get rid of them.  He couldn’t understand why my cousin Gloria had let Robespierre join the Federation in the first place and why she allowed free mobility of  labour..or  non-labour.  The illegal immigrants on Robespierre had been heavily bribed to vote for joining the Federation and Mr Clever Dick had printed several million postal votes.  If the workers were now going to follow the money in the direction of  Knossos, where was he, Uncle Boris, now to locate the miscellaneous industries?  He would be reduced to relying on Taiwan or  mainland China or even desolate way out places such as the Royaumes Unies.  It was not possible for the whole world to be the centre of finance.  That centre had to be walled off while the  industries proceeded outside  it.





Uncle Boris claimed that both his son’s friend Vendredi, with her shoes, and her mother,Gloria, with her ever growing estates of skyscrapers on the previously exclusive southern islands... not yet Knossos and Belsize, thank God!..were suffering from the disease of ‘displacement’... refusing to tackle the real problem.. getting rid of the shoes or the immigrants ..and replacing the required task with some different and counterproductive task.. the housing of the shoes or immigrants.   This ‘displacement’, Uncle Boris asserted, was also the doom of  the Dinosaurs.  They couldn’t tackle a problem straight on.  If they were really troubled with this ‘global warming’- the emission  of  ‘heat’ and other versions of  lurgi by their power stations -  all they had to do was to reduce the output of their power stations, for their illegal immigrants to be  content with one pair of shoes which would last for a thousand years and minimal minimum wage.   This was one Greed Oration which had to be extensively rewritten before publication of the text.  We might be hit with embarrassing withholding taxes  and forced into expensive wars if he burnt all Vendredi’s shoes or paid the Southerners to remain on Robespierre. Actually we are paying them a lot to remain but they still take the cheap flights over ..which cost less than a commercial flight from Knossos to Fouchette.  Nevertheless, Uncle Boris is responsible for blaming the demise  of  the Dinosaurs on ‘displacement’ - of which there are presumably some more tactful examples.

“Sind Freie Schuz!  Aber nicht nur Reebok... auch Nike, Dolcis.. alle arten Schuz...”





“Yahwohl! Die Schuhe!  Der Vendredi.. das ist der Verkaufstag.. Wurden diese Schuhe velleicht auf den e-Bay verkauft?”





“Nein! Es ist die Vandredi das Millionen von diese Schun in die Villa von Onkl Boris versammelt...”





“Ah so! Die Tochter deine Freundin ist mit die Schuhe besessen.  Mit zwei Virago als  Eltern ist das unglaublich normal!  Sind alle Weiber veruckt.. alle mit die Schuhe besessen.   Auch meine Frau, die Xanthippe... dauernt neue teure Schuhe kaufen ..muss ich von die anderen hypochondrischen Xanthippen viel Geld herauslocken!  Macht mich ganz neurasthenisch!  Greigt die die Schuhe frei ihre Steiftochter?  Sollte ich velleicht meine Frau, die Martha, deine Glora als Geschenk geben und ihre Tochter hieraten?  Warum hat die Tochter diese Besessung?  Velleicht gibt sie die Schuhe auf die Fusse?.. oder sind sie ein ‘Investment’ gegen die Inflation?. oder sind sie velleicht ein Geschenk von die G8?”





Ziggy  too is a chronic puller of  legs.  Despite the Struwelpeter who keeps Austrian boys in order.  This compulsion is a legacy of childhood trauma..indoctrination with the dogmata of  Baron Kraft Ebing and then current family or cultural superstitions...though Ziggy says that the Syndrome of  Baron Munchausen is bred into Austrians by evolution to enable them outwit numerous warlords with conflicting political ideologies.  I will defer report of the full three hour conversation, which followed predictable lines.  It is generally supposed  that the degenerate behaviour of  latter-day Dinosaurs was a compliance with indoctrination that directed them into perpetuating their Industrial System which had become an independent organism paracitic on the Dinosaurs - though the demise of the Dinosaurs was also eventually the demise of  the great factory.  Ziggy asserts, however, if this is a different assertion,  that the neuroses of  Dinosaurs and footballers’ wives are a reaction to their contradiction of  the demands implanted by evolution to ensure species survival.  He has never  gotten over Kraft-Ebing!  The Dinosaurs, Ziggy insisted, ended up spending all their days watching porn movies on their video screens.   Ziggy may have had a point somewhere... Kraft-Ebing may have had some bizarre notion that an average of  three copulations in a lifetime is insufficient to perpetuate the race of yahoos... and four copulations not enough to generate intractable population explosion.   He supposed that only Jews and Africans were capable of  explosion.  But Dinosaurs, unless they are unfortunate enough to collide with a meteorite, live forever!  If Dinosaurs  discovered any fascination in porn movies, that is a miracle.  Rather, they stared at Big Brother, with the same Dinosaur actors asleep for millions of  years on end,  not even bothering to wake up to vote.   If there were any dead Dinosaurs they were performing on Big Brother!  But if the Dinosaurs were watching porn movies - or Big Brother - it is most unlikely that they were being plagued by any inbuilt inner voice informing them they should be otherwise engaged.. which in the case of latter-day Dinosaurs would have been a major operation that required them hiring a great deal of heavy and expensive equipment off the property developers.   It is true that the Dinosaurs who left with Dr Nho considered it their duty to lay down adequate stores of eggs - which, in some millions of years are expected to hatch- but evolution, surely, would have absolved the disciples of  Smart Alec from such an obligation, despite their videos forever boasting about their great victory over Dr Nho.





But, if truth be told.. that is to say, verily,  there may, at first sight, be no reason for asking the question: “Why did the Dinosaurs leave?”.   Every ‘growth system’ or ‘closed growth system’ eventually decays.  Saint Mandy, who delivered the original Greed  Orations, illustrated this by means of  colonies of  bacteria growing in transparent vases containing sugary aqueous buffalo-meat extract.  One amphora would be ‘after one minute’, another ‘after two hours’, another ‘after six months’, with a selection of jars in-between.  The colony grows, even, according to some scales of time, exponentially, and then decays.  This is sometimes represented as a so-called ‘normal curve’ – similar to that familiar to statisticians –  so that we currently can expect a sixth of  Dinosaur to be remaining on Earth.   This curve can be approximated to one of the upper segments of a sine wave.. some suggesting that the rest of such a wave is also of relevance (since the Dinosaurs, after all, are expected to return).  As time progresses, the sugar and meat extract is used up and a great deal of toxic acid accumulates.  But, Mandy pointed out, the same phenomenon occurs also with a system less obviously ‘closed’.  She produced fish in tanks in which algae were growing.  This, at first sight, is not a closed system.  The algae eat the incipient lurgi that travels from the sun.  The fish eat the algae and return the lurgi to the outside universe, so that an equilibrium is maintained.  Nevertheless, the system eventually degenerates.  The duration of the system could be changed by altering the rate of incipience of lurgi, but there was always eventual loss of the necessary equilibria.





No growth system, Mandy demonstrated, was entirely ‘unclosed’.  But there were factors that could delay the eventually inevitable dissolution.  These included large size – as with the fish in the sea – or else the system could exist within in a larger motile system, such as with the fish in a river.  Or there could be cyclic replenishment.  Where an ecological system was within in small terrestrial pond in one of the colder climates, the pond dried up every summer with the tadpoles leaving as frogs and the plants and animals being replaced by seeds and spores.  The original system was then annually restored following a period when the organisms’ waste products (and their own excessive growth) were removed.  Alternatively, the system could adapt to change.  The dinosaurs themselves could have adapted or could be replaced (as they were..for a while, anyway) by a phylum more adapted to the changes in environment the Dinosaurs had themselves created.  An empire of Dinosaurs, or whatever, was part of a larger ecological system which survived by replacing the Dinosaurs by yahoos. ..even if only temporally.  Or there could be ‘seeding’ – movements of the system to some other location.  The bacteria in the jars might perish, as would, for instance, eventually the bacteria that infected a living yahoo or a dead horse.  But the bacteria nevertheless, as a species, or some modification of the species, survived.





Seeding was by some naive Dinosaur’s supposed to be accompanied also by changes in anatomy and/or physiology and/or inbuilt behaviour.  The appropriate form would occasionally, by accident, fall in the appropriate place.  If  the bacteria were being poisoned with carbonic acid, then, the Dinosaurs supposed, it was not that the inherent structure of spores became resistant to carbonic acid but rather that one spore in five thousand RU billions was, by accident, resistant to carbonic acid and it might then, by accident, fall  onto a fragment of  carbonic acid.  That, presumably, could happen!  But as Professor Darwin discovered in his garden - though of course at the time he was not permitted to broadcast this information - the baby Sycamores on his lawn were all exactly the same genetically - the same as all other Sycamores - and survival did not  depend on local adaptation or  on  being the ‘fittest’ but on their evading Dr. Darwin’s lawnmower.. Or his feet.  Dr Darwin, after returning from his travels, returned also  to chronic unemployment and until they were politically corrected nobody published his books.  He wouldn’t have afforded a lawnmower.  But Charles did also note that genetically identical plants were polymorphic - assumed different forms in different locations.   Dr.Darwin ..Delmonte has awarded him an honorary doctorate..has big feet and the Sycamores did not produce millions of seeds to ensure that one of the seeds was the current ‘fittest’ or the fittest for wherever it eventually landed but because there was a less than one in ten million chance of a seedling during the first two weeks of  its existence remaining untrampled.  The ‘seeding’ of these Sycamores, as a matter of fact, was not a means of evolution.   If  the eggs of  the Dinosaur rather than changes in Dinosaur behaviour were their means of evolution,  then evolution would have had to wait a very long time! Seeding might be a means of evolution or it might not, but however evolution took place, the rate of evolution was proportional to the rate of environmental change, the change sometimes being most obviously  created by the system itself.





For a system to survive it was necessary for the ‘fittest’ to depart and to be replaced by the supposedly unfittest, the previously sufficiently unadapted and adaptable to undergo the required adaptation.  The fittest are always on the way out.  Even if we mean by ‘fittest’ not the current rulers of the Dinosaur empire but some rare eccentricity rather more adapted to present or future environment or to the ideal Dinosaur-created environment, such eccentricities would be, in greatest likelihood, wiped out.  Or they would be if they were some species that didn’t habitually live forever.  The notion of  the environment, as it changes, progressively selecting the ‘fittest’ may be feasible in the long run but in the short term it is absurd.  Species such as Sycamores and Dinosaurs do not provide good examples.   But if we were to consider a population of apes in a gradually changing environment, and if there were eccentric variants of this ape that were better adapted to the changes, then,  over ten million years these eccentric forms, when they arose, would be wiped out again and again   - probably by the local eugenics bureau.  Only after a very long time would they establish themselves.  Where there are more rapid changes we have to look for more rapid forms of evolution - major alterations rather than gradual evolution.





The text tubes do reveal that the latter-day Dinosaurs ..around 15 million years prior to the exodos, became obsessed with evolution, eugenics and ‘fitness’ - and in the case of the Dinosaurs this was not because the female always chooses the most aggressive rapist.  Every Dinosaur saw herself, or herself and similar Dinosaurs, as  the ‘fittest’ though, if they had an ingrowing toenail - which they invariably had - they would still declare themselves the fittest and make an extraordinary fuss about the evils of in-growing toenails - and develope a considerable psychopathy and neurosis.  Both the followers of  Smart Alec and the disciples of  Dr Nho considered themselves to be the fittest.   The spindoctors made a great fuss about it.  The scientists were more reticent, because they knew they were the fittest and didn’t want to offend the spindoctors, except for those who knew that the spindoctors were the fittest, the paymasters and the owners of the Eugenics Bureau, who made an even greater fuss about it than the spindoctors themselves!   If the Earth is considered in isolation, it was Dr Nho who left first.. and so he was presumably the unfittest.   Their General Medical Council said so - which proves it!  But the obsession with fitness did, at least for a while, lead to five hundred tonne Dinosaurs running around in shorts and contracting osteoarthritis and in competitions in which Dinosaurs threw themselves off cliffs and the fittest sustained the least injuries.  Or it may have been that the fittest sustained the most injuries.  At any rate, the most multiply fractured were awarded medals.   Dinosaurs are not what the Very Rev Dr Lesbia Funkie Gibbon calls ‘crawling things’.  They have feet and hands..much like yahoos.. and sometimes wings of various descriptions on the upper limbs.  There isn’t an Aramaic word for Dinosaur.  But they may contract osteoarthritis nevertheless.





The simple-minded scientists supposed that the objective of  life was little more than the happiness of  Dinosaurs.  The spindoctors, however, pontificated on the assumption that Dinosaurs existed to preserve the ‘economy’ or ‘gross global product’.  So when scientists spoke of  global worming they had the preservation of  Dinosaurs in mind, or were amusing themselves, whereas spindoctors going on about global heating were intent on preserving the economy..i.e. global worming.  If the sorcerers were, as they claimed, scientists as well as experts, they were the most uncle-tommish of scientists - and of experts.  The sorcerers asserted that the objective,  though not of  life, since they denied the existence of life - and of ‘consciousness’ - was the survival of the species.  If so Godzilla, when setting her priorities, had displayed a perverted sense of humour.  Not that that bothered the sorcerers.  The sorcerers were expected to be both dogmatic and stupid.. and, unlike the scientists, on every issue presented a united front.  If they changed their mind - they did so collectively and had never said it in the first place.  So they spent most of their time disproving the existence of  Godzilla, thereby ensuring that they were the wisest and most powerful beings in the universe.  It was the bodies of the Dinosaur species that had to survive, not whatever they did with their bodies or some abstraction unrecognised by the sorcerers.  So the Dinosaurs watching Big Brother, indeed fossil Dinosaurs, were achieving the objective.  The  scientists and eccentrics nevertheless preserved their eccentricities.   They were fortunate, therefore, that the fragmentation of the main land mass -which Mandy suggests the scientists themselves engineered while their rivals were distracted by BB- rendered such places uninhabitable by the now  oversized tranquillised Dinosaurs.  Otherwise, the scientists would have found their equipment updated and have been forced to watch Big Brother.  These Dinosaurs on the Maltesas and the Gulag were known as the ‘Green Witches’ (Dinosaur for ‘sclerodermic scientists’) because, despite the equatorial climate, their skin was undamaged. Whatever the merits of this deviance, Dr Nho informs us that his equipment is still not updated, though it now performs more accurate measurements, and that he still does not watch Big Brother.  In fact,  Smart Alec’s equipment has not been updated and he no longer watches Big Brother.  The spindoctors had been saying that whatever happens is evolution, and, therefore, justified..and that evolution determines the objectives.  So maybe updating and Big Brother were not the objectives after all.  





Evolution, Mandy reminds us, is not confined to a species or a phylum or even to organic life collectively.   The whole cosmos, organisms and environment together, have evolved as a whole..with inbuilt defences.  The system as a whole readjusts itself to counter disruptions and stresses.  Led on by the industrial spindoctors the Dinosaurs persuaded themselves: “Whatever real or imaginary periterrestrial changes we may perceive are a disease caused by our delinquencies and, therefore, producing further real or imaginary changes which we must reverse”.  They persuaded themselves even that reversal of real or imaginary symptoms at the end-point of some  process reversed the entire process, with elimination of the causes and the disease itself.  But they failed to understand the system as a whole, that if there were any symptomatic changes they were the remedy, not the disease. If a Dinosaur suffered from earache, for instance, she gained  nothing by devouring a couple of willow forests or a thousand hectares of wintergreen.  ..except maybe that she didn’t know any more that she had an earache and got a toothache or a bellyache instead - or retention of carbon dioxide emissions with dinosauric heating.  Dinosaur sorcerers were convinced that earache is a symptom of  Cheyne-Sokes  respiration.  But really the earache is a signal to the Dinosaur that she should syringe her ears - and when she has done that the earache vanishes too.  The spindoctors did indeed even direct the microscope towards imaginary symptoms, obsessing themselves with fantasies while cutting off their perceptions from the overall reality.  But had their delusions been a reality, their solution of  releasing further lurgi to remove the symptoms would have been counterproductive – which it was anyway, despite the symptoms being imaginary.





However, as Mandy pointed out, however time is measured – whether in moons or in terms of  progress of some other changes – the terrestrial Dinosaur Empire survived an extraordinarily long time.  Other growth systems, apart from overall growth systems such as ‘all organisms of a planet’ or ‘all organisms in the universe’,  that have lasted that long are just about unknown.  There is hardly any point, Mandy suggested, in asking ‘Why did the Dinosaurs leave?’.  Indeed, there is very little point in asking why any system has decayed.  Decay is a fact of life.  It remains so even if to the Dinosaurs death apparently is not a fact of life.  Nature too has programmes of  continuous refurbishment but, unlike those of the Dinosaur management consultants, to preserve rather than to destroy.  But we tend to ask this more specific question, ‘What are the reasons?’, because we suppose that through an exact knowledge of the progress of the decay we may learn how to delay our own demise, even though it will only be delay … if, indeed, even that.  The precise form of the degeneration can be seen as a disease and we can supposedly devise some remedy for the disease which enables us live a little longer – though the chances are that it won’t.  In fact, our efforts are likely to have just the opposite effect and we may be wiser to assume that nature and evolution have already solved our problems for us to the degree that they can be solved.   However, in the case of the Dinosaurs, if there are lessons to be learnt, the relevant question is not ‘Why did the Dinosaurs leave?’ but ‘Why did the Dinosaurs last so long?’  From that, maybe, we can learn!





Some say that the terrestrial dinosaurs did not last that long, in the sense that supposedly during their era very little changed and there was no need for evolution.  But, in fact, there were considerable changes and considerable evolution.  This has been attributed to the Dinosaurs’ unusual intelligence and their magnificently constructed brains.   The brain of the Dinosaur is akin to that of the ant, capable of complex computation, or the ganglia, in general, of the insects, who speak languages even as complex as those of the honkeys  ..despite the insect brain or brains being so small that unskilled honkeys have difficulty even in locating them.   The Dinosaurs, like the insects, also had, quite apart from this ‘intelligence’, a biological capability for rapid (anatomical or physiological) adaptation or evolution.  Moreover, the Dinosaur empire still exists.  The terrestrial empire was part of a widely seeded greater empire.  Indeed, it has been seeded locally for rebirth on Terra when suitable weather returns.  The palaeosaurs did not all depart with Dr. Nho.  Although rare elsewhere, they are common enough in our Federation, particularly on the Gulagapos Archipelago.   Further, the Dinosaurs apparently lived forever, laying an egg even only once if a few million years and those eggs might take a few more million years to hatch.. and there are plenty such eggs remaining on earth, for instance in the deeper regions of the sea or under the sea bed and under the polar ice-caps… and remain there despite so many Dinosaur eggs  and Dinosaurs undergoing cryogenic preservation having been eaten by esquimaux.  Most of the remaining non-Dinosaur palaeosaurs, moreover, are capable of  parthenogenesis and have a considerable polymorphism and can, therefore, replicate not only themselves  but the Dinosaurs.





Saint Mandy admitted that the Dinosaur’s themselves are claimed to have attributed their departure to the ‘global worming’.  The liberation and loss of  terrestrial chemically and otherwise bound lurgi that was  brought about by the Dinosaur industries or ‘economic growth’ took place mainly near the surface and there was therefore a compensatory ‘worming’ of lurgi upwards from the centre of  the earth and via ‘wormholes’ into the atmosphere.  The earth meanwhile worms its way closer to the sun, to enable it more rapidly to absorb solar r-lurgi.  Only solar r-lurgi, with the aid of  plants and carbonic acid, can replenish the lost bound lurgi - though the Dinosaurs had waged war on the plants and carbonic acid.  ‘Global worming’ was sometimes also known, at least to spindoctors, as ‘global cooling’- since there is an overall loss of  terrestrial lurgi and there may even be a reduction in periterrestrial, atmospheric or marine lurgi concentration.  But the spindoctors were more interested in a phenomenon, or alleged  phenomenon,  that accompanies the worming and/or cooling - ‘heat’ or ‘global heating’.  ‘Heat’ was a term sometimes applied to the previously bound lurgi (or ‘potential ether’) that had been liberated by the power stations and industries - and then lost into outer space- the ‘glasshouse effect’ analagous to the dissipation of  the lurgi emitted by a stove in a glasshouse.  However, ‘heat’, more accurately, means ‘that which melts a Dinosaur’s scales’ or ‘that which causes expansion of liquid in a local thermometer’. Or heat is the vibration or movement of atoms and molecules, the vibration bashing the dinosaur’s skin until it cracks through ‘scale fatigue’. ‘Heat’ must not be confused with ‘lurgi’ though it is also sometimes known as ‘transmissable lurgi’.  For prectical purposes ‘lurgi’ and ‘heat’ may at times be taken as synonymous   The popular formula for the ‘heat’ emitted by a metallic electron duct, for instance, is exactly the same as the formula for the lurgi emitted by the duct, though this lurgi may, for instance, be some noise, light or motion that does not melt the dinosaur’s scales.  Similarly, the Dinosaurs supposed that where there was ‘global worming’ there was interior and overall lurgi loss that could be regarded also as ‘heat’ and at the same time both increase in periterrestrial lurgi and periterrestrial ‘heating’.  But neither in general nor with global worming does ‘heating’ have to rise and fall with overall local levels of lurgi and the lurgi that escapes into outer space does not have to be ‘heat’ - and the Dinosaurs might experience ‘heating’ in the presence of  local overall diminution of lurgi or ‘periterrestrial global cooling’.  Because the earth moved nearer the sun, however, there might however be initially, for the first mille millia or so, both periterrestrial lurgi accumulation and heating, melting the Dinosaurs’ scales, though eventually, after say twenty mille millia, the original position of the Earth and equilibrium, or near enough, would be restored.   The Dinosaurs, therefore, had to take leave of absence for a few million years.  But it is still not clear that the Dinosaur conception of  Cosmology is correct or whether there ever was any of  this global worming.  Modern historians argue that even if there was this global worming the Dinosaurs could easily have adapted to it, in so far that any adaptation was necessary.   It is said by some that the Dinosaurs grew lazy and that it was only the more enterprising that departed with Dr Nho and others say that local decay on earth was an inevitable consequence of  Economic Growth (that is, even in the absence of  global worming).





The Dinosaurs believed this story...that they were being driven out by global worming - or so Dr. Nho now tells us on the phone.  As they saw history they were a highly intelligent race who visited earth originally as traders.   Their own planets were by their activities progressively denuded of  available potential lurgi.   This in turn led to a movement closer to their suns which resulted in serious ‘water shortages’ which were continuously pouring from the skies.  The Dinosaurs nevertheless had used up all their nuclear fuel and then all the sources of bound lurgi with which they subsequently powered their industries.  The space-voyaging Dinosaurs bought terrestrial chemically bound lurgi in the form of  fallen leaves,  chemically unbound carbon and so forth, in exchange for television sets, mobile phones and other amusing toys.  The Dinosaurs that eventually settled on earth were within their own civilisation regarded as heretics or criminals.   To them it was no news that they faced an uphill task.  They were enterprising, inventive and hard working.  They continued to export lurgi to their former galaxies largely in the form of  clippings from the weed forests and leaves that had fallen off  the trees that in those days covered much of the earth’s surface and, indeed, also great logs of what is now known, because the Dinosaurs eventually chopped it down to cover the earth with plastic, as the ‘carboniferous forest’,  and great quantities of the various other chemically bound potential lurgies derived from sunlight through the activities of the earth’s vegetation.  The Dinosaurs’ spaceships resembled Uncle Boris’s hoveryachts and were driven by nuclear fuel, which was now mined on earth and other colonised planets rather than in the Dinosaurs’ original galaxies, and, initially, the Dinosaur’s also covered the Earth with nuclear power stations.  But they then found they were running out of the cheap nuclear fuels also on Earth.  The Dinosaur power stations depended on chain reactions that resulted in greater leakage of  free lurgi than took place while the minerals were still trapped beneath the earth’s surface.  The lurgi that was released leaked eventually into outer space.  As the Dinosaurs saw it, ‘heat’ was generated by their power stations and, although this leaked into outer space, it nevertheless, before it did so, melted the dinosaurs’ scales.  Their liberation of  terrestrial bound lurgi per se caused ‘global heating’ even without their planets moving towards their suns.  Although the earth was losing energy, which caused it to move closer to the sun, they never experienced this energy loss as ‘cooling’.  The Dinosaurs then began using, in addition to nuclear reactors, power stations driven by the so-called ‘fossil fuels’ and what was known as ‘renewable sources’ – to wit the earth’s weed forests and trees.   There was not a great deal of distinction between the two but if a tree was chopped down to be burnt in a power station it was ‘renewable’  but if it had fallen down or had been chopped down previously, say to make way for a housing estate, then it was ‘fossil’.  This led to further surface warming, as appreciated by the Dinosaurs, and, from the point of the earth, loss of lurgi and movement closer to the sun, which, from the Dinosaurs’ point of view generated even more ‘heat’.





Although ‘global warming’ is the classical explanation of the Dinosaur exodus,  modern historians prefer to say that the Dinosaurs and their civilisation simply decayed.  Some attribute this to the unlimited growth of the Dinosaurs themselves.  It was virtually unknown for a Dinosaur to die of natural causes if, indeed, they died at all.  Although plants may continue to grow rapidly year after year and in exactly the same way with no changes in cellular structure, it has become familiar for the cells of animals to change over the years in such a way that they eventually stop dividing and the animal stops growing and indeed the cells or organism may then gradually decay.  The former animals are replaced by new animals and this also becomes for animals a means of adaptation or of selection of the currently more adapted forms.  In the case of yahoos the precise adaptation is not inborn but rather acquired by the growing child in response to the changed environment.  It has recently been discovered that this is also generally true of other animals though it was formerly believed that some animals were bound by their structure and instincts and that the environment selected the adapted form from numerous alternatives rather than the animal adapting by its own postnatal devices.  It is true that Dinosaurs had at least initially a remarkable capacity for re-adaptation throughout their lives without it proving necessary for this to be accomplished by younger generations.  Their longevity has nevertheless been regarded as a bar to their eventual survival (in the same but changing environment).   Also, the Dinosaurs grew larger and larger.  Although our islands were the centre of  terrestrial Dinosaur civilisation and Belsize its capital, many of  Dinosaurs were too large even to fit on Belsize and, even if not physically too large, too large for Belsize and the surrounding seas to produce sufficient food for even one Dinosaur.  Nevertheless the Dinosaurs did eventually become en masse addicted to tranquillisers and had, therefore, much reduced metabolic rates and food requirements, though now despite their reduced food intake their weight and volume increased even more rapidly.





The Dinosaurs eventually became lazy, came to rely on the reservoirs of  oil in the mountains on Belsize and beneath La Minge, the channel of sea-water that transects the island, spent their days gambling plastic tokens in their casinos and decorating their favourite Incas with gold ornaments.   During the latter thirty million years of their terrestrial empire they could do nothing without the aid of some machine that consumed and emitted great quantities of lurgi.   They came even to rely on electric legs, their own legs atrophying or becoming non-functional.  Nevertheless they just sat at home, with their necks maybe stretched out into the nearest sea or forest and munching away,  though in the final millennia there were no forests and no food to be seen and the Dinosaurs just sat watching Big Brother.  They became chronically addicted to various tranquillisers which not merely reduced their metabolic rate and need for food, though they were still getting fatter and fatter, but  provided a barrier to awareness of  the miserable life the Dinosaurs were now leading..  The Dinosaurs were eductated by industrial spindoctors that they had to have everything individually – public facilities being demolished - and it all had to be continuously thrown out and replaced - their personal spaceships, television sets, baths, and computers (rather than their being connected to main line with the dinosaurs writing their own programs)…  There were, of course, no more public parks but there no private gardens either!  The entire surface of the earth was covered with buildings and concrete.  The hutches of  the Dinosaurs were provided with ‘central heating’ but, at the same time now thinly walled - sometimes indeed built of a transparent substance called ‘double glazing’ - with no effective insulations or curtains - the lurgi thus escaping to ‘heat’ outer space while the Dinosaurs were stifled into even greater stupor, unable to sleep and unable to remain awake.  Indeed, the more prosperous spindoctors not only had within their hutches these ovens but machines,  emitting much lurgi, that then intentionally transmitted the ‘heat’ to the surrounding streets and outer space.  Dinosaur industries that produced anything useful or necessary ground to a halt – the whole Earth now becoming globilised with, for instance, every region of the Earth now ‘enriching itself’ by abandoning the primitive and unprofitable such as mining and agriculture, and devoting itself to refurbishment or replacement of unnecessaries.  The most prosperous terrains, of course, concentrated on casinos – which materialised on their computers during the intervals when the Big Brother Actors were going to the toilet –or whatever they did during the intervals.  Just carried on sleeping, as a matter of fact.  Dinosaur microwave ovens played loud music and took photographs  even though the food now had no nutritious value.  As the Dinosaurs grew bigger and bigger, their continuously rebuilt homes, became smaller and smaller.  The gross global product, the wealth of the dinosaurs, was therefore increasing at an exponential rate.  Over the final ten million years the Dinosaur industry consisted of continuous ‘replacements’  and ‘refurbishments’ and ‘updatings’ – with all the impressive stone buildings of the dinosaurs being demolished and ‘disposable’ plastic structures appearing in their place.  This, the spindoctors yelled down the television sets, was what the public wanted, it presented them with ‘choice’.   Since even what were formerly kennels for pet yahoos were now being subdivided into numerous ‘houses’, it would appear that there must have been innumerable empty dwellings. We have  discovered no mention of this on the text tubes. It is known that the spindoctors pressganged and imported innumerable palaesaurs from the Romany galaxies – but the gross global product and wealth of the Dinosaurs was exponentially expanding independently of what effect these Romany palaeosaurs may have had.





If the Dinosaurs grew fed up with this and departed in their spaceships, then, surely, they were not decadent after all.  Maybe not!  The traditional story has been that the palaeosaurs all departed, en masse, in their spaceships, under the leadership of  Dr. Nho, except for a few.  Palaeosaurs, even Dinosaurs, are still a common sight on and around our islands, particularly those of the Gulagapos Archipelag.  The departing spaceships emitted a great cloud of smoke, generating a great deal of global heating and this melted all the plastic buildings.  The result of this is that apart from a few ancient stone public lavatories ..usually reduced to merely stone circles, which had been mysteriously overlooked during the demolitions.. and some bones dating back to the first sixty million years or so of the terrestrial Dinosaur empire and, of course the records that were left on Belsize and have been carefully preserved, nothing whatsoever remains of the great Dinosaur civilisation.  My team of schoolchildren have however discovered that Dr Nho was a figure of mockery, persecuted as a maverick who was undermining public confidence in the true and accredited Experts.  Only a few Dinosaurs departed with Dr. Nho .. probably no more than twenty thousand .. and it was also representatives (and eggs) that were taken of other palaeosaur species rather than every individual.  The Dinosaurs who departed, maybe, were not decadent.. but they were a relatively small minority.  Dr Nho also arranged for eggs of  Dinosaurs and other palaeosaurs, which may take millions of years to hatch, to remain in safe locations in Terra.  Dr Nho did initially send signals back to the computers on Montmandie .. reporting, for instance, that the eggs on his own spaceships were not eaten… and we are re-establishing contact.   It does seem likely that mass conflagration of plastic buildings following the Exodos generated considerable global heating and eliminated most of  the remaining Dinosaurs, though the fires were probably started by property developers rather than by the departing spaceships.  A few Dinosaurs may have lived on, though they laid no eggs, but the Management Consultants then persuaded themselves and the remaining Dinosaurs, except for a few mavericks who remain, to depart in plastic spaceships powered with hydrogen.. which exploded soon after take-off.   There is no substance in claims that the terrestrial Dinosaurs were recalled to combat an invasion of illegal yahoo immigrants of the galaxies originally inhabited by the Dinosaurs.  Dr Nho did inform the Belsize computers that he had landed within these galaxies though the previously inhabited planets were now replenished with energy and vegetation and had been restored to their original positions. 





Dr Nho, on his departure, had handed over the University of  Delmonte to Chief Ponchobolero and it was Dr Nho’s messages that were the source of the traditional Inca accounts of the last years of the Dinosaur terrestrial Empire.  Although most of the Dinosaurs still remained, at least for few minutes thereafter, Dr. Nho’s departure is realistically regarded as the end of the terrestrial Dinosaur Empire.  Our current researches do confirm that there was following the Dinosaurs’ departure a severe acute pandemic of  Global Heating.  This heating was seen from Dr. Nho’s spaceships and reported to Belsize.  It appears also to be true that prior to the Exodos, there was over at least sixty million years a progressive loss of terrestrial lurgi, reasonably attributable to Dinosaur power stations, so-called industries and the modus vivendi of  a decadent Dinosaur culture.  However, Saint Mandy does not seem to have been mistaken in her claim that the terrestrial Dinosaur empire lasted an astonishingly long time within an environment that was changing, rather than static, and that we have to explain the success of the Dinosaurs rather than to suppose that there was a failure that requires explanation.   There was on Terra eventually and inevitably a decadence of  the local Dinosaur civilisation but, as Saint Mandy says, Dinosaur culture lives on, and can be expected to return to terra.   It currently seems not unlikely, unless we learn from the Dinosaurs,  that the yahoos will enjoy a shorter period of glory than the Dinosaurs and we must not unreservedly scorn the plans of  the Brigand Tung, fanatical earthquaker lunatic though he may be, for a terrifugal exodos of spaceships transporting yahoos to some new galaxy.. 
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
