· Pass out the bundle of sort cards
· Give the students 5 minutes to organize the words.

· Have groups share their concept maps  with the other groups

· Go over the action plan worksheet. 

·  Have each student to write down the top 5 things that they learned.  

· Explain how to write an action plan and go over the example.  

· Have the students to develop an action plan for 2 of their 5 items.

· Choose two of the items learned that you wrote

· Think about what you need to do to accomplish this task. 
· Next think about the resources that you need to accomplish these things. 
·  Once you have listed each of these, then you need to set a timeline to carry them out. 
·  If you do not set a specific time then you may never follow through. 
You should periodically review your action plan and adjust it accordingly.
