Career Interests Game: Mentor Guide 

Group: 
1st year students - Concurrent Session II

Time: 

30 minutes

Materials: 
“Career Interests Game” Sheet



2 Career Interest Cards for each personality type (12 total see “Career Interests Game” Sheet)



2 Envelopes with 9 pictures for each personality type



6 Dictionaries (At Least)

Procedures: 

5 min

1) All first year students should remain together until separated by personality types

2) Hand students career interests game worksheet (should be double-sided). 

3) Tell them to look at the chart and find the column that best describes his/her hobbies and traits 

20 min

4) Separate the group at different tables by personality types. (Make sure each table has a dictionary).  If one group is exceptionally large, divide the students into 2 groups. If one group is very small (only 1-2 people), mentors should join their group, but only play a supporting role. (In other words don’t take over the group () 

5) Hand the students the game sheet (face down) and envelopes that corresponds with their personality type.

6) Explain the Directions: 

· The game card has various careers on it that suits his/her personality type. 

· The corresponding envelope has pictures that correspond to each career.

· The objective of the game is to be the first team to be able to match the pictures with the careers AND know what each career does (Advise to use dictionaries). 

· Groups should raise their hands when they are finished until one of the mentor’s acknowledges them by checking to see if all of the pictures are correctly placed.

· If all pictures are correctly placed the students should sit quietly until everyone else is finished or until time is up.

7) Allow the students to turn over cards and begin at the same time 

8) Note: A mentor should keep track of the order in which the student’s correctly finished matching their card.

5 min

9) After the all the teams have gone, determine which who was the first to get everything correct. Each student from that team can receive a piece of candy

10) Instruct the students to look at the chart on the back of the worksheet to see if any careers in their personality type that might interest them.  If time permits, a mentor should go to each table and have a brief discussion with the students about the other careers listed on the sheet.
