Group: Everyone – Ice Breaker

Time: 20 minutes

Material: “Whats Your Value?” Handout
AS THE PARENTS SIGN IN FOR SATURDAY’S SESSION

· Count parents off into 8 groups.

· Hand out the Values worksheet and instruct the students to complete them individually while they eat their breakfast and wait for the session to get started.

ONCE ACTIVITY “OFFICIALLY BEGINS” (15 minutes)
· Instruct each group to choose the top 3 values from the sheet.  The group must come to an agreement between all members.  (5 minutes)

· Have two groups to combine and then they will go through the same exercise (5 minutes)

· Have the each large group combine with another group (to form 2 large groups) and then come up with another common sheet with the top three values selected. (5 minutes)

DISCUSSION (5 minutes)

· Have both groups share their top three.

· What value was the most controversial for each group?

· What methods of compromise did they use to get the top three?
