Mentor Guide: Lets Get Personal

Time: 30 mins

Materials: 

· Personality Survey

·  Role Explanations

· Chart Paper with Personality Roles written on them

· Markers/Crayons

Prep: Before the session write one personality role per chart paper and evenly post around the Fellowship Hall

Procedures:

· Students should be divided into groups of 6 with 1-2 mentors per table. One mentor should facilitate the large group. (Have students count off so that they will be separated from their friends)
Intro (5 min) [To be done at tables]

1. State the following:

“Your personality influences the way you will use your spiritual gifts and the way you will fulfill God’s purpose for your life.  This activity will help you learn a little more about your personality type.”

2. Tell the students to indicate all the statements on the personality survey that best describes them. The group of statements with the most marks is the group for which they belong.
3. Have students find their role posted on the wall and have them stand with their chart paper

Activity (15 min)

1. If there are several students at a particular role the group may have to be divided into smaller groups. 1-2 mentors should be with each personality group.

2. A designated student should read the role of their particular personality type.

3. Each mentor should tell their group that they have 10 minutes to draw a “poster” that describes their personality type. The mentors may need to give students idea to get started and make sure that everyone in the group is participating.

Presentation (10 min)

1. Allow 1-2 mins for each personality group to present their posters to everyone else.

Personality Roles

Role 1 – Servers

Role 6 – King

Role 7 - Scholar

You like to maintain a neutral perspective and you are very good at seeing all sides of an issue. You are a natural student with a high level of curiosity and a great willingness to risk in order to satisfy your thirst for new knowledge. You love to experiment with things to find out what would happen 'if...'  Scholars are: Students, philosophers, adventurers, anthropologists.
