Welcome to HLI Feud 2005! This game will challenge your HLI knowledge. The questions are from sessions from the first through the third year, so make sure that you have a representative on your team from each year.  The team who wins will be deemed HLI Scholars!

Rules:

· Students should be divided into two teams, Team A and Team B Each team will need a paper, pencil, and a calculator (or a mathematician ()

· Both teams will be presented their own question each round. 

· When the question is presented to the respective team, the team will have one (1) minute to list their top six (6) answers. 

· After the one (1) minute has elapsed, the top six (6) answers will be posted on the screen. If any of the given responses match the responses the team wrote down, then the team is allotted the corresponding points for that response.

· After the first team has played one round, the second team will have a chance to respond to their question in the same manner described above.

· At the end of the regular rounds, both teams will choose two representatives to participate in the fast money round. Which is the last chance to earn points. One person will be the responder, and the other person the recorder.
· Five questions will be presented one at a time on the screen. Then the responder from each time will give a response to the question aloud within 20 seconds, and the recorder will write down his/her team member’s response.  The second team to respond cannot use the same response as the first team. The HLI mentors will have the authority to decide who responded first if any questions may arise.
· After the five questions have been presented, the top responses will be displayed. If the team’s responses match the given responses then the team will be awarded the corresponding points.
· Lastly, each team will add up all the points from all of the rounds, and the team with the highest points will be deemed HLI scholars!
