Power Point Profile Requirements

1. You must have at least 5 slides but no more than 10.

2. You must have an introduction slide that includes your name, your assigned person or topic, and a picture related to this assigned item.  This may have animation.

3. One slide must contain some factual history about the person or topic…you may use any graphic of your choosing and the background must be related to the assigned topic.  This slide may contain animation…no sound unless it is continuous music or unless your assigned topic is related to music.

4. Another slide must contain your personal thoughts about the assigned person or topic.  Be very specific with this slide.  This should be at least 3 sentences.  Also, include a graphic of your choice, animation, and sound (sound may be applied only to this slide unless otherwise stated…not letter by letter or word by word)!

5. One slide must contain a quote by the assigned person or about the assigned topic or person…you must give credit to the person that said the quote…also, be able to explain to us how this relates to the person or topic…this slide may contain a background related to the topic and animation.

6. Finally, the remaining slide should tell why this person or topic is important to the history.   Why they or it should be studied and remembered.  This slide may contain animation, a picture of your choice, and a background of your choice.

7. Remember, if you are studying a musician, you may download a piece of their music and insert it into your presentation.  If you find them speaking, you may download this and add it to your presentation.  Anything else will need my approval!  For power point instructions, see link below.

The research report is exceptional in all elements. It is eloquent, informative, and achieves its purpose with the intended audience. 
B
The paper is evenly well organized, logically developed, and engaging. A thesis statement clearly defines the topic. The introduction describes what the author proposes to say or prove, provides a context for the topic, and lays out a style and organizational plan. Each paragraph has a clear topic sentence and appropriate supporting details that work together to develop the thesis. All facts are correct. The conclusion effectively demonstrates that the author proved what was stated in the thesis. The paper is concise with excellent grammar and mechanics. The author’s mastery of the concepts is evident. All resource materials are properly referenced. The paper is neat and presentable. 
C
The paper is almost as good as that receiving a rating of 4, but it is uneven with some less-developed elements. 
D
The paper is similar to that receiving a rating of 1, but it has one or two important elements that are better developed. The paper is unorganized and poorly developed. The thesis statement is unclear. The introduction fails to explain the purpose of the paper, context for the thesis, and/or provide an organization plan for this report. Some paragraphs do not have main ideas and/or supporting details. Some information is inaccurate
the arguments unconvincing. Errors in grammar and/or mechanics are present. Sources of information are not cited. The paper is messy. 
F
The research report is extremely weak in all areas. Or, the paper is missing. The paper is in words other than the author’s.
