The Raven Questions:

1. What time is the setting of the poem?

2. What month is the setting of the poem?

3. Whom does the narrator want to forget?

4. There are several points at the beginning of the poem in which we know the narrator is afraid.  List one example of the words or phrases Poe used to show us the narrator’s fear.

5. What word does the narrator hear spoken from the darkness?

6. What word does the raven say over and over?

7. Look at the last stanza of the poem and list an example of symbolism.

8. Using the above, what does your example symbolize?

9. What did the raven beguile the narrator to do at one point in the poem?

10. What does the narrator imagine he smells during the poem?

11. Assonance is a repeating of vowel sounds.  Look at the last stanza.  List an example of assonance.

12. Alliteration is the repetition of consonant sounds.   Look at stanza eight.  List an example of alliteration.

13. A conflict is a struggle.   Finish the following conflict and then tell me if it is an internal or external conflict.

14. There are many aspects of this poem that reflect Poe’s life.  Describe a likeness between the poem and Poe’s life.
