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You have all seen Mrs. Chapman’s shirt.  Now, it is time for you to make this shirt and idea into a story.   This will be a lengthy project, so it is not due until we complete our Beowulf unit.  Here is what you will need to do:

1. Beowulf is going to be your superhero.  You must create an image of him.  You may use a computer to generate your image, but it has to be your image.  Another idea is to draw your image.  Also, cutting pieces/parts of images and putting them together would make an awesome superhero.  RMEMBER…costuming is the most important part!  Yes, he or she must have a costume.

2. Also, you must create a sidekick for your superhero or Beowulf.  You must name and create an image of this sidekick.  Follow the same image guidelines/ideas as listed above.  REMEMBER…the costume is important.

3. Create an enemy or Nemesis for Beowulf…someone or something he will need to fight.  You will need to name it and then create an image of it.  You may use a computer to generate your image, but it has to be your image.  Another idea is to draw your enemy.  Also, cutting pieces/parts of images and putting them together would make an awesome enemy.  REMEMBER…the costume is going to be the most important feature of this enemy.

4. Now, you must create a conflict.  At the heart of any good story lies conflict. What did the enemy do that would cause Beowulf to get involved?  You will need to invent a victim(s) in this scheme.  Make a list of those being tormented by the enemy and how it affects each (see chart attached).  Also, that chart has a place for you to write you conflict and to create a theme for your story.

5. Now, choose a victim and write a letter to the superhero from that victim.  Use the victim voice.  Ask for help and tell why you need their help. Writing letters has been a powerful communication tool for thousands of years.  It would be nice to include a picture of the victim…but that is up to you and how you want to invent that idea.
6.  Just like Batman, Superhero Beowulf must have a secret lair.  Where is it?   What would it look like?  Using white paper, draw Beowulf’s lair.  Be detailed…be creative, and don’t forget to color!

7.  Just like Beowulf, his Nemesis must have a lair.  Use white paper for this also.

8. Many superheroes have a common saying or logo.  You must come up with a logo and saying for your Beowulf.  Put the logo on white or color paper and write the saying below the logo.

9. Now, it is time to write your story.  You may make this in the form of a comic book, graphic novel, or storybook.  The format is up to you.  Just remember, to make it detailed.

10. The story presentation, fulfillment of requirements, the plot, neatness, and creativity are just a few of the items upon which you will be graded.  See the grade sheet for more details.  The setting of your story may be the past, present, or future.  You decide.
