1. In a class of 29 students, 17 are boys. A. What fraction of the class is boys?    B. What fraction of the class is girls?

2. Diana swam for 15 minutes. What fraction of an hour did she swim.

3. How many quarters of a centimeter are in 8 centimeters?

4. Toni and Barry are painting a fence. Toni has finished 5/12 of the job and Barry has finished 1/3 of the job. Who has finished the larger part of the job.

5. A clerk sold 4 2/3 dozen white shirts and 1 1/3 dozen colored shirts. How many dozen shirts did she sell?

6. Lionel is 88 ½ cm. Tall and his father is 65 ¾ cm. Taller. Find the father’s height.

7. Four clerks sold 7 ¾, 10 5/6, 8 ½,  and 12 dozen pairs of stockings on a certain day. Find the total number of dozen pairs of stockings sold that day.

8. Mr. Sheridan bought two turkey’s that weighed 18 kg together. If one turkey weighed 9 7/10 , what did the second turkey weigh?

9. Wilma is 13 5/6  years old. Jessica is 10 ½ years old. Find the difference between their ages.

10. If there are 5280 feet in a mile, how many feet are there in 7/8  of a mile?

11. If it requires 8 ¾ meters of lumber to make a cabinet, how much lumber will it take to make 12 cabinets?

12. Chandra’s glass is ¾ full of water. If she drinks 2/3 of the water,  what part of a glass of water does she drink?

13. Ellen gad 2 ¼ meters of plywood. If she used 1/3 of this piece, how much did she use?

14. How many packages of candy, each containing ¾ of a pound, can be filled from  45 pounds of candy?

15. A bus driver spends 1 1/3 hours in making a round trip on her route. How many round trips dies she make on a day when she works 8 hours?

16. How many pieces of ribbon, each 5/12 of a yard in length, can be cut from a piece of ribbon that is 6 ¼ yards long?

17. A piece of wire 25/100 of a meter long is cut into 5 equal pieces. Find the length of each piece.

18. How many pieces of ribbon, each 1 ¾ meters long, can be cut from a roll that is 40 ¼  meters long?

19. In a High School graduating class 125 students went to college and 75 did not. A. What part of the class went to college? B. What part of the class did not go to college?

20. If there are 440 yards in a ¼ of a mile, fid the number of yards in 1 mile.

21. A carpenter used 7/8  of the number of meters of lumber he had ordered for a job. If he used 350  meters of lumber,  how many meters had he ordered?
