

PRAISE & PROGRESS REPORT AT A GLANCE


●PRAISE GOD! HSHM was blessed to host HIV/AIDS Wholistic brunches “Just Chillin”, support groups “A Closer Walk”, retreats, conference and workshops in 2001 and 2002. These Prevention and Care activities included transportation, child care, nutritious meals, and pain and stress management through the use of Complementary treatments. They also included individual psychosocial supports & spiritual counseling, spiritual & cultural exchange and empowerment supports for children with special needs, single women and persons infected/ affected by HIV/AIDS and care providers.
●HSHM is a “Ministry without Walls” therefore programming was held at diverse settings.  Locations included a local Unity church, urban community centers, Unity Village, the Historic Gem Theater, the Marriot and Hyatt Regency hotels. 


● HIV/AIDS Prevention training and support for persons infected/affected was woven into culturally specific programming at the annual ten-day Kansas City Dr. Martin Luther King Celebration which services youth, community groups and corporate groups.HSHM also issued a community “report card” related to health disparities in communities of color at the KC Dr. King celebration in 2002.

These themes were also carried out in 2001/2002 at the annual “Egungun Youth Festival” (designed six years ago by Rev. Cox) and at the seven-day Kansas City Citywide Kwanzaa Celebration 2001/ 2002.  To each of these events HSHM added “The Wholistic Clinic” activity each night which mobilized local holistic practitioners to expose high risk and underserved populations to Complementary Treatments (Reflexology, Reiki, massage, prayer therapy, aromatherapy, music therapy, nutrition/herbs etc).
●The H. S. H. M. youth participated and provided peer-to-peer HIV/AIDS & Substance Abuse Prevention education and training during the Citywide Kwanzaa Celebration 2001. 
●The H. S. H. M. & its youth welcomed an HIV (+) young mother from Kenya to KC during Black History Month 2002 as we collaborated with the Nigerian Women Association of Greater Kansas City. This event raised awareness about HIV/AIDS among African immigrants in Kansas City and helped to establish a sense of community between people of African descent in various parts of Africa and in America.
