Bills And Resolutions Introduced in Each State of America on Homeless Issues for the Year 2003

The following is a report on what all the individual States are doing on legislation on homeless issues for the year 2003 ONLY.  I have looked mostly on the Internet to find the information and because the most bills haven’t passed yet, and because not enough time has elapsed to prove it’s effectiveness.  I have looked in the official legislative web site for each state and province.  This thesis is not perfect and likely has some mistakes in the data.  I was looking, however, for good ideas that helped the homeless…to not be homeless.  I have found some inventive, and also predicable, meathods in each state.  I am particularly interested in legislation that could encourage relationships with other stable people.

There were 304 Bills and Resolutions that I could find in 2003. of that, as far as the ones that I personally liked, I’ve found 36.  There were four bills that I’ve felt could prolong one remaining homeless.  I’ve noticed that in most states, legislators have delt mostly with homeless Women, homeless Children, Homeless Families, and homeless Veterans.  Not many bills delt with Homeless Single Adult Males.  A very small few bills ever tackled the issue of relationships among the homeless.  There are also a lot of bills that have to do with rent, homelss service providers, medical and health issues, appropriations and monies, and.  I’ve tried to group the major categories I’ve seen in the following table.  A few delt with Justice, incarsaration, sex, and police issues, of wich I mostly agreed with.

In Hawaii, for example, that state has a unique problem no other state has.  Hawaii is a Island and when someone becomes homeless, he or she can’t exactly thumb his way to another state, therefore, this year, Hawaii is giving plane tickets to the homeless, with the comfirmed destination to a family member (SB 1540).

 In New York, whoever needs to stay at the mission for a night must be fingerprinted (a 7295), and arrested if he or she is found to have a  warrant (a 2247) (I’ve noticed that those homeless with warrants can never find a stable address for fear of being arrested, so they remain homeless) and every mission is required to provide data on who has warrents and special problems or needs to the state.  New York is also more clearly defining land use for service providers (a 4309), encouraging citizens to take in the homeless with a tax credit (a 1934), and encouraging empty business rentals to be filled with a tax exemption (a 1686).

In Colorado, a bill creates family resource centers to assist a family, be a family (hb 1130).  In Connecticut, a bill is trying to cut the number of whole homeless families by five percent and establishing a homeless task force (sub bill 886, line 13).  In Kansas Senator Hensley introduced a resolution that incourages citizens and service providers to use the homeless person’s own family as a collateral resource(scr 1605).  In Michigan  a appropriations bill requires homeless missions to collaborate with the “Family Independence Agency”(sb 308) and another Michagan bill states a homeless mission is inadequate to meet the person’s needs (hb 4413).  In Nevada they are naming a “Homeless Awareness Day”(acr 13), In Pennsylvania, there is a bill that establishes a task force to see if there is a link between a person being inprissoned and the rate he or she becomes homeless.  In Washington, if any sex offender  is released on parole to a mission, it is automatic that he wear a ankle bracelet(sub sb 5205), also in Pennsylvania, a status report is required to count the number of sex offender’s who are homeless, and gives preference to certain release centers.   A agency is established to make these reports, including finding the school and education status of sex offending homeless (hb 1237).

Bills and resolutions I feel could prolong one being homeless are as follows:

In Louisiana, there is a bill that gives money twords the building of new homeless missions, (I feel this can maintain a person, but not change him to not being homeless and may give pork twords salaries)(sb 704).  In New York, monies are giving directly to the homeless, without regard to how he will spend it. (a 330) Also in New York, there is a revolving loan grant twords rent of people who are in danger of becoming homeless, wich could discorage responsible behavior (a 2573).

All in all, I feel most of the bills and resolutions, if not all, are well intentioned.  However, I see that legislators are focusing mostly on rent issues with women, children and whole homeless families.  I wonder what would happen if legislator focused on why the person became homeless in the first place.  And to that point I offer a idea MY Father helped come up with… 

What would happen if legislators encouraged relationships, family, and bonding as a way to encourage the homeless to live much better lives.?

I know it can work…10 years ago, Two weeks after I moved Home to Cimarron KS. , a small farming town, where NOTHING happens in it, my Father and I were going to the grocery store. As we went past main street, Dad and I saw a dirty, bearded man at the corner holding a sign: “Will Work for Food”. I think Dad picked him up because Dad felt more sorry for me for just getting kicked out of the rescue mission where I worked. Dad took him to a restaurant, with me in tow. Dad didn’t want me to talk so I did my best. Dad asked him if he had any family, the homeless man said “No” and Dad believed him…but I didn’t. After we ate, Dad took him to the hotel and put him up for the night. As Dad was Driving me home he said: “David, I have a appointment to go to. While I’m gone, just stay Home, do NOT go to the hotel to bother him!” I promised, but I lied. Right after Dad Left I went back to the hotel I found him drinking, and I gave the homeless man a choice …either he tell me where his family is or I will call Sheriff Krammer. He finally did tell me where his brother was, so I told him to come with me to the house so we could call his brother.
One year later I was working as a flagman on highway 50. Nothing was going right that day for me, and my boss was upset at my work. I had stopped a line of cars and about 6th in line was this semi-truck. A man Got out and walked toward me. He looked at me with his brows down and I thought he was mad too (I learned later the wind was in his face) I was scared when he got to me. He looked right at me and said… “David, Thank you for getting in my face and making me go home to my family…they got me sobered up so I could get my CDL license and now I drive trucks…I just wanted to thank you for that”………………………...
The first week in March of 2003, I went under the Kansas Avenue Bridge in Topeka Kansas and I found a young man by the name of Clinton Cadwallader hanging out under it.  I asked him why he wasn’t with his family and he told me he had gotten out of prison in February and had lost contact with his family for nine years.  We went to the Public Library to look up his last known relative.  He said his aunt lived somewhere in Houston TX.  Clinton looked in a Houston phone book and looked online in a people search, and found her number.  Clinton called her and after some tears from both, the Aunt said she would call his parents, who had moved around a lot.  On Friday, April 04, 2003, Clinton’s Mother and Father drove all the way from Houston to pick him up and take him…HOME!!! - - - Do you need proof families can be a help to most homeless?  Call Clinton’s Father, Roger and ask – his phone # is:  1 (832) 326-7714, or Clinton’s Mom Cell Phone #, at 1 (832) 563-3880.  
I will be happy as a clam riding on cloud nine for a month!!!!!

I ask in this paper you encourage relationships as a way to help the homeless…come home.  Thank You.
