(I found out later he looked so stern because the wind was in his eye’s)  He came right up on me and took my sholder and said… “David, thank you for getting in my face, it changed my life!” …the weird part of this whole story is his family did it all, I just let a horse to water.

The first week on March of 2003,  I went under the KS. Ave. Bridge in Topeka KS and found a guy by the name of Clinton Cadwallader hanging out under it.  I asked him why he wasn’t with his family and he said he had just gotten out of prisonand lost contact with his family – FOR NINE YEARS!  We went to the library to look up his last known relative.  He found his Aunt in Houston TX. and called her.  After some tears, she promptly called her sister (Clinton’s Mother) and the next week his Mother and Father drove from Houston to Topeka to take him…Home.
