I saw in the paper that your city is going to / are / have attempted to clean up your homeless encampments in your City.  I have some suggestions that would save money and get that homeless person home.
First, have your Police Department ask where the homeless person’s Family is at…they might have their own success stories to tell –

The first week on March of 2003,  I went under the KS. Ave. Bridge in Topeka KS and found a guy by the name of Clinton Cadwallader hanging out under it.  I asked him why he wasn’t with his family and he said he had just gotten out of prisonand lost contact with his family – FOR NINE YEARS!  We went to the library to look up his last known relative.  He found his Aunt in Houston TX. and called her.  After some tears, she promptly called her sister (Clinton’s Mother) and the next week his Mother and Father drove from Houston to Topeka to take him…Home.  Would you like to talk to him and his family?  His phone # is 1 (832) 326-7714 or 1 (832) 563-3880.

Issues of privacy with the homeless should be ignored…they are homeless and do not have any privacy, their “rights” keep them the way they are.

Let the Police or whoever will talk to the people in the camps,  to pull out a cell phone and allow the homeless to use it to call someone to come home to.

All the programs for the homeless out there… when the homeless leave that program, chances are they will still be homeless.  I’ve noticed that with most missions and programs, they hold funding over service, and they create a “need” that isn’t there, until of course, the city decides the camps are in the way.  

If the homeless person has no one he can get help from (including from his church or old high school friends), then just have knock on a few doors to ask someone… “may I be your roommate?”  Have your programs encourage their clients to build and repair relationships in their lives.  I would be homeless now if it were not for my Dad.

Family Re-Unification with homeless Individuals.  Could you try, and adopt, this idea as your own?  Could you encourage your homeless programs to do the same?  Thank you so very Much!  Change a life for me(and Christ), Ok?
