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Class Schedule
Jazz Ensemble, 9:00-9:45 $450
Grades 6-12. All students must pass an audition1 to be in this
class. Students must know their scales up to 5 sharps and 5 flats.
Students are required to participate in the concert ensemble
(included in jazz ensemble fee).  All instruments may participate.
Students will learn basics of jazz though method books, charts
and ear training.

Concert Ensemble, 9:55-10:55 $350
Grades 5-12.  All students must have at least one year of
experience on their instrument. Students should know their scales
up to three sharps and three flats as well as their chromatic scale.
Students will study graded music up to grade 2 as well as complete
other musical projects to increase their understanding of music
as a whole. All wind, percussion and orchestral string instruments
excluding piano and harp are included in this ensemble.

Beginning Winds2, 11:05-11:50 $350
Grades 4-12. There are no prerequisites for this class. Students
will learn how to hold, play, and take care of their instruments.
Students will progress through the Standards of Excellence method
books (cost of book included in fee). All wind and percussion
instruments are taught in this class.

Beginning Percussion2, 12:00-12:45 $350
Grades 4-12. All students must pass an audition* to be in this
class. Students must demonstrate familiarity with snare rudiments
and mallet instruments. Students will focus on the basics and gain
skills on multiple percussion instruments.

Beginning Orchestra2, 12:55-1:40 $350
Grades 4-12. There are no prerequisites for this class. Students
will learn how to hold, play, and take care of their instruments.
Students will progress through the Strings Explorer method books
(cost of book included in fee). All orchestral string instruments
excluding harp and piano are taught in this class.

Recorder Ensemble, 2:30-3:15 $300
Grades 2-4. There are no prerequisites for this class. Learn basic
music theory. Implementing Kodaly themes and Orff Concepts
including rhythm exercises, solfege, hand motions, and note
reading. There is a onetime $10 fee for the recorder and book.

Beginning Guitar2, 3:25-4:10 $350
Grades 6-12. There are no prerequisites for this class. Learn basics
of chords and finger picking. Learn to read tabulator, music, and
chord symbols and to tune and restring a guitar. Requirements:
Acoustic guitar, set of strings and 6 picks. Music and instruction
book are provided.
