
TEAM SELECTION

Try-outs

Try-outs begin on the Monday of the second full week in March and runs typically for three to four days consecutively.  In the Hononegah Girls Soccer program, try-outs are viewed as the first day of training for that spring season.  Players for all three levels will be evaluated based on their attendance, fitness level, playing ability, field sense, and attitude through a variety of drills, skills tests, and games or game-related activities.  Any student who is enrolled at Hononegah High School, who meets eligibility requirements to participate, and has a current or updated physical turned in to the Athletic Director, is eligible to try-out.  After evaluations are completed, coaches will determine at what level each player will play.  If overall numbers are excessive or players do not meet the necessary requirements upon evaluation, players may not be placed on any team, but be encouraged to try-out again next spring.  All players who choose to try-out have an equal chance of making any team, whether it be varsity, junior varsity, or freshmen team.  

During Season

During the season, players may be moved to fill vacancies due to academic ineligibility, disciplinary action, or injuries.  Players may also be moved to a higher-level team in order to (a) see if they can perform at that level, or (b) maximum roster size to provide depth for a tournament or game, particularly at the end of the season.  When these opportunities occur, the player should take this as an honor and use it as a learning experience no matter how much time is awarded on the field.  On rare occasions, a player may be moved to a lower-level team in order to (a) receive more game experience, or (b) to get into match condition after an injury.  When these opportunities occur, the player should make this a positive experience to improve upon their performance, with the determination of getting back into rotation on their original team.   

Varsity Team 

The varsity team is made up of players in the program who the coaches believe to be the collective best.  This level is reserved for those players who have successfully prepared themselves to represent Hononegah High School girl’s soccer program.  Aside from displaying the appropriate technical, tactical, physical, and psychological demands of playing at this level, the following are also taken into consideration when picking the varsity squad: being able to accept roles, sacrifice, unselfishness, work ethic, grades, commitment to the program, and attitude.  Their practice schedule will be every night (including vacation or holidays), and on Saturdays when no game is scheduled.


PLAYER EXPECTATIONS ON GAME DAY

Dress

We require each team to decide what to wear to school and to contests as long as it meets HHS dress-code standards.  All players will wear the same dress, pre-determined by each respective team and it’s captains.

Buses

All players are required to ride the bus to all games.  We will go and return as a team, unless excused by your coach to ride home with your parents only.  Your parents must see the designated “sign-out” parent in order to give written permission for your release only.  A player or players may be required to ride the bus home for certain contests.  Players will be properly informed of said occasions in a timely manner.  Behavior on the bus will be no different than for games or practices.  

Music

There will not be any boom boxes allowed on the bus.  If players wish to listen to music, they should bring their own listening device along with headphones.

PLAYER EXPECTATIONS PRE-GAME

Arrival and Punctuality

It is a must that all Varsity players be present by kickoff of the JV game.  Failure to do so will mean a significant reduction in that player’s role for the evening’s match.

Sitting as a Team

For ALL games, varsity players are to sit as a team to watch and support the Junior Varsity team.  Likewise, the Junior Varsity team will be asked to stay for the 1st half of the varsity game as well.  In case the varsity is playing first, the teams will swap responsibilities.  Both the JV and Varsity team will support freshman games.  

Dressing as a Team

All players will go to the locker room or designated area as a team and will be dressed, taped and treated 50 minutes prior to kick-off.  Once on the field, place your bags in a row behind the bench, and proceed with warming up.

Warm-up

Once the final whistle blows, warm-up begins.  If there is no game prior, assume that 40 minutes will be the time necessary for proper warm-up.  Your coach and captains will designate warm-up activities.  The warm-up period is a time to prepare yourself for the game, not a show or entertainment for your friends.  Responsible players will be intent on making sure that they ready to play.
