
Ball Girl Duties

Four (4) ball girls will be needed for each home contest.  Ball girls should report to the half-line between the benches at the outset of each match.  The order will go as follows:  Varsity for Freshmen games, Freshmen for JV, and JV for Varsity. 

Warm-up Music

Appropriate music will only be allowed for warm-up prior to games.  All mixes should be reviewed by coaching staff prior to introducing them before games.

National Anthem

Players are to neatly line up along the sideline facing the flag at attention.  There is to be no talking. Your mind is to be focused on the match and the task at hand. 

PLAYER EXPECTATIONS DURING THE GAME

Officials

Hononegah soccer players will not speak to the official(s) during the game.  Disrespect towards an official will not be tolerated.  Let your play do the talking.

The coach will do any other talking that needs to be done.  Never talk to an official unless directed to do so by your coach or prompted by the official.  Always address the official by title.

Bench Decorum

The way we act and look on the bench says a lot about our program.  There is to be no slouching, negative comments or body language, baiting opponents, or horseplay while on the bench.  Players on the bench need to pay attention, focus on the game, cheer, encourage and help their teammates out however they can.  This may include helping out with water, towels, warm-ups, etc.  Occasionally, get up, loosen up, and stretch some more to keep yourself ready.  When called upon to prepare for substitution, players should warm-up appropriately behind the bench with a partner immediately after being instructed to do so.  If you have a concern or question, please do not hesitate to ask, but do so at an opportune time. 

Substitutions

Exiting players are to come out of the game with head up and communicating their assignment to their teammate.  Exiting and entering players are to jog on and off the field (unless injured).  Players are to first go to the coach, receive instruction, then go get water, put on warm-ups if need be, and find a seat.  Players may be asked to find a seat next to a coach for further instruction.  ALL players are to applaud and support every player that comes out of the game.

On the Field Behavior

Negative body language or criticism toward anyone will not be tolerated.  Subsequent behavior will be disciplined.  Maturity means controlling your emotions.  


Red/Yellow Cards

** Any card given for un-sportsmanlike conduct may be handled as follows: 

1. First yellow card for any un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in running with time parameters after practice.

2. Second yellow card for any un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in running with time parameters and it may result in a one game suspension.

3. Third yellow card for any un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in running with time parameters and it may result in a two game suspension.

4. Fourth yellow card for un-sportsmanlike conduct may result in termination from the team.

5. First red card for un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in running with time parameters and a one game suspension per IHSA rules.

6. Second red card for un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in running with time parameters and a three game suspension per IHSA rules.

7. Third red card for un-sportsmanlike conduct will result in termination from the team.

8. Any card given for any other reason than un-sportsmanlike conduct will be handled on an individual basis.

Half-time

All members of the team will jog off the field, get water, get warm-ups if need be, and go to the designated area.  Captains should immediately seek out coaches to express any concerns or suggestions.  Players should relax and stretch while coaches converse with one another.  Coaches will speak first.  If you have any comments, suggestions, or questions about the team and its strategy, know what you want to say and make it quick.  If you have an individual question about your own performance or position, seek the coach out after the team talk to discuss. Remember, half-time is extremely short and needs to be used efficiently.  Please be aware of all assignments coming out of the half-time break.

PLAYER EXPECTATIONS POST GAME

End of Game 

At the conclusion of the game, all players will line up to shake hands with opponents.  After shaking hands, players are to immediately report to the bench or designated area for a cool-down and post-game meeting with the coaches.  At the conclusion of the meeting, the team will collect their belongings, team equipment, and litter.  The team will then exit the field as a full squad.  Parents and friends must remain off the field.  You may meet them once the team has walked off together.

Media

Individual players requested to speak with the media may do so once all other end of game responsibilities with the team are concluded.    
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
