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ROLES IN THE HONONEGAH GIRLS SOCCER PROGRAM

There are four basic roles in the Hononegah Girl’s Soccer program.  Each role has with it a certain set of responsibilities.  It is your personal responsibility to understand these roles and stay true to them.  These roles are:

1. Players- The individual who wears the uniform and plays the games.

2. Coaches - The individuals who implement the philosophy & direct the team.

3. Referees - The individuals who administer the laws of the game.

4. Parents - The player’s biggest fans that come to support the team in games.

In order for our teams to have the greatest opportunity for success, these roles must never become confused.  Players will not be allowed to referee, parents will not be allowed to coach, and coaches will not just come to games and cheer.  One cannot and will not be allowed to perform the other’s role.

1) The players.  Their responsibility is to be in attendance, keep good grades, add to the chemistry of the team, and perform in practice and in games to the best of their abilities.  The player should seek answers from their coaches when there may be a misunderstanding, and not look for someone to blame for their own shortcomings.      

2) The coaches.  Their responsibility is to facilitate, teach, and nurture the player throughout the course of the season, and throughout the year is necessary.  The coach must maintain good chemistry amongst the team as well as come to understand the personal needs of each player to the best of his/her abilities. 

3) The referees.  Their responsibility is to ensure that the laws of the game are upheld and enforced throughout the contest.  He/she has the final say in all matters on the field.  The referee should never be approached without permission and should always be treated with respect, regardless of one’s opinion.  The referee should never be blamed for the outcome of a game.  Period.

4) The parents.  Their responsibility is to be supportive, interested, and involved, yet not interfering.   This is not always the easiest thing to do... it takes a special parent.  Your support and involvement in the program means everything; but more importantly, is the role you play in shaping your daughter’s life.  It makes an important difference

Bare in mind, In a competitive program, not all athletes receive the same amount of playing time; therefore, under no circumstances will a coach ever discuss with a parent how much playing time an individual is receiving.  Remember, your daughter’s coach has many years of experience in his/her field.  The decisions they make are centered around the principle of “team first, individuals second”.  When the timing is appropriate, the coaches will be more than willing to talk with you concerning your daughter needs.  

Drug and Alcohol Policy

The Hononegah Girls Soccer program has adopted a more rigid approach to the Drug & Alcohol Policy than that of the IHSA or Hononegah High School.  Starting in the 2004 soccer season and continuing for each season thereafter, the following new rules will be instituted with regards to athletes who wish to disregard the drug & alcohol policy currently outlined in the Hononegah High School handbook:

· 1st Offense:
the athlete will serve a one-year suspension from the 


program from the date of the offense.

· 2nd Offense:
the athlete will be expelled from the program entirely.

This replaces the current IHSA and Hononegah High School which states:  (a) on 1st offense, the athlete will serve a suspension equal to one-third of the season, (b) and on 2nd offense, the athlete will serve a suspension equal to one full year from the date of the infraction.  Please keep in mind that the rules regarding when a athlete has disobeyed the policy have not changed.
