
Equipment

** An athlete will be required to reimburse the school for the replacement costs of any equipment or uniforms lost or damaged, due to abuse or negligence by the athlete.

When fees are collected for lost equipment, it will be assumed that the item(s) has been lost or stolen.  If the item(s) is seen again it will be confiscated immediately or handled as a theft by the individual in possession of the school’s equipment.  These items include uniforms (jerseys & warm-ups), field equipment, or school property of any of the schools being utilized (see “Practices” on previous page).  

Athletic Fee

The athletic fee is designed to help compensate the high school for any costs involved in a particular sport.  These items typically are officials, buses, tournament fees, and any other fee assessed to the school during the course of the season.  This fee is NOT designed to pay for expendable items such as equipment, uniforms, or any luxury items.  That is the sole purpose of the Hononegah Booster Club/Goal Club.  

Booster Club

The Hononegah Booster Club is the financial lifeline for all athletic programs at Hononegah High School.  It was designed to help finance items that were not budgeted by the high school or were to costly to afford.  With the budget reductions we have been faced with in the last several years, the Booster Club has been extremely helpful in financing the athletic programs needs.  Monies sent to the Booster Club may be specifically funneled to a particular sport if so desired.  The Goal Club is the soccer “division” of the Booster Club. 

Fundraising

Each Spring the girls program does a fundraiser to help offset the cost of uniforms, warm-ups, etc.  It is very strongly encouraged that all players and families participate so that the most can be gained from a successful fundraiser.  Your help, cooperation, and commitment to the program is greatly appreciated in this matter.

SELECT TEAMS

NIC-9 All-Conference Team

The Northern Illinois Conference, or NIC-9, selects two All-Conference teams at the end of each season:  1st Team All-Conference and Honorable Mention.  All schools in the conference have a designated number of players represented based on each team’s final conference standings.  Coaches then select the 1st Team from this list.  Once the first team has been selected, the remaining names automatically make the Honorable Mention team.  Goalkeeper selection is handle as a separate vote, but does account for either one or two of the final positions on the 1st Team.  A NIC-9 Conference Most Valuable Player award is also voted on by coaches at this meeting.

IHSSCA  All-Sectional/All-State Team

The Illinois High School Soccer Coaches Association, or IHSSCA, selects two All-Sectional Teams:  1st Team All-Sectional and Honorable Mention.  These teams consist of players from a vast area spanning from Rockford to Dixon to Moline.  Based on the number of eligible schools participating, the number of available spots on each team may vary from year to year.  The players voting into those available spots represent the members of 1st Team.  All of the remaining players automatically make up the Honorable Mention team.  The top three or four players in the voting process will represent that region on the All-State Team.  The top two players are put on a ballot at the Regional Meeting for consideration on the All-Regional Team for Illinois.  Goalkeepers are a separate vote entirely.  The available spots on the All-Sectional 1st Team and Honorable Mention depend on the number of member schools eligible for that Region.  The top one or two goalkeepers in the voting process will be represented as members of the 1st Team.  The next one or two goalkeepers will be represented as members of the Honorable Mention team.  The top vote getter will have a chance to be represented on the All-State Team and possibly even the All-Regional Team.
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
