Public Image

The fact that you are a member of the Hononegah Girls Soccer program automatically puts you in the spotlight.  Youngsters, fans, peers, teachers, coaches, and people who may be antagonistic toward athletes closely scrutinize your actions.  You are not only expected to follow the rules of Hononegah High School, but also set a proper example at school and in the community.

Manners

You are expected to be on time for all scheduled meetings, games, buses, etc.  Being punctual shows your teammates how much you truly care about them, the team, and the program.
