The Cub Scout Uniform:

The first thing you will need is a Cub Scout Uniform consisting of a shirt, neckerchief and belt.  The Pack will supply the neckerchief.  All other items can all be purchased at the scout shop at either the DTC location or the downtown location (address information on page 10).

· Shirt—The official uniform shirt is available with long or short sleeves (We suggest Short Sleeves) and has button-flap pockets and "Boy Scouts of America" lettered in gold above the right pocket. 

· Belt (Optional) —Official navy-blue web belt with metal buckle and Tiger Cub Scout emblem. 

· Cap (Optional)—Official navy-blue cap with orange front panel and tiger cub emblem for Tiger Cubs. 

· Neckerchief —Triangular neckerchief is orange with navy-blue trim for Tiger Cubs. Official BSA neckerchiefs are the only neckerchiefs that boys should wear. Packs should not make their own pack neckerchiefs. 

· Neckerchief slide—Official gold-tone metal slide with the Tiger Cub logo. Boys may wear handmade neckerchief slides.

WORKING ON ACHIEVEMENTS AND ELECTIVES 

In Scouting, advancement is the process by which a member meets certain requirements and earns recognition. Boys in Cub Scouting work on advancement with their families. The Tiger Cub advancement program is a blend of activities boys do in their home and activities they do in a den setting with their adult partner. This is unique to Tiger Cubs. 

To advance, Tiger Cubs work on achievements and electives, which are described in the Tiger Cub handbook. As a boy completes these, you, his adult partner, sign in this handbook where it says "Akela's OK." Akela means "good leader" and is an important part of Cub Scouting. Akela can be a den leader, a teacher, or other important adult. As your boy's adult partner, you are Akela. 

As boys advance, they receive recognition items to mark their progress. These items will be given to them during a simple ceremony at a pack or den meeting. It is important for boys to be recognized for the good work they do. The Tiger Cub recognition items are the Tiger Cub belt totem and totem beads, the Tiger Cub badge, and Tiger Track beads. (Although participation with an adult partner is required for all Tiger Cub awards, adult partners don't earn these awards. Recognition items are for boys only.) 

The Bobcat Trail:
The first step in Cub Scouting, regardless of a boy's age, is earning the Bobcat badge.   

 The requirements are:

(1) Learn and say the Cub Scout Promise.

(2) Say the Law of the Pack.  Tell what it means.

(3) Tell what “Webelos” means.

(4) Show the Cub Scout sign.  Tell what it means.

(5) Show the Cub Scout handshake.  Tell what it means.

(6) Say the Cub Scout Motto.

(7) Give the Cub Scout Salute.  Tell what it means.

(8) With a parent, review the “Bobcat Requirements” child safety material in the front of the handbook.

The Cub Scout Promise:  

“I [name] promise to do my best, 

to do my duty to God and my country, 

to help other people, 

and to obey the Law of the Pack.”

The Law of the Pack:  

“The Cub Scout follows Akela.  

The Cub Scout helps the Pack go.  

The Pack helps the Cub Scout grow.  

The Cub Scout gives good will.”

Webelos:  It’s short for “WE’ll BE LOyal Scouts.”

 The Tiger Cub Program in Brief:

Purpose:  
To teach young boys to work together, to show young boys that they can make a difference, and to prepare young boys for Cub Scouting

Achievements:
Tiger Cubs work on five different Achievements tailored to their ages and abilities.  Each Achievement includes one Family Activity (F), one Den Activity (D), and one “Go See It” (G) which is essentially a field trip.

1. Making My Family Special 

· 1F - Family Activity
 Think of one chore you can do with your adult partner. Complete it together. 

· Complete the Character Connection for Responsibility. 

· 1D - Den Activity
Make a family scrapbook 

· 1G - Go See It Activity
Go to a library, historical society, museum, old farm, or historical building, or visit an older person in your community.  Discover how family life was the same and how it was different many years ago. 

2. Where I Live 

· 2F - Family Activity
Look at a map of your community with your adult partner. 

· 2D - Den Activity
Practice the Pledge of Allegiance with your den, and participate in a den or pack flag ceremony. 

· Complete the Character Connection for Citizenship.. 

· 2G - Go See It Activity
Visit a police station or a fire station. Ask someone who works there how he or she helps people in your community. 

3. Keeping Myself Healthy and Safe 

· 3F - Family Activity
a. With your family, plan a fire drill then practice it in your home.
b. With your adult partner, plan what to do if you became lost or separated from your family in a strange place. 

· 3D - Den Activity
Make a Food Guide Pyramid 

· Complete the Character Connection for Health and Fitness.. 

· 3G - Go See It Activity
Learn the rules of a game or sport. Then, go watch an amateur or professional game or sporting event. 

4. How I Tell It 

· 4F - Family Activity
At a family meal, have each family member take turns telling the others one thing that happened to him or her that day. Remember to practice being a good listener while you wait for your turn to talk. 

· Complete the Character Connection for Respect.. 

· 4D - Den Activity
Play "Tell It Like It Isn't" 

· 4G - Go See It Activity
Visit a television station, radio station, or newspaper office. Find out how people there communicate with others. 

5. Let's Go Outdoors 
This achievement is also part of Cub Scouting's Leave No Trace Award. 

· 5F - Family Activity
Go outside and watch the weather 

· Complete the Character Connection for Faith.. 

· 5D - Den Activity
With a crayon or colored pencil and a piece of paper, make a leaf rubbing. 

· 5G - Go See It Activity
Take a hike with your den. 

When you and your boy have followed the five steps of the Tiger Cub, your boy has earned his Tiger Cub badge. 

The badge should be ceremoniously presented as soon as possible at an upcoming Pack meeting. 

 Cub Scouts Academic and Sports Belt Loops and Pins

These awards are not rank-related (except at the Webelos level).  Instead, they allow Scouts to explore various diverse areas of interest, both athletic and academic.  Scouts may do them individually, or you may pursue them together as a Den.   Just remember that Achievements, being rank-related, should be a higher priority. The Cub Scout Academic and Sports Program Guide is available at the Scout shop for purchase, however your pack might already own one. Please note that the book was updated in 2003. The list below reflects the new loops available to the boys.

Belt Loops are a very basic level of achievement.  Can Billy set up a chess board, name the pieces, and play (not necessarily win) a game of chess?  Then Billy can earn the Chess Belt Loop.  Pins are a more significant level of achievement.

Caution:  These awards can become a significant financial investment, as they cost about two dollars a piece.  Because of this expense, and because these awards are not rank-related (that is, Billy’s advancement is not tied to earning Belt Loops), some Packs ask parents to cover these costs separately from regular dues.
