Episode 2.19:  Day of Reckoning





We open with a detailed summary of the five previous episodes: Jamie’s escape, Lonnie rescuing her and his shoot-out with the MiB,  Adam finding the two bodies outside his trailer, Carly saying that Lonnie killed the two men found in the woods, Tommy’s capture and escape at the hands of Kane, Adam and Josh’s confrontation with Kane at the cemetery, Helen’s death card prediction, Carly’s announcement of pregnacy, highlights of Michael’s killing spree, Johnny and Nadia kidnapping Jamie, Tommy proposing to Carly and her acceptance, Michael killing and heading back to Haddonfield, Nadia making a deal with Kane, Johnny making a deal with Lonnie, Carly’s confrontation with Dr. Wynn, Lonnie and Debra sleeping together, Michael warning Tommy of a storm coming, Lindsey arriving in Haddonfield, and Tommy yelling at the Myers house.





Cut to a shot of Lampkin Park.  The lights light up the area, as large flower arrangements, a band, a gazebo, and guests are all present.  Father Gabe Murphy is performing the ceremony as Tommy and Carly face each other.  Lonnie and Debra are on either side of them, as is Wade, Adam, and bridesmaids Keri Browning and Maggie Black.  Among the guests are Josh Jamison, Helen Jacobs, Garry Jacobs, Richard and Darlene Corruthers, Dr. Sam Loomis, Richie and Keith, and several others.





FR. MURPHY:  Do you, Tommy Doyle, take Carly Jamison to be your lawfuly wedded wife?





TOMMY:  I do.





FR. MURPHY:  And do you, Carly Jamison, take Tommy Doyle to be your lawfully wedded husband?





CARLY:  I do.





FR. MURPHY:  I now pronounce you man and wife.





	Tommy and Carly kiss as the Wedding March plays.  Suddenly, a dark cloud covers the sun above them.  The sky turns black.  The wind picks up and begins blowing fiercely.  All the guests look up at the sight.  Lonnie quickly shields Debra as a tornado begins coming towards the location.





LONNIE:  It’s coming!





DEBRA:  The storm!





	Michael, the angel, appears in the back of the aisle, staring at Tommy with intensity.  He no longer looks friendly.  He looks scary with an intense gaze.





MICHAEL:  A storm is coming, Tommy!





	Lightning lights up the area as rain begins to pour down on the ceremony.  Wind begins to blow everywhere.  Wade yells as the storm takes him and he flies through the air, far away from the ceremony.  Decorations begin flying away.  Trees begin to fall.  People begin screaming.  The wedding party flies away with the storm, including Lonnie, Debra, Patty, Adam, and others.  Eventually, Tommy and Carly are left standing alone at the altar with Father Murphy.  They all seem unaffected by the wind and rain.





TOMMY:  No!  This is my wedding day!





	Tommy and Carly turn back to Father Murphy, only its no longer Father Murphy.  It is Michael Myers.  He tilts his head to the side.  Tommy and Carly scream.  In the back, the MiB comes in with a machine gun and begins firing, killing all the guests.  People are screaming.  Michael jams a knife into Carly’s chest.  Tommy yells as Carly falls to the ground.  He looks up at Michael, who holds a small baby in his hands.  The baby is crying.  Tommy has tears form in his eyes as he looks down at Carly, who is reaching up to him.





CARLY:  Don’t let him take our son away.





	Carly dies as Tommy looks up at Michael, the rain beating down fiercely.  Michael takes the child and rares back his knife.  He brings it down and---


Tommy wakes with a start from his nightmare and sees Wade standing over his bed, staring at him strangely.





WADE:  Tommy, are you okay?





TOMMY:  I’m fine.  I’m just fine.





	Wade throws the covered tuxedo on Tommy’s bed.





WADE:  Well, get up.  You’re getting married today.





Wade laughs and exits as Tommy clears out his eyes.  The Halloween Theme begins to play as we rise up over Haddonfield and the titles come up:





HALLOWEEN: The Series





The theme becomes a very rock and roll-like version as the main credits roll and images of the series fly up…





TOMMY DOYLE	DEBRA LOOMIS	LONNIE ELAMB	ADAM TRAVERS





Open on a shot of the real wedding site in Lampkin Park, where guests have begun to arrive.  The place is filling up, as we see Garry, Sue, Helen, and Greg standing at the back of the aisle, looking around at the surroundings.





SUE:  Oh, wow.  This is so beautiful.  I want a wedding just like this when I get married.  Don’t you, Helen?





HELEN:  I won’t be getting married for quite a while.





GREG:  Who needs marriage?  Marriage sucks.  Just ask my parents.





	Josh Jamison walks down the aisle, wearing a tuxedo.





JOSH:  Sue.  You made it.  That’s great.





	Sue blushes and smiles at Josh as Garry, Helen, and Greg look on.





SUE:  I love weddings, and I couldn’t miss your sister’s big day.





JOSH:  I’ll see you guys after the wedding?





SUE: Sure.





	Josh turns and exits as Sue and Helen have a seat.  Greg looks over at Garry with a scowl on his face.





GREG:  You’re gonna let that fag take your woman?





GARRY:  She’s not my girlfriend, Greg.  She’s free to go out with whoever she wants.





GREG:  Whatever, dude.  I’ll drag him outside and beat his face in if you want me to.





GARRY:  Get real.





	Garry turns and exits.  Greg smiles and looks over at Josh, shaking his head.  Lonnie Elamb walks past him and over to Father Gabe Murphy, who is holding his bible.





LONNIE:  Father Murphy, I have a LOT of confessing to be doing.





FR. MURPHY:  Lonnie, everyone’s getting ready for the wedding.  Can it wait until after the wedding?





LONNIE:  Not really.  I have major plans after the wedding.





FR. MURPHY:  What did you do, Lonnie?





LONNIE:  Well…I did something that I never should have done.





FR. MURPHY:  What?





LONNIE:  Well, it involves me and a certain raven-haired psychiatrist.





FR. MURPHY:  Lonnie, what did you do?





LONNIE:  What do you think?





	Father Murphy thinks a minute and then gets it.





FR. MURPHY:  Oh!  Lonnie, what is wrong with you?  You’re like a rabbit.  Can’t you go one day without----





LONNIE:  This isn’t exactly the lecture I came to you for.





FR. MURPHY:  Sorry.  I just think so much of Dr. Loomis.  I’m disappointed that you took advantage of her.





LONNIE:  Who, whoa, whoa.  Who says I took advantage of anything?  Is it so hard to believe that she was just as into it as I was?





FR. MURPHY:  Oh, of course.  Again, I apologize.  What exactly is the problem, Lonnie?





LONNIE:  I don’t know how to act today.  I didn’t even wait for her to wake up.  I just left.  I’m not sure what I want from her.





FR. MURPHY:  God will help you figure that out.





LONNIE:  She’s going to pretty mad when she wakes up and I’m not there.





FR. MURPHY:  You’re speaking as if it was a mistake.  Are you having regrets?





LONNIE:  Regrets?  No.  It was great.  But,  everyone’s been right.  She can do so much better than me.  I know it.  She ought to know it.





FR. MURPHY:  What do you think she deserves?





LONNIE:  Someone who can take care of her.  Someone who loves her.  Someone with a future and stability.





FR. MURPHY:  Ah, I see.  What kind of future do you want for yourself?





LONNIE:  I don’t know.  I’ve never known.





FR. MURPHY:  Lonnie, we all have childhood dreams.  Some of us live to realize them, while others get derailed along the way.  Now, at one point in your life, you must have had some sort of dream, no matter how foolish it may seem now.





LONNIE:  Well, yeah.  After my mom died, I always had this dream of becoming a cop so that I could find out who killed her.  Since it turned out that I did it, it would seem kind of foolish to go out and arrest myself.





FR. MURPHY:  Yes.  Listen, Lonnie.  You still have that option.  Just because you couldn’t prevent your family’s murders doesn’t mean that you can’t help others from suffering from the same fate.  Along with that, becoming a police officer is hard, honest work, and while not rich in monetary reward, it is rich in other rewards.  Debra has stability with herself and doesn’t need the traditional bread winner to take care of her.  I think your problem lies within yourself.  Until you believe that you are actually worthy of her, you will never have a healthy relationship.





LONNIE:  What do you suggest, Father?





FR. MURPHY:  Help yourself, realize your dreams, and become the man you wanted to be before you got derailed.  Have peace within yourself.





	Tears form briefly in Lonnie’s eyes.





LONNIE:  Easier said than done, Father.  Thanks, anyways.





	Lonnie turns and exits the scene, leaving Father Murphy with a worried expression.  From the bushes, a familiar set of feet stand.  A pair of black boots with silver-tipped toes.  We cut to the Blankenship Boarding House, where Tommy Doyle is now dressed in his tuxedo.  He straightens his bow tie and looks into the mirror.  Lindsey Wallace appears in the doorway.  She smiles.





LINDSEY:  Wow.  Just like I thought you would look on your wedding day.





	Tommy looks at her and smiles.





TOMMY:  Lindsey!  You made it.





	Lindsey walks over and gives Tommy a hug.





LINDSEY:  I saw Wade downstairs.  He looks good.  I’m glad he cut that mullet off.  By the way, my parents send their apologies.  They couldn’t off on such short notice, but they send their best.  Wow.  You look even more handsome than I remember.





TOMMY:  You look great, too.  I wasn’t sure if you would come.





LINDSEY:  I won’t sit here and say this isn’t breaking my heart, but I will say that I just care about you being happy.





TOMMY:  I always thought this would be us.





LINDSEY:  Yeah.  It’s funny how things never turn out like we think they will.  At least you found yourself a great lady.  Carly is a lucky woman.





TOMMY:  I’m the lucky one.





LINDSEY:  Yeah.  You got to be with both her and me in one lifetime.





	Lindsey gives an arrogant smile as Tommy laughs.





TOMMY:  That is too much luck for one man in one lifetime.





	Wade enters the room.





WADE:  Tommy, are you planning on getting there on time?  We need to go.





LINDSEY:  Don’t let me hold you up.  I just came by to have sort of a goodbye moment between us.





TOMMY:  It’s not goodbye.  I’ll still be around for anything you need.





LINDSEY:  I don’t know.  Washington is so far away.  We’ll drift apart.  We both know that.  It’s okay, though.  That’s the way it was meant to be.





WADE:  Ah, the memories.  Lindsey, you’re in luck.  I’m still available.





LINDSEY:  Drop dead, Wade.





WADE:  Famous last words.  Come on.  Let’s go.  No time to spare.





TOMMY:  See you, Lindsey.





LINDSEY:  See you at the wedding.





	Tommy and Wade, both in tuxes, head out the door as Lindsey looks out the window.  She sees the Myers House across the street and sighs.  Looking closely, she sees a pale, white mask gazing out the window at her.  She is startled as it disappears as quickly as she saw it.  She frowns as we cut to the wedding site, where guests are arriving and are seated.  Richard and Darlene Corruthers are seen seated near the front, along with Sue, Garry, and Greg.  We cut to inside the church, where Carly is in her wedding dress, surrounded by her two bridesmaids, Keri Browning and Maggie Black.  They are straightening out the ruffles in her dress.





KERI:  Honey, you look beautiful.





MAGGIE:  I’m jealous.





CARLY:  Enough with the girly talk.  I’m ready to get this over with.  Weddings are a great fantasy to picture, but they’re hell to actually pull off.





KERI:  Hey, we’re jealous people, okay?  Don’t rub it in.





	The door opens and Debra Loomis walks in, wearing a bridesmaid dress.  Carly sighs in relief.





CARLY:  I was beginning to worry that you wouldn’t show up.





DEBRA:  No need to worry.  I just had a strange night.  Um, have you seen Lonnie?  Is he here?





CARLY:  Yeah.  He’s around somewhere.  Why?





DEBRA:  No reason.





	Carly can tell something is wrong.





CARLY:  Keri, Maggie.  Can you excuse us for a few minutes?





KERI:  Not too long.  You’re getting married soon.





	Keri and Maggie both fawn over the dress and exit as Carly looks at Debra’s sad face.  Debra looks uncomfortable.





CARLY:  Out with it.





DEBRA:  Out with what?





CARLY:  Debra, I’m getting married shortly.  If you don’t tell me what’s wrong quickly, I’ll have to beat it out of you.





DEBRA:  Well, I wouldn’t want that.  It’s Lonnie.  Something happened between us---





CARLY:  It’s about time.





DEBRA:  Well, he didn’t wait around this morning.  He was gone when I woke up.  He skipped out on me.  I think he got what he wanted and split.





CARLY:  Uh, Debra.  Maybe you should talk to him before jumping to any conclusions, okay?  It seems like everyone always thinks the worst of him and is always proven wrong in the end.





DEBRA:  I know, but this is different.  Lonnie has baggage, lots of it, and I knew it was unwise to jump into this with him.  That’s why I’ve always been against the idea.





CARLY:  So why did things change?





DEBRA:  I just couldn’t help myself.  I gave in to weakness.  That’s an aspect of my life I’ve been missing for quite a while.





CARLY:  Lonnie cares about you.  You care about him.  It’s written all over your faces every time you’re around each other.  Stop having doubts and just accept that you’ve fallen for the one guy you didn’t want to fall for.  You’ll be a much happier individual for it.





DEBRA:  Yeah.  I guess.  Carly, I’m glad that you’re taking Tommy away from this place.  He deserves to be happy.





CARLY:  Thanks.  So do you and so does Lonnie.  Things will work out for the best.





	Debra smiles as Josh enters the room in his tux.  He smiles.





JOSH:  It’s just about time, sis.  Tommy and Wade are on their way.  Father Murphy will be starting shortly.





CARLY:  Let’s get moving, then.





	The trio exits as we cut to the Myers House, where Lindsey is standing outside, gazing at the structure.  She walks up to the front door and goes inside.  The place is still looking old and musty.  She immediately notices a strong odor and covers her nose.





LINDSEY:  What’s that smell?





	Lindsey looks around the downstairs area and walks up the steps, looking around.  She notices nothing out of the ordinary until she sees some blood spatters on the wall.  She frowns and goes into Judith’s room.  She uncovers her nose as her eyes widen in fear.





LINDSEY:  Oh, my God!





	Stretched out on the floor are three bodies.  Dax and Shelley are fresh kills, side by side.  The other is older, dressed in a nun’s outfit.  Unrecognizably Sister Mary Aquinas.  Lindsey screams as Michael Myers’s mask appears behind her.  Michael raises a knife as Lindsey turns.  She screams and ducks as the knife comes down, embedding itself into the wall.  Lindsey throws a kick into the air, catching Michael in the chest.  Michael falls against the wall as Lindsey takes off running down the stairs.  Michael quickly recovers and lunges for Lindsey, grabbing her ankle and causing her to stumble.  She trips and goes rolling down the staircase, hitting the bottom with a thud.  She moans in pain as Michael looks down at her from the top of the steps.  Lindsey holds her ankle.





LINDSEY:  Oh, man.  HELP ME!!!!!!!!!!





	Michael begins walking down the stairs, slowly, a step at a time.  Lindsey reaches up and opens the door, crawling out onto the porch as Michael nears the bottom.  Across the street, Adam Travers gets out of his car.  Lindsey props herself up and yells.





LINDSEY:  Help me!!!





	Adam turns, surprised at the sound.  Michael emerges from the house, stabbing at Lindsey once again.  Adam’s eyes widen.





ADAM:  He’s back.





LINDSEY:  Get back in the car!





	Lindsey starts limping through the yard at a quick pace.  Michael comes with a vengeance behind her as Adam quickly gets back into his car and starts the engine.  Lindsey reaches the car and throws open the door, jumping inside.  Michael is close behind as he rams his hand through the window, grabbing Adam by the throat.  Adam gasps for air.





ADAM:  Let go of me!!!





	Lindsey throws her car door open and connects with Michael, knocking him to the ground.  She quickly closes the door, allowing Adam to take off speeding down the road.  Michael is shown standing in the middle of the road, watching the car go.  Inside the car, Adam turns to Lindsey.





ADAM:  Lindsey?





LINDSEY:  I don’t know what you were doing there, and I don’t care, but you saved my life.  Thank you!





ADAM:  I was seeing if Tommy had left yet for the wedding.





LINDSEY:  Yes.  He left a while ago.  That was Michael Myers.  Tommy’s been right the whole time.  Michael’s still alive.





ADAM:  Yes, I know.  I suppose we should make a stop at the police station.





LINDSEY:  Everyone’s at the wedding.  We have to go there and get Sheriff Hanes before Michael kills anyone else.





ADAM:  Anyone else?





LINDSEY:  He had three bodies up in that house!  I was supposed to be rotting corpse #4!  Quick.  We have to get to that wedding!





	Adam steps on the gas as we cut to an abandoned factory, where Jamie Lloyd is tied to a chair as Johnny Hansen watches television.  Nadia Vejar enters the room and looks at her.  Jamie has tears in her eyes.





NADIA:  Stop your infernal whining, you little brat.  You won’t be here much longer.





JAMIE:  You’re going to give me back to the evil people.  The people who want me to give them a baby.





NADIA:  Give them a baby?  You’re 11 years old!  Besides, it’s not my problem, is it?  If I have to sacrifice one little annoying kid to get what I want, then that is what I’ll do.  You mean nothing to me, so stop the whining, stop the crying, and stop the complaining.  You are going back to Kane.





JAMIE:  Don’t you have a heart?





NADIA:  No.  I did once, but not anymore.





	Nadia turns and exits the room.  Johnny shakes his head as Jamie looks at him.





JAMIE:  You don’t like doing this.  I can tell.  Why won’t you let me go?





JOHNNY:  Because there is no money in it.  Don’t worry, kid.  Things around here aren’t they seem.  If that bitch thinks she’s running the show, she’s crazy.





JAMIE:  Why are you both so mean?  What made you this way?





JOHNNY:  I was just  born this way.





JAMIE:  I don’t believe you.  I don’t believe people are born evil.





JOHNNY:  What about your uncle?





JAMIE:  He wasn’t born that way.  Something made him that way.  I’ve seen good in him.  I saw him cry.  He’s not happy about what he has to do.





JOHNNY:  Whatever.





JAMIE:  I believe that about you, too.  You don’t seem as mean as the woman.  What made you turn out this way?





JOHNNY:  What are you?  Some sort of mini-shrink?





JAMIE:  I never get to talk to anyone.  Didn’t you ever go away from home as a child and miss your parents?





JOHNNY:  No.  I hated my parents.  My dad was a drunk bastard who took out his frustrations on everyone else in the house and my mom was a bitch who just let it happen.





JAMIE:  I’m sorry.





JOHNNY:  Don’t say that.





JAMIE:  Why not?





JOHNNY:  I don’t know.  Just don’t.





JAMIE:  Sorry.





JOHNNY:  I said, “Don’t”!





JAMIE:  Sorry.





	Johnny gets frustrated, gets up, and leaves.  Jamie almost laughs at his behavior as we cut to Haddonfield Memorial Cemetery, where Kane, long black clothing flowing, is walking with Bo and Dave on either side of him.





BO:  Do we really want to give up this stone for the girl?  What if she gets her hands on the fourth stone?





KANE:  Impossible.  No one knows where it is at, and besides, she isn’t going to walk out of here with anything.





DAVE:  Are you planning to kill her?





KANE:  I will do whatever I have to do in order to preserve our purpose.





BO:  Okay.





	A shadowy figure steps onto the path, cowboy boots with silver toes.  Kane, Bo, and Dave stop as the Man in Black stands there, his figure hidden in the shadows.





MiB:  I trust that you will correct the wrongs that you have made, Kane.





KANE:  I will, sir.





MiB:  The Council tells me that you have been experimenting with some mind reading and vengeance powers.  It is unwise to dip into these things before you become an Overseer.  I recommend discretion when dealing with the woman.





KANE:  I will do what I feel like doing.  If my methods worry you, too bad.





MiB:  I would hate to order the council to suspend your job as a high priest.  You can be replaced.





KANE:  I am too valuable to be wasted away as a high priest.  I deserve more.





MiB:  The council decides when promotions are earned.  Until then, you operate as you are told.  I have just been to the wedding.  Everyone is in attendance.  While they are there, I suggest you make this deal quickly and return with both the stone and the girl.





KANE:  That is the plan, sir.





MiB:  Good.  Report to me when you are finished.





KANE:  Of course.





	The MiB turns and exits as Bo and Dave look at Kane.





KANE:  Not a word.





	Bo and Dave continue without a word as we cut to the wedding, where people are seated.  The entire town, it seems, is at the ceremony.  Richie and Keith walk in through the back.





RICHIE:  People are here.  We’re not late.





KEITH:  Cool.





	Lonnie walks up behind them.





LONNIE:  Just the guys I was looking for.  What have you got going on tonight?





RICHIE:  Oh, you know.  The usual.  Hanging out at the docks.  Robbing old ladies.  Hours of fun.





LONNIE:  How about something different?  You remember that guy with the eye patch you came across a while back?





KEITH:  I remember that mother fucker.  He sliced up my hand!





	Keith holds up his hand, a hand that he now wears a glove on.





LONNIE:  Well, guys.  He’s back in town and I know where he’s going to be.





RICHIE:  Talk no further.  We’re in.





LONNIE:  I knew you would be.  Find me after the wedding.





RICHIE:  Dude, leave the monkey suit at home.





LONNIE:  Are you kidding?  I feel like James Bond in this thing.  Catch you later.





	Tommy and Wade enter as Lonnie turns.





WADE:  Come on, Lonnie.  You’re the best man.  It’s time.





TOMMY:  Let’s get this over with.





LONNIE:  You nervous?





TOMMY:  A little.  But, no doubts are in my mind.  None at all.  Come on.





	Tommy, Lonnie, and Wade head down the aisle, passing Richard and Darlene Corruthers, Patty Doyle, Mrs. Blankenship, and Deputy Robbie Redman on the way.  They walk up towards the front and stand in front of Father Gabe Murphy, who is still holding his Bible.





FR. MURPHY:  It’s time to begin.





	‘Right Here Waiting’ by Richard Marx begins playing as we cut to the abandoned factory.  Nadia Vejar holds a gun in her hand.  She checks to make sure it is loaded, and cocks it putting it in her ankle holster.  Johnny Hansen grabs Jamie and cuts her ropes with his big knife.





JOHNNY:  Let’s get going, kid.  You’re going home.





JAMIE:  Please don’t do this.





NADIA:  The deal is made.  Shut your whimpering little hole.





	Nadia and Johnny lead Jamie out the front door towards their car.  Jamie stops as she gets a flash of light.  From Michael’s POV, we see that he is watching them from the nearby woods.  Jamie screams.





NADIA:  What is your problem?!!  Don’t make us sedate you again!





JAMIE:  He’s here!  Michael is here!  He’s watching us!





	Johnny whips out his knife and looks around.





JOHNNY:  Maybe he ought to show his ass so I can slice off his balls.





NADIA:  You idiot.  She’s just trying to stall.  Let’s go.





	Johnny looks out into the woods, thinking he sees something move.  Nadia throws Jamie into the car as Johnny hesitantly follows.  Nadia starts up the car and pulls away.  Michael heads back through the wooded area as we cut to Adam and Lindsey, driving along in a car.  Adam looks up at the sky.





LINDSEY:  What are looking at?





ADAM:  The stars.  The Thorn constellation is still out, but it is weak.  It is fading.  This is the last night it will be out.





LINDSEY:  I don’t much care for astrology, and right now isn’t the appropriate time for me to care what you’re talking about.





ADAM:  You don’t understand.  Michael only kills when the Thorn constellation is out.





LINDSEY:  What?  Like a werewolf only comes out during a full moon?





ADAM:  Sort of.





	Suddenly Adam slams on the brakes, almost putting Lindsey through the windshield.  Lindsey looks over at Adam with anger.





LINDSEY:  What are you doing?





ADAM:  He’s not going to let us warn them.  He doesn’t want anyone catching Michael.





LINDSEY:  Who?





	Lindsey looks out the window.  Tanding in the middle of the road is The Man in Black, still as a board.





LINDSEY:  Who’s that?





	Suddenly, the MiB takes out his machine gun and begins firing at the car.  Adam shields Lindsey, ducking below the dashboard as the bullets fly through the windows.  Lindsey screams.  The bullets continue for quite a while as we cut back to the wedding.  The song is still playing as Tommy, Lonnie, and Wade stand with Father Murphy at the altar.  Keri comes walking down the aisle as the song continues.  After she gets to her spot, Maggie comes down the aisle.  She is followed by Debra Loomis, who looks over at Lonnie.  Lonnie returns the gaze.  The wedding march begins as everyone stands.  Josh and Carly appear at the end of the aisle with big smiles on their faces.





CARLY:  This is it.





JOSH:  This is it.





	As the wedding march plays, they begin walking down the aisle.  Tommy and Carly’s eyes never leave each other.  Josh and Carly get to the front where Carly stands beside Tommy.  The wedding march comes to an end as everyone watches on silently.

FR. MURPHY:  Now, Carly.  Will you take Tommy to be your husband?  Will you love, honor, and cherish him, now and forever more?





CARLY:  I will.





FR. MURPHY:  Tommy, will you take Carly to be your bride?  Will you love, honor, and cherish her, now and forever more?





TOMMY:  I will.





FR. MURPHY:  Now, instead of the traditional vows, you all have opted to just say a few words to each other.  Carly, you go first, followed by Tommy.





CARLY:  Well, Tommy.  Where do I begin?  We didn’t meet under normal circumstances.  In fact, nothing about our relationship has been normal. 	No one moves.

	She slips the ring on Tommy’s finger.





FR. MURPHY:  You have pledged your vows in front of God and in front of witnesses.  I now pronounce you man and wife.  You may kiss your brides.





	Tommy and Carly kiss.  Everyone stands as the music plays.





FR. MURPHY:  Ladies and gentlemen, I present to you Mr. and Mrs. Tommy Doyle!





	Everyone claps as the celebration begins.  Lonnie nods his head at Richie and Keith, who nod back and stand up, leaving the wedding.  Lonnie turns and walks out as Tommy and Carly run down the aisle.  Debra watches Lonnie and follows him.  We cut to Adam’s car, where Adam and Lindsey are still in hiding underneath the dashboard.  Bullets continue to fly through the car as they cry out in fear.





LINDSEY:  Why doesn’t he just walk over and shoot us?





	Suddenly, the shots stop as another car comes down the road.  The MiB turns as he sees Johnny Hansen and Nadia Vejar behind the wheel.  Jamie Lloyd can be seen in the back seat.





MiB:  Jamie.





	As Nadia comes to a stop, Johnny looks at the MiB and frowns.





JAMIE:  Oh, no.  It’s the bad man!





JOHNNY:  I don’t like this.  Get out of here now!





NADIA:  I don’t know who this bastard is, but he’s not ambushing us!





	Nadia slams on the gas as the MiB turns his gun on them.  Jamie screams as Nadia barrles full-force into the MiB.  He MiB seemingly jumps onto their hood, aiming his gun at the window.  Nadia’s eyes widen as she slams on the brakes.  The MiB goes forward, flying through the air and hitting a tree nearby.  Nadia peels off down the road as Lindsey and Adam emerge from their car.  Lindsey looks over at the fallen MiB.





LINDSEY:  I wonder who he is.





ADAM:  We don’t have time.  We have to go. Come on.





	Adam and Lindsey take off running down the road as the MiB’s hand moves, gripping his machine gun.  We cut to outside the cemetery, where a car pulls up.  Lonnie, Richie, and Keith emerge from Richie’s car.  Lonnie pulls out his new guns and checks the sights, crossing his arms and putting them into his shoulder holsters.





LONNIE:  You guys ready?





RICHIE:  I’m ready.  Keith?





KEITH:  Damn straight.





	Another car pulls up.  The trio looks confused as Debra gets out of the car.  She walks over to Lonnie and stands in front of him.





DEBRA:  Well, it’s nice to see you.  How’ve you been since last night?





LONNIE:  Debbie, what are you doing here?





DEBRA:  I followed you.  I was supposed to come along remember, or did you get what you wanted and forget I even existed?





LONNIE:  No.  I thought maybe me and the guys should handle this.  It’s dangerous.





DEBRA:  So, why did you sneak out on me this morning?  You sleep with me and then you bail out?  What’s with that?





	Richie smiles and hits Lonnie on the back.





RICHIE:  Way to go, Lonnie!





DEBRA:  Zip it, Richie.





	Richie nods his head and remains quiet.





LONNIE:  Debbie, this isn’t the time.  Jamie Lloyd’s life hangs in our hands.





KEITH:  Jamie Lloyd?  What’s this about Jamie Lloyd?





LONNIE:  Pirate boy has her.  That’s why we’re here.  Debbie, you and I will talk later.





DEBRA:  Fine.  We’ll talk later.  But I’m going in with you.  You can’t stop me.





LONNIE:  Yes, I could.





DEBRA:  No, you couldn’t.





LONNIE:  I could.





DEBRA:  Could not.





LONNIE:  Could, too.





DEBRA:  Could not.





LONNIE:  Could, too.





RICHIE:  You two are stupid.





KEITH:  Let’s go shoot somebody already!  Come on!





	Richie and Keith walk into the graveyard as Lonnie and Debra stare at each other wth anger.  Lonnie turns and exits as Debra follows.  We cut to the Blankenship Boarding House, where Tommy and Carly, the newlyweds, are walking up towards the door. When they get to the front door, Tommy picks her up in his arms, kissing her on the lips with passion.





TOMMY:  I know we’re not going to live here, but it’s a tradition to carry the bride across the threshold.





CARLY:  We can’t mess with tradition.





	Tommy kicks open the door gently and enters.  He kisses her again and sets her down on the ground.  Maggie, Wade, Josh, and Keri emerge from the kitchen, pushing a tray full of expensive food.  They stop it in front of Tommy and Carly.





KERI:  Since you guys don’t leave on the honeymoon until tomorrow morning, we thought we’d make you some dinner for the road.





CARLY:  Thanks, guys.





MAGGIE:  We’re going to miss you.  Have a safe trip.





	Carly hugs Maggie and Keri, who exit out the front door.  Wade smiles at Tommy and shakes his hand.





WADE:  Have a good night, buddy.  Try not to hurt the girl.  Hey, Keri!  Wait up!





	Wade laughs and walks out the door.  Josh looks at Carly and smiles.





JOSH:  I love you, sis.





	Josh and Carly hug.





CARLY:  I love you, too.  I’m sorry we wasted all those years beging angry with each other.  Mom and dad wouldn’t have wanted that.





JOSH:  It wasn’t your fault.  It was mine.  Tommy, you hurt my sister and we’re fighting.  Understand?





TOMMY:  That’s just enough to keep me loyal.





JOSH:  I’m going to go find Sue.





CARLY:  Josh, I still say Helen’s the better match for you.





JOSH:  Later, sis.





	Josh smiles and walks out the door.  Carly turns to Tommy.





CARLY:  You hungry?





TOMMY:  Nope.





	Tommy begins kissing her passionately.  Tommy lifts her into the air and carries her up the stairs, kissing her the whole way up.  We cut outside, where Wade is talking with Keri and Maggie.  Josh comes walking out.





JOSH:  Don’t stay out too late, guys.





	Josh waves, hops into his car, and pulls away.  Wade smiles at Keri.





WADE:  Keri, I know we just met and all, but do you want to grab a cup of coffee or something?





KERI:  Sure.





WADE:  It’s okay.  I understand.  I’m not your type.





KERI:  I said yes.





WADE:  You didn’t say ‘Drop dead, Wade’?





KERI:  Nope.  That is, if it’s okay with Maggie.





MAGGIE:  It’s fine.  I have a book I’ve been meaning to finish, anyway, and it’s a nice night out.  I can wait on you.





KERI:  Thanks.





	Wade and Keri walk down the road as Maggie goes to her car, pulling out a book.  She looks up at the sky and sits on the hood of her car.  We cut to the cemetery, where Kane is waiting with Bo and Dave.





KANE:  I sense a presence.





	A gun is heard cocking.  Nadia Vejar steps out of the shadows with a gun aimed at Kane.  Kane glares at her as she stares him down.





NADIA:  Where is the stone?





KANE:  Where is the girl?





	Johnny Hansen steps out of the shadows behind her, holding a frightened Jamie Lloyd by her arms.  Kane looks at Jamie.





KANE:  Thought you could escape, eh, girl?





LONNIE (v/o):  Actually, moron, she did escape.





	Lonnie enters, with Richie, Keith, and Debra behind him.  Lonnie takes out his two guns and points on at Kane’s face and the other at Nadia’s.  Bo and Dave go for their guns.





RICHIE:  I don’t think so.





	Richie and Keith pull out their guns at the same time as Bo and Dave, and the four cross their weapons at each other. It is a standoff.  Nadia looks at Johnny.





NADIA:  Johnny, shoot them!





	Johnny smiles at Nadia and holds out his hand to Lonnie.  Lonnie nods to Debra, who reaches into her pocket and pulls out a small bag.  She hands it to Johnny, who dumps the contents out in his hand.  It is the diamonds from Jamaica (Episode 1.14-1.15).  Johnny holds one up in front of his face.





JOHNNY:  Hell, yeah.





KANE:  What is the meaning of this?





DEBRA:  Jamie, come here.





	Jamie runs over to Debra and hugs her, crying.





NADIA:  Johnny, you bastard!  How dare you betray me!





JOHNNY:  Money talks and bullshit walks.





LONNIE:  Debbie, get Jamie out of here.





	Debra starts to lead Jamie away from the scene, but everyone hears a stick break nearby.  Michael Myers steps in Debra and Jamie’s path, holding a butcher knife.





JAMIE:  No-o-o-o-o-o!





	Richie and Keith’s heads turn and a shot rings out, tearing through Richie’s shoulder.  Keith fires, shooting Bo right between the eyes.  As Bo falls to the ground, Dave shoots Keith in the chest, sending him down to the ground.  Lonnie quickly turns his gun and shoots Dave in the chest, sending him barreling back to the ground, dead.  Michael takes a step towards Debra as Nadia jumps and does a spin kick to Johnny, sending him to the ground.  She then does a few flips forward and kicks Kane in the chest.  Kane falls to the ground as Michael slashes his knife at Debra, but a shot from Lonnie’s gun pierces his chest.  Lonnie holds up both guns and fires several shots into Michael, driving him back with each shot.  Michael falls back and rests at the foot of a tombstone.  Debra grabs Jamie and takes off running into the night.  Johnny stands, sees Nadia kicking Kane, looks at his diamonds, and laughs.





JOHNNY:  Oh, well.  I got what I wanted.





	Johnny looks at Lonnie standing over the fallen Michael Myers.  He pulls out his knife and hurls it into Lonnie’s back.  Lonnie falls forward to the ground, moaning in pain.  Johnny smiles through his eye patch.





JOHNNY:  That’s for my fucking eye.





	Johnny salutes Lonnie and exits, running as fast as he can.  Nadia and Kane continue to fight.  Kane floats through the air, standing back up, his eyes white.  He throws his hands forward, emitting a huge fireball, which knocks Nadia through the air and against a tree.  She springs out with a flying dropkick, sending him against a tree.  As he hits, the third piece of the Vanderdeken Stone comes out of his pocket, falling onto the ground.  Nadia smiles and does a few flips, grabbing the stone.  Kane comes flying out off of the tree.  Nadia quickly pulls out her ankle gun and fires a shot into Kane’s chest, sending him back to the ground.  She looks at the stone and kisses it.  Behind her, Michael Myers sits up and turns his head towards her.  She turns to see Michael Myers standing in front of her.  She looks at him with anger, pointing her gun at him.





NADIA:  Get out of my way.





	She fires a shot at Michael as he takes a step towards her.  He falls to the ground once again.  She walks over to him, standing over him.  She smirks and puts the gun to his head.  Michael sits up quickly, knocking the gun out of her hand, grabbing her by the throat.  Nadia kicks at Michael, who slashes at her with his knife.  Lonnie springs up onto Michael’s back, driving the knife into his chest.  Michael lets go of Nadia and struggles with Lonnie.  Suddenly, Kane sits up, his eyes completely white and with a look of rage.  Nadia meets eyes with Kane and backs away.





KANE:  It won’t be that easy, bitch!





Nadia turns and runs away into the foggy graveyard, leaving Lonnie and Michael fighting.  Michael drives Lonnie into the tree.  Lonnie hits his head and immediately falls to the ground.  Michael turns and takes off into the dark night.  Lonnie sits up, bleeding from his back wound.  Richie and Keith struggle to their feet.  Richie takes a deep breath, ripping off his shirt to reveal a bullet-proof vest.  Keith does the same as they look around at the dead cult members.  Kane floats up into the air, looking down at this with anger.





KANE:  The stone and the girl will be mine!





	Kane takes off after Debra and Jamie as Lonnie passes out.  Richie and Keith immediately run over to help him up.  We cut to the wedding site as Lindsey and Adam come rushing in.  Lindsey grabs Father Murphy as he is coming out.  Sue, Garry, Helen, and Greg look back as she talks with urgency.





LINDSEY:  Father Murphy, where’s Sheriff Hanes?





FR. MURPHY:  Lindsey?  It’s good to see you, and you’re not possessed!





ADAM:  Good God, Father!  Where is the sheriff?





	Sheriff Cody Hanes and Deputy Robbie Redman enter.





CODY:  You looking for me?





LINDSEY:  Michael Myers is back!  There were three bodies in the upstairs bedroom!  He tried to kill me!





FR. MURPHY:  Oh, dear.  Maybe she is possessed.





ADAM:  It’s true.  I saw him, too.





LINDSEY:  Where’s Tommy?  He’ll believe me.





ROBBIE:  Tommy took Carly back to the boarding house.  Probably to have a little hanky panky.





LINDSEY:  No!  He can’t go back there!  Michael is back!





	Lindsey grabs Cody’s keys and takes off running with them.





CODY:  Hey, that’s my car!





	Cody and Robbie take off after Lindsey as Adam trips them, causing them to fall to the ground.





ADAM:  Sorry.





	Adam takes off after Lindsey as she jumps into the sheriff’s car.  Adam climbs in as she takes off into the night.  The wedding guests are talking and gossipping as we cut to a Haddonfield street.  Debra is running with Jamie as they exit the graveyard.  Debra immediately is overshadowed as Kane Manson comes down on her from behind, knocking her to the ground.





JAMIE:  No!  No!





KANE:  You belong to us, girl!  You will never escape!





	Suddenly, Kane throws his hands back and lunges them forward.  A huge, white blinding light fills the screen for a few seconds.  We hear screaming, followed by the light fading.  As everything refocuses, we see that Debra is alone.  A loud, deep laughter is heard, along with Jamie screaming, somewhere in the distance.





DEBRA:  No!  No, Jamie!





	Silence as tears form in Debra’s eyes.  We cut to the Blankenship Boarding House.  We get a brief shot of Maggie reading her book outside before we cut to inside, where Tommy is sitting in bed.  Candles line the room as a sexy leg comes into the picture, running it seductively up and down the door frame.  Carly steps into the room, wearing a white robe.  She smiles at Tommy and playfully unties the strap.  Tommy watches on as she unties it and drops it to the floor.  She is hidden from our view, but Tommy sees her as she climbs into the bed with him and begins kissing him.  Tommy pulls the sheets over them as they start to get passionate.  Outside, Maggie sighs and shakes her head.  Suddenly, Michael Myers appears out of the darkness.  He has a scythe in his hand.  Maggie looks up, just in time to see Michael swing it down at her, decapitating her with one swing.  Michael then turns and looks up at the upstairs window.  We cut to the graveyard, where Richie and Keith are keeping Lonnie awake.  Debra, in tears, comes running into the area.





DEBRA:  They got Jamie!





	She stops when she sees that Lonnie is barely awake and bleeding.





RICHIE:  We don’t know what happened.





DEBRA:  Lonnie!





	She runs over and helps him stand.  He grunts in pain.





LONNIE:  We lost Jamie?





DEBRA:  Kane came and took her away.  There was nothing I could do.





LONNIE:  Damn it, Debbie.  What else can go wrong?





We cut back to the boarding house.  Wade and Keri come walking down the sidewalk as the crickets chirp in the seemingly quiet night.





KERI:  I had a good time, Wade.  You’re a good guy.





WADE:  You’d want to go out with me again?





KERI:  Sure.





	Wade and Keri turn into the Blankenship front yard.  Wade immediately sees Maggie’s body on the top of the car.  He is startled.





WADE:  Oh, my God!





KERI:  Maggie!





	Keri runs over to her, seeing blood everywhere.  Michael comes out from behind the car, burying the scythe into her chest.  Keri falls back to the ground, dead.  Wade charges Michael, hitting him with a body block.  Michael catches Wade by his head and twists his neck, breaking it.  Wade collapses to the ground.  Michael grabs his butcher knife from the ground and walks towards the house.  Inside, Carly and Tommy are underneath the sheets, having consummated their marriage.  Tommy holds her in his arms.  Carly stares into his eyes.





TOMMY:  Have you thought about names for the baby?





CARLY:  Yeah.  I’ve always loved the name Steven.  I don’t know why, but I want that name for our child.





TOMMY:  Steven, it is.  I like it.





CARLY:  Tommy, promise me nothing bad will ever come between us.





TOMMY:  Why would you say something like that, Carly?





CARLY:  Just promise.





TOMMY:  Of course.  Nothing will ever come between us.





CARLY (pauses):  I’ll be back.  I’m going to get a glass of water.





TOMMY:  Don’t take too long.  I might get lonely.





CARLY:  I’ll never let you be lonely.





	Carly kisses him passionately as she stands to leave the room.  She walks over to the door, turns, and smiles at Tommy, who smiles back.  Carly opens the door to leave.  Michael Myers is standing on the other side.  He tilts his head.  Carly’s eyes widen as he lunges forward, sticking a knife into her chest.  Carly screams as Tommy sits up.





TOMMY:  No-o-o-o-o-o-o-o-o!





	Tommy jumps out of bed and catches her before she hits the ground.  He cradles her in his arms on the floor as Michael looks down at them.  We get a brief flash of Episode 2.4 (Ghosts of Halloween), in Tommy’s dream.  Carly flashes to Lindsey in that episode.





LINDSEY:  A storm is coming, Tommy.  He will be back and he will take her.





TOMMY:  Take who?





LINDSEY:  You will know in time.





	Tommy looks down at Carly, who has tears in her eyes.





CARLY:  I’m sorry.  I love you.





	She reaches up and touches his face.





TOMMY:  I love you, too.





	Her hand goes limp and falls to her side.  Tommy looks at her motionless body and up at Michael, who stares at Tommy, almost taunting him.  Tommy’s eyes boil with rage as yells and decks Michael with a right.  Michael staggers backwards as Tommy stands.  Michael slashes at Tommy, grazing his arm, but Tommy doesn’t feel it as his rage drives him to tackle Michael against the wall, busting down the door in Shelley’s former room across the hall.  Michael throws him off, into a nearby dresser.  It breaks on impact, but Tommy maintains his balance springing out at Michael, catching him with an elbow to the face.





TOMMY:  Damn you, Michael!





	Tommy hits him with a series of lefts and rights.  Michael nails Tommy with a right of his own, sending Tommy back across the hall into his room, landing beside Carly, looking at her blank eyes resting open.  Tommy’s eyes fill with rage as he gets up.  Michael comes into the room.  Tommy picks up a nearby chair, breaking it over Michael’s head.  Michael staggers.  He regains his composure and throws Tommy’s table over on top of him.  Michael quickly walks over as Tommy pulls himself up.  Tommy tackles Michael at the waist, driving him backwards.  They hit the wall behind them, knocking a hole into it.  Tommy decks Michael with a right and then a left, yelling louder with every blow.  Michael drives Tommy back against the window, breaking it into pieces.  They are hanging out the window as Lindsey and Adam pull up outside, getting out of their car.





LINDSEY:  Tommy!





	They see the struggle as they run up into the house, briefly noticing the bodies on the lawn.  Tommy digs his fingers into Michael’s eyes and knees him in the groin.  As Michael tries to regain his balance, Tommy hits Michael with a hard right.  Michael goes flying out the window and hits the ground below with a thud.  Tommy looks down at the motionless Myers as the wind blows through his broken window.  He turns and runs over to Carly, cradling her in his arms. She is dead, her eyes wide open.  Tommy hugs her tightly as Lindsey and Adam burst into the room.  Tommy looks up at them pleadingly.





LINDSEY:  Oh, no.  Tommy…





	Tommy bursts into tears, crying into Carly’s chest.





TOMMY:  Look what he did to her!  Damn him!





	Tommy yells as loud as he can as Adam and Lindsey stand, unsure of what to do.





TOMMY:  No-o-o-o!  No-o-o-o-o-o-o!





	Lindsey walks over and hugs Tommy tightly as he gently lets go of Carly.  Tommy grips Lindsey tightly as he bawls into her chest.





LINDSEY:  I’m sorry, Tommy.  I’m so sorry.





BARRY SIMMS (v/o):  And in tonight’s news, it has been reported that a man by the name of Kane Manson, apparently trying to keep the Michael Myers name alive, killed several people in a bloodbath all across the town of Haddonfield before vanishing into thin air.  To all the families of all the victims, in a rare Barry Simms moment, I send you sympathies and you are all in my prayers.





	Adam walks over and looks out the window.  Michael Myers is gone.  Adam looks up at the sky.  Thorn is gone.  Lindsey cradles a crying Tommy in her arms as we cut to a few days later.  We are at Moon Lake, on a hill overlooking the lake.  Josh Jamison, Lonnie Elamb, Debra Loomis, and Tommy Doyle stand over three tombstones, looking down at them.  Lonnie turns to Josh.





LONNIE:  You got somewhere to go?





JOSH:  Not really.  There’s nothing for me in Washington anymore.





LONNIE:  Coming from someone who knows what you’re going through, you can bunk with me as long as you like.





JOSH:  Thanks.  I just might do that.





DEBRA:  Tommy, if you need anything…





TOMMY:  Of course.  I’ll call.

TOMMY (v/o):  You like talking to them, eh?





CARLY (v/o):  It’s good therapy.  They died out on the lake.  Sometimes I feel like I can feel them here, watching over me.  It gives me a sense of peace.

TOMMY:  We almost had Jamie back and she slipped right through our fingers.  Lonnie and Debra aren’t sure where they stand with each other.  Everyone was hurt by this monster. All I can say is that I hope this place gives you the peace in death that it gave you in life.  Goodbye, my friend.
