Halloween: The Series.


     Episode 2.3: Awakenings. 





     We open on a black screen.





ADAM (VO): Following Michael Myers attack on Halloween 1989 Doctor Sam Loomis fell into a deep coma from which nothing could wake him. His niece came to Haddonfield to see him and became involved with Tommy Doyle who was attempting to hunt down Michael. 





We briefly see clips of Michael chasing Tommy, Debra and Pete.





ADAM (VO): Debra watched over her sleeping Uncle who was unaware of the danger around him.





We see serial killer Casey Becker standing over Sam Loomis.





ADAM (VO): A year has passed, another Halloween come and gone yet he has still not awoken. The doctors say things are looking worse and it may be that he will be this way forever. Debra clings onto hope that one day soon he will return to her.





     We fade in on Haddonfield hospital. It is night-time and the car park is empty save the old car or two. We pan down to the entranceway and pass through the doors, we head along the corridors, twisting and turning. Eventually we find ourselves in the room of Doctor Sam Loomis. We see the machine that conveys his condition beeping steadily and intermittently. We close up on his face and towards his eyelid; it twitches! The machine beeps a little faster as we pan right in on his eye until all we see is blackness.





     The Halloween Theme begins to play as we rise up over Haddonfield. The title card appears reading:


HALLOWEEN: the series


     


     The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from season one flash up. The cast characters are named as:


TOMMY DOYLE


DEBRA LOOMIS


LONNIE ELAMB


with ADAM TRAVERS.





     We fade in on the streets of Haddonfield. The sun is shining bright and children are running about and playing in the streets. We see a young BLONDE GIRL skipping along a path humming as she goes. She approaches a house and skips up to the door; we pan out to see just where we are, the Myers residence! But it is not derelict in the least, in fact it seems almost newly built. The girl knocks on the door and it opens though no one is standing there; the girl looks in at the perfect furniture and wallpaper.





GIRL: Hello?





She steps forward towards the door but there is no reply. She looks puzzled and turns back to the street. 





Girls POV: A Clown stands at the end of the garden holding a bunch of balloons. The clown smiles then takes a drag on a cigarette.





The girl turns back to the empty doorway and steps closer again.





GIRL: Uncle, are you home?





She steps closer. Suddenly we hear a familiar voice from behind.





SAM (VO): Debra get away from there!





The young girl, Debra turns to see Doctor Sam Loomis standing where the clown had been. Suddenly the Shape appears in the doorway behind Debra and grabs her and drags her back screaming into the house. Sam starts to run up to the house.





SAM: Debra!





As he reaches the door it slams shut in his face. He bangs at the door and we hear Debra’s screams from inside but they are cut short and we hear something hit the floor.





SAM: Noooo!





     We cut to the comatose Sam Loomis sleeping on his bed in the hospital. Suddenly his eyes snap open! He sits up and takes a huge gasp of air before looking around in a panic.





SAM: Where am… I?





He gets up off the bed and stands up, he looks around at his room in confusion. He glances at the machinery and we close in on his eyes.





     Flashback: Sam Loomis drops a huge net on Michael Myers, pinning him to the ground. He grabs a rifle and proceeds to shoot at the killer, following that he begins to beat him.





SAM: Die! Die! Diiiiie!





Suddenly he clutches his heart and falls upon the still body of the killer. Fade to white.





     We see Sam Loomis walking down an empty hospital corridor. The camera sways around as we realise he is not completely with it; he stumbles over to a doorway and looks in. Flash white!





     Flashback: A much younger Sam Loomis walks along a similar corridor and looks in a window to a locked room.


     Inside sits a young boy, Michael Myers, sat perfectly still staring out of a window into the darkness. Fade to white.





     All Sam sees is an empty hospital bed. He turns and continues to walk down the corridor. As he goes we hear a bell ring and then a voice comes on over the speaker system.





VOICE: Doctor Beckett please report to Surgery Room Five. Miss Muffet is suffering from a terrible spider bite and we need instant treatment.





Sam looks up at the ceiling to see it is decorated with multicoloured swirls, rather like a kaleidoscope. 





SAM: How strange.





He carries on and comes to the doors at the end of the corridor. He pulls one open slowly and steps into the reception area; no one is there except a young, brown haired women at the desk whose name badge identifies her as Lila. He goes over to her.





SAM: Excuse me.





She doesn’t look up from her work and this obviously baffles him. 





SAM: I said excuse me.





This time she looks up, she has a small cut on the side of her face.





LILA: What?!





SAM: I’m sorry but I need some help.





LILA: Yeah well, who doesn’t. Everybody always needs help with something or other and I haven’t got the time. Now what the hell do you want?





SAM: I…I…





LILA: That sentence coming out any time soon?





SAM: Where am I?





LILA: Big questions now is it. I wish I could tell you but to be honest I’m not sure where I am myself. Things used to be so much simpler before he came along.





SAM: Who?





She indicates over Sam’s shoulder and slowly he turns. Standing a few feet away is the Clown from earlier.





LILA: He’s something to do with this.





The clown slowly fades away to nothing and Sam turns back to Lila in shock.





SAM: What’s happening?





Suddenly we hear a high-pitched scream ring out and then everything goes black.





     We fade in on the Blankenship house, it is surrounded by police and ambulances and barriers are keeping the public back. DEPUTY ROBBIE goes up to COP who is holding a pad of notes.





ROBBIE: Do we have any idea what happened?





COP: Sorry sir, none at all. Mrs Blankenship says she found him that way when she got home.





Robbie looks across to where Mrs Blankenship is sat crying and being comforted. He then turns back to the cop.





ROBBIE: Any marks on them?





COP: Not as far as we can see, everything seems normal. 





Suddenly we see two Nurses come down with a trolley on which a patient lies. As it comes nearer we see who it is, Lonnie Elamb!





ROBBIE: All right then. You carry on looking at the scene, I’m going with him to the hospital. See if the doctors can find out what happened to him.





Robbie turns and goes over to the ambulance into which Lonnie is being loaded. 





     We cut to a familiar looking hospital, Smith’s Grove, which is decorated in all kinds of Halloween dressings. A big coloured sigh reads “Halloween 1970”. 





     Inside we see a number of child patients, under supervision, taking part in various activities. There is food laid out and various games and costumes; many seem to be enjoying themselves. Amongst these we see a much younger Sam Loomis standing. His fellow doctor Terrance Wynn comes over to him.





WYNN: Sam.





SAM: I know what you’re going to say and my answer is no.





WYNN: Sam, you don’t have the right to keep that child locked up in his room. It’s Halloween and these children, our patients, deserve some fun.





SAM: He wouldn’t appreciate it.





WYNN: Maybe but it isn’t your choice. James is fetching him now.





SAM: Terrance I beg you, don’t let him out! 





WYNN: Too late Sam.





Sam turns to see the young Michael Myers being led out amongst the other children. He stares around calmly, his face cold and emotionless. Sam turns to Wynn.





SAM: Doctor Wynn get that boy back into his cell!





WYNN: Sam, I don’t have the right and nor do you. I’m sorry. 





Wynn turns and walks off and Sam turns back to Michael who has joined the queue for apple bobbing. A young girl stands in front of him her name is JANE. We watch the line decrease and soon it is her turn to step up to try. Sam watches closely. The man in charge smiles down at her.





MAN: Your go Jane.





     Suddenly all the lights go out and many children scream in fear. We hear a male voice cry out.





MALE VOICE: Power cut! Get the emergency supply on! 





The lights suddenly come back on and we see Sam’s face fill with shock. We pan around to see Jane bent over in the water, not moving. 





SAM: No…





The children scream and the Man grabs Jane and pulls her out and tries her pulse. He starts to try and resuscitate her but it is no use. He looks up as Sam runs over.





MAN: She’s…. Dead.





Sam tuns and looks through the crowd. Across the room he sees Michael standing holding a towel that he promptly drops before turning and fading into the darkness behind him. 





     We return to Doctor Loomis who is once again wandering the halls of Haddonfield hospital. However he is now dressed in his normal clothes and the cream trench coat that we all know. As he walks we hear another girls scream.





SAM: I’m coming!





He starts to move down the hall as fast as he can towards a single doorway at the end from where the scream came. Suddenly we hear a giggling behind him and he slowly turns. Standing there is the Clown. It isn’t moving its face yet we can hear the laughter anyway.





SAM: Who are you?





Another scream is heard and turns to face it, when he turns back the Clown has gone. Sam looks puzzled before heading onwards. 





     We cut to… Haddonfield hospital! We see Deputy Robbie standing in a hallway outside a surgery room. He hums ‘Jeepers Creepers’ to himself as he waits. 


     A few moments later a DOCTOR comes out to see him.





DOCTOR: I’m afraid he’s slipped into a coma. 





ROBBIE: Damn it. Can I see him?





DOCTOR: Of course.





The doctor wanders off and Robbie pushes the door to the hospital room open. As he walks in we focus on Lonnie lying still in one of the beds.





ROBBIE: What’s causing this? Two of them now.





We pan out to reveal the bed next to Lonnie; in it is Debra Loomis who seems to be in exactly the same state! Robbie shakes his head sadly and walks out the room and down into reception. He sees the cop from earlier and goes over to him.





ROBBIE: Well.





COP: Nothing. The doctors found two bite marks but their blood was clean, we don’t know what’s done this to them.





ROBBIE: So I understand. Any luck in locating Tommy Doyle yet?





COP: Afraid not.





ROBBIE: Alright. Carry on.





Robbie turns and looks into space thoughtfully.





     We cut back to Sam Loomis who is still waking forward yet doesn’t seem any nearer to the end of the corridor and the door there. He stops for a moment and seems to be thinking something. He looks back and sees he has travelled very little distance from the other end before looking back to the way he’s heading. He then notices a door in the side of the wall, he goes over and opens it and steps in.





     He finds himself in the middle of a graveyard at night!





SAM: Something isn’t right here.





LILA (VO): Well duh.





He turns to see her standing behind him wearing a leather jacket and holding two guns in her hands.





SAM: What are you doing here?





LILA: Same thing you are. Looking for her.





SAM: I don’t know how to get to her.





LILA: Thought so. Thing is, you’ve been out of the game for a while old guy. You don’t know the half of what’s going on and that means you can’t hope to save the day this time. Though here’s a guy you’re good against. 





Sam and Lila both turn to see The Shape walking towards them slowly. In his arms he carries JAMIE LLOYD. 





SAM: Michael…





LILA: Looks like he got the girl.





SAM: Jamie… oh no Jamie…





Images flash up of Sam shouting at Jamie in the hospital to tell him where Michael is, of him shaking her while she tries to say ‘cookie women’ and of him dragging her before Michael through the Myers house.





LILA: You really were a bastard weren’t you?





SAM: I… I just wanted to stop him.





LILA: Good job Doc.





Michael throws Jamie down and she hits the floor. She slowly gets up and we see she is covered in stab wounds!





JAMIE: Doctor Loomis? Why didn’t you save me Doctor Loomis? I was so scared and you never saved me. 





SAM: I’m sorry.





Jamie falls down dead and Michael pulls out a large butcher knife. Lila turns to Sam.





LILA: How do you expect to save the other girl?





Michael starts to walk towards them with the knife. 





LILA: I suggest we run.





Lila turns and runs into the hedges and Sam follows as fast as he can. Michael follows relentlessly. As Sam stumbles forward the bushes become denser and blacker… he stumbles more and more and becomes tangled in the branches. 





SAM: No!





Suddenly he is standing at the end of the corridor facing the door. He looks confused for a few moments before grasping the handle and turning it. The door swings open revealing an illuminating, bright, white light. He steps into it and vanishes. 





     We cut to a darkened room in a hospital where a figure sits in shadows. A caption comes up reading “Smith’s Grove, 1978”. There is a noise outside and the figure turns and gets up; the face is constantly hidden by the darkness and he is wearing only a white gown but we know that it is Michael Myers.


     He stands by the door and listens as someone outside jangles a pair of keys. We then hear something be placed down and a few moments later a small hatch opens at the doors base. A tray of food starts to slide through…


     Suddenly Michael leaps down reaches through and grabs the Attendants hand and pulls it straight into the door. We hear a cry of pain and the attendant drops his keys.





ATTENDANT (VO): Shit.





Michael lets go of the attendant and goes for the keys but the man manages to kick them away in time. Michael gets up and grabs the tray of food and throws it against the wall; he starts grabbing chairs and smashing the room up, his face always hidden in shadows.





ATTENDANT (VO): Crap, he’s tearing it apart!





We hear the jangle of keys and the noise of a bolt sliding across. Michael pauses and turns to the door as we fade to black…





     We fade in on the door slamming shut. We see Michael standing in the corridor, looking from right to left. He holds up a pair of keys and we see spots of blood on them and his arm. He goes over to the wall wear a small socket is located, surrounded by glass on which “Emergency Release” is written. He smashes the glass, puts a key in, turns it and we hear the clicks of every cell opening!


     We see him slamming each cell door open and herding the various other patients out of their rooms and down the hall, he shoves them and pushes them through the hospital towards the entrance.


     We see outside the hospital where numerous robed patients are roaming around… a car is approaching up the road…





     The screen is nothing but white. As we become adjusted to the brightness of it we realises we are in a large room draped with veils and with large cushions spread across the room… all white!


     Into this steps Doctor Sam Loomis looking very baffled by what’s going on.





SAM: Where are you?





No answer. He takes another step forward and we hear a familiar laughing coming from all around him. He turns to trey and identify the source but can’t. 





SAM: What is this place? Who are you? Show yourself!





     Suddenly there is a flash of energy and a figure dressed in rags literally falls into the room! He hits the floor and groans in pain before slowly picking himself up. Sam goes over to him.





SAM: Are you all right?





RAG GUY: I think so. It got me.





The rag guy looks up and we see that his face is covered by a cloth, like that from cowboy pictures. However... We may still recognise him…





SAM: Who are you?





RAG GUY: My name’s Adam. 





SAM: What do you mean it got you?





ADAM: It’s been after all of us. We don’t know where it came from or why it’s after us. He thinks it comes at us through dreams.





SAM: I don’t understand. What is after us?





ADAM: We don’t know its name.





SAM: Why are you wearing that mask?





ADAM: What mask?





SAM: The cloth on your face.





ADAM: I’m sorry, I don’t understand.





SAM: The cloth!





Adam shakes his head in confusion. Sam sighs and leans forward and grabs the cloth of. We turn to see another one underneath it! Sam looks puzzled and does it again with the same result. 





SAM: But…





ADAM: You cannot reveal someone’s true face unless they allow you. We all keep secrets you know.





Suddenly we hear the clown laughter again. Adam looks startled.





ADAM: He’s here!





SAM: Who?





ADAM: The clown! 





Adam turns and runs behind the drapes, Sam goes to follow but Adam has gone. He turns back and sees the Clown standing over the other side of the room.





SAM: You’re doing this.





CLOWN: Maybe.





Sam is surprised not by the fact that he spoke but that the face did not move; the voice seems to simply come from the room itself. 





SAM: What do you want?





CLOWN: Nothing. 





SAM: Nothing?





CLOWN: I go where I’m sent and do what I’m told. They brought me down into Haddonfield to play my role. Four they said but I knew they wouldn’t mind if I had fun with you also. 





SAM: Four… The girl? Lila and Adam. Who’s the fourth?





CLOWN: You want answers? Ask him.





Sam turns to see Michael Myers striding over to him brandishing a knife. The killer lifts it up and prepares to strike a killing blow when a gunshot goes off and knocks him back to the floor. Sam turns to see Lila standing where the Clown was.





LILA: Come on old guy! Let’s get out of here!





Sam starts to go towards him as Michael slowly gets up; behind Lila is a doorway that seems to lead back into Haddonfield Hospital. Sam heads towards it but stops and seems to hesitate.





     We cut to Haddonfield Hospital where we see Deputy Robbie standing looking over the comatose Debra, Lonnie and Adam. He shakes his head sadly and turns to leave when the other Cop comes in.





COP: Deputy!





ROBBIE: What is it?





COP: They’ve found Tommy Doyle! It’s weird shit though, sir. You have to see it for yourself!





ROBBIE: All right, let’s go.





They exit as we pan around to see Debra lying perfectly still. 





     Sam stands looking at the doorway as we see Michael pick up his knife.





LILA: What the Hell are you waiting for?





SAM: She’s still here. I can’t fail her like I failed Jamie.





LILA: Oh screw that, we’ve got to run! 





Sam swings the door shut and turns back to Michael.





SAM: No.





We hear a rumble and a doorway opens behind Michael leading to blackness.





GIRL (VO): Help me!





Michael steps forward brandishing his knife and Sam steps towards him.





SAM: Michael. Hello Michael. 





Michael stops moving and tilts his head.





SAM: I used to think I’d failed you, you know that? At times I thought it was my fault you were so dead to the world. But then I realised just what you were Michael. Evil. 





Sam starts slowly walking towards the killer.





SAM: Pure evil driven forward by the rage that burnt inside. But soon I realised that, perhaps, your soul wasn’t completely lost. That buried deep within was something that wanted it all to end, all the pain and rage. But I couldn’t reach it. So perhaps I did fail you after all.





He stands right up next to Michael. They look straight at each other and there is a moment of almost understanding. Then Lila ploughs into him knocking the masked madman to the floor! 





LILA: Go!





SAM: But what about you?





LILA: Fucking go!





Sam turns and goes towards the blackness as Michael grabs Lila by the throat and holds her down to the ground. He is engulfed in it and vanishes.





     We cut to Deputy Robbie’s shocked face. We pan around to se what he is seeing. We are in an old, abandoned barn where a large circle has been drawn on the floor; within it various symbols have been drawn using chalk of various colours. Candles surround the display and incense feels the air. Within the circle lies Tommy Doyle, savage cuts across his arms and face and a dagger piercing his hand! A cup sits to the side filled with blood along with a plate of various sliced fruits and a large, leather bound book.





ROBBIE: What on earth…





COP: Crazy isn’t it.





ROBBIE: The ambulance is coming?





COP: Yeah, they’re here but I told them not to touch anything until you arrived. 





ROBBIE: Alright, send them in.





The Cop goes to get them and Robbie goes over and picks the book up slowly. He looks at the cover that reads “Dream Magik”. He opens it to a book-marked page which is headed ‘Banishment Incantations’, where he sees an illustration of the circle he himself is standing in. 





     Doctor Loomis is standing in Judith Myers bedroom, it is night outside. On the other side of the room sits the small blonde girl, tied to a chair. Next to her stands the Clown.





CLOWN: Well done.





SAM: You.





CLOWN: Me.





SAM: You’re going to let that young girl go.





CLOWN: Going to save the day again Doctor Loomis? You always were the black sheep of the family weren’t you? Your brother and sister always had to make up for your mistakes didn’t they, and they did their best to keep your parents happy.





SAM: You don’t know anything about me or my family.





CLOWN: But I do. You didn’t go into the family business, you wanted to be a healer. And at first they were proud, at first they saw the wonders you were performing. But after Debra and the others were born they saw how alone you were. And when Michael came along and you dedicated everything to him you lost them all. Isn’t that the truth? Can you deny it?





Sam looks down sadly, a tear on his cheek. He’s knows it is true.





CLOWN: You were alone, none of your family cared for you.





GIRL (VO): Uncle.





Sam looks up to the girl tied up in the chair. He looks at here and a small smile appears on his lips.





SAM: Debra.





CHILD DEBRA: I care Uncle Sam. I came to see you when you were asleep and I knew you’d done well. You’re a good man.





The Clown slaps her across the face angrily though the face is still emotionless.





CLOWN: Shut up!





Sam looks shocked and storms over to the Clown.





SAM: Leave her alone!





CLOWN: And why should I? Because a miserable old man with nothing better to do than chase a maniac around told me too?





SAM: I…





CHILD DEBRA: Uncle Sam I’ve always looked up to you. You constantly put your life on the line to protect people even when they blamed you. You were my hero Uncle Sam.





CLOWN: Silence!





SAM: I said leave her alone!





Sam grabs the clown and shoves it back against the wall and it vanishes straight through it! Sam starts to untie Debra.





SAM: it’s going to be ok, everything is going to be fine now.





LILA (VO): Doubt it.





Sam turns to see Lila leaning against the opposite wall, clothes covered in blood.





SAM: What do you mean?





LILA: I mean you haven’t beaten it yet. 





SAM: How do you know? Who are you?





LILA: Another victim, just like you. We’re all on a hit list is the thing, and it’s got us so far and now it needs to finish the job.





SAM: I don’t understand.





ADAM (VO): Perhaps you don’t need to.





     We pan around to see Adam, still covered up, hobble into the room with the other.





SAM: What?





ADAM: Perhaps we should stop looking for meaning in this. Instead, simply look at what is in front of us and deal with that; after all that’s what survival is all about. 





SAM: I see…





Sam reaches into his jacket and produces his gun.





SAM: Let’s give it a try. 





     At the barn we see Tommy being put onto a hospital trolley as Robbie watches. Suddenly his eyes snap open! 





ROBBIE: Christ!





TOMMY: Deputy… 





ROBBIE: What is it Doyle?





TOMMY: Managed to… escape… a while. You must let me complete… complete…





ROBBIE: Complete what? Who did this?





TOMMY: The clown.





ROBBIE: What?





TOMMY: On the inside… he’s in us all… have to complete the ritual… make him manifest… please… the blood…





Tommy points a finger to the cup on the floor and Robbie looks.





ROBBIE: What?





TOMMY: Give me.





ROBBIE: Doyle, you’re ill…





TOMMY: Please. Robbie, please.





     Robbie looks back and forwards before turning to the other Cop.





ROBBIE: Get everyone out of here.





COP: But sir…





ROBBIE: Just do it. 





The Cop clears the barn of all the other police and nurses and shuts the doors behind him. Robbie helps Tommy sit up on the bed.





TOMMY: Thank you.





ROBBIE: This better be worth it, I could get in deep Hell for this!





TOMMY: Hurry… he’s trying to pull me back…





Robbie grabs the cup and take sit over to Tommy.





ROBBIE: What do you need to do?





TOMMY: Most of it I did before the bite.





ROBBIE: Bite?





Tommy indicates the floor and Robbie spots something he never saw before; a small dead spider.





TOMMY: They used it to infect us. I killed it before it could inject all the mixture. Now…





He goes to drink his own blood from the cup!





ROBBIE: What the hell are you doing!?





TOMMY: Trust me…





He drinks from the cup as Robbie watches in horror. Suddenly a screech fills the air and Robbie turns to face the image of the clown bathed in a light and surrounded by flowing beams of energy of various colours. !





ROBBIE: Holy…





TOMMY: This is…





Tommy collapses back into his coma! Robbie stands looking at the two of them in shock. 





     Haddonfield Streets outside the Myers house, we see Sam and the others standing in a rough circle looking about. .





LILA: He’s gone.





Suddenly there is an agonising scream and the Clown appears.





CLOWN: What have you done? 





LILA: He succeeded, he made you corporeal! That means we can now kick the shit out of your ass!





Lila rushes forward to strike but the Clown grabs her by the throat and throws her up OVER the Myers house!





CLOWN: No more games! Your dreams and nightmares have tasted so sweet to me but now it is time for the killing strike!





SAM: No!





He pulls out his gun and shoots the clown numerous times until he is out of bullets. The Clown stumbles back in shock and a blue fluid bleeds out of him.





SAM: I finally know. This is my mind, this isn’t reality, and you are simply part of a dream. Lucid Dreaming I believe it’s called.





He shoots again! The gun keeps going without stopping and the Clown screams in agony as he is knocked back. 





CLOWN: No! This can’t be happening!





SAM: The big picture doesn’t matter, I know that now. 





He turns away from the Clown and towards Jamie who we see has appeared a few feet away.





SAM: I’m sorry I used you to try and stop Michael. It’s the little things, the small acts of kindness, which make us human.





CLOWN: No, you can’t do this!





Jamie smiles at Doctor Loomis and slowly fades away until there is no sign she was there. The Child Debra and Adam also begin to fade away. We cut to some bushes where we see Lila vanish…





     We cut to Lonnie snapping his eyes open and sitting up. He looks over and we see Debra and Adam also coming too. Debra looks across to Lonnie as she sits up.





DEBRA: Uncle Sam…





     The Clown is on his knees bleeding, his face full of chock, as Sam hobbles over. Sam looks down at the wrecked creature.





SAM: You came to kill me. But... you saved me.





CLOWN: You cannot do this to me! I am eternal!!!





Slowly Sam Loomis starts to fade! As he does we see The Shape appear out of the darkness behind The Clown. He places one hand firmly on the shoulder and with the other lifts his knife and stabs the demonic being through the heart. Sam finishes fading to nothing as the Clowns body begins to disintegrate. His hands seem to reach out for help from unseen force but it is no good, soon there is nothing left of the creature.


     The Shape looks around and starts peeling off his mask…
