Slowly the outside light starts to dim. Tommy carefully watches the road names not to miss his destination; beside him lies a newspaper alerting its readers of disappearances. Debra sitting in the back seat with Lonnie displays concern on her face. The sudden appearance of a great number of trees on each side of the road cast a great shadow on them.





These are the woods of…





A small sign on the side reads: Welcome To Hill Peak!





TOMMY (O.S.): In the past year 3 groups visited Hill Peak. None of them came back…





The Halloween theme begins to play, as a high shot of Haddonfield is shown.  A Jack-o-Lantern appears, an evil grin on it, and the titles come up:





HALLOWEEN: The Series





The theme becomes a very rock and roll-like version as the main credits roll and images from the series fly up…





TOMMY DOYLE           DEBRA LOOMIS          LONNIE ELAMB 





  ADAM TRAVERS








DEBRA (O.S.): Hill peak?





We return to the present where Debra breaks the silence.





DEBRA: Why do they call it Hill Peak?





TOMMY: You’ll know when we arrive at destination.





LONNIE: When are we gonna get there? We’re late and it’s getting dark.





TOMMY: I know





We go to a close-up of Tommy’s face as the conversation that got them there continues…





TOMMY (O.S.): Yes, its located eastwards of Haddonfield. It’s not my ideal time to leave for adventure, but if we leave now we might make it in time before it gets dark.





DEBRA (O.S.): What happened exactly?





TOMMY (O.S.): Around January, a group of 5 when up to hill peak. They told their parents they were coming back in two days. It had been 5 days later when the parents reported their children missing; the kids had shown no sign of coming back. A group of 2 and 3 followed, ignoring the warnings. 





DEBRA (O.S.): What happened afterwards?





TOMMY (O.S.): We are now a year later, the bodies were never found.


 Not one trace of their presence was found. 





LONNIE: (O.S.): Think it sounds like Myers?





TOMMY: (O.S.): Not likely but it’s worth a try.





DEBRA (O.S.): So we’re going there, not having one single clue of what to expect?





LONNIE (O.S.) (Big grin on his face): Exactly!





TOMMY (O.S.): Listen I’m not too keen either to go directly there, we’re probably going to look around to see if there’s something we can find to give us a clue. 


And it’s not like we’re going alone… (We hear a gun getting cocked) Let’s go.





The branches of these tall trees cast darkness upon Tommy, Debra and Lonnie.


Which hides their features and leaves us to see their watchful eyes.    





ANGLE ON car as it suddenly brakes.





TOMMY: Are you ready?





No answer, Lonnie and Debra stare at something off screen.





DEBRA: Holy Shit!





The camera turns around to reveal behind a few trees, a great hill that ends in a dizzying peak. So much that it wouldn’t be impossible to believe that a fall from there would be endless. The setting sun hides behind it giving the entire hill an orange glow. 





TOMMY: Hard to believe such events could happen in such a breath-taking place.





DEBRA: The question is… What events?





LONNIE: If we’re gonna repeat what they did, let’s hope they’re still alive.





DEBRA: Let’s hope the stupid guy always dies first.





Tommy gets out of the car, Debra and Lonnie exit with him. 





TOMMY: Lock the doors and let’s go, we’ll try to walk around the hill rather than going up. 





Sticking close to each other Tommy, Debra and Lonnie start walking around the hill before inevitably going upwards. It starts to get windy, the branches start shaking and their leafs fly off in the air. All three cautiously look around them. All seem to be wondering what could have happened, being themselves seduced by the peak.





TOMMY: Has anyone seen anything suspicious?





LONNIE: Just what exactly are we supposed to be looking for.





Camera on Debra’s feet as they reach a muddy area.





DEBRA: I don’t know, but I guess if we see something that doesn’t seem right we’ll spot it.





Debra’s feet slip, but she quickly catches on to Lonnie.





LONNIE: Are you okay?





She quickly puts her feet into balance and starts walking again, we switch back between her feet and the speaking character. 





DEBRA: But seriously though, going back to what we said. 


Do you think there’s really a chance something might happen to us?





TOMMY: Don’t worry we won’t be here long, I promise. 





LONNIE: Don’t be so scared, there are no monsters here. 


Just a nice good looking man waiting to protect you.





DEBRA: Where? (Looks behind Lonnie)





LONNIE: Why are you so mean? You know I won’t look elsewhere but your direction when I’ll want to see a beautiful and intelligent woman.





DEBRA: (Pats him on the back) Nice to know that all though your education was pretty useless you actually managed to learn some nice pick up lines.





Lonnie seems flattered.





DEBRA: Too bad you didn’t learn the difference between a compliment and an insult.





Lonnie quickly removes his smile.





DEBRA: Hey what is that?





TOMMY: Hey you’re right? What’s that light?





DEBRA: I don’t know.





The wind blows harder this time and Debra shivers in the cold. She looks around suddenly getting a creepy feeling. Tommy turns around as a sound is heard. 


It seemed like a branch cracking.





TOMMY: I really don’t like this place.





A shadow swiftly passes behind them. Lonnie becomes pale. They look around and realize they are in middle of the woods. Just the three of them.





DEBRA: Tommy why don’t we see your car from here anymore?





TOMMY: Don’t worry Debra.





DEBRA: Then please let’s go.





TOMMY: Alright.





As Debra turns around she steps on a weak part of the ground which sends her rolling back down the hill. Lonnie and Tommy look stunned as she rolls far down from them. They run before Lonnie dives to try to catch her, instead he ends up falling over her causing them to roll together until they stop. Both stay on each other for a while. Debra tries to sit up but Lonnie won’t move.





LONNIE: I think I’m grabbing on to something, but I … don’t  know what.





DEBRA: As long as it’s not my ass.





 LONNIE: No… really I found something.





DEBRA: You what?





TOMMY: It looks like…





Debra gets off from Lonnie, with his hand stuck in the ground. Lonnie, freaked out, pulls it immediately out of the ground and under the leafs.  He turns to find a rotten and muddy book. A corner of it is stained with blood.





DEBRA: What do you think it is?





TOMMY: Give it to me





Tommy takes the book and opens it. The handwriting confirms its as some sort of diary.


He finds a page that was written not too long ago





TOMMY: Hey this wasn’t too long ago… (Reading) Alas, we finally got here. Ronald and Tom are asleep… But I can’t sleep. Don’t know why. Today was a pretty good day, although Karla and me had a fight I’m realizing I’m having the best time of my life. Tom actually said…





Tommy frowns upon reading further of the page.





LONNE: Well?





TOMMY: Weird. He actually interrupts himself. 


(Continues reading) Tom actually said… 





DEBRA: Shhhh! Listen!





We hear a branch crack, like someone stepped on it. The noises keep getting closer and closer. Tommy looks freaked out, as it is clear they are footsteps.





TOMMY: (His eyes wide, he retakes what he was reading) Tom actually said…


 Whoa! This is creepy, I think I just heard footsteps...





Tommy turns the pages only to see this is the last thing the person has written.





LONNIE: Shit





A shadow casts itself upon Tommy and Lonnie. Suddenly Debra lets out this huge scream. 


Until Lonnie and Tommy take a powerful blow to the head and fall to the floor instantly.


Debra gets up as she is being run after until we…





FADE TO BLACK.





We hear Debra scream a couple of times. The black screen materializes into an image 


A face, a pale white feminine face. Her round little mouth opens to scream as loud as she can. This is Debra, distressed and not in her usual physical state. 





We find ourselves in…


INT. CABIN 


Debra falls on the floor. Most of her clothes were stripped, her body bruised and her eyes bandaged. She screams and runs franticly, bumping into walls.





DEBRA: Tommy… Lonnie!





No answer. It seems she’s alone.





DEBRA: Oh god… Someone please help me!





Debra sits feeling it is hopeless. And she waits… Waits until…


The cabin door opens. Someone walks in. His footsteps get closer and closer to Debra before they stop and silence ensues.


Debra starts freaking out again.





DEBRA: Someone please! Help me! Tommy, Lonnie!





VOICE: Relax, I won’t hurt you.





Debra is surprised to hear such a soft-spoken voice. 





VOICE: Believe me. I promise I won’t hurt you. It’s not what you think.





DEBRA: Where are Tommy and Lonnie?





VOICE: I don’t know





DEBRA: You’re lying!





VOICE: I’m not





We hear a thud.





DEBRA: What was that?





VOICE: I brought you some water.





The camera pans back to reveal a bucket on the floor. But Debra doesn’t move.





VOICE: Drink.





Debra hesitates.





VOICE: Listen if I would have wanted to kill you I would have done it as soon as I came in. So there’s nothing to worry about. I promise.





Debra still isn’t decided, but she slowly starts to bend forward. The figure puts the bucket in her reach. Her back hesitates to bend forward… Debra slowly plunges in the bucket. She drinks for a moment before she starts violently coughing. When she retrieves her face, it is all red. She trips on the bucket, which makes it spill it’s content: Blood. 


She continues choking before she gets violently kicked in the face. She lies on the floor vomiting. Then a crazy laughter starts.





VOICE: You trust much too quickly bitch. 





The camera pans wide to reveal the man. A man completely dressed in black,


 Hiding his face behind a mask. Debra starts crying she wants to get out. She crawls to the corner and gets on top of what appears to be a bed.





VOICE: I really hope you like your bed.





The camera pans down to reveal Debra is laying on a pile of dead bodies.





DEBRA: I wanna get out of here! Please someone!





Her voice trembles as the tears come down. The man releases a laugh that assures us he is enjoying all this.





CUT TO:





INT. WOODS - BRIGHT DAY


An eye opens wide. Hard breathing. 


The camera pans backward to reveal Tommy has just woken up.





TOMMY: Debra!





He gets up and sees his own dry blood on the floor. Quick to his feet he panics.


Almost hysterical, looking around. He turns to a still unconscious Lonnie and gently starts shaking him. Lonnie awakes unbalanced, still a bit shaken. As he realizes Debra’s absence his eyes go wide as he yells her name. Tommy, his head buried into his hands, falls to the floor.





TOMMY: We were foolish to come here. The same thing that happened to the others may have happened to her.





LONNIE: Don’t say that!





TOMMY: What do we do Lonnie? 


                 If something happened to her I won’t be able to forget myself. 





LONNIE: Don’t worry we’ll find her.


                 Do you think we’re dealing with something supernatural here?





TOMMY: I don’t know, but I hope we can shoot it.





Tommy puts his hand in his pocket.





TOMMY: Fuck!





LONNIE: What?





TOMMY: My gun isn’t there anymore.





Lonnie checks his chest.





LONNIE: I forgot to bring mine!





TOMMY: Listen we better check this place out before something bad happens.





LONNIE: How about we start looking over there…





The camera pans back to high angle to reveal the scary peak. Where something seems to reside on it. Tommy and Lonnie get up and start running trying to reach the top as quickly as possible. Beneath the peak lies the bright sun, yet it is windy. The branches shake and the leafs fly off as the wind drives them to the peak and over it, surely anything to goes over certainly won’t ever come back…





INT. CABIN 


The man slams Debra on the floor and sits on her. He positions his knees on her arms to restrain her.





DEBRA: (Crying and pleading) Please! Please! Stop!





The man takes out a piece of clothing and stuffs her mouth with it. Then covers it all with another piece of clothing tightly wrapped around her mouth. Debra can’t even say a word or it will hurt. She uses all her strength to try to get him off her.





VOICE: Shut up!





Debra won’t. So he grabs a few stiff bodies and piles them over her head and torso.


Debra struggles even harder, she can’t seem to breathe. The man takes out a knife and cuts out a square from her underwear. He then playfully cuts out a bigger one.


Debra doesn’t move much, a slight hand movement that happens every now and then.


She doesn’t make a sound, it is silence. Which enables the man to hear talking.


He leaves Debra on the floor and slightly opens the door. Tommy and Lonnie, still quite a distance away are on their way to the cabin. The man slowly closes the door and turns to face Debra…





INT. WOODS - DAY


Tired from running such a distance in a short amount of time. Tommy and Lonnie gather their last energy to keep up with each other. 





LONNIE: What a weird place to have a cabin.





The camera gets into a wide angle and turns around the cabin to reveal that the peak itself is right behind it. Lonnie and Tommy take a deep breath and start running again.


The cabin is not far from their reach. From their point of view the cabin seems awkward in its position. In the fact that it is facing them. 





LONNIE: Should we call her name? Or do we risk endangering her? 





TOMMY: I think its best if we don’t say anything. 





Upon reaching the door, Tommy puts his ear on the door and tries to hear any noise that would confirm a presence. Nothing


Lonnie mimics that he’ll be checking behind the cabin. Tommy soon follows.


The camera tracks around the house. There is a window on the side, but it is sealed with wood. Lonnie then starts to advance, he stops to look at the peak slowly revealing itself.





LONNIE: Holy shit





As Lonnie turns to see the back, the man waiting for him suddenly pushes him over.





The sequence slowly draws out in slow motion… As Lonnie trips backward towards the peak, his feet going back step by step before he finally loses his balance. His eyes meet with Doyle before falling off…





TOMMY: NO!





Tommy dives to the peak as he discovers Lonnie is holding on by one hand. 


The camera pans up to reveal the breathtaking height Lonnie is actually hanging from.





TOMMY: Try Lonnie. Try to give me your hand.





LONNIE: I can’t! I’ll fall!





TOMMY: You can do it, try!





Lonnie slowly raises his other hand and tries to put it in Tommy’s reach.


We can see the man looking at them, he seems to enjoy this.





LONNIE: I can’t reach!





TOMMY: Help us! Help us! Please!





The man watches them, not moving one inch. Tommy slowly crawls forward, he starts to shake but his hand is getting closer to Lonnie’s. Just a bit more… Putting himself at risk to go over, Tommy goes forward a bit before finally reaching Lonnie’s hand and grabbing it hard. Tired and with no energy Tommy struggles to bring him up.


Both make a great effort. But the man slowly walks towards them.





MAN: Now how could I make this more interesting?





The man looks around for a moment, Tommy and Lonnie still struggling to hold on to each other. Suddenly it seems a great idea has hit him. He takes out a gun and seems to be pointing it a Tommy.





TOMMY: No! Please don’t do this!





MAN: Do what? Kill you? Oh you silly boy. I wouldn’t kill you, now where would be the fun in that? No you see I’m gonna set your gun down here right next to you. Just a little out of your reach so I won’t be the only one making efforts here. Oh this is gonna be fun. 





The man takes out another gun and kicks the cabin door open.


He goes inside and drags Debra out. Debra almost unconscious tries to stand on her two feet but can’t.





LONNIE: (Struggling) Debra!





  The man sets her on her knees and makes her lie on the wall.





MAN: And I’ll take this gun and count down to ten before I shoot Debra. 


           In case you want to save her you can shoot me with that gun. 


           





TOMMY: Don’t do this!





MAN: 10…





Lonnie slowly starts to slip.





MAN: 9…





Tommy slowly tries to slide his hand after to the gun.





MAN: 8…





His hand won’t reach. 





MAN: 7…





LONNIE: Tommy… Listen to me.





MAN: 6…





LONNIE: Let me go now!





Tommy starts to cry, he’s completely torn.





MAN: 5…





LONNIE: Let me go Tommy!





Tommy gives one more effort to reach for the gun. Lonnie’s slipping. 





MAN: 4…





His hand won’t reach the gun.





TOMMY: Debra!





MAN: 3…





LONNIE: Debra’s gonna die! Let me go!





MAN: 2…





LONNIE: Or I’ll let go…





MAN: 1…





The man cocks his gun but instead turns to Tommy and shoots the arm holding Lonnie.


Tommy releases Lonnie as he screams from the pain.


Lonnie is let go but catches on to Tommy’s shirt.


The shirt quickly starts to rip, but Tommy gathers his last strength and grabs him with the other arm. He yells in pain. But blood pours out and Tommy starts slipping because of it. Lonnie gives himself a push sideways and starts swinging. With the help of Tommy his leg is starting to reach the peak. The man turns to Debra and points it right at her face.





MAN: This time for real… 10, 9, 8, 7,6…





Lonnie’s leg is almost completely reaching the top.





MAN: 5, 4, 3, 2, 1…





The loud noise echoes over and over again…


All though trying to keep with their efforts, Tommy is shocked. 





LONNIE: (Struggling) The noise… was the… door… He brought… her in…





Trying to keep himself from talking, Lonnie looks at Tommy and keeps  swinging. sideways. Tommy understands what Lonnie is doing and helps him swing.


Lonnie is almost swinging high enough to get back on top.





LONNIE: When I say go, grab me.





Lonnie pushes himself from one side and tries to launch his body on top of the peak. Tommy yells from the pain of grabbing Lonnie’s leg with his wounded arm. He slowly starts to pull Lonnie towards him.





LONNIE: Hang on Tommy.





Lonnie slowly pushes himself up





LONNIE: Ok let go of my hand and pull my leg. I can do the rest by myself.





Tommy releases Lonnie’s and grabs his leg. We can see Tommy is in pain. 


His whole arm in marked by Lonnie’s hand; it is in fact bruised. 


Suddenly the peak is starting to crack. Their expressions change, parts of it starts to fall and a crack going to Tommy’s knees is visible.





LONNIE: Quick!





Tommy grabs greater hold of Lonnie’s leg and starts pull him closer. The crack becomes greater, rocks coming off smash down from the great height and literally become dust.


In one great effort, Tommy pulls him up. But Lonnie has no choice but to push himself from the peak, which as he gets on top causes it to completely break off. 


Lonnie loses his balance but immediately gains a firm position on the ground.


Both Tommy and Lonnie, breathless, watch the great peak fall off, diving at great speed into the ground and finally smashing to a thousand pieces.


They roll to the floor, but they won’t rest for long…





TOMMY AND LONNIE: Debra.





INT. CABIN


Debra trembles in the corner. The man looks at her.





MAN: You know, the greatest thing about kidnapping groups is the fact that you don’t have to do the murder.








INT. PEAK


As both get back to their feet, Lonnie eyes the gun.





INT. CABIN


The man kneels to Debra.





MAN: Say might you be cold?





Debra doesn’t nod nor shake her head.





MAN: Allow me.





The man starts to dress her. Having almost completely dressed her up we come to realize he’s putting his exact same costume on her. 





INT. PEAK


Lonnie grabs the gun and nods to Tommy.


They start walking towards the entrance of the cabin.





LONNIE: Let’s kill this motherfucker.





INT. CABIN


The man starts to put the mask on her, she moans and tries to resist but nothing can be done. He gets her to  stand up.





MAN: Let’s go take a nice walk outside.





INT. PEAK


Tommy and Lonnie stand waiting for the door to open.


We hear some noises but nothing more. Tommy nods to Lonnie, Lonnie nods back. Tommy gets near the door and knocks a couple of times. 


He then runs back next to Lonnie. They wait. Nothing.





The doorknob slowly starts turning.





Lonnie cocks the gun and positions it to shoot.





The doorknob is quickly left alone. Nothing happens just a few noises again.





LONNIE: Come out motherfucker!





Suddenly the door is kicked open and what appears to be the man comes at them as if propelled.





TOMMY: Shoot! Now!





Lonnie doesn’t hesitate and pulls on the trigger as many time as possible.


As the figure is strangely about to fall on the ground, a great number of bullets penetrate its body. Vivid splashes of blood explode from behind the figure and even one who reaches the brain causes it to blow out. The body falls flat on the floor.





The gun is empty and there are no more bullets. Tommy and Lonnie check the body out. Without a doubt: dead. 





LONNIE: Debra! It’s safe to come out! It’s over!





There is no answer. 





LONNIE: Debra? It’s safe to come out now.





No answer back…





Lonnie and Tommy look at each other. 


Lonnie opens the door wider and his expression changes. 


The man is sitting down, alive and moving. 


Lonnie looks back at the body he shot and back at the man sitting down and starts making a connection.





LONNIE: No! No! It can’t be! No! You son of a bitch!





Lonnie runs in and jumps on the body and starts violently shaking it before the mask comes off and he sees it is Debra. His eyes start to water. He holds her in her arms, as she is very weak.





LONNIE: Oh Debra! I thought… I thought you…





He carefully sets her on the floor and takes the bandage off her eyes. Her eyes glow at the sight of an old friend. He takes off the clothing wrapped around her mouth, takes off his shirt and covers her with it.





LONNIE: It’s not much but it’ll keep you warm for the moment.





A small smile comes across her face. Lonnie picks her up in her arms, trying to keep her as warm as possible. He walks out and joins Tommy outside.





TOMMY: How is she?





LONNIE: I think she’s gonna be all right.





TOMMY: Hang on Debra.





The camera pans to a great breathtaking view.





LONNIE: Tommy, how the hell are we gonna down from here?





TOMMY: I don’t know Lonnie, I don’t know.





We slowly FADE TO:





INT. HOSPITAL


Lonnie enters Tommy’s room. Tommy is lying on a bed, his arm wrapped with bandages.


As Lonnie sits next to him, he wakes from his rest.





LONNIE: How is the hero who saved my life?





TOMMY: Oh dear, this must be one of those horrible ‘dream within a dream’                                


                  Nightmares





LONNIE: Damn right!





TOMMY: What did the doctor say?





LONNIE: He said Debra would be fine. She’ll be sleeping a lot. It’s normal after            something like this happens. The doctor said there could be possibilities that she’ll eventually forget about it.





TOMMY: And my arm?





LONNIE: You’re gonna be fine too. Fortunately the bullet just scraped your arm. We’ll just need a few weeks of rest.





A long silence follows.





LONNIE: I just want you to know Tommy that I owe you one. This isn’t easy for me to say… But I owe you my life.





TOMMY: I’m sure you’d do the same for me.





LONNIE: Thank you. (beat) By the way Adam is on his way.





TOMMY: Ok. But please explain to me… What happened in that cabin? 


                 Why were they dressed the same?





LONNIE: Well you see, he was planning for us to shoot her dressed as him.


                  But our little Debra wouldn’t have it, oh no. She took her last energy and put                     


                 up a fight with the guy, kicking his ass out the cabin.





TOMMY: That’s Debra.


Lonnie laughs. A moment passes.





LONNIE: Do you think that’s the reason why they couldn’t find the bodies? That peak?





TOMMY : Who knows. If he could do such things to us imagine what he did to those poor kids.





Lonnie feels the dramatic weight of such events and so his smile dissolves.





LONNIE: So I’ll see you later, get some rest.





Tommy nods and quickly closes his eyes.


Lonnie leaves.





INT. HALLWAY


At the deep end of the hallway is Adam, waving and quickly walking towards Lonnie. Suddenly a devilish smile comes across Lonnie’s face. He leaves Tommy’s door wide open and locks himself in the next room: Debra’s.   





INT. ROOM


On the bed is laying Debra, deep in her sleep. Most of her bruises are gone.


Lonnie sits next to her watching with a smile on his face.


He affectionately places his hand on her forehead….





TOMMY (O.S.): This past event has changed me in the way that I will choose more wisely our next explorations of evil. It has made me put my ethics in question.


Yes we have cut a branch off the tree of evil, but is it worth a life?


The life of a loved one? And yet although the situation I feel we were lucky.


How will I fare against my true nightmare, the cause of all this… Micheal Myers.
