Episode 5.1: Sins of the Fathers

We open on a shot of “Lucky’s”, the latest hangout spot in Haddonfield.  It holds a combination pool hall/dance club dynamic.  Helen Jacobs and Garry Jacobs enter the club and glance around the place.  People are dancing, playing pool, and socializing.  Helen smiles.

HELEN

So, you don’t think it’ll be awkward spending New Year’s out at Moon Lake with Josh?

GARRY

If he wants us all there, Sue’s gonna be by my side.

HELEN

You are like a child, making everyone else feel uncomfortable for something you did.

Suddenly, Greg Bradford and Emily Hodges walk by, stopping at the duo.  Greg rolls his eyes and looks at them.

GREG

I see that they’ve started letting anyone in.  Well, since you’re here, why don’t you drop to your knees and I’ll show you what your daddy never could?  Oh, wait.  He could and did.

HELEN

Drop dead, Greg.

EMILY

Greg, leave her alone.  This is getting kinda old.

GREG

Shut up, Emily.  Helen just needs to know that normal people don’t have sex with their parents.  I’ll bet that sometimes you’d even ask old Wayne to do it.  I’ll bet that this little slut seduced the bastard.

Helen slaps Greg across the face.  Greg’s eyes grow dark as he quickly slaps her back.  Helen staggers back against the wall as Greg pins her to it.  Even Emily looks shocked at his behavior.

EMILY

Greg, what are you doing?!  Stop it!

Greg grabs Helen by her throat and looks her directly in the eyes, which are forming tears in them.

GREG

You don’t put your hands on me, Helen!  You hear me?!  You stupid little whore!

Garry quickly grabs Greg by his hair and yanks backwards.  Helen is released as Greg pushes Garry’s hands off of him.  Greg and Garry get almost nose to nose, sizing each other up.  Garry’s eyes flicker red as he stares at Greg.

GARRY

Seems like every time I turn around, you’ve got something bad to say about my family.  I’m warning you, Greg.  You don’t wanna upset me.

GREG

You decide to be a man today, Gare?

GARRY

It’s not a man you should worry about.  It’s the monster within.  Keep up the behavior and the beast could be unleashed.

GREG

Keep dreaming, Garry.

GARRY

Stay away from my sister or you’ll regret it.

Garry shoves Greg backwards, causing him to fall into a table, breaking it on impact.  Greg quickly recovers as Garry holds out his hands, inviting him to come.  There is a slight growl before Garry gets himself under control.  People have stopped doing things as Helen and Emily stand behind Garry.

GREG

(embarrassed)

You better believe in karma, Gare.  You, too, Helen.  Payback’s a bitch, just like you.  Come on, Emily.

Emily hesitates, but walks over to Greg and leaves with him.  Garry and Helen watch them with anger on their face as we cut to later at the Bradford home, where Greg is angrily lighting some candles.  Emily Hodges is in the room as he walks over to a circle drawn in the ground, sitting inside of it as he puts on a robe.

EMILY

What are you doing with all of this witchcraft stuff?

GREG

I met this guy.  He got me into it.  It’s really cool.

EMILY

(rolling her eyes)

If you say so...

Greg sits down and dips his fingers in a pot full of a liquid substance.  He rubs some of it on his forehead and nose as he stares forward with a hardened expression.  He looks at Emily with a sinister sneer as he begins chanting.

GREG

Hell’s fury, fire of vengeance.  Let the unclean ones live their worst fear.  Only within the mind’s eye, out of hell should retribution come.

The pot starts to glow and a red beam of light shoots out of the room and into the sky.  Greg laughs as Emily frowns.

EMILY

What kind of weird crap are you doing?

GREG

The Jacobs family are gonna start their new year off with a bang.  They’re gonna get a blast from the past, Em.  They deserve their worst nightmare.

Greg laughs as Emily looks at him with dread.  We cut to the deep, dark woods of Moon Lake, where all is silent.  Crickets chirping, frogs calling, etc.  Suddenly, the red beam of light comes shooting down at the ground, causing a loud thunderous quake as a hole is beat into the ground with the force.  Burning embers of the grass surrounding the impact burn in the night.  Suddenly, a figure comes shooting up out of the ground in the darkness, sending dirt flying out of the ground.  The figure lands on his feet, taking in his surroundings as the darkness conceals his face, except for his glowing red eyes.  We hear a grunt, followed by a few steps being taken, bringing the figure into the light.  We see the face of Wayne Jacobs, a menacing grin on his face as his eyes glow a deep red.  Fiend Wayne laughs with an evil chuckle.  ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play…  The title card appears reading:
HALLOWEEN: the series
The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Johnny Depp as LONNIE ELAMB

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

With

Colin Baker as ADAM TRAVERS

We open on a daytime shot of the Blankenship Boarding House, where Tommy Doyle is sitting in his room, reading through some newspaper articles concerning Michael Myers.  A few seconds go by before there is a knock at the door.  Tommy turns as Dr. Debra Loomis enters the room, carrying a cup of coffee.

DEBRA

Good morning, Tommy.  Already back into the Myers case again, eh?

TOMMY

We’ve been sidetracked, unfocused.  It’s time to put our concerns on finding Jamie Lloyd, right where our priorities are supposed to be.

DEBRA

Tommy, it’s been four years.  Do you really think there’s a chance we’re gonna find her alive?

TOMMY

We had her, two years ago, and they took her back.  She’s alive.  I’m not sure what they’re doing with her, but she’s still with us.

DEBRA

I hope so.  So, are you heading out to Moon Lake with everyone else for the New Year’s Eve gathering?

TOMMY

Yeah.  You going?

DEBRA

I’m not sure I’m in the partying mood.

TOMMY

Come on.  All last year, you guys kept telling me how not going out was going to effect my psychological well-being.

DEBRA

I know, but...it’s just been such a bad year.  I guess I should be celebrating a new beginning.

TOMMY

You can ride with me if you like.

DEBRA

Okay.  I’ll go, but only because I’d be a hypocrite if I didn’t.

Tommy just nods and continues reading as Debra stands and looks out the window.  She turns and smiles.

DEBRA

Work has given me some time off with pay to get refocused.  I think they feared a lawsuit for hiring Mark McGee in the first place.

TOMMY

Time off oughta be good for you.

DEBRA

Yeah.  I really need the vacation.

TOMMY

Besides, you’ll have more time to spend with us.

Tommy smiles as we cut to inside the Elamb home, where Josh Jamison swings with a right at Lonnie Elamb, who blocks the punch before spinning around with a left backhand.  Josh blocks it and spins around, sweeping Lonnie’s leg.  Lonnie gains air as his back smacks the ground.  Josh smiles and winks.

JOSH

You gotta admit.  I’m getting better.

LONNIE

Still not good enough.

Lonnie spins around on his back, sweeping Josh’s legs out from under him.  Josh hits the ground as Lonnie grips him by his neck and swings with a right.  Lonnie stops just inches from Josh’s face.  Josh holds his hands up in surrender.

LONNIE

You gotta learn, Josh.  Until you have disabled your opponent, never let your guard down to gloat.

JOSH

I’ll have to call you a hypocrite on that advice.

Lonnie smirks as he pulls Josh to his feet.


LONNIE

You just have to know the right time for the sarcastic one-liner.  You’ve been working hard, bro.  Pretty soon, you’ll be as badass as I am.  Too bad Doyle and the others didn’t want to learn my skills.

JOSH

You know, if I tell them they get free shots at you, they might change their minds.

LONNIE

I’m the teacher.  You’re the student.  You’re lucky I don’t have you out waxing my cars and painting my house.

JOSH

As if I would.  So, you coming out to my get-together for New Year’s?

LONNIE

Wouldn’t miss it.  Gonna be any hot babes there?

JOSH

You not bringing a date?

LONNIE

No.  I had to dump Charlie.  She was moving too fast.  Guess I’ve had my share of rebounds the past year.  How about you?  Who are you going with?

JOSH

Helen.  Just as friends, though.  Garry and Sue are gonna be there and it’s gonna be awkward.

LONNIE

(smirking)

If you’re just going as friends, why would it be awkward?

JOSH

Helen and I are just friends, Lonnie.

LONNIE

Right.  You know, Aaron Spelling could make a million off of your little college gang. 

JOSH

Right.  Well, I gotta run out and make sure the cabin is ready.  I’ll see you there?

LONNIE

Later.

Lonnie and Josh smack fists before Josh walks back into the house.  We cut to the Jacobs home, where Adam Travers is carrying a box of fireworks out of the house as Rose Jacobs walks beside him with another one.

ADAM

Rose, I think the New Year has very much to offer.  You, me, the kids.  Moon Lake.  Could be a smashing time.

ROSE

I think so, too.  The New Year is about a new beginning.  You make resolutions and you stick by them.  What do you think about new beginnings?

ADAM

New beginnings?  Maybe we’ll all have one.

Adam and Rose smile at each other as Adam puts the fireworks into the car.  Rose frowns and looks at Adam with a serious expression.

ROSE

Adam, why did you choose the priesthood over me?

Adam coughs, shocked at the question.

ADAM

Rose, I most certainly didn’t choose one over the other.  I simply followed a path.

ROSE

Away from me.  I just wish that things had been different, ya know?  I wish you were Garry and Helen’s father.  I wish I had never met Wayne.  I wish a lot of things.

ADAM

Things happen for a reason, Rose.  I gave up trying to explain them away.  I just know that God steers us where He wants us to be.  For whatever reason, he steered you towards Wayne.  If he hadn’t, you wouldn’t have your children.  There’s always a positive aspect even in the worst of circumstances.

ROSE

Do you still feel anything for me?  Are we ever gonna move forward?

Adam looks at Rose with fondness, running his hands along her face.

ADAM

I certainly hope so.

ROSE

What’s stopping us?

Adam starts to move forward to kiss her, but Garry Jacobs and Sue Adams enter, carrying a box of fireworks.

GARRY

Adam, where do you want this box?

Adam and Rose pull away from each other and turn to see Garry and Sue.

ROSE

Just put them in the trunk, Garry.

SUE

I’ll unlock it.

Sue and Garry walk to the back of the car as Adam smiles at Rose.

ADAM

Let’s get going.

ROSE

Right.

We cut to Moon Lake, where people can be seen coming to and from the cabin.  Loud music is heard as Helen Jacobs comes walking from her car to the cabin.  Josh Jamison is by the large bonfire that he built by the lake.  Helen sees him and waves.

HELEN

Josh!  I made it!

Helen walks over to him and gives him a hug.

JOSH

Good, because people have been showing up and I’m not really sure who some of them are.

HELEN

(laughs)

People that you know are coming.  Don’t worry.

JOSH

Good.  I thought I came to the wrong place.

Josh looks over into the woods and frowns.  Josh’s POV:  There is a flash of a woman, a woman wearing a white night gown.  She is facing away from us, her long brown hair blowing in the wind.  She suddenly turns.  It is Carly Jamison, her eyes fixed on her brother Josh.  She reaches out to him.

CARLY

Josh.  I can’t rest, Josh.  Use the gift.

The flash fades and suddenly, Carly isn’t there anymore.  Josh holds his breath for a second before exhaling.  He shakes his head, frowning as Helen studies him, glancing out at the woods and then at Josh.

HELEN

Are you okay?  What is it?

JOSH

Uh, nothing.  Come on.  Let’s go join the party.

Josh and Helen turn and go inside as we cut to the inside of Tommy Doyle’s Jeep, where Tommy Doyle is driving and has his passenger, Debra Loomis, with him.

DEBRA

I don’t know why I agreed to do this.  For all I know, Lonnie might show up with a date and then I’d feel lousy all night.

TOMMY

You two are speaking now, right?

DEBRA

Yeah, but there’s always gonna be feelings there, Tommy.  You can’t just turn them off.

TOMMY

I know, but you have to learn to accept things the way they happen.

DEBRA

I know.  Manfred pretty much began my life’s spiral into the pathetic thing it has now become.

TOMMY

Debra, you’ve had a rough year.  I know that, but that’s why we’re gonna enjoy ourselves for once.  You guys didn’t let me hide in the darkness, so I’m not gonna let you.

DEBRA

Tommy, I don’t think I’ve ever expressed how much our friendship means to me.  I’m glad you came into my life.

Tommy looks over at Debra with a smile.

TOMMY

Me, too.  You guys have come to mean the world to me.  I don’t know what I’d do if I lost any of you…even Lonnie.

Debra nods solemnly as Tommy pulls into the driveway of the cabin and comes to a stop, cutting off the engine.

TOMMY

We’re here.


Tommy gets out of the car as Debra sighs while twirling her hair.  She then gets out of the Jeep as we cut to a figure, watching Tommy and Debra as they walk up towards the cabin.  We pan back to see none other than Clark Doyle, Tommy’s father.  He is dressed in a long black coat and a scar runs down the side of his face as he intensely watches them.  We cut to inside the cabin, where several people are gathered, watching a television or dancing or even making out.  Josh and Helen enter as Lonnie Elamb walks up to them, ready to walk inside.

LONNIE

Hey, there, bro.  Richie and Keith have just been dispersed out back to the bonfire to distribute the boos.

JOSH

I didn’t see you come in.

LONNIE

So, are you two gonna start making out or what?

HELEN

What?!

JOSH

Lonnie, have a little tact. 

LONNIE

Hey, I’ve got to live with you.  If you’re up there banging the headboard and I can’t sleep, I don’t wanna come in busting in you two buck naked...at least not you, Josh.

Helen giggles as Josh shakes his head.

JOSH

Go away, Lonnie.

LONNIE

Fine.  I’ve got better things to do, anyways.

The door opens and Tommy enters with Debra, looking around.  Lonnie smirks.

LONNIE

What’s up, Doyle?  How’s it hanging, Debbie?

DEBRA

Just fine.  God to see you

TOMMY

Nice party, Josh.  Looks like we’ll be breaking in the New Year in style.

Josh smiles as suddenly, he gets another flash of a family of four standing in the room, looking at him.  He frowns as the father walks towards him.

FATHER

It’s time, Josh.

The family disappears as Tommy and Lonnie look into the direction that Josh is staring.  Josh looks upset suddenly as he glances around the area.

JOSH

Okay, did anyone just see a family of four standing right over there?

LONNIE

Yeah, I think they were right beside the midget and the giant turtle.

JOSH

I’m serious.

HELEN

What’s going on, Josh?  You seeing things?

JOSH

I-I-I don’t know.  Excuse me.

Josh turns and exits as the other look concerned.

DEBRA

I really should find out what that was about.

Debra turns around and walks away, going outside.  We cut to outside the cabin, where Josh comes walking out of it.  Richie and Keith come staggering up, giggling about something as they both have a beer in their hands.

RICHIE

Hey, Josh.  Come with us and get wasted!

KEITH

Yeah!  Wasted!

They both laugh as Josh shakes his head, walking by.

JOSH

Not now.

Josh walks towards the lake, just as Debra Loomis arrives from inside the new cabin.  Debra waves at Josh.
DEBRA

What’s going on, Josh?

JOSH

I’m seeing things, Dr. Loomis.  I’m seeing people that aren’t there.  They’re talking to me.  I’ve been trying to ignore it all day, but they just keep appearing.  They’re here one minute and gone the next, but I am thinking that I’ve lost my fucking mind.

DEBRA

Have you made sure that no one else can see them?

JOSH

I’m fairly sure, yeah.  Is this something that I need to come into your office for or am I just bonafide insane?

DEBRA

Does anyone in your family suffer from schizophrenia?

JOSH

No.  My family tree, as far as I know, has never had a mentally ill person in it.

DEBRA

I’ll tell you what.  If this doesn’t quit on its own, stop by my house and we’ll see what I can do.  I’m on leave, but I owe you one, so I’ll make an exception.

JOSH

Thank you, Dr. Loomis.  I appreciate it.

Debra gives him a reassuring squeeze on his shoulder before going into the cabin.  Helen comes walking outside with a look of concern on her face.

HELEN

Josh, are you okay?

JOSH

I’m fine.  Everything’s fine.  I’m not crazy.

Helen frowns as Josh looks unsure.  Helen reaches out and takes his hand in hers.  There is a flash.  A white screen takes over and we are following Josh down a woodsy path in slow motion.  Josh looks determined, but stops as he comes to a fork in the road.  Standing at the entrance to one wooded path is his sister Carly Jamison.  She reaches out to him as she is dressed in a white night gown.

CARLY

There are lies and truths that only she can lead you through!

Carly motions to the other path, where a demonic-looking Wayne Jacobs is strangling Helen Jacobs.  Wayne smiles with glowing red eyes as Helen’s lifeless body rests in his hands.

WAYNE

Don’t come down this path, son!  I’m too much for you to handle!

Wayne laughs as he continues to strangle Helen as Helen’s flash comes to an end.  She backs away with fear as Josh looks at her strangely.

HELEN

Oh, my God.  I’m not supposed to keep it from you.

JOSH

What?  What are you talking about?

HELEN

I don’t know if I should tell you.

Helen turns to leave, but Josh grabs her gently by her arm, stopping her.

JOSH

Helen, this isn’t the first time you’ve had a flash after touching me.  What are you keeping from me?

HELEN

You’re keeping something from me, too.  What’s going on?

Another car door opens and Garry, Sue, Adam, and Rose walk onto the scene as Josh and Helen turn to greet them.  Sue looks at Josh with affection and gives him a hug as a jealous Garry looks on.

SUE

Hi, Josh!  Thanks for inviting us.

JOSH

No problem.  I figured it was time to mend fences.

SUE

You mean that.  You really mean that?

JOSH

Yeah.  I’m glad you’re here.

Garry looks on with jealousy as Adam and Rose walk over and Rose hugs Helen.

ROSE

This place looks nice compared to the mess it became last year.

JOSH

There was a lot of work done on it.

ADAM

Very well done, I must say.

ROSE

Adam, why don’t we take a walk by the lake?

ADAM

It’s cold  (gets a look)  Sure, why not?

Adam takes Rose’s hand and they walk away as Sue smiles.

SUE

They’re such a cute non-couple, aren’t they?

JOSH

Right.  Sue, I think Garry is waiting for you.

SUE

That’s okay.  I do want to talk to you tonight, though.  We’ve never really gotten a chance to clear the air about what happened.

JOSH

Right.  I’ll let you get with your date, though.  I’m going for a walk right now.

SUE

It’s, uh, not really a date, ya know?  Me and Garry?  It’s nothing serious.

Josh just nods his head and exits as Helen looks at Sue with confusion.

HELEN

Sue, I thought you and Josh were done.  You’re with Garry, right?

SUE

(unconvincing)

Yeah, of course.

Sue turns around and walks off.  Helen and Garry exchange glances before Garry follows Sue from the area.  Debra comes back out of the cabin as she glances around the area.  She walks over to Helen, who looks confused.
HELEN

Dr. Loomis, can I ask you a question?

DEBRA

Okay.  What about?

HELEN

When I found about your mother, do you really think I should have told you?

DEBRA

Yes. Of course.

HELEN

Even though it would have destroyed you?

DEBRA

Especially because it would have destroyed me.  Helen, things that big have a way of bringing themselves out.  It was my problem to bear, not yours.  You were given a gift for a reason, Helen.  To help people.  It seems lately that you’ve just stopped doing that.

HELEN

(nodding her head)

Thanks for the honesty.

Helen exits to go after Josh as Debra looks off into the distance.  She then exits as we cut to Tommy, who is now walking up the hill overlooking Moon Lake.  Tommy reaches the graves of Carly Jamison Doyle and her family at the top of the hill.  Tommy looks down at the tombstones as Clark Doyle steps out behind him in the darkness.

CLARK

This is where she’s buried, eh?

Tommy turns with shock and sees his father, Clark, looking at him gravely before stepping up next to him at the gravestones.  Tommy accepts his presence and turns back to Carly’s resting place.

TOMMY

Yeah.  This is the place.  I used to get a little scared about coming out here, but these days I find it oddly comforting.

CLARK

She was so young.  I remember seeing the story on the news and thinking how pretty she was and how I never even got to meether, the woman who married my son.

TOMMY

I wouldn’t expect you to care, considering you left your wife without a word.

Clark and Tommy stare at each other across the grave of Carly as Clark just nods with a sad face.

CLARK

I haven’t got long, Tommy.  I’ve got a flight to Europe tonight.

TOMMY

You always did have other places to be.

CLARK

Tommy, we’ve had this discussion.  I’m not here to debate the past.  I’m hear because someone you know is in very serious trouble.

TOMMY

Who’s in trouble?

CLARK

Your brother-in-law.  Josh.  If you people don’t do something, he won’t make to the new year.

Clark stares at Tommy gravely as we cut to Josh Jamison standing by the lake.  He skips a rock across the surface of it as Helen comes walking into the picture.

HELEN

Hi.  I guess we need to talk.  You see, I have kept something from you.  You’ve been good not to call me on it before.

JOSH

What is it?

HELEN

I had a vision that night we were at the club and you kissed me.

JOSH

I told you I was sorry about that.

HELEN

I wasn’t.  I mean, you didn’t hear me complaining, did you?  God, it’s been so long since anyone gave me any attention that I thought was ugly or something.

JOSH

Get real.  You’re gorgeous, Helen.

HELEN

Anyways, I had a vision of your sister.  It wasn’t one of those symbolic ones, either.  It was a flash of the past.  I’m sure of it.  Carly was going over a file.  There was something in it concerning your family.  I don’t know the specifics.  All I know is that I got the feeling that Carly was keeping something from you.  She took the file and hid it in the cabin inside a hollow part of the wall.  The feeling I got from her was that your parents were not really connected to you in the conventional way.

JOSH

What’s that supposed to mean?

HELEN

You’d have to locate the file for that to mean anything more.

JOSH

I would, but the cabin was destroyed last year.  Anything that was inside the wall went flying off into that storm.

HELEN

The vision I had a moment ago involved Carly saying something about lies and truth that I could lead you to, so I’m assuming that she wanted me to tell you what I saw.

JOSH

You want to hear something strange?  I saw her.  Carly. Tonight.  She was outside the cabin.  She faded in and out really quickly, but it was her.  Scared the living shit out of me.  Said something about a gift and helping her rest.  Then she was just gone.  It was like a light bulb flickering.

HELEN

Josh, I’m so sorry that I didn’t tell you about the vision before.  I was just scared.

Josh frowns and looks her in the eyes.

JOSH

Scared of what?

HELEN

That you wouldn’t like me anymore, that you would think I was making it up or that you wouldn’t like hanging out with a freak like me.

Josh shakes his head and hugs Helen closely.

JOSH

How could you ever think that?  God, Helen.  I mean, you’ve been there for me this past year through everything.  I don’t care if you get psychic flashes or read tarot cards.  I just care about you.

HELEN

It’s been a two-way street, Josh.  You don’t how much I care about you.  I think about you all the time, even though I try not to.  I just didn’t want to scare you away.  It seems everyone is always scared away by me.

JOSH

Not me.

Josh hugs her closely.  He reaches down and grips her head in his hands.

JOSH

Nothing is ever gonna change how I feel about you, Helen.

HELEN

How do you feel about me?

Josh looks deep into her eyes.  She looks at him with fondness as his head lowers and their lips touch.  They kiss softly for a few seconds before they start to get passionate.  Helen shoves Josh up against a tree and virtually attacks him, kissing him with passion.  She rips open his shirt and reaches down to unzip his pants, but Josh reaches down and stops her.

JOSH

Helen, I think we should slow down.

HELEN

I don’t want to go slow.  I want you now.

Helen begins kissing Josh again, reaching down and grabbing his zipper, but Josh stops her again.

JOSH

Helen, we should think about this.

HELEN

I don’t want to think.  I want to fuck.

Helen kisses Josh again, but Josh pushes her away.  Helen looks at him angrily.

HELEN

What?!  What is it?!  You think I’m disgusting, huh?  Is that it?

Josh shakes his head and prepares to answer.

SUE

(o/s)

I think I’ve seen enough.

Josh and Helen turn to see Sue and Garry, both looking angry.  Sue looks back and forth between the two of them.

SUE

You fucking liars!  I should have seen this coming, I suppose.  Josh, who the hell do you think you are running off and trying to make it with my best friend?!

JOSH

I think I’m a fucking single male who didn’t cheat on you!  That’s what I think.

SUE

Don’t you dare throw that back in my face!  And you! (pointing at Helen)  My best friend.  We were closer than sisters!  The minute we break up, I’ll bet you swooped right in and stole him away, didn’t you?!

HELEN

I didn’t mean for feelings to develop, Sue.

SUE

He was my boyfriend!  I was supposed to be able to trust you!  How could you do this to me?!

JOSH

Don’t spout off at her like that, Sue!  You’re a fucking hypocrite!  At least I waited until after we were broken up to start screwing around!

GARRY

You’d better stop yelling right now, Josh.

JOSH

Or what, Garry?  You already got what you wanted, didn’t you?!  Keep your ass out of this!

GARRY

I would if you weren’t feeling up my sister, you pervert!

HELEN

Don’t even try the overprotective brother routine, Garry.  I’m a grown woman who can do what she wants.  He didn’t force me to do anything!

GARRY

Yeah, I heard that much.

SUE

I guess the old reputation was valid, eh?  All those stories that I heard about you and your wild days.  I defended you, but apparently I was a fool.

Helen slaps Sue across the face.

HELEN

Don’t you dare speak to me about the old days.  Yeah, I screwed around a lot in the past.  It took a wild night with a Michael Myers wannabe for me to change my tune, but don’t you ever think I haven’t changed from that person that I used to be!  I was in pain!  I was looking for someone to love me!  You wouldn’t know.  You’re freakin’ Mother Teresa with the perfect family and the perfect looks!  You get any guy you want!  But, one guy isn’t enough for you, is it?  You have to string both my brother and Josh along.  News flash, Sue!  You can’t have them both!  So, don’t you dare get self-righteous on me and act like your shit don’t stink!

Sue remains quiet as Helen has tears in her eyes.  She looks over at Josh and begins to cry.

HELEN

Besides, he didn’t want me, anyways.  He never could.  No one could.

Helen turns and runs off as Josh tries to stop her, but Garry stands in his way, getting into his face.  Josh looks at him with growing anger.

GARRY

Leave her alone.  Stay out of my life.

JOSH

Funny.  You’re the one who keeps forcing himself into mine.

Josh shoves Garry out of his way and goes after Helen.  Garry starts to go after him, but Sue grabs his arm and shakes her head.

SUE

Don’t.  Just don’t.

We cut to the lake down the shore a bit, as Adam and Rose are walking, arm in arm, down the sides of the lake as the moon shines brightly above them.

ROSE

Do you think you’ll kiss me at midnight?

ADAM

I, uh, don’t know.  It’s tradition, I suppose.  Do we even know how to get back to the cabin from here?

ROSE

I don’t care where I am as long as I’m with you, Adam.  I think God has given us a second chance.  Don’t you?

ADAM

I know he has.

Adam stops and turns to Rose, taking her in his arms.  They look thoughtfully at each other.  Adam smiles at her and leans down closer to kiss her.  However, a piece of firewood smashes him over the head and Adam falls unconscious to the ground.  Rose looks down at him in fear and then up at the person who swung it.  Her eyes widen.

ROSE

Oh, oh, oh, no.  It can’t be you!  No!

Wayne Jacobs, eyes glowing red, steps forward and grabs Rose by the arm, smiling sadistically at her.

WAYNE

Oh, yeah, sweet cakes.  It’s me.  Miss me?

Rose screams with rising fear.  Back at the lake, Garry and Sue turn at the noise.

GARRY

That sounded like my mom.

SUE

She sounded scared.

Garry takes off in the direction the scream came from with Sue close behind as we cut to Carly’s grave, where Tommy and Clark are still talking.  Clark looks down at the grave of Carly and shakes his head.
TOMMY

So, why is Josh in danger?

CLARK

I don’t have all of the information.  All I know is that Josh is considered by many of the higher-ups as a serious threat to our cause.

TOMMY

Why?  What’s so special about Josh?

CLARK

At first glance, nothing.  He’s just an ordinary guy with an ordinary life.  All I know is that some information was uncovered recently by one of our people that Josh Jamison is a viable threat to The Thorn.

TOMMY

That’s all you can tell me?

CLARK

That he’s been hidden from them up until now.

TOMMY

Okay.  I’ll keep my eyes on him.

CLARK

You don’t understand.  Josh comes from a lineage that passes down a gift from generation to generation.  The only catch?  It doesn’t kick in until their twenty-first birthday.

TOMMY

He just turned twenty-one.

CLARK

He’ll soon started seeing people if he hasn’t already.  Troubled souls who have crossed over to the other side.  They’ll be asking him for help.  They have unfinished business on this plain and won’t rest until that business is done.  He can either help them or ignore them.  My recommendation:  ignore them.  He doesn’t want to get involved in the daily risk of messing with fate.

TOMMY

Why is he such a threat to Thorn?

CLARK

I don’t know.

TOMMY

Thanks.  I’ll get with him and talk.

Clark nods his head.

CLARK

Tell your mother that I think of her every day.

Clark turns and disappears into the shadows as Tommy stares down at Carly’s grave before exiting.  We cut back to Rose, who is being gripped by Fiend Wayne.

ROSE

This isn’t possible!  You died!

WAYNE

I did die!  Pretty spry for a dead guy, ain’t I?  (looks down at Adam)  I see you wasted no time in forgetting about me, you bitch!

ROSE

You weren’t worth the time it takes to forget.  I wished you dead many times when we were married.  I stood over your grave and I was happy to be rid of you!

Wayne backhands Rose, sending her to the ground.  Wayne then stands over her, breathing heavily as she feels the welt on her face, looking up at him in anger.

WAYNE

You’re just as pathetic now as you were then.  Passive little tramp.  Never had a backbone.  Passed that trait onto Helen and Garry.  I was so ashamed to call you my family!

ROSE

So were we!

Wayne kicks Rose in the stomach, rolling her over onto her back before stepping down on her chest, pinning her down.

WAYNE

Weak little Rose.  You know I cheated on you regularly, right?  I mean, you weren’t enough woman for me.

ROSE

That’s why you molested our daughter, you asshole!

WAYNE

Don’t talk back to me unless I give you permission, tramp!

ROSE

I’m done taking your abuse!

Rose digs her nails into Wayne’s leg, causing him to cry out and loosen his grip.  Rose jumps up and slashes Wayne across the face.  Wayne’s head snaps back, but he is obviously unharmed as he laughs at Rose with glowing red eyes.

ROSE

What are you?

WAYNE

Your darkest fear come to life.

Wayne decks Rose in the jaw, sending her to the ground.  Footsteps are heard as Garry and Sue sprint into the picture.

GARRY

Mom?!

Rose looks back as Wayne turns and greets Garry with a smile.

WAYNE

Hello, son!  How’s it hanging?!

Garry and Sue stop in their tracks, both in disbelief.

GARRY

No.  No!

Wayne’s eyes glow red.  However, Rose is shocked as Garry’s turn red as well.  Garry emits a growl as he charges Wayne, leaping at him like a wolf.  Garry tackles Fiend Wayne to the ground as they both growl.  Sue runs over to Rose and helps her stand as Rose looks on in bewilderment.

ROSE

What is going on?!

Before her eyes, Garry begins to change, turning into a werewolf.  Hair grows rapidly all over his body as Rose screams.  Wayne lifts Garewolf up by his fur, looking at him with a gleam in his red eyes.

WAYNE

Sorry, mutt!  To the doghouse with you!

Wayne decks Garewolf in the jaw, sending him into the air and into the lake with a splash.  Wayne turns and looks at Rose and Sue with ominous glee.

WAYNE

He stunk, anyways.  Pooch needed a bath.  Sorry, girls.  Gotta run.

Wayne takes off into the woods, growling as he exits.  Rose falls to her knees, helping a delirious Adam stand.

ROSE

Adam, this is crazy!  Wayne is alive and my son just turned into a dog!

SUE

He’s werewolf, Ms. Jacobs.

ADAM

(clearing the cobwebs)

He changed?  Where is he?!

Suddenly, Garewolf leaps out of the river and lands on the shore, glaring at them.  He growls as Sue, Rose, and Adam take a few steps back.

ADAM

Rose, if you trust me, you’ll do as I say when I tell you to RUN FOR IT!

Adam, Rose, and Sue turn and begin to run.  Garewolf howls and takes off running after them with swiftness as we cut to Lonnie, sitting on a swing back at the cabin, looking bored.  Debra walks up beside him and has a seat.

DEBRA

So, Lonnie.  Couldn’t find a date, huh?

LONNIE

No, everyone knows I dated you and now they think I have STDs.

DEBRA

(rolling her eyes)

Is that right?

LONNIE

Yep.  They know how freak nasty you are and now they won’t touch me.

DEBRA

(shakes her head)

So, that’s the denial you’re giving yourself in order not to admit that you’re not over me.

Lonnie nods his head.

LONNIE

Yeah, pretty much.  Don’t get me wrong.  I’ve been active, but everything’s been very short-lived.

DEBRA

Active?  How active?

LONNIE

Do you really want to know?

DEBRA

(shakes her head)

Probably not.

LONNIE

How about you?  You been active?

DEBRA

Not in the least.

LONNIE

Good, because I’d have to kill someone

They both laugh.  Suddenly, there is a growl nearby.  Adam, Sue, and Rose come sprinting through the trees, waving their arms.

ADAM

Get inside!  Now!

As they run inside the cabin, Garewolf comes charging through the area, growling and snapping at anything near him.  Lonnie’s eyes widen.

LONNIE

Oh, crap!

DEBRA

Inside!

Debra grabs Lonnie by the arm and they take off inside, just as Garewolf leaps at them, hitting the door.  We cut to the woods, where Helen is by herself.  She is sitting on a tree stump, staring out at the moonlit water and crying.  She hears footsteps behind her and half-turns.

HELEN

Josh, I don’t want to talk to you.  Go away!

Suddenly, an arm reaches down and grabs her, jerking her up to come face to face with her father, Wayne Jacobs, eyes glowing red.

WAYNE

Hi, honey.  Daddy’s home.

Helen’s eyes widen and she starts to scream, but Wayne covers her mouth, carrying her off into the woods.  She struggles as we cut to the cabin, where Garewolf is trying to break down the door.  He slams into it sideways, causing a huge boom.  He growls, trying to break it again.  Inside the cabin, everyone is panicked.

ROSE

What the hell was that thing?!

LONNIE

That was Garry, Ms. Jacobs.  He’s sick.  He needs his serum!

ADAM

Helen had some in her purse!

There is another thump at the door.  Debra, Lonnie, and Sue run out of the room, Sue immediately grabbing Helen’s purse and breaking out the serum.  She takes out a small dart gun and loads the dart serum into it.   Lonnie runs over and sees Garewolf trying to bust down the door.

LONNIE

How do we distract him long enough to open the door?

As if on cue, Tommy walks out of the woods, looking over at the cabin.  Garewolf hears them and turns, growling.  Tommy’s eyes widen.
TOMMY

Oh, shit.

Garewolf takes off at him, leaping through the air.  The door of the cabin is thrown open and Lonnie emerges, pointing the dart gun at Garewolf.  He fires.  The dart flies across and hits Garewolf square in the neck.  Garewolf whimpers and falls to the ground, unconscious.  He immediately begins to change back into human form.  Lonnie and Sue run over to them as Debra, Adam, and Rose come outside with the other guests to make sure everyone is okay.

TOMMY

What did I miss?

LONNIE

Big hairy ass dog.

ADAM

I hate to break up the celebration, but Wayne Jacobs is still out there!

LONNIE/TOMMY/DEBRA

What?!

We cut to the Moon Lake caverns, where much of episode 4.9 took place.  There is a pathway, with torches burning on each side that leads into a cave.  Fiend Wayne Jacobs comes dragging Helen up into the cavern.  They enter and he shoves Helen to the ground with a thud.  Helen looks up at the menacing Wayne Jacobs as his eyes glow red.

HELEN

How is this possible?

WAYNE

I hate to be the bearer of bad news, but even hell couldn’t hold me!

Wayne looks down at her with disgust.

WAYNE

Look at you, all dolled up and trying to look alluring.  Who are you trying to fool, baby?  No man will ever truly love you and you know it.  Not like I did.  You see, you’ll always be tainted by me.  I know you’ve been trying to move on, but face it.  You’re just damaged goods.  Why even bother?  You know a man will never see you as more than the girl who got broken in by her old man.  He may say on the outside that it doesn’t matter, but then when he’s asking you not to tell his parents or when he subtly changes the subject when it comes up, you’ll see how much it does bother him.  You’re nothing but an unlovable bitch!

Wayne looks down with glee as Helen begins to cry.

HELEN

No!  It isn’t true!

Wayne grips Helen by her throat and shoves her against the wall.  He looks into her crying face with an evil gleam.

WAYNE

Now let’s be a good girl and welcome daddy home.

We cut to the woods, where Josh is walking along the trees, glancing around the area.  He looks frustrated, shaking his head.

JOSH

Helen?!  Helen, are you out here?!

Suddenly, there is a flash of lightning and Carly Jamison is standing before him.  She reaches out to him as her nightgown blows in the wind underneath the moonlight.

CARLY

Josh, follow me.  There’s no time to waste.

Carly takes off running through the woods as Josh looks spooked.

JOSH

Carly, wait!

Josh takes off after her as the wind starts to blow fiercely.  Carly’s nightgown blows in the night as she moves quickly through the waving trees.  We cut to inside the caverns, where Wayne has Helen pinned to the wall, growling at her.  Helen is crying tears of sadness as he tosses her to the other side of the room and to the ground.

WAYNE

What’s the matter, Helen?  Still not strong enough to stand up to me?

Red-eyed Wayne walks towards her, holding his arms in the air as he laughs maniacally at her while shaking his head.

WAYNE

You have to accept it, Helen!  I will always be in the back of your mind, whispering in your ear that your true self is unworthy of love.  Even after I’ve been gone, not one boyfriend.  Not one.  You know why that is?  Men find you disgusting.

Wayne laughs as he pins her crying face to the ground.  He slips his hands around her neck, beginning to strangle her.

WAYNE

I can end it all for you.  Right here, right now.  All you have to do is stay still.  You know there won’t be a hero to come rescue you.  Only the good girls have the heroes.  You were never a good girl!

Helen begins to gasp for air as Wayne tries to choke the life out of her.  Suddenly, Wayne sees the form of Carly Jamison come darting through the door.  She looks at Wayne strangling Helen and turns towards the entrance.

CARLY

This way...

Wayne frowns and cocks his head as he strangles Helen, who begins to lose consciousness.  Carly looks down at Wayne with anger.

CARLY

You don’t belong here.

WAYNE

You’re a ghost!  What do you know?

Carly suddenly disappears.  Wayne laughs as he continues to choke Helen.

WAYNE

See that?  Even the ghosts are ashamed of you!  Even they know you aren’t worth being saved!  Face it, Helen!  Just die!  You deserve this!

Wayne is taken aback by a swinging piece of firewood, connecting with his face.  Wayne is lifted into the air and off of Helen as he smashes back against the wall.  Wayne gets his focus back and looks ahead.  Josh Jamison is standing over Helen with the fire log.  He drops it to the ground as he stares at Wayne with a serious expression.  He begins taking off his watch.

JOSH

I think I’ve heard just about enough out of you.

Wayne growls as Helen crawls to the wall for support.

WAYNE

I was a politician, son.  I’ve got a lot to say!

Wayne charges out of the corner and leaps at Josh, who charges at him.  They collide in mid-air, Wayne taking Josh down before they roll around in the dirt, causing Helen to look on in fear.  Wayne jerks Josh up and decks him with a right, sending him slamming into the wall with a thud.  Wayne then tries a karate kick, which Josh dodges and causes Wayne to burst a hole into the wall.  Josh decks Wayne with a right, sending him back through the wall as he bursts a hole through it.  Wayne lands in an old room, filled with a tomb and some antiques.  Josh enters through the hole and looks around the place, confused.  Two torches are lighting the room.

JOSH

What the hell is this place?

Wayne crouches down and growls before leaping into the air at Josh.  Josh jumps and spins, doing a 360 and connecting with a powerful kick to Wayne’s jaw.  Wayne is sent sliding back to the ground and into a row of ancient candlesticks nearby, toppling them over.  Josh charges at Wayne as Helen slowly comes into the room.  Wayne grabs one of the long candlesticks and swings it at Josh, slamming it into his head and sending him into a cement altar set up nearby.  Wayne jabs at Josh with the candlestick, but Josh moves, causing him to hit the cement altar.  Josh kicks upwards, connecting the candlestick and causing it to fly back into Wayne’s face.  Wayne staggers backwards as Josh grabs a stone slab nearby and smashes it over the head of Wayne, who falls to the ground.  Josh runs forward and slides, connecting with a drop kick to Wayne’s face.  Wayne kips up at the same time Josh does and Josh swings with a left, but Wayne blocks it, hitting Josh in the stomach with a left, followed by another to the jaw.  Josh is sent backwards into the wall.  Wayne growls, his red eyes glowing brightly as he decks Josh in the jaw with a right and then follows it up with another and another until Josh finally collapses on the ground.  Wayne stands over him and laughs as Helen watches on with fear from the corner.

WAYNE

Face it, boy.  You’re wasting your time with this tramp.  She’s nothing, just like you!

Wayne laughs as Josh glares up at him.

JOSH

You forgot one thing, Wayne.

WAYNE

What’s that, kid?

JOSH

Until you have disabled your opponent, never let your guard down to gloat.

Josh spins around on his back, sweeping Wayne’s legs out from under him.  Wayne hits the ground as Helen charges out of the corner with a three-pronged candlestick, jamming in down into Wayne’s chest like a knife.    Wayne howls in pain as Helen twists the pole down through his chest.

HELEN

Go back to hell where you belong!

Suddenly, there is a flash of light inside the cavern.  Lightning flashes outside.  Carly is briefly seen in the corner of the room before five robed figures appear, floating at the altar in a ‘V’ formation.  The front Druid holds a floating white orb.  Josh and Helen back away as Wayne looks at them with fear.

LEAD DRUID

You have crossed over a plain of which you were not meant to journey.  Your stay here is done!

A bright white flash of light fills the screen and blinds Josh and Helen.  When the white flash subsides, they are alone in the cavern.  Josh looks over at Helen with relief and hugs her closely.

JOSH

Thank God you’re okay.

HELEN

Right.

Helen frowns as she backs away from Josh.  Josh is taken aback when Carly appears by the cavern door, walking away from them.  She turns and smiles at Josh, her form flickering as she does so.

CARLY

She has led you to your answers.  You will see me again.

Carly flickers out from sight as a podium on top of the altar begins to glow a white light.  Josh and Helen look at the glowing podium.  Josh walks slowly up to the podium and looks on top of it.  Resting there, with a glow around it, is a file marked with the names ‘Carly Jamison’ and ‘Josh Jamison’ in big letters, along with ‘FBI’ and ‘Confidential’.  It stops glowing as Josh reaches over and grabs it.  He opens it slowly and begins reading.  His face falls when he reads the file as we cut to the cabin, where Garry is wrapped in a blanket, drinking some coffee as Sue holds the mug for him.  Lonnie, Debra, and Tommy are cleaning up the mess that has been made as Adam sits with Rose at a picnic table.

ROSE

It’s just so much to accept all at once.  I had no idea that there were werewolves and demons, much less that I was related to them.

ADAM

I know it’s a lot to take, but if one believes in God, you’d have to believe in evil as well.  You can’t have one without the other.

ROSE

I suppose not.  I just don’t know how I’ll adjust to this.

ADAM

The same way I did.  With lots and lots of complaining and a little patience.

ROSE

Look.  Here comes Josh and Helen.

Garry and Sue look as Josh and Helen come walking out of the woods, looking extremely disshevelled.  Josh looks at everyone as they look concerned.

JOSH

Wayne Jacobs is back in hell.

HELEN

Where he belongs.

Josh nods and walks inside to clean up as Sue walks over to Helen, an uncomfortable look on her face.

SUE

Are you okay?

HELEN

I’m fine.

SUE

Helen, we said a lot of stupid things to each other tonight.  Josh has a right to go out with whoever he chooses…even you.  I mean, I cheated on him.  You guys were right.  I was being selfish.  Can we forget about it?

HELEN

No.

Sue looks disappointed.

HELEN

But I am able to forgive.

Sue smiles and hugs Helen closely.

SUE

Just promise me one thing.

HELEN

What?

SUE

Make him happy.

Helen makes no comment, but nods reluctantly before Sue turns and walks over to Garry.  Rose and Adam walk over to Helen, who looks at them with confusion.

ROSE

Young lady, you have a lot of explaining to do.

HELEN

I know, mom.  I’ll explain everything later.

ROSE

Yes, you will, but I’ll give you a break considering tonight’s events.  Let’s welcome the new year in style.

We cut to later, as the party has resumed.  Lonnie, Tommy, Debra, Adam, Rose, Richie, Keith, Garry, Sue, and more are watching the television and gazing out the window.  On TV, they are counting down the new year.  10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1…

EVERYONE

Happy New Year!

‘Auld Lang Syne’ begins to play as everyone starts blowing those annoying party things that blow out at the end.  Fireworks begin going off in the distance as the new year commences.  Lonnie turns to Debra and puts his arm around her, smiling.  She smiles back as he leans forward and kisses her, a friendly kiss.  Adam holds Rose in his arms and gives her a light kiss and then a hug.  Sue looks over at Garry and kisses him.  He seems hesitant, but kisses her anyways.

We cut to Carly’s grave, where Tommy stands at Carly’s grave.  He kisses his hand and places it on the top of her tombstone before looking up at the fireworks with sadness in his eyes.

We cut to outside the cabin, where Josh and Helen can be seen sitting by the lake, watching the fireworks.  Josh has just finished reading the file.  He holds it up for Helen to see.

JOSH

This is what my sister was hiding from me.  This is the unfinished business she had in this world.  I wonder how long she’s been here, just wandering, if she’s been watching us.

HELEN

I don’t know.

JOSH

The file contains my adoption papers.  All this time and my parents hid it from us.  Carly and I were adopted.  Carly was trying to find our real parents and she hid the file here.  Add to that what Tommy just told me and that I have now become some sort of medium and we’ve got a Pandora’s Box brewing here that I don’t know how to handle.

HELEN

Are you gonna look for them?  Your real parents, I mean?

JOSH

Carly would have told me about this had she lived.  She was looking for them herself before she came here.  I want to know where I came from.  I want to know where I got this ability to see the dead.

HELEN

I should probably go home, Josh.  I’ve had a rough night.

JOSH

What’s wrong?  Why don’t you stay and we can talk about earlier?

HELEN

There’s nothing to talk about.  It was a mistake.  It never should have happened.

JOSH

Helen, don’t say that.

Helen stands up, an unhappy look on her face.  She shakes her head.

HELEN

You’re better off without me.  I’m damaged goods.

JOSH

No, Helen.  That’s not—

HELEN

Stay away from me, Josh.  Just stay away.

Helen begins to cry and runs off, jumping in her car and driving away.  Josh watches her go as tears form in his eyes.  As she drives off into the night, fireworks are seen exploding in the sky, welcoming in the coming of the New Year.  FADE TO BLACK as the credits roll.
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
