Halloween: The Series

Episode 4.15: Forever Came Today


We open on a shot of Haddonfield Memorial Hospital.  A caption reads:  August 16, 1976.  Through the doors comes Budd (Halloween 2), wheeling a stretcher containing a certain Mrs. Moritz, who is in severe pain as her stomach juts out in front of her.

BUDD

Calm down, Mrs. Moritz.  The hospital personnel are very qualified to handle this.

MRS. MORTIZ

They aren’t the ones shooting a baby out of them!  Where’s my husband?!

BUDD

He’s meeting you here.


Nurse Karen Bailey comes walking down the hallway, meeting Budd and Mrs. Moritz as they enter.

KAREN

Budd, take her down to the labor and delivery room.  Dr. Mixter will be right with you.

BUDD

Whatever you say, sexy.

KAREN

Oh, Budd!  Do your job and stop hitting on me.  It’s never gonna happen.


Budd pushes Mrs. Moritz down the hallway and out of range as we cut to moments later, where Dr. Mixter is now delivering the baby.  Mrs. Moritz is screaming loudly as Mr. Moritz is now at bedside, holding her hand.

DR. MIXTER

Push!  Push!


Suddenly, we hear the crying of a baby.  Mr. and Mrs. Moritz cry with happiness as Dr. Mixter and Karen take care of the baby.

DR. MIXTER

Congratulations.  It’s a boy.


Dr. Mixter hands the baby to the young couple.

MRS.  MORITZ

A boy!  What should we name him?

MR. MORITZ

I like the name Colin.

MRS. MORITZ

I like it.  Colin Moritz.


Focus in on baby Colin’s face.

COLIN

(v/o)

They say we’re all born innocent, that we come into this world with a fresh perspective on life...


We cut to a scene of Colin playing with some lettered blocks as an infant, spelling out ‘Mother’ with his blocks.  Mrs. Moritz smiles and hugs her genius son.

COLIN

(v/o)

We age slowly, finding our place in this world and nurtured by those who give you life…


We cut to another scene of Colin watching television with Mr. Moritz as ‘Star Trek’ plays on the television.  We see Spock doing the Vulcan death grip on…some ‘Star Trek’ character.  Colin smiles and turns to his father, putting a fake Vulcan death grip on him.  Mr. Moritz mock fights with him until they both start laughing.

COLIN

(v/o)

You think that when you get older, you’ll make a life for yourself, that life will be roses and sunshine...


An older, but young teenage version of Colin is now fooling around with computers, VCRs, and radio equipment, enthralled in it.  As he does this, he sees a truckload of football players and cheerleaders piling into a car outside his window in the road.  He watches them with sadness as they drive off to their football game.

COLIN

(v/o)

But then there comes the day that reality hits you.  You realize that the world is passing you by and that you aren’t really a part of it.  You’re an outcast, a little ant in a big world.  Then you must make a decision.  You can try to change the world by joining it or you can languish in the shadows, away from the norms.


We cut to the previous year (Episode 3.11, Scarlet Dawn).  Helen pushes past and rushes off… only to bump straight into COLIN MORITZ. Helen’s age, he is medium height but with a small build, he has cropped red hair and is dressed in rough shorts and a loose T-shirt decorated with mathematical symbols! He almost drops the book he’s carrying as he looks at Helen.

COLIN

Helen, I’m sorry. I didn’t mean…

HELEN

No, I should have been watching where I was…

Diamond Yates laughs at the two of them.

DIAMOND

Aww, look. Freaks in love.

Colin goes red as Helen runs off. He heads off in another direction. Diamond and her friends head towards the school building, still laughing.
COLIN

(v/o)

One day, the time comes when you embrace your true self.   That decision will play throughout the years.  The course of your actions are determined by one moment, one instant decision, one line crossed over into the darkness.  Make the wrong choices and life is altered...forever.

‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play…  The title card appears reading:

HALLOWEEN: the series
The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from season one and two flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Johnny Depp as LONNIE ELAMB

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

with 

ColinBaker as ADAM TRAVERS

We open on a shot of an alarm clock, which reads ‘6:59 am’.  It suddenly changes to ‘7:00 am’ and a loud beeping noise goes off.  Just as suddenly, a hand shoots into the picture, hitting a button to stop the noise.  On the hand are protruding wires from underneath the skin.  Pan back to see Colin Moritz sitting up in his bed as he draws his hand back to look at it.  He frowns, reaching over to the table beside his bed and grabs a pair of black gloves.  He begins putting them on as silence fills the air.  Glancing up at the calendar on the wall, we can see that it reads, “August 16, 1993”-Colin’s 17th birthday.  Colin sighs and gets out of bed, grabbing some clothes before going into the restroom.  We cut to the kitchen, where his Aunt Gertrude Moritz is talking on the telephone with someone.

GERTRUDE

I don’t know what I’m going to do about him, Joan.  I don’t like having the little brat around.  I still think he had something to do with that house blowing up.  I don’t care what the fire marshal says about a gas leak.  (pause)  I can’t throw him out.  He was my brother’s only child.  (pause)  No, Joan.  I can’t sell him into slavery.  That’s illegal.


Colin comes down the steps as Gertrude turns to him, shushing her friend on the phone.  Colin looks offended since he knows that she was probably talking about him.

GERTRUDE

Joan, I’ll have to call you back.  He’s up.  I’ll pick you up in a couple of hours.  (pause)  Okay, bye.


Gertrude hangs up the phone as Colin sits down at the table and pours himself a bowl of cereal.  Gertrude eyes him with dissatisfaction.

GERTRUDE

I suppose you think I should have cooked you a nice breakfast like your mommy used to do.

COLIN

I don’t expect you to do that.

GERTRUDE

Just as well, because at some point you have to realize that your mommy and daddy aren’t here anymore.  I’m the one in charge of you now, and while I’d rather not have to deal with you at all, you’re gonna learn real quickly to do as I say.


Colin just stares down at his food with his jaws clenching.

GERTRUDE

Now, I’m going to the city with my friend Joan and you are going off to college.  After college, you are to come home and clean your pigsty of a room.  It had better be spotless and presentable for company.  The last thing I want is for you to be even more of an embarrassment to me when my friends come over.  Is that clear?

COLIN

(clenching his jaw)

Yes, Aunt Gertrude.

GERTRUDE

I’ll be back later.  I trust that you can get to school without blowing anything up?

COLIN

Of course, Aunt Gertrude.

GERTRUDE

Goodbye.

Gertrude grabs her keys and her purse, turning her crooked nose up into the air before exiting out the door.  Colin just stares at the bowl of cereal in front of him before shoving it off the table and to the floor.

COLIN

Happy birthday to you, too, Aunt Gertrude.


We cut to Haddonfield University, where Colin is now on his way to class.  He walks with his hands in his pockets as he glances around the campus.  He sees Helen Jacobs and Lilly Sanders conversing not far away.

LILLY

But I don’t care that he’s not your typical college hunk.  I like that he’s different.  I’m always attracted to people with brains.

HELEN

You thought about making the first move?

LILLY

I just might have to.  I mean, he’s so shy.


Colin seems intrigued as he walks over to them.  Helen sees Colin and quickly shushes Lilly as he arrives.  Lilly turns and smiles.

COLIN

Good morning, girls.  How are you this morning?

HELEN

We’re great, Colin.  How’ve you been holding up?

COLIN

Just fine.

LILLY

I was so sorry about what happened to your parents.

COLIN

Thank you, Lilly.  You have always been very kind to me.

LILLY

(confused)

Why wouldn’t I be?

COLIN

I don’t know.  It just seems that a lot of people don’t appreciate my achievements at being the youngest college undergraduate at Haddonfield University.

LILLY

Hey, brains are a turn-on to a lot of women.  Speaking of which, I have a favor to ask you.  I’m not doing so hot on my Algebra tests.  Do you tutor?

COLIN

You need my help?

LILLY

I could use all the help I can get.

COLIN

Well, um, sure.  I could teach you a thing or two.

LILLY

Great.  You want me to come with you to your house after classes?

COLIN

Um, well…uh, sure.

LILLY

Great!  (beat)  I’ve always thought you were such a good guy, Colin.  It’s a shame how people treat you sometimes.  You don’t deserve it.

Colin looks touched, smiling briefly as he looks at Lilly with adoration.

COLIN

Thanks, Lilly.  I’ll help you however I can.

LILLY

Great.  I’ll meet you here at…3:00?

COLIN

I’ll be here.

HELEN

See you later, Colin.

COLIN

Bye.


Colin watches them go, smiling to himself, before walking along the campus pathway.  He watches Lilly and Helen as Lilly turns and smiles back at him.

COLIN

(v/o)

There’s that moment right before the sun sets that you look at the sky and think that you’ve never seen a more beautiful thing in your life.  It’s supposed to give you that warm fuzzy feeling of happiness to see Mother Nature at her finest.  Some people are like that, where one smile from the object of your affection can give your day that boost it needs.  However, these moments are what turn us to darkness.  Without these moments, none of us would descend into a pitfall.  We would all live in harmony in a world without prejudice.  This isn’t that world.


We fade out on the sun shining brightly in the day.  Colin is now waiting on the bench, unable to keep still as he looks at the clock tower on campus that reads “3:10 pm”.  He looks worried as people are leaving campus and going home for the day.  Colin looks sad as he picks up his backpack and begins to leave.  However, he stops when Lilly Sanders comes running from campus.

LILLY

Colin, wait!


Colin turns as Lilly reaches him, holding books in her hands.

LILLY

Sorry I’m late.  I had a meeting with a missionary group going to Kenya to help the needy.

COLIN

They need donations or something?

LILLY

Yeah, they do.

COLIN

That’s a good cause.  Anyways, are you ready to start studying?

LILLY

Of course.  We walking?

COLIN

Yes.  I couldn’t drive the vehicle as a punishment for not taking out the garbage to be disposed into the dumpster.

LILLY

Sounds kinda harsh.

COLIN

My Aunt Gertrude is a very unhappy woman.


Colin and Lilly begin walking down the street, heading for Colin’s home.

LILLY

I’ll bet it’s a bummer to live with someone like that.

COLIN

I will be much happier the day my degree is attained and therefore am able to embark on my journey of life.


Lilly laughs lightly.

LILLY

Your journey of life?

COLIN

I am sorry.  Sometimes, I say things in a different manner from others.

LILLY

No, it’s okay.  It’s cute.

COLIN

You don’t have to say that.  I know that I’m strange compared to most of the male population on this campus.

LILLY

Trust me, Colin.  That’s nothing to be ashamed about.

COLIN

You think so?

LILLY

Yeah.  I’m positive.  Most guys are boneheads.  It’s nice when a guy can carry on a conversation that doesn’t involve T & A or the advanced art of farting.

COLIN

So, how much do you know about Algebra?

LILLY

I’m horrible at Math, Colin.  I’d much rather be at home watching Star Trek.

COLIN

You watch Star Trek?

LILLY

Well, it’s kind of a closet passion for me.  I was so entranced as a child by Spock’s pointy ears that I tried to stretch mine out so that I could look like a Vulcan.  It was silly.

COLIN

Not at all.  It’s a terrific show.  I tried to beam myself to kindergarten every day using a roll of tin foil and a video game controller.  Needless to say, it didn’t work, but it’s where my passion for science began.

LILLY

Science is hard to understand, too.  But, I guess Math and Science interlock a lot.

COLIN

Maybe after I teach you more about science and mathematics, then you can understand and enjoy the quality show that they portray on the tube.

LILLY

Heh, maybe I’ll become a full-blown Trekkie and start attending the conventions.

COLIN

I could get you into them.


Lilly lightly laughs as they round the corner of a street.

LILLY

I may take you up on that.

COLIN

I’ve never met a girl who liked Star Trek before.

LILLY

It’s not something that comes up very often hanging out with Helen and Joe.  They’re not fans.

COLIN

Oh, I thought Helen was a fan.  She’s always been very cordial when I tell her what happened on The Next Generation.

LILLY

Helen’s a nice girl, too nice to say that she doesn’t share the same interest.

COLIN

Oh, that explains why she didn’t want to go star gazing that time I saw the UFO.

LILLY

You saw a UFO?!

COLIN

Yeah, over in Littleton.  Crashed into the field.  Helen missed a good time.

LILLY

Oh, I wish you had told me you were going to do that.  That would have been great!  I’ve always had a fascination with the paranormal.  I guess that’s kinda why Helen and I have become friends.

COLIN

I hear she’s into paranormal investigation.  All of her friends are, I guess.

LILLY

They’re a tight-knit group, though.  You should hear some of their stories.

COLIN

I’ve heard.  I think her friends are nosy and should mind their own business sometimes.

LILLY

Wow, that sounded a little malicious, Colin.

COLIN

Sorry.


They round the corner of Town Square in the center of Haddonfield.  As they pass the electronics store, Adam Travers comes out of the front door, carrying a box.  Colin and Lilly stop as Adam sees them.

ADAM

Mr. Moritz?  I see that you’re out and about these days.  You feeling any better?

COLIN

I’m feeling fine.  I see you’re purchasing some equipment.  May I ask what for?

ADAM

Oh, I’m just fixing up an old transistor radio that someone gave to me.  It’s going to be a long process.  The parts have to be located since they don’t make them anymore.

COLIN

Why’d someone send you a broken radio?

ADAM

They didn’t.  I actually broke it.  It’s a long story.

LILLY

You heading over to see Helen’s mom, Mr. Travers?


Adam blushes.

ADAM

No, no.  Not today.  I’m just working on this and maybe a little of my new novel.

LILLY

When are you gonna ask the woman out?

ADAM

It’d do you well to mind your own business, young lady.

COLIN

Some should take their own advice.


Adam and Colin frown at each other as Lilly looks uncomfortable.

LILLY

Well, it was good seeing you, Mr. Travers.  I’m just teasing you about Ms. Jacobs.  I just think you two like each other.  No harm meant.

ADAM

It’s okay, Miss Sanders.  I have a tough skin.

COLIN

We should be going, Lilly.  We’ve got a lot of material to cover.

LILLY

Bye, Mr. Travers.

ADAM

Good day.


Colin and Lilly walk on as Adam goes walking down the sidewalk.  Lilly looks over at Colin and gives a sympathetic expression.

LILLY

Ya know, I’m not real sure what happened with you and Helen’s clique, but sometimes it’s best to let things go.

COLIN

You’re right.  You’re not real sure, so you should let it go.

LILLY

Sorry.  I’m just trying to help.

COLIN

Come on.  My house is just up here.


Colin and Lilly continue walking out of frame as we cut to the front yard of the Moritz home.  Colin and Lilly come walking along.

COLIN

I didn’t mean to snap at you.  Tommy Doyle and his squad just rub me the wrong way...well, besides Helen.

LILLY

It’s okay.  You’re right.  I don’t know exactly what happened with you guys.  I should have just stayed out of it.

COLIN

It’s okay.  This is home.


Colin walks up to the front door and opens it, going inside with Lilly following him.  They aren’t but a few steps inside when Gertrude appears from around the corner.

GERTRUDE

Where in the hell have you been, young man?!


Colin and Lilly stop as Gertrude’s eyes bug out like Cruella de Ville.

COLIN

I was at school, Aunt Gertrude.

GERTRUDE

I told you to be home and to clean up your mess!  Joan is coming over any minute and I won’t have my home looking like a tornado just blew through!

COLIN

I’ve got to tutor a friend, Aunt Gertrude.  Can’t it wait?

GERTRUDE

No, it cannot wait!  If it could wait, I wouldn’t have told you to come straight home from school to do it!  You get up there and do your chores now!

COLIN

But—

GERTRUDE

Don’t talk back to me, boy!

LILLY

Colin, maybe we should just do this another time.

COLIN

But I never get to have any friends over!

GERTRUDE

Young lady, he won’t be tutoring you today.  It would be best for you to leave immediately.

LILLY

Colin, I’ll just see you in class tomorrow, okay?


Colin stares angrily at Gertrude and nods as Lilly quietly walks out the door.  Gertrude points to the stairs.

GERTRUDE

Get your ass up there, young man, and do what you are told!


Colin’s breathing has become heavy as he turns and walks up the stairs quietly without a word.  Gertrude stomps off into another room.  We cut to outside the house, where Lilly is beginning to walk down the road.  Suddenly, Colin’s upstairs window opens and he slides through the opening.

COLIN

Lilly, wait!


Lilly turns and laughs as Colin gets into a tree outside his house and climbs down to the ground, holding an array of Math and Science books.  He walks over to Lilly, who smirks as he reaches her.

LILLY

Won’t you get in trouble for leaving?

COLIN

I don’t care.  Let’s go start our tutoring sessions.


Colin leads Lilly away as we cut to a spot overlooking a cliff.  Colin and Lilly are sitting on a blanket overlooking a small river below.  Across the river are entrances to the old mines and an old shack that looks abandoned.  Lilly shakes her head as she is reading the Algebra book.

LILLY

Why do they have to have so many X’s and Y’s representing so many different numbers.  When are we ever gonna use this stuff?

COLIN

We always use math, whether it’s to balance our check books or to set our VCRs.  It’s a very important skill to have.

LILLY

I will never have anyone come up to me and ask me to determine the degrees of the angles of an isosceles triangle.

COLIN

Maybe not, but you’ll be a more educated person, having mastered math and science without having any desire to do so.  It’s a challenge.

LILLY

I’d sometimes rather not have the challenge.  But, science does interest me.  I was a huge fan of 2001: Space Odyssey.

COLIN

You’ve seen that?

LILLY

Yeah.  It’s one of the best sci-fi flicks ever.

COLIN

You’re right about that.  How about Dune?  You seen that?

LILLY

David Lynch is my hero.

COLIN

Wow, you have such great taste.  Amazing.


Colin looks at Lilly as she smiles and reads her book.  You can tell he’s smitten with her as she looks up at him, causing him to look away quickly.

LILLY

Colin, can I ask you a question?  I mean, you don’t have to answer if I’m being too forward or anything...

COLIN

Of course.  What is it?

LILLY

Why do you let your aunt treat you that way?

COLIN

Oh.  (beat)  I don’t have a choice right now.  I have nowhere else to live if she kicks me out.  I have to be on my best behavior.

LILLY

That’s sad.  You deserve a good life, you know that?  You’re a doll for helping me.

COLIN

Thank you.  You make it very easy for me.

LILLY

Ya know, it’s funny that we’ve been friends all this time and have never really gotten to know each other.

COLIN

I know.  You’re really nice.

LILLY

So are you, Colin.


Lilly smiles and looks back down at her Math book.

LILLY

So, these formulas...

COLIN

Right.  Back to business.


Colin moves over and helps her study as we cut to later that night, as Colin is walking Lilly home.  The streets are dark as crickets are heard chirping in the night.

LILLY

I learned more in one night with you than I have the entire semester in Professor Willis’s class.

COLIN

I’ve thought about teaching different subjects on the university level for quite some time as my possible career goals.  However, I would be lying if I didn’t have some aspirations which would take me into the biochemist direction.

LILLY

I’m sure you’ll be a success no matter what you decide to do with your future.

COLIN

I have lots of different dreams for the future.

LILLY

So do I, most of them involving mission work to help the less fortunate.

COLIN

Maybe one day you’ll get to do that.

LILLY

Hope so.  (beat)  Well, we’re here.


Lilly turns and motions towards her home as she reaches the porch steps.  Colin lightly waves to her as she smiles and waves back, opening the door.

COLIN

Lilly...

LILLY

Yeah?

COLIN

Thanks for giving me a good birthday.

LILLY

Today was your birthday?

COLIN

Yeah.


Lilly smiles and walks over, kissing Colin on the cheek.

LILLY

Happy birthday, Colin.


Colin feels the part of his cheek that she kissed and looks at her in shock.

COLIN

Thank you.

LILLY

Good night.

COLIN

Good night, Lilly.


Lilly goes inside, the door closing behind her.  Colin sits there with his hands in his pockets.  For a brief second, we actually see a smile on his face before he exits.  We follow him a bit.  He looks up at the moon, stopping to gaze at it before removing his hands and looking down at them.  He removes the black glove that covers his hand to reveal the metal implants in them.  He frowns, shaking his head.

COLIN

What am I doing?


Suddenly, footsteps are heard.  Colin turns to see Debra Loomis walking down the street with a sack of groceries in her hand.  She stops when she sees Colin and pauses.

DEBRA

Colin?

COLIN

What do you want?

DEBRA

Nothing.  I’m just walking home.  We’ve been wondering what’s going on with you.

COLIN

It’s none of your business.

DEBRA

Okay, I understand.  But, if you change your mind and you want to talk to someone about...your parents, you know where my office is, don’t you?

COLIN

You think I’m crazy?  You think I need a shrink, Dr. Loomis?

DEBRA

I think you’re in pain, whether you want to admit it or not.

COLIN

You’re wrong.  I’m fine.  I don’t need a shrink.  I need for everyone to leave me alone!

DEBRA

There’s no need for yelling, Colin.

COLIN

There is because you people aren’t hearing me!  Leave me alone or you will fucking regret it!


Debra holds up her hands.

DEBRA

I’m sorry to have bothered you.


Debra turns and walks off as Colin watches her go with anger.  Colin shakes his head and begins walking down the road.  In the background, we see a figure move through the shadows of the hedges.  Colin hears some leaves rustle.  He stops and turns, alert as he remains still for any sound.

WHISPERY VOICE

(o/s)

Help?  Need it now?


Colin turns towards the sound of the voice as the white w/ black colors of the Pale Horse killer mask emerge from the shadows.  Colin’s eyes widen.

COLIN

What the hell?


The Pale Horse starts in a walk, but suddenly breaks out into a sprint, running towards Colin.  Colin’s eyes widen as he turns and begins to run.  The Pale Horse closes the gap as Colin shows some speed, leaping over a bundle of bushes.  He catapults himself over a fence and into someone’s yard.  The Pale Horse does a swan dive over the fence and rolls to his feet.  He is quickly getting even closer.

COLIN

No!


Colin is frozen as a big German Shepard comes growling at him.  Colin steps backwards and leaps, hitting his feet on the top of the fence and falling to the ground on the other side just as the dog snaps at him with his teeth.  Colin looks directly into the dog’s eyes just as we hear a whimper and then the dog goes limp before being lifted into the air by The Pale Horse, who has stabbed the dog to death.

COLIN

Holy shit!


The Pale Horse tosses the dog away as Colin gets to his feet and begins sprinting down the road.  The Pale Horse leaps the fence and continues giving chase.  Colin slips on some gravel and smashes into the ground with a thud.  The Pale Horse leaps onto him, pinning him to the ground as Colin looks at him in wide-eyed fear.

PALE HORSE

Debra is mine!  You hear me?!  Mine!


Colin looks up as The Pale Horse takes out a knife.  Colin suddenly gets a concentrated look on his face and glares at The Pale Horse.  Colin rips his glove off as The Pale Horse brings the knife down.  However, right before it reaches Colin, the knife flies out of The Pale Horse’s hand and embeds itself into a tree nearby.  The Pale Horse turns his head in confusion as Colin concentrates the hand on him.  The Pale Horse is suddenly thrust up into the air and is slammed into the side of a house.

COLIN

Stay away from me.


The Pale Horse weakly gets to his feet as the porch light of the house turns on.  The Pale Horse turns and runs away quickly, grabbing his knife as he goes.  Colin quickly takes off in the opposite direction as the owners of the house come out.  We cut to the Moritz residence, as Colin walks up to the door and goes inside, a look of bewilderment on his face.  Sitting in the living room is Gertrude, whose eyes narrow at the site of Colin.

GERTRUDE

Where in the hell have you been, young man?

COLIN

I went out.

GERTRUDE

Not with that Lilly girl, I hope.

COLIN

So what if I did?


Gertrude stands and walks over to Colin, getting directly in his line of sight.

GERTRUDE

I distinctly forbid you to do anything until you had cleaned your room.  How did you get out of this house?

COLIN

None of your business.

GERTRUDE

I hope it wasn’t the windows, because I called a man today and had bars put on those windows.

COLIN

What?!


Colin turns and bounds up the stairs and into his room with Gertrude slinking along behind him.  Colin opens his blinds and grips the iron bars which now cover the window area.  He tries to pull them off, but they are firmly in place.

COLIN

Why?!  Why did you do this?!

GERTRUDE

You don’t defy me, boy!


Gertrude grabs Colin by his ear and twists it, speaking as closely as possible.

GERTRUDE

This will be the last time you embarrass me.  Joan was here and had to witness the glorified garage that is your room!

COLIN

You embarrassed me in front of Lilly!

GERTRUDE

And don’t even get me started on that girl!  She’s using you to get her grade and then she’ll be out of your life just as fast as she blew in!

COLIN

No!  Lilly is a good person.  She cares!

GERTRUDE

No one could care for you.  You’re an embarrassment to everyone you know.  The only reason I’m taking care of you is because no one else will have you, so stay up here out of my way and we’ll get along just fine!


Gertrude turns and exits the room, slamming the door behind her.  Colin looks at the door, anger building on his face.  He looks from the door to the bars on the window and begins to break down and cry.  He falls to his knees and beings to sob into the pillow on his bed.  We cut to the next day at Haddonfield University, where Colin is walking through campus.  He glances over and sees Helen and Lilly giggling about something.  Colin smiles and walks closer to them, overhearing their conversation.

LILLY

Oh, Helen.  Today’s the big day.  I’m gonna tell him how I feel.

HELEN

You think he’ll feel the same way?

LILLY

I think so.  We just click, ya know.  He’s so smart and we’ve gotten a closer.

HELEN

Does he know about Kenya?

LILLY

Of course.
HELEN

Well, good luck with everything.


Lilly smiles and hugs Helen.

LILLY

Thanks.


Lilly and Helen hug before Helen turns and walks off.  Colin comes out of hiding and walks up to Lilly, a smile on his face.

COLIN

Good morning, Lilly.  I guess today is the big exam.

LILLY

Yep.  Thanks to you, I should be able to pass with flying colors.

COLIN

Not a problem.

LILLY

Listen, Colin.  How about you let me do something for you to thank you, ya know, provided I do pass the test?

COLIN

What do you have in mind?

LILLY

I have a few things to take care of right after school, but I’d like to take you out to Moon Lake to star gaze as a big “thank you” for all of your help.

COLIN

That would be excellent.  It’s been a very long while since I’ve had company on my hobby trips.

LILLY

Great.  I’ve got meet up with someone and then we’ll get together out at Moon Lake.  Okay?

COLIN

That would be awesome, Lilly.  I’ll get there early and set things up for us.  Okay?

LILLY

Sure thing.


Lilly smiles, turns, and exits as Colin watches her go.  Out of the shadows steps Greg Bradford, a look of amusement on his face.

GREG

You really are a dork, Moritz.  First, you had a thing for that tramp Helen and now Lilly.  She’ll never go for you, man.  She’s out of your league.

COLIN

I think you’re wrong.  I heard her and Helen talking about me earlier.  She’s going to tell me how she feels tonight.

GREG

Yeah, whatever, Moritz.  Keep dreaming.  You’re a loser.  Losers don’t win.  They lose.  Hate to break it to you.

COLIN

Why don’t you shut up, Greg?  I’m getting a little sick of you talking down to me.

GREG

(shrugs)

Stop being a dork.


Greg turns and exits as Colin frowns.  He walks on to his class as we cut to a shot of a clock, ticking time.  As we pan back, we see that we are in a classroom.  Lilly Sanders is seated at the front of the class as Colin sits near the back.  Professor Willis has just passed out the test.

WILLIS

You have one hour to complete the exam.  Your hour starts...now.


Willis looks down at his watch as Lilly looks back at Colin, who gives her a thumbs up sign.  Lilly smiles and begins the exam.  Everyone begins writing.  Focus back onto the clock as it jumps ahead 15 minutes.  People are still writing.  Colin is smiling as he finishes his test and turns it in before exiting.  Lilly looks confused, but is working strong as he leaves.  Outside the classroom, Colin sits down on a bench and watches the clock.  It jumps ahead forty-five more minutes until Lilly comes walking out the door.  She looks over and sees Colin before smiling.

COLIN

How did you do?

LILLY

I knew it!  I knew the material!  I aced that test!


Lilly jumps up and down before hugging Colin and giving him a smack on the lips.  She smiles.

LILLY

You are the man, Colin!

COLIN

You did all of the work.  It’s your grade.

LILLY

I am so relieved.  Thank you so much.  Listen, I’ve got a couple of things to do before I go out to the lake, but I will be there as soon as possible.  Okay?

COLIN

Okay.  I’ll be waiting for you.

LILLY

I’ll be as quick as possible.  I promise.

COLIN

I’ll see you there.


Lilly screams in happiness before trotting off down the hallway.  Colin smiles and exits.  We cut to one of Haddonfield’s cemeteries, where Colin has now entered the pathway.  He walks down the path and stops in front of a huge double tombstone, engraved with the last name of ‘Moritz’.  Two graves are below them as Colin stares down at them with sadness.

COLIN

Mom, dad.  I’m here because I have something to tell you.  I’ve found a girl that I really like.  I think tonight’s the night that I’ll finally find me a companion that I enjoy being around.  Life hasn’t been the same since you died.  I felt empty...until now.  Lilly has changed that for me.  I just want you not to worry about me anymore.  I’ve reached the point where I feel that I’m at a crossroads.  My turning point.  Things are gonna change from here on out.  Take care and rest easy.


Colin turns to exit, but sees Lonnie Elamb putting some roses on the graves of Curtis and Abigail Elamb.  He stares a few seconds at his family’s resting place as Colin comes walking down the pathway.  Lonnie turns and begins walking away, but notices Colin from afar.

LONNIE

Hey!  Kid!  Wait up!


Lonnie comes walking down the path and meets Colin near the entrance to the graveyard.  Lonnie nods towards the Moritz graves.

LONNIE

This the first time you’ve been up here since they died?

COLIN

That’s none of you business.

LONNIE

Defensive, aren’t we?  Just asking a question.  Actually, the guys and I have been talking and we’re a little freaked out by the metal doo-dads you put in your arms.  What’s up with that?

COLIN

I won’t answer any question you have for me.

LONNIE

Ah, I get it.  You’re still angry about that leprechaun crack, aren’t you?

COLIN

You approached me with a black pot on a public campus and asked me to fill it with gold.

LONNIE

Ah, come on.  That was all in good fun.  You have to admit that with your red hair and short stature, that if you grew a little beard and got one of those Irish hats, the resemblance would be uncanny.

COLIN

This conversation is a waste of my time.  Get out of my way.

LONNIE

You’re an angry little troll, aren’t you?

COLIN

(points up at Lonnie’s face)

I am not a fucking troll!  Or a leprechaun!  I don’t know how Helen puts up with you.  I have a date.  Excuse me?

LONNIE

A date?  With a girl?

COLIN

Of course, you idiot!

LONNIE

Damn.  You just cost me 20 bucks.

COLIN

Do you get off on teasing those who aren’t as good-looking and less fortunate than you?!

LONNIE

Actually, yeah.  Ever since I was a kid.

COLIN

Goodbye.


Colin turns and exits as Lonnie smiles at Colin’s angry outburst.

LONNIE

There’s this thing called anger management!  Look into it!


Colin waves him off as he exits the scene.  We cut to the place we have come to know as Moon Lake.  Colin has set up a telescope, but it is still daylight yet.  He looks up at the sun, which is setting in the distance.  Colin looks sadly at it.

COLIN

(v/o)

The sunset is one of those great things that no one can take away from you.  No matter how many times you see one, you get this feeling of warmth and peace that passes through you.  Life is like that in a lot of ways.  I think I’ve achieved my sunset.  I think my time has come to find peace.


Colin looks over and notices Tommy Doyle picking through the remains of the Moon Lake cabin.  He frowns as he walks over, looking at Tommy in disbelief.

COLIN

What are you doing here?

TOMMY

Looking for something.


Tommy looks over at Colin, not changing expression.

TOMMY

What are you doing here?

COLIN

I have a date.  What are you looking for?

TOMMY

Something that might give me some explanation as to what I found in a cave nearby.

COLIN

This cabin is in ruins.

TOMMY

Right now, yes.  The construction crew comes in tomorrow and I expect we’ll have a brand new cabin built here within in a couple of weeks.

COLIN

Well, I hope you’ll be gone by the time my date gets here.  We really want to be alone.


Tommy smirks as he glances up at Colin.

TOMMY

Ya know, we never did talk about those metal implants in your arms.

COLIN

We’re not going to.

TOMMY

I’m just curious as to what exactly you’re thinking when doing this to yourself.

COLIN

Why are you and your friends so nosy?  Why can’t you leave me alone?

TOMMY

Because I think that you need help, Colin.  I think that something is seriously wrong with your mind.

COLIN

Fuck you.  I can take care of myself.  You and your friends need to leave me the hell alone.

TOMMY

I would, but I don’t trust you.  You see, I think that whatever’s loose in your head is gonna have some ramifications down the road.  It’s best to nip these things in the bud.

COLIN

You know, I am so sick of everyone talking down to me like I’m some pathetic little runt who needs sympathy.  You are the ones out of control.  You are the ones who need order.  I am simply surviving in the chaos.  You are the ones creating it.

TOMMY

(sarcasm)

Right.  I’m the one who burned up my parents and blamed it on the wiring.

COLIN

Shut up about that!  You don’t know anything that happened!


Tommy walks out of the remains of the cabin and over to Colin.

TOMMY

Is that a denial?

COLIN

Get the fuck out of here, you asshole!  It’s not enough that you stole Helen away from me, but you want to paint me in as a villain.  Well, guess what?  You don’t get to paint me as the villain!

TOMMY

Let’s get something straight, Colin.  This area was my wife’s property.  Josh and I co-own this place, so if you want spout off your mouth and start a rumble, you’re gonna be the one to leave.  Understand?


Colin looks at Tommy with anger.  He begins walking around him, seething.

COLIN

You really think your destiny involves finding that Lloyd girl?  You really think that fate pre-determined what we would become?

TOMMY

I think people are born with a certain nature in their hearts and I think it just takes a trigger to unleash the monster within.

COLIN

You don’t know anything.  We make our own destinies.  We follow our own paths.  Nothing is set in stone and the world can be changed!

TOMMY

Can it?  In the big picture of things, aren’t we just one person in a sea of millions?  Can we really make that big of an impact?

COLIN

You’d better believe we can.  This world needs someone to knock it on its ass!  One person is capable of change!  Face it, Tommy.  People are mean-spirited and they’re hateful!  They’re self-absorbed and they just don’t care about anyone!  It’s a dog eat dog world!

TOMMY

You see, that’s why we won’t leave you alone.  You’ve gotta be watched.  You have some dangerous thinking.  You may not believe you’re the villain, but anyone who makes statements about controlling the world must be made to know that the intentions within their heart aren’t exactly pure.

COLIN

You know nothing about what’s in my heart.

TOMMY

I’m afraid to...


Tommy turns and exits, getting into his Jeep and driving away into the dark night.  Colin’s is steaming mad, his eyes narrowing as he walks back towards his telescope.  He paces back and forth, the anger building on his face.  He looks up at the sky and raises his arms in defiance.

COLIN

I am not the villain!  You hear that?!  I am here to save this world from itself!


Colin knocks over his telescope in anger just a pair of headlights light up the area.  Colin turns as he looks into the lights.  The car comes to a stop and the lights are cut off.  A few seconds go by before a car door is heard opening and then closing.  Lilly Sanders appears in front of the lights as Colin looks at her.

LILLY

Hey, Colin.  Sorry I’m late.

COLIN

I’ve been waiting for hours.

LILLY

I know.  I’m sorry.  All of this stuff came up and I didn’t know how to get in touch with you.

COLIN

What stuff?

LILLY

You remember the mission trips that I was so eager to go on?

COLIN

Kenya.  Right.  What about them?

LILLY

I got accepted by the group that’s going over there.

COLIN

That’s great.

LILLY

The only catch is that I leave early in the morning.

COLIN

Tomorrow morning?

LILLY

Yeah.  I know it’s sudden, but I couldn’t turn this down.  It’s my calling.

COLIN

How long will you be gone?

LILLY

Well...I won’t be coming back.


There is silence.  Colin looks at her with confusion.

COLIN

Ever?

LILLY

I’ll spend my life travelling all over the world and seeing different cultures.  It’s been a dream of mine for a long time.  I mean, any kid who grows up in Haddonfield wants the first ticket out, ya know?

COLIN

What about me?!

LILLY

(looks confused)

Oh, I know it feels like I wasted your time with all that tutoring, but I’m dropping out of college.  In fact, I withdrew myself this afternoon before going to say goodbye to Helen and my family.  I’m afraid that for a while I won’t be able to write until I get myself set up.

COLIN

But…you were gonna tell me how you feel about me?  I heard you…telling Helen.


Lilly looks confused for a second before a realization hits her.

LILLY

Oh, God.  Colin, I didn’t know you had heard that conversation.  I don’t know how to tell you this without hurting you, but that conversation wasn’t about you.


Colin looks like someone has just punched him in the stomach.  He looks down at the ground, tears forming in his eyes.

COLIN

Who was it about?

LILLY

Rodney.  You know Rodney.  He’s been hanging out with us all year and I’ve...well, I developed feelings for him the past few weeks.

COLIN

You never...you never liked me.

LILLY

Colin, that’s not true.  That’s not true at all.  I do like you...as a friend.


Colin turns and walks away, stunned,  as Lilly goes after him.

LILLY

Colin, wait!


Lilly grabs his arm and he turns around, tears welling in his eyes.

LILLY

Colin, I didn’t know you felt that way about me.  I wouldn’t have...well, I wouldn’t have—

COLIN

Talked to me?  Led me on?  Made me feel good about myself?!

LILLY

I wouldn’t have led you on...if that’s what I did.  I didn’t mean to.  I thought we were pretty good friends.

COLIN

I don’t want to be friends.


Suddenly, another car door opens and closes.  Colin turns.

COLIN

Is someone with you?

LILLY

Yeah, it’s Rodney.  He’s probably wondering what’s going on.


Rodney appears out of the shadows, the headlights revealing his form as he walks up to them.  He smiles.

RODNEY

Lilly, we’d better get going if we’re gonna catch some sleep before we board the plane in the morning.

COLIN

He’s going with you?!

LILLY

I told you that I had feelings for him and he admitted to me today that he had them for me, too.  We share the same dreams and hopes.  He wants to help the less fortunate just as much as I do.

RODNEY

Ain’t love grand?

COLIN

I can’t believe I’m listening to this!

RODNEY

Lilly, when you told me you were being tutored by a Math geek, I didn’t know it was Moritz.

LILLY

Rodney, you’re not helping.

COLIN

You’re going to Kenya with this idiot?!

RODNEY

Moritz, you used to be so quiet.  I mean, I hate this for you, I really do.  If I’d have known you had a thing for Lilly, I...well, I guess I would have confessed my feelings for her, anyways, but I would have at least felt bad while doing it.

COLIN

Stop condescending to me, you moron!

RODNEY

Calm down, chicken hawk.  We can work this out like reasonable adults.

LILLY

You’re our last stop.  I just wanted to say goodbye before we left.  Despite the appearance, I really did appreciate your help.

RODNEY

We both did.


Rodney tries to pat Colin on the back, but Colin slaps his hand away and decks Rodney with a right, sending him to the ground with a thud.  Lilly looks frightened as Colin glares down at Rodney with anger.

LILLY

That’s enough.


Rodney stands, cleaning off his busted lip.

RODNEY

The hell it is.  This little freak just picked his last fight.


Rodney lunges forward, decking Colin with a right to the jaw.  Colin grabs Rodney by the neck and decks him in return with a right.  Rodney knees Colin in the stomach and rams his head forward, catching Colin in the nose with a head butt.  Colin staggers as Rodney nails him in the stomach with a right and then a left to the face.  Colin falls to the ground before Rodney reaches down and jerks him up, swinging at him.  Colin holds up his arm, blocking Rodney’s punch before elbowing him in the head.  Colin rips off his glove and points his arm at Rodney, sending him flying back through the air and slamming his head on a rock nearby.  Rodney rolls to the ground and is still.  Colin looks at his hand in shock as Lilly sense something is wrong.  She runs over to Rodney’s motionless figure and turns him over.

LILLY

Rodney?!


Rodney’s eyes are wide open, a blank stare stuck on them.  Blood trickles down the side of his head as his breathing has stopped.  Lilly begins to cry.

LILLY

No!  Rodney!  God, no!


Colin slowly walks forward, a look of shock on his face.  He shakes his head as Lilly glances up at him with sadness and anger.

LILLY

What did you do to him?!
COLIN

I didn’t mean to.  I’m so sorry.

LILLY

You killed him!

COLIN

He attacked me!  I didn’t want this!

LILLY

How could you do this?!

Lilly turns to leave, but Colin quickly grabs her by her arm.  Lilly struggles against his grip.  Colin pleads with her.

COLIN

Lilly, don’t go!  Please!  I love you!

LILLY

You love me?!  You love me?!  You’re going to jail, Colin!


Lilly jerks her arm away and begins to walk back towards the car.  Colin runs after her, yanking her backwards.
COLIN

It was an accident!  I didn’t mean it!  I wouldn’t hurt you like that!


Colin grips Lilly by her head and pleads with her.

COLIN

You’ve got to believe me, Lilly.  I’m crazy about you.

LILLY

It doesn’t matter, Colin.  You killed him.  I have to go to the police.

COLIN

Please don’t do that, Lilly.  Please!

LILLY

I’m sorry, but Rodney is dead!

Colin begins to cry as he looks into Lilly’s pleading eyes.  He shakes his head.

COLIN

All I ever wanted was to be with you, Lilly.  That’s all.

LILLY

It’s too late.  It’s never going to happen.

COLIN

Don’t say that.  Please don’t say that.


Colin looks into her eyes as he grips her crying head softly.

COLIN

If only you’d give me one kiss.  Just one.


Lilly frowns as Colin moves forward, about to kiss her.  He stops mid-stride and stares into her scared eyes.
LILLY

What are you doing?

COLIN

I guess I am the villain after all.


Colin grips her neck in a swift motion and snaps Lilly’s neck, causing her to go limp and fall to the ground.  Colin stands over her dead body with a maniacal look on his face.  He reaches down and rubs his hand in Rodney’s blood.  He reaches up and smears the blood on his face, like war paint.

COLIN

I’ll miss you, Lilly.


Colin yells as loud as he can as we cut to the deep woods of Moon Lake.  The night slowly goes by as Colin is seen at varying stages of digging holes in the ground.  There is a brief shot of him shoving Lilly and Rodney’s corpses into the hole, followed by a shot of him pushing the dirt over them.  As the scene fades, we dissolve into Colin Moritz, blood smeared on his face, staring from Moon Lake’s safety into the horizon, where the sun is rising over the landscape.
COLIN

(v/o)

The sun rising makes the day new.  New possibilities.  New direction.  New lease on life.  One wrong decision can change your life forever.  For me, forever came today.


Colin stares at the rising sun as ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play and the closing credits roll.
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
