Episode 5.3: Mouth of the Well

We open on a landscape, far overlooking a city of ancient Mayan ruins, the Mexican city of Chichen Itza.  Large pyramids are seen standing in their ancient spots, most notably El Castillo, a four-sided pyramid with long staircases going down the center of each side, which leads to a sacred platform and small building at the top of the steps.  There are tourists walking around the area, snapping pictures and that sort of thing.  Leading a tour group through the crowd is a small older Mexican man by the name of Jorge Sanchez.  He wears a rancher-type hat with dirty clothing and sports a thick, black mustache that matches his receding hairline.  He leads them past a roped-off area that is full of columns in a temple area.

JORGE

And over here we have El Castillo, the ancient city of the Mayans.  It is here in Chichen Itza that rituals were held in honor of the Feathered Serpent God, Kukulkan.  Ancient legends have placed this structure to be built around 1 to 250 AD.  Little is known about why it was abandoned, but many people believe the Mayans which inhabited this land were driven into Guatemala, where they rebuilt their empire from sctratch.

TOURIST #1

Are there any ancient relics or artifacts inside that we can look at?

JORGE

All known artifacts have been relocated to museums where they can be maintained and observed by the people of our generation.

TOURIST #2

(pointing to a nearby statue)

Is that a statue of Kukulkan?

The statue is nearby, seemingly looking straight at them.  Jorge smirks and nods.

JORGE

That’s the old snake face himself.

Jorge smiles, but quickly frowns as the eyes on the statue seemingly glow red before him.  Suddenly, there is the sound of a bird echoing, followed by the sound of clapping.  People begin whispering as the brightness of his eyes grow enough to make everyone shield their eyes.  There is a loud booming sound, followed by silence.  The tourists uncover their eyes and are shocked at what they see.  Jorge Sanchez is on the ground, his arms crossed over his chest and his eyes pure white.  He is not breathing.  People begin screaming and take off running out of the area.

TOURIST #3

Oh, God!  He’s dead!

CU on Jorge’s blank stare into the sky as we fade out once ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play…  The title card appears, reading:
HALLOWEEN: the series
The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Johnny Depp as LONNIE ELAMB

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

With

Colin Baker as ADAM TRAVERS

We open on a shot of the Elamb home, where Lonnie Elamb is throwing a suitcase into the back seat of a car.  Josh Jamison comes out of the house, carrying another suitcase.

JOSH

Lonnie, I don’t how long you guys are staying, but you’re starting to pack like a girl, man.  Do you really need all of this stuff?

Josh tosses the suitcase into the back seat with the other one.

LONNIE

Gotta be prepared, Josh.  You never know what you might need south of the border.

JOSH

Don’t drink the water.  That’s all you need to know.

Tommy Doyle’s Jeep pulls up and comes to a stop behind Lonnie’s car.  Tommy Doyle emerges from one side while Debra Loomis emerges from the other.

TOMMY

All packed and ready to go?

LONNIE

Just waiting for the slowness that is you and Debbie.

DEBRA

I take offense to that.

LONNIE

I hope so.  Otherwise, it’s not nearly as funny.

Another car pulls up and comes to a stop.  Out of it climb Adam Travers and Helen Jacobs, both carrying bags.  Josh and Helen meet glances for a second before she looks away.  He looks saddened.

HELEN

We’re all ready.

ADAM

All aboard for the departure.

Adam climbs back into his car as Tommy gets into the back seat.  Lonnie shakes hands with Josh as Debra climbs into his passenger seat.

LONNIE

The house better be in tip-top shape, Josh.  Not a scratch on it.

Josh smirks as Lonnie climbs into his car.  Helen starts to open her door, but Josh gently stops her by grabbing her arm.

JOSH

You not even gonna talk to me?

HELEN

What’s there to talk about?

JOSH

Helen, I miss you.  I miss talking to you.  Why are you pulling away?

HELEN

It may have something to do with the fact that you rejected me.

JOSH

Helen, just because I want to take things slow doesn’t mean I don’t want a relationship with you.

HELEN

Face it, Josh.  You turned me down because you find me disgusting.

JOSH

That’s your father’s bullshit getting into your head, Helen.  You’re just scared.

TOMMY

Helen, come on!  We gotta go!  We’ll be late for our flight!

Helen looks into Josh’s eyes with longing.  She quickly snaps out of it.

HELEN

I gotta go.  Take care, Josh.

Helen climbs into the car and shuts the door as they back out of the driveway and head down the street.  Josh watches with frustration before walking back into the house.  We cut to Chichen Itza, Yucatan, Mexico, where the pyramids are now sealed off to tourists and visitors.  A businessman by the name Ricardo Salvador, dressed in a pair of khakis and a rolled-up white dress shirt is overseeing the closure of the estate as the moon is now out and hovering over the landscape.  A group of robed men and women emerge, led by Willow Cochran and Karen Staples in their Druid robes.

WILLOW

What’s with the closing of the city?

RICARDO

(turning and eyeing Willow with suspicion)

What’s it to you, amigo?

WILLOW

My friends and I were hoping to see the ruins of the ancient Mayans.

RICARDO

Not for about a week, I’m afraid.  Someone died here today and we’re closing down until the policia determine the cause of death.  Who are you people?  Why are you dressed so strangely?

WILLOW

We are a peaceful clan who like to explore history.

RICARDO

You’ll have to explore it some other time, amigo.  This place is shut down for now.

WILLOW

Thank you, my friend.

Willow turns and leads Karen and the others away.  Karen looks at him with confusion.

KAREN

This messes up the whole plan, Willow.  How will we gain access to the pyramid in time to find the carving?

WILLOW

We’ll have to improvise.

Willow leads Karen and the others into the darkness.  We cut to much later at a nearby Yucatan town, where Lonnie is waiting outside a run-down looking motel.  He is observing the people in the area.  Lonnie sees a woman across the way carrying some bags.  He frowns before walking over to the woman and poking her on the shoulder.  The woman, Maria Sanchez, turns around and looks at Lonnie, frowning.

MARIA

Lonnie?  Lonnie Elamb?  I never thought I’d see you in Mexico again after your last visit.

LONNIE

I never thought I’d come back.  But here I am.  You look great, Maria.  Better than ever.

Maria slaps Lonnie across the face.

MARIA

That is for walking away after our night of passion without so much as a phone call!

LONNIE

Maria, come on. That was years ago.

MARIA

A Latina woman’s rage has no time limit.  You’re lucky I don’t call my brothers and tell them you’re here!

LONNIE

They still threatening to kill me if I ever show up here again?

MARIA

What?  You think they forgave you and you guys are gonna sit down and do each other’s hair?

LONNIE

Well, I certainly hope not.

MARIA

You just keep a low profile, Lonnie, and they won’t have any reason to come looking for you.

LONNIE

Why are you in such a crappy mood?

MARIA

My uncle Jorge died yesterday.  You’re the last person I wanted to see today.

DEBRA

(o/s)

Well, Lonnie.  I see your charm works the same way in all countries.

Lonnie and Maria turn to see Debra, standing there with a smirk on her face.  Lonnie shakes his head and motions to Debra.

LONNIE

Maria, this is Debra.  Debra, this is Maria.

DEBRA

Let me guess.  Old girlfriend?

MARIA

You must be the latest flavor of the week.

DEBRA

Oh, no, sister.  I lasted much longer than a week.  Must have been more there than big breasts and a hot body.

MARIA

There’d have to be, looking at you.

Debra looks at Maria with anger as Lonnie laughs.

LONNIE

Ladies, ladies, ladies.  This isn’t pre-school.  Okay?

MARIA

It’s okay.  I was just leaving.

Maria looks at Debra with a demeaning smirk before exiting.  Debra shakes her head.

DEBRA

There’s one in every port, isn’t there?

LONNIE

Debbie, if I didn’t know any better, I’d say you were jealous.

DEBRA

Of her?  Yeah, right.

LONNIE

Where’s the others?

DEBRA

Tommy and Adam are getting settled in their room and Helen was grabbing a shower.

LONNIE

Well, what do you say?  Wanna tour while we wait?

DEBRA

(smirking)

Lead the way, cowboy.

Lonnie smiles as he leads Debra into the streets of Mexico as we cut to the hotel room, where Tommy and Adam have gotten their bearings in order.  Tommy has spread out some photo-copied papers on the nearby table as Adam walks up behind him, looking on.

ADAM

Are you sure we’re in the right place?

TOMMY

Positive.  The Book of Ages hints at the ancient artifact of the Aztecs, the Sun Stone, to be hidden within the confines of the legendary Seven Caves.

ADAM

But these are the Mayan pyramids, not the Aztecs.  Plus, I distinctly remember researching The Sun Stone, and it is on display in a museum in America.

TOMMY

(reading)

In the ancient times of the Aztecs, Incas, and Mayans all settling in Mexico, the Aztecs made The Sun Stone, an ancient round solar calendar made of rock.  It had carvings and pictures of serpents on it and was about 12 feet in diameter.  It gave them precise measuring of time and give them a better understanding of astronomy.  The prophecy of Thorn states that the Sun Stone will tell the precise moment for Thorn’s ritual to be performed.

ADAM

But it’s in a museum.

TOMMY

No, it’s not.  It was replicated and the one in the museum was a second one created by the aztecs after theirs was stolen by a Mayan Thorn member who knew the power that it would one day yield.  Legend has it that he found the entrance to the Seven Caves deep within the confines of El Castillo, an ancient Mayan pyramid in the city of Chichen Itza.  The Seven Caves, or Chicomoztoc, which means “the mouth of the well”, have been lost since the 1500s.  No one knows where they are or where they were.  It is said that a great power would one day emerge from this mouth and that its power would have global repurcussions.

ADAM

The Seven Caves were an Aztec legend.  Why would the entrance to the caves be in a Mayan city?

TOMMY

Some things are unexplainable, Adam.  All I know is that we have to find that entrance within Chichen Itza before Thorn’s men get down here and get to the stone before we do.

ADAM

Easier said than done, I’m afraid.  We’re hunting fairy tales and mythical caves.

TOMMY

I don’t think so.  I think they’re very real.  The Book of Ages is very specific.

ADAM

Yes, the ever dependable Book of Ages.

TOMMY

Don’t be so quick to dismiss this book, Adam.  It’s very precise.

ADAM

There’s only one book I put trust in and this one isn’t it.  We should find Lonnie and Debra.

Adam walks out of the room and into the hallway as Tommy puts the papers away.  We cut to Helen’s room, where she walks out of the bathroom with a towel around her wet body before grabbing some clothing nearby and throwing it on the bed.  She glances over at the phone and ponders something.  She walks over and picks up the phone, dialing a number an waiting for an answer.  In Lonnie’s house, Josh picks up the phone.

JOSH

Hello?

HELEN

Did you really mean what you said?

JOSH

(realizing who it is)

Every word.

HELEN

If you still want to have a relationship with me, why didn’t you want me?

JOSH

Helen, it’s not that I don’t want you.  I just think that rushing things is always a bad thing.  Sex is not all that relationships are about.  There’s more to it.  I think you’ve too many people in your life wanting one thing from you and I don’t want to be like just another guy to you.

HELEN

You’re not.  You wouldn’t be.

JOSH

The first time we make love, I want it to mean something.  I don’t want share that with the girl I am falling in love with.  I want to share it with the girl who I am in love with.  It means so much more when the circumstances are right.

HELEN

I wouldn’t know.  No one’s ever loved me before.

JOSH

That’s their loss.  Helen, I’ve never thought you were disgusting or whatever insecurities you’ve been cursed with.  The stuff between you and Wayne, that wasn’t your fault.  No one can hold that against you.

HELEN

You’re right.  I am scared.

JOSH

Of what, Helen?

HELEN

Of being hurt, Josh.  You may not have noticed, but I have a lot of baggage that comes with me.  If I couldn’t trust the man who gave me life, how am I gonna depend on someone I’ve only known a couple of years?

JOSH

Trust, Helen.  You just gotta trust me.

HELEN

(tears forming in her eyes)

I wish you had come with us.  I miss you, Josh.

JOSH

I’ve missed you, too.  I’ll see you when you get back.  Okay?

HELEN

Okay.  Bye.

Helen hangs up the phone and stands, a smile forming on her face as she grabs her clothes and goes to the bathroom to change.  We cut to an arena, where Lonnie and Debra are walking through the busy stadium.  Out in the middle of the arena, there is a bullfight going on, with the matador waving his cape as a bull charges.  The crowd cheers as the bull charges past the matador, starting the bullfight all over again.

DEBRA

You seem different, Lonnie.

LONNIE

What do you mean?

DEBRA

I don’t know.  Since we broke up and after spending so much time away from you, you seem like a different person.

LONNIE

Is that so hard to believe?

DEBRA

No, I guess we’re all different.  It’s strange how pessimistic I’ve become after this past year.  And you?  You seem almost at peace compared to when I first met you.

The bull misses the cape again as the arena cheers.  The Matador bows.

MATADOR

Ole!

Lonnie shrugs.

LONNIE

I know what you’re saying.  Lately, I’ve been a little out of the loop, I guess.  Debra, you always used to talk to me about making a future for myself.

DEBRA

Yes, I remember.

LONNIE

When is enough enough?

DEBRA

What do you mean?

LONNIE

At what point do we give up looking for Jamie Lloyd?  When will we actually be able to live our future?

DEBRA

Are you saying you want to stop looking for her?

LONNIE

No.  But, maybe one day, I will.  It’s funny, because I set out to destroy the people who were responsible for my sister’s death.  Now, if I continue this vendetta, I see myself becoming a man who can’t let go of the past.  I don’t want this to be my life, Debra.  God knows that I miss my sister, but I’ve wasted the last four years looking for answers and have gotten nowhere.

DEBRA

You think it was wasted time?

LONNIE

I think that nothing I do will give me back my family.

Debra forms some tears in her eyes as she looks at Lonnie’s expression of sadness.

DEBRA

Lonnie, if the day comes that you want to walk away, it would sadden me, but I want you to be happy and I would wish you the best of luck in the path you choose to take.

Lonnie turns and looks at Debra with a smile.  He puts his hand along her face, running his fingers across her cheek.

LONNIE

I’d miss you, too.

Over in the stands, Ricardo Salvador is sitting, a cane gripped in his hand as he looks over at Lonnie and Debra.  A Dark Figure in a black robe sits behind him, his hood covering his face.

FIGURE

Those two must be watched.  They seek the same thing I do.

Ricardo stares at Lonnie and Debra with contempt.

RICARDO

Then they will be taken care of properly.

FIGURE

Time is most important in this plan, Salvador.  There is no room for errors.

RICARDO

There’ll be no errors.

With that, the robed figure turns and exits, walking out the back of the stadium.  Lonnie turns and sees the dark figure exiting the stadium.  He frowns.  We cut to outside of the motel, where Tommy and Adam are standing outside.

ADAM

They’re like bloody children.  You take your eyes off of them for one second and they just disapear.

TOMMY

I hope they get back before dark.  We need to get to the pyramid.

Helen steps out of the motel, a smile on her face.

HELEN

Are we all ready?

TOMMY

Would be if Lonnie and Debra hadn’t wandered off.

HELEN

I say we send them to their rooms without dinner.

ADAM

You’re suddenly chipper.

HELEN

The sun is shining, the birds are chirping.  What’s there not to feel good about?

Helen begins sniffing the air.  Tommy and Adam both look at each other and then at Helen with confusion.

ADAM

Drugs.  All kids get into them sooner or later.

TOMMY

Well, I’m tired of waiting.  They know where to meet us.  We should get moving.

Tommy, Helen, and Adam begin walking down the road as we cut to outside of the bull-fighting coliseum.  Lonnie and Debra come walking from the exit.

LONNIE

What do you want to bet that they left without us?

DEBRA

I’m okay with that.  It’s been a while since we’ve spent any time together.

LONNIE

Yeah, I know.  But, I think we’re both better people for the time we spent apart.

DEBRA

I don’t know about better, but I know about wiser.

Suddenly, a limousine comes pulling up and slides to a stop in the dirt road in front of them.  Lonnie and Debra freeze in their tracks as the back door opens and Maria Sanchez waits, a gun in her hand.

MARIA

You’re coming with me.

LONNIE

What the hell are you doing, Maria?

Two large muscular Mexican men emerge from the car, both with long flowing black hair dark skin, and intense eyes.  Emilio and Julio Sanchez both point guns at Lonnie and Debra.

EMILIO

Hola, amigo.  Welcome to Mexico.

LONNIE

The Sanchez brothers.

JULIO

Get in the car!

Julio presses the gun against Debra’s head, causing her to rush into the car before Emilio does the same to Lonnie.  Once inside the car, Lonnie and Debra look over at Maria, who sits cross-legged in the seat across from them.  Emilio and Julio squeeze in on either side of Lonnie and Debra, smiling at them like predators about to devour their prey.

EMILIO

You never should have come back here, amigo.  We told you what would happen if you did.

LONNIE

Guys, are you still angry about me sleeping with your sister?

MARIA

This isn’t about me and you, Lonnie.  I wish it was.  Hopefully, things would be different.  I got the call right after I saw you.  Our boss doesn’t want you down here.  You’re butting into things that don’t concern you.

LONNIE

Funny.  You came to us.  I’d say that statement was ass backwards, mama cita.

Emilio nails Lonnie in the face with a forward punch.  Lonnie glares at them as Debra looks on worriedly.

EMILIO

How did you know the whereabouts of the Sun Stone?

LONNIE

I have no idea what you’re talking about.

Emilio punches him again, causing Lonnie to look around at them with anger.

EMILIO

One way or another, your memory will come back to you.  Believe that.

Lonnie stares at them with anger as Debra looks uncomfortable.  We cut to Chichen Itza, where the darkness has covered the ancient city’s ruins.  Tommy, Adam, and Helen walk towards it as Tommy looks at the pyramids with amazement.

TOMMY

Wow.  This is unbelieveable.

ADAM

It’s amazing to think about how they built all of this without the technology and tools we have today.

HELEN

But the place is a tourist attraction now.  I mean, don’t you think they would have found Seven Caves by now?

ADAM

You’d think.

TOMMY

There are riddles to this equation, Helen.  You have to know where to look and how to go about it.

HELEN

I guess we should get to work.

TOMMY

Come on.  No time to waste.

Tommy, Helen, and Adam begin walking towards the pyramid.  Tommy stops and looks at the statue of Kukulkan.  He shivers a bit befopre they walk on and enter the pyramid.  The head of the statue slowly turns and watches them, its eyes turning red briefly.  Sounds of other footsteps are heard as we pan back to see a group of Druids walking towards the pyramid.  Willow Cochran is leading the pack, with Karen Staples and her giant brother Fred at her side.  Willow stares up at El Castillo.

KAREN

This is the pyramid where we will find the entrance.

WILLOW

I sense danger within the walls.

KAREN

Danger?

WILLOW

There is someone else after our goal.

KAREN

Can you see who it is?

Willow takes out an orb, causing it to suddenly glow white as it hovers over his hand.  He looks deep into it, but suddenly it blinds him, causing him to drop it.  Willow almost faints, but is caught by Fred.

FRED

You fall down.

KAREN

What is it?

Willow stands as he shakes his head in disbelief.

WILLOW

There is a powerful force here.  Very powerful.

Willow walks into the pyramid, his long black coat flowing behind him as Karen regains her wits, looking at Willow with confusion.  Karen follows Willow with anger on her face as Fred and the other Druids follow closely behind her.

We cut to a cowboy ranch, where a limousine pulls up.  Maria Sanchez gets out, followed by Lonnie Elamb, Debra Loomis, Emilio Sanchez, and Julio Sanchez.  Emilio and Julio have a gun pointed at Lonnie and Debra as Ricardo Salvador stands in the doorway of the ranch household, smoking a cigar.  He smiles and outstretches his arms in a welcoming manner.

RICARDO

Welcome to our casa, amigos.  We have been waiting for you.

LONNIE

Who the hell are you?

RICARDO

Does it matter?

LONNIE

They’ll need to know what to put on your tombstone when I’m done here.

Emilio smashes Lonnie over the head with his gun, dropping Lonnie to his knees.  Debra starts to move towards them, but Maria points a gun in her face.  Julio kicks Lonnie in the ribs before Emilio and Julio each grab an arm and lift him up for the approaching Ricardo.  They hold him as he struggles.  Ricardo smiles as he looks an angry Lonnie in the face.  He grips the jaw of Lonnie with a smirk.

RICARDO

You are gonna learn that here in Mexico we do not tolerate disrespect like they do in America.

Lonnie spits in Ricardo’s face.  Ricardo backhands Lonnie before punching him in the stomach.  Lonnie doubles over before Ricardo brings his knee up into Lonnie’s face.  Lonnie collpases in Emilio’s and Julio’s grips.

RICARDO

Bring him inside.  He will learn to cooperate.

EMILIO

Yes, sir.

Emilio and Julio lead Lonnie away from the scene as Ricardo looks over at Debra and smiles.  He looks her over.

RICARDO

You can save your friend a lot of pain if you just tell us where the Book of Ages is located.

DEBRA

The Book of Ages?  You people have it.

RICARDO

No.  I would remember if I had the book.

DEBRA

Wait a minute.  You don’t work for Thorn?

Ricardo laughs.  Maria chuckles.

RICARDO

Thorn?  (laughs again) What is Thorn?

DEBRA

The cult.

RICARDO

Cult?  (laughs) Do you take me for a fool?  I want that book.

DEBRA

We don’t have it.

RICARDO

I admire your strength, little one.  But, you will soon talk...one way or another.  Take her away.

Maria leads Debra towards a horse barn not too far away as Ricardo takes a puff of his cigar and walks back inside.  We cut to inside El Castillo (the pyramid) as Tommy, Helen, and Adam continue to walk through the darkened corridors as torches line the hallways.  Tommy stops and holds up some pages from the photocopied book and begins to read.

TOMMY

(reading)

Follow the sounds of the Quetzal and he will lead you to the mouth of the well.

HELEN

What’s a Quetzal?

ADAM

It’s a bird that’s near extinction.  It represented the spirits of the Mayans.

TOMMY

Many believe that Kukulkan speaks within these walls through the echo of a Quetzal.

Suddenly, the sound of an echo is heard.  A bird chirping.  Clapping.  Tommy, Adam, and Helen turn their heads at the sound.  Tommy quickly follows the sound with Helen and Adam close behind.  Once inside, they see a large room, decorated with ancient Mayan symbols and decorations.  However, something strikes Tommy as strange.  The stautue sitting in the middle of the room.  He frowns as a Quetzal sits on top of the Kukulkan statue.  It suddenly disappears into thin air as Tommy stares down at the statue with confusion.

ADAM

That’s the statue of Kukulkan, the Serpent God of the Mayans.

HELEN

Yeah, wasn’t there one just like it outside?

TOMMY

Yes.  But, that bird just disappeared into thin air.

ADAM

What does the book say to do from here?

TOMMY

Remove the eyes of the statue and the mouth will open.

HELEN

The eyes?

Helen walks forward and reaches down, removing a diamond from each of the eyes of the statue.  Suddenly, the ground begins to shake.  The pyramid rumbles as Tommy, Helen, and Adam turn to see the wall moving behind them.  It begins to slide, moving to reveals a large room behind it with torches lining the walls and a long wooden bridge   As the flames flicker over the scene, Tommy, Helen, and Adam look on in amazament as they realize the bridge is suspended over a pool of orange lava, bubbling its way up to the surface.  The pyramid continues to shake as we cut to the hallways of the pyramid, where Willow and his clan are walking, looking around at the movement of the building.

WILLOW

What is happening?

KAREN

Someone else is here.  Hurry!

Willow, Karen, Fred, and the others take off into the pyramid’s chambers as it shakes.  We cut to the ranch, where Debra is now inside of a horse barn, tied to a support beam in the center of the structure.  She is battered and bruised as Maria decks her with a right.  Debra cries out in pain as Maria pins her face to the beam, getting inches from her face as she puts a knife to her throat.

MARIA

Where is the book?!

DEBRA

We don’t have it.  The Thorn cult has it.

MARIA

Who is this Thorn cult?

DEBRA

How do you know about the book if you have no idea who the Thorn cult is?

MARIA

I just do what I’m paid to do, lady.  I don’t ask too many questions.

DEBRA

Right, and you in here beating on me has nothing to do with Lonnie at all, does it?

MARIA

I must admit that I’m enjoying this.  Lonnie did me wrong and now I get payback.

DEBRA

You know what they say.  Payback’s a bitch.

Maria’s eyes widen and she decks Debra across the mouth, dropping her to the ground.  Maria stands over her with the knife in her hand, breathing heavily as anger overtakes her.  She reaches down and yanks Debra up by her hair, putting the knife to her throat.

MARIA

Don’t think I won’t kill you, bitch.  One way or another, we will find the book and you and loverboy will get what’s coming to you.

DEBRA

So be it.

Maria pushes Debra to the ground as Debra begins to cry.  We cut to inside the house, where Emilio and Julio have Lonnie handcuffed to a chair as Ricardo stands over a broken and bloody Lonnie as it apparent that they have been torturing him as well.

RICARDO

Just tell us where the book is, Lonnie.

LONNIE

Tell me who you work for.

RICARDO

You’re the one who will give the information.  I am the one who will take it.

LONNIE

I’m seeing this as a one-sided relationship, Salvador.  Until we come up with a fair bargain, I’m gonna be keeping my mouth shut.

RICARDO

There is no time to waste!

Ricardo belts Lonnie across the face.  Lonnie looks up at Ricardo with anger as Emilio and Julio laugh a little.

LONNIE

You have no idea what’s going on here, do you?  Someone paid you to find that book, didn’t they?  You don’t even know what power it has.

RICARDO

All I know is the power of money.  So, are you going to talk or shall I get rougher?

LONNIE

You shall get rougher.

Ricardo smiles as he bends down to Lonnie’s level.  Lonnie’s eyes don’t even blink as he meets Ricardo’s glare with a glare of his own.  Salvador takes his cigar and grabs Lonnie’s hand, putting the burning end down into his palm.  Lonnie begins to scream as Ricardo burns the cigar into his flesh.  We cut to El Castillo, as Tommy, Helen, and Adam are walking the length of the woden bridge, glancing down at the lava beneath them.  Helen shakes her head.

HELEN

How has this been here and no one known about it?

TOMMY

I don’t know.  But these caves, they seem to go all through Mexico.  We’re looking at an underground cave highway here.

ADAM

The Seven Caves.

They reach the end of the bridge, stepping off at a large wooden door.  Tommy tries to open it with the pull handle, but it doesn’t budge.  Adam shakes his head.

ADAM

There’s more to it than just pulling it open.  Read some more from the book translation.

Tommy pulls out the book and reads some more of the book.

TOMMY

Light both ends of the mouth to continue in your quest.

Tommy looks at the cave and glances around, noticing a torch that is not lit on the other side of the door.  He takes one torch out of its holder and carries it to the other, lighting it.  The unlit torch roars to life with fire as the door in front of them swings downwards, connecting with the bridge.  Tommy holds the torch out and continues, lighting the next room.  They are scared, however, when they hear hissing noises.  As Tommy lights the room, hundreds of snakes are seen slithering through the ruins.  Helen’s eyes widen.

HELEN

Snakes?  I don’t like snakes.

TOMMY

Don’t worry.  Just hold the fire at them and they’ll back off.

HELEN

If you say so...

Helen picks up a torch from the wall and they line up, ready to enter the other room.  They advance as snakes begin coming at them, but are soon driven back by the flames of the torches all three bare.

HELEN

If one of those little bastards bares his fangs, I’m turning him into a beacon.

ADAM

Filthy little creatures.

TOMMY

We have to keep going, no matter what comes our way.

By the bridge, Willow Cochran leads Karen Staples and her brother Fred, along with their followers to the entrance.  They glance around the area in amazement as the door to the other side is already open.

WILLOW

Tommy Doyle.  It has to be.  He’s here.

KAREN

Lighting our path and making our way for us.

Karen smiles as they begin walking on the bridge.  We cut to the ranch, where Lonnie is weak and unmoving in the house, his face full of sweat and agony.  Emilio and Julio Sanchez pace the room as Ricardo stands over him with anger.  Maria comes in, dragging Debra with her.  She pushes her to the ground beside Lonnie.  Ricardo looks down at them with a smirk.

RICARDO

You two seem to have diffculty giving into pain.  However, since you don’t care enough for your own well-being, maybe you’ll care more for your friend’s.

Ricardo grabs Debra and pins her to the ground.  He takes his cigar and holds it above her eyes, inching it towards her.  Debra begins to scream as Ricardo smirks.

RICARDO

Tell me where the book is and your woman will not lose her sight.

DEBRA

Don’t tell him anything!

LONNIE

Debra!

RICARDO

Tell me where the book is!

FEMALE VOICE

(o/s)

That will surely be enough!

Ricardo turns and stops in his tracks with a worried expression as Valerie Proctor, a hooded woman with bright blue eyes, comes into the room, followed by a robed and hooded very tall man with an unseen face.  Valerie looks angrily at Ricardo as she lowers her hood, revealing long dark shoulder-length hair.  She is approximately 45 years of age, but very beautiful.

VALERIE

This is unacceptable.  I didn’t approve of this method of interrogation.

RICARDO

This is how things are done down here, chica.

VALERIE

It is my money funding your actions, Mr. Salvador.  Remember that.

Valerie walks over to Lonnie and Debra, who are battered up pretty good.  Valerie looks at them with pity as she shakes her head.

VALERIE

Please.  Tell us where the book is, Mr. Elamb.

LONNIE

How do you know my name?

VALERIE

I have my sources.  Please.  Your friends may be in danger.  We can help them.

DEBRA

Who are you?

VALERIE

Someone who doesn’t want Willow Cochran to get his hands on those artifacts any more than you do.

The tall hooded figure walks forward, standing over the two fallen heroes and statres down at them.

HOOD

We should have tailed their friends, too.  Then, we wouldn’t be in this situation.

LONNIE

You see, I have a problem trusting anyone who tortures me.  However, I think I’m gonna take a chance here.  The thing is, my friends are at El Castillo right now, looking for the Sun Stone.

VALERIE

The Sun Stone.  Of course.  The Mayan calendar of the ancients.

LONNIE

But, it was my understanding that very few, even within Thorn, knew of the book.  How did you know about it?

The hooded figure bends down, looking Lonnie straight in the eyes, just enough for Lonnie, but not us, to see who’s under the hood.  Lonnie’s eyes widen.

LONNIE

You!  But...no.  It can’t be.

HOOD

Thank you, Mr. Elamb.  It has been a pleasure doing business with you.

The hooded man stands, turns, and exits the room as Valerie looks at the others with anger.  Ricardo smirks.

RICARDO

I want my payment.

VALERIE

You’ll get your payment when the Sun Stone is in our possession.

RICARDO

Then I will accompany you to the pyramid.

VALERIE

As you wish.

Valerie looks at Lonnie and Debra with sadness.

VALERIE

I’m sorry.

Valerie turns and walks out of the room.  Ricardo smirks and looks at the Sanchez brothers and their sister Maria.

RICARDO

Kill them.

Ricardo follows Valerie and the Mysterious Hooded Man out the door.  Lonnie and Debra look up with doom at the Sanchez family.  Maria smiles as she points a gun at them.  Emilio and Julio stand.

EMILIO

Let’s get this over with.

Lonnie and Debra are jerked up and led out the back door as we cut to inside El Castillo, where Tommy, Helen, and Adam have pased the snakes and now enter a hallway, covered in cobwebs.  Tommy peels them away as they enter another room.  Inside the room are tombs of ancient Mayan warriors, with ancient-styled coffins all around the room.  Up in front of the torch-lit room sits a carved out podium display.  On top of it rests the Sun Stone.  Helen smiles.

HELEN

Hey!  That’s what we’re looking for!

Helen starts to walk forward.

TOMMY

Helen, no!

Helen steps onto the floor, a brick lowering beneath her weight and an arrow hoots out of the wall.  Tommy tackles Helen to the ground as the arrow smashes into the wall behind them.  Helen’s eyes widen as she looks up at it.

HELEN

Um, maybe we should be a little more careful?

TOMMY

There’s probably booby traps all over the place.  You see the coloring of the stones?  The light-colored ones are the ones that will shoot out arrows at us.

ADAM

I suppose we should step on the darker ones then.

TOMMY

Brilliant idea, Adam.  I’m proud of you.

ADAM

Now, there’s no reason to be a wise ass, Tommy.  I’m just trying to make sure everyone knows which stones to properly step on.

HELEN

I think the flying arrow convinced me.

ADAM

Very well then.  Carry on.

Tommy and Helen stand.  They looks down at the stones that make up the floor, stepping onto the darker-colored ones.  They begin to creep up to the front of the room as we pan back to see Willow Cochran, Karen Staples, Fred Staples, and more watching from the shadows of the doorway.  We then cut to the Sanchez Ranch, where Lonnie and Debra have been led to a cattle field by Emilio, Julio, and Maria, all with guns.

EMILIO

Stop there.

Lonnie and Debra stop walking, looks of doom on their faces.

MARIA

Any last words?

LONNIE

Yes, actually.  I’d like, for the record, to say that this is Debbie’s fault.

DEBRA

What?!

LONNIE

It’s your fault we’re dying.  I blame you.

DEBRA

Where in the hell did you get that twisted method of logic from?

LONNIE

You’re always messing things up.  (turns to the others)  She’s trouble, I tell ya.  Bad things always happen to her.  She’s a jinx.

DEBRA

You can’t possibly think that this is my fault!

LONNIE

I do.  In fact, I remember a time when I took you on the carousel out at Moon Lake and that one guy lost an eye.

DEBRA

What?!  Oh, you’re talking about Johnny?  But...oh, right.  The carousel.

Debra thinks for a second before pointing at Lonnie as the Sanchez family watches on with frowns of amusement.

DEBRA

Don’t you blame me for everything that goes wrong in your life, Lonnie Elamb.  You have to take responsibility for your own actions.

LONNIE

Why do that when I can blame everything on you?

DEBRA

Oh, that’s it!

Debra swings at Lonnie with a right, but he catches her wrist with his hand.  Debra swings with a left, but Lonnie catches her other wrist.

LONNIE

Okay.  Let’s try the carousel one more time.

Lonnie suddenly picks up Debra by her wrists and swings her around before letting go.  Debra sails through the air at a surprised Emilio and connects with a drop kick, knocking him and his gun to the ground.  Julio points his gun at Debra, but Lonnie karate kicks him backwards into Maria, causing them both to fall to the ground.  Lonnie grabs Debra’s hand and they take off running for the cars.  Emilio, Julio, and Maria stand, trying to regain their composure as Lonnie leaps over the hood of their car and jumps into the driver’s seat.  Debra leaps into the passenger seat as Lonnie quickly hot wires the engine, causing it to roar to life.

DEBRA

I never thought I’d be grateful that you were once a criminal.

Suddenly, a gunshot rings out, causing the window to burst.  Lonnie slams on the gas and takes off down the driveway as Emilio, Julio, and Maria kick up dirt at having lost their targets.  Inside the car, Debra smiles and kisses Lonnie on the cheek.

DEBRA

It’s a good thing I understood what you were trying to tell me.  For a second there, I actually believed you thought I was responsible for this.

LONNIE

You should know me better than that, Debbie.

DEBRA

You’re right.  I should.

They keep driving as Debra looks over at him with sympathy.

DEBRA

Did I ever tell you how sorry I was about everything from last year?

LONNIE

You don’t have to.

Debra smiles and nods her head.  We cut to inside El Castillo, where Tommy has reached the Sun Stone with Helen and Adam by his side.  They all three look at the round object full of decration.

HELEN

So, what’s this thing gonna do?

TOMMY

Give us the precise time and date that the Thorn symbol will appear in the sky in reverse formation. It is at this time that the Sun Stone will emit a beacon of light to signal that the ceremony can begin.

ADAM

Do we have to do something to get this to work?
Tommy takes out the diamonds they removed from Kukulkan’s statue.  He looks at them and at some indentions on the stone altar.  Tommy hands one to Helen and they both put a diamond into each socket.  Suddenly, sunlight shoots through the pyramid and onto the Sun Stone, causing the stone to spin.  As it spins, Tommy, Helen, and Adam back up, but are cut off as Willow Cochran, Karen Staples, Fred Staples, and more Druids step into the room.  Willow smirks.

WILLOW

You’ve done your part.  Hand over the stone.

Tommy, Helen, and Adam turn to find themselves surrounded by The Thorn Cult.  They look worried as we cut to outside the pyramid, where Lonnie and Debra pull up and pile out of the car.  Lonnie begins to take off running towards the pyramid as Debra follows him out of concern.

DEBRA

What’s so urgent, Lonnie?!

LONNIE

They’re in big trouble.  All of them.

DEBRA

How do you know that?

LONNIE

I saw his face.  He’ll kill them all.

Debra stops running and watches Lonnie takes off through a row of large stone columns.  Debra frowns.

DEBRA

Who?

As Debra waits by the car, we cut to the entrance of the pyramids, where Valerie Proctor, the tall hooded man, and Ricardo Salvador arrive.

RICARDO

You had me kill that man to have this place shut down.  I had people believing that Kukulkan had been angered, yet you won’t let me torture someone to get information.

HOOD

Valerie and I differ in our methods, but our goal is the same.

VALERIE

I never would have agreed to have someone killed.

HOOD

Sometimes, the end must justify the means.

VALERIE

You still haven’t fully embraced our thinking.  That’s not the ancient way of thought.  You can’t be reckless.

HOOD

You can’t be foolish.  This is a war.  There are casualties in war.

VALERIE

Ricardo, wait by the door and keep anyone out that comes along.

HOOD

Valerie, follow me.

The hooded man and Valerie walk into the pyramid as Ricardo waits by the door, gun in hand.  He glances over and sees Lonnie running through the rows of columns in the courtyard.  Ricardo’s eyes flash anger.

RICARDO

Imbeciles.  I’ll take care of him myself.

Ricardo chargs into the columns, taking out his gun and pointing it at Lonnie.  He fires, but Lonnie dives behind the stone columns, the bullets bouncing off of them.  Lonnie rolls and ducks behind another column as Ricardo waits for more movement.  Lonnie doesn’t move as Ricardo walks towards him with his gun aimed.  Ricardo creeps up on the column that Lonnie was last seen behind and jumps around, pointing it, but no one is there.  Lonnie falls from the column itself and tackles Ricardo to the ground sending the gun into the concrete.

RICARDO

Damn you!

Ricardo throws and elbow back into Lonnie’s face, causing him to fall back.  Both get to their feet as Lonnie and Ricardo face off.

LONNIE

You ain’t gonna stop me, Salvador.  Might as well just move your ass outta my way.

RICARDO

You should be dead!

LONNIE

What can I say?  Only the good die young.

Lonnie lunges forward with a karate kick to Ricardo’s chest, sending him slamming back into the column.  He decks him with a right before grabbing him by his shirt and slamming him back-first into a nearby column with a thud.  Ricardo bounces off the clumn and staggers out, where he is met with the knockout punch by Lonnie, sending him to the ground with a thud.  Lonnie shakes the pain out of his hand and shakes his head.

LONNIE

Pansy.

Lonnie turns and takes off towards the pyramid, running inside with quickness.  Inside, the Thorn cult has Tommy, Helen, and Adam surrounded in front of the Sun Stone.  Willow stares at Tommy across the room, their eyes fixed on each other.

WILLOW

We’ll be taking that Sun Stone once it’s configured.

ADAM

Bloody hell you will!

TOMMY

We found it.

WILLOW

Is that what we’ve come to, Mr. Doyle?  “Finders keepers”?  You were never meant to find that stone and the fact that you’re here tells me that you have somehow made your own copy of the Book of Ages.  That’s fine.  But, just remember one thing as you travel across the world to locate these items:  There’s a wealth of people that are loyal to our cause across the globe.  If you continue to cross our organization and interfere with its growth potential, you will be struck down like an ant.

TOMMY

You want the stone?  Come get it.

KAREN

I thought he’d never ask.

Willow holds up his hands to keep Karen back.

WILLOW

Not so fast.  I’ve done my research, Mr. Doyle.  I assure I am not going to be struck down by flying arrows that triggered by stepping on the floor.

HELEN

Bummer.

Behind them, the Sun Stone is slowing its circle, a glow coming from it.  Suddenly, a loud bang happens, followed by smoke filling the room.  As the smoke clears, the large hooded figure appears in the room, with Valerie Proctor at his side.  They have bad intentions on their minds as they stare down the gathering from the elevated altar behind everyone.  Tommy frowns.

TOMMY

Who are you?

Tommy takes a step forward, but the hooded man holds up his hand to motion him to stop.  Lonnie comes bounding through the back door, ending up behind the Thorn cult.  He sees Tommy approaching Valerie and the hooded man.

LONNIE

Tommy, no!  It’s Kane!

Willow, Karen, Fred, Tommy, Helen, Adam, and everyone turns as the hooded man lifts off his hood to reveal Kane Manson (Seasons 2-3) looking at them with an intense gaze, his long black hair hanging over his intense face.

KANE

You have yet begun to understand this prophecy!

Kane rolls his eyes up into his head and brings his hands forward, sending a wall of fire shooting into the air.  Tommy, Helen, and Adam duck as Willow leaps into the air, sailing over the stone floor and landing next to Kane.  Willow grips Kane by his neck.

WILLOW

You’re supposed to be dead!

KANE

Am I?

Kane grips Willow by his neck as The Sun Stone stops spinning and comes to a halt.  Tommy looks back as Kane and Willow struggle by the altar.  Valerie moves forward, nailing Willow in the back of the head with a strong forearm.  Willow’s grip weakens as Kane lifts him up into the air and throws him aross the room and into the wall with a thud.  Kane goes forward as Tommy reads the stone.

TOMMY

The rune will appear backwards on Halloween night of this year!

HELEN

Oh, man.  Halloween?!

Kane decks Adam, sending him to the ground.  Helen moves out of his way as he grips Tommy by his throat.  Tommy struggles as Lonnie grabs Fred Staples and shoves him forward, charging after him.  Arrows come flying out of the wall, all hitting Fred as Lonnie uses him as a shield.  Fred collpases to his death as Lonnie leaps onto Kane’s back.  Karen screams as she looks at her dead brother on the floor.

KAREN

Fred!

Karen goes charging after Lonnie, leaping onto his back as Kane slings them both off.  Lonnie and Karen hit the floor as Willow stands.  Willow does a flip over them and kicks Kane in the chest as he reaches for the stone.  Kane and Tommy both hit the ground as Willow grabs the Sun Stone, putting it into his jacket.  Helen charges out at Willow, but he spins and decks her with a right to the eye, sending her to the ground.

WILLOW

We have the stone!  Move!

Willow leaps through the air like a cat, does a flip, and lands at the entranceway.  Valerie leaps across the room and slams into Willow, knocking him back against the wall.  Willow smirks at Valerie, who puts a knife to Willow’s throat.

VALERIE

Give me the stone!

WILLOW

You wouldn’t kill me, Valerie.  Not after all we shared.

VALERIE

Try me.

Karen nails Valerie from behind with a rock as the Druids begin retreating from the pyramid.    Willow and Karen take off out the door as Valerie falls to the ground.  Kane runs over to Valerie, pulling her to her feet.  Tommy, Lonnie, and Adam look over at them as Kane turns, a maniacal look in his face.

KANE

Stay out of this war!

Kane throws his hands down in a motion as fire appears across the floor.  Tommy, Lonnie, Adam, and Helen watch as a puff of smoke appears in front of them.  Just as suddenly, the fire goes out and Kane and Valerie are gone.  Tommy turns to everyone.

TOMMY

They got the stone.

ADAM

Then we’ll just have to beat them to the next item.

Suddenly, the pyramid begins to shake and the door begins to close inside the room.

LONNIE

Come on!

HELEN

We’re gonna get closed in!


Lonnie and Helen take off towards the door, stepping on the bad stones and sending arows flying past them.  Tommy and Adam leap through the room as Lonnie and Helen get to the other side.  Just as the door closes, Tommy and Adam slide through.  They keep running, going through the room of snakes and over the wooden bridge as the place begins to fall apart, the lava rising.  They get out of the room just as the door closes on them.  We cut to outside the pyramid, where Willow is now leading Karen and the other Druids through the courtyard, where the columns are spread out over the scene.  As they enter, they hear the click of a gun.  Willow turns to see Debra holding it.

DEBRA

Where are my friends?

WILLOW

Your friends are dead.

DEBRA

I’m not playing around here.

Debra fires the gun, a bullet bouncing off of a column behind Willow.  Willow looks at her with anger as she holds the gun on them.

DEBRA

Give the me the stone.

WILLOW

I will not give you anything.

KAREN

You are outnumbered here.  It’d be best to step out of our way.

Suddenly, Lonnie, Tommy, Adam, and Helen come charging onto the scene.  The distraction causes Debra to lose concentration, allowing Willow to grab her quickly and take the gun away from her before slamming her into a nearby column.  Willow extends his hand, pointing the gun at Debra, who looks up at him with fear.  Lonnie, Tommy, Adam, and Helen come charging onto the scene.  Lonnie is about to leap into action when suddenly, Emilio, Julio,  and Maria Sanchez appear with Ricardo Salvador, pointing guns at everyone.  The Thorn cult and the gang all turn as Ricardo walks forward, holding out his hand.

RICARDO

Give me the Sun Stone.

WILLOW

Not on your life.

EMILIO

We will pump you full of holes, amigo.

WILLOW

So you think...

Willow turns and fires his gun, catching Ricardo in the chest and sending him back to the ground with a thud, clearly dead.  Emilio and Julio immediately begin firing as Willow jumps, twisting through the air while dodging all of the bullets.

Maria comes forward, but is met with a right hook by Debra as Lonnie and Tommy do a double flying tackle on the Sanchez brothers.

Helen grabs Karen and slaps her across the face as Willow throws an elbow into Adam’s face, followed by a punch to the jaw.  Karen shoves Helen to the ground before the Druids take off running out of the small city.

Tommy jerks Julio up and knocks him down with one punch while Lonnie does a scissors karate kick to Emilio’s face, sending him to the ground in a heap.  Debra hits Maria in the stomach before ramming her head first into a column, knocking her unconscious.

Tommy, Adam, Lonnie, Debra, and Helen regain their composure to realize that the Thorn cult has escaped.  They look saddened by this news.  Fade out.

We cut to a few days later, back in Haddonfield.  Tommy Doyle is doing some studying in his room as Adam Travers walks through the door.

ADAM

Still trying to decipher the language for the next artifact?

TOMMY

Yes.  We may have lost this last round, but all we need is one victory to put a kink in their plans.

ADAM

Need some help?

TOMMY

Always.

Adam sits down next to Tommy and begins to help as we cut to the Elamb House, where Lonnie and Debra are seated on his porch, looking out at the streets.

DEBRA

Made any decisions on your future?

LONNIE

You know me.  One day at a time.

DEBRA

Lonnie, you’ve raised some concerns for me and for the others.  You seem a little discontent with the life you’re living.

LONNIE

Debbie, when I figure out what I want to do, you’ll be the first to know.  Okay?

DEBRA

Okay.  Just please make the decision for you and not for anyone else.  Okay?

LONNIE

Don’t I always?

DEBRA

That’s the accepted explanation.  But I know you, Lonnie.  Sometimes, your actions and decisions are pretty selfless.  Don’t think we haven’t noticed that.  It’s high time you did something for yourself.

Lonnie just sits as a car pulls up into the driveway with Helen behind the wheel.  Debra stands, grabbing her purse.

DEBRA

I guess I’d better go.  If you need to talk, you know where to find me.

LONNIE

I know.

Debra nods her head and exits as Helen walks up to the porch.  They wave at each other as Helen comes up on the porch, causing Lonnie to stand.

LONNIE

I assume you’re here to see Josh?

HELEN

Yeah.  Is he home?

LONNIE

I’ll go find him.

Helen nods her thanks as Lonnie goes into the house.  A few seconds later, Josh Jamison coems out onto the porch, smiling as he sees Helen.

JOSH

Helen, I heard you were home.

HELEN

Yeah.  I’m sorry I didn’t come by sooner.  I was just, like you said, a little scared that you wouldn’t want to see me.

JOSH

Of course I’d want to see you.

HELEN

I’m sorry.

JOSH

For what?

HELEN

For getting scared.  It’s time to face my fears.

Helen walks forward and kisses Josh, who holds her in his arms and pulls her towards him.  As the sun sets in the distance, the camera pulls up over the scene.  FADE TO BLACK as the credits roll.
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
