Halloween: The Series

Episode 5.10: House of the Dragon


We open on a shot of a large Buddhist temple with a range of mountains and a foggy mist surrounding the hilltops.  Caption:  Okinawa, Japan.  The temple stands tall over the scene, tons of stone steps leading up the entrance of the large structure with several cone-like buildings at each edge of the property.  Several Buddhist statues and pictures of dragons are positioned over the scene of the hillside of the mountains.  Inside, a Buddhist monk named Masaki Kobayashi with a shaved head wearing a brown robe sits meditating in front of a Buddha statue with candles lighting the room.  As he sits there, the sound of wings flapping are heard, followed by several white doves flying in through the opening door behind him.  Kobayashi’s eyes snap open as figures can be seen moving around in the background.

KOBAYSHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

I know you are here.  I can sense it.

Kobayashi turns and for the first time, we see the figures surrounding the room.  Around 8 men, clothed in solid black guis, black boots, and armed with long samurai swords are surrounding Kobayshi.  They are ninjas, obvious by their black ninja masks which cover their entire face except for their eyes.  The lead ninja has a Thorn symbol on his gui, as well as a Japanese circle.  He motions the other ninjas towards Kobayashi.  Kobayashi crouches down into tiger position, ready for a fight.

One ninja charges him, but Kobayashi spins with a kick to his chest.  Another ninja swings, but Kobayshi performs a two-handed block before kicking another charging ninja and lunging forward with a chop to the swinging ninja’s throat.  Another ninja flips forward, landing on his feet and swinging forward with a roundhouse kick.  Kobayshi ducks underneath it before running up the wall and leaping sideways with a spinning roundhouse kick, dropping that ninja to the ground.  Ninja #5 takes out some nun chucks and starts swinging them around in a swift fashion, walking forward and swinging them at Kobayashi.

Kobayshi dodges one, then another side blow before grabbing a curtain off the wall.  He turns and catches the next swing of the nun chucks with the curtains, slinging the ninja forward into the wall.  Kobayashi kicks upwards, breaking the arm of ninja #5 as ninja #6 takes out a throwing star and throws it through the air.  Kobayshi uses the curtain to pull Ninja #5 in his path, causing the throwing star to embed itself into the ninja’s back.  Kobayashi shoves Ninja #5 into Ninja #6, leaping into the air and kicking Ninja #6 in the head, dropping him to the ground.  Ninja #7 charges, but is hit with a vicious forward right punch to the throat, causing him to gain air as he falls to the ground with a thud.

Kobayashi turns as The Thorn Ninja takes a step forward, taking out his samurai sword.  Their eyes lock as Kobayashi gets in the tiger stance.

KOBAYASHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

You dishonor your whole way of life.

THORN NINJA

(Japanese, subtitled)

Where is the map to the jewels?

KOBAYASHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

You will disrupt the balance of nature if you disturb them.

The Thorn Ninja lunges forward with the samurai sword as Kobayashi ducks underneath the swing.  The Thorn Ninja swings back and Kobayashi dodges that, too.  The Thorn Ninja swings forward again, but Kobayashi dodges the blow before spinning around and sweeping the legs of the Thorn Ninja.  The Thorn Ninja jumps, dodging the sweep.  He swings down at Kobayashi, who blocks him at the wrist, kicking up into the Thorn Ninja’s face, staggering him back.  Kobayashi kips up and swings with a forward right.  The Thorn Ninja swings forward with the sword, slicing Kobayashi’s right arm off as he swings.  Kobayashi screams as blood pours from his former arm.  Kobayashi falls to his knees as The Thorn Ninja stands over him, ready to strike.

THORN NINJA

(Japanese, subtitled)

Where is the map?

KOBAYSHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

You’ll never get it from me.

The Thorn Ninja slices downwards, killing Kobayashi by slicing his head into two pieces.  Kobayashi’s body falls to the floor in a bloody heap.  ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play…  The title card appears reading:
HALLOWEEN: the series
The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Johnny Depp as LONNIE ELAMB

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

With

Colin Baker as ADAM TRAVERS

Special Guest Stars
Qi Shu as Keiko Tanaka

And

Sonny Chiba as Kensuke Tanaka

We fade in on a shot of Okinawa, Japan, where a large Buddhist temple is resting on top of a mountain.  The sky is a surreal shade of dark blue as sinister clouds swirl over the temple, which has a long brown stone stairway that leads to the top of it.  The wind is blowing like crazy as Helen Jacobs comes walking towards the temple, looking extremely lost.  Helen looks up and sees a figure standing at the top of the steps: The Thorn Ninja.  He stands there with his arms crossed, not moving as Helen takes a few paces up the steps.  Helen suddenly begins to levitate upwards.  The Thorn Ninja stares at her as the wind blows.  Helen looks intense.

HELEN

Where are the tide jewels?!

THORN NINJA

The jewels rest in the mouth of the dragon.

Suddenly, a huge dragon erupts from the temple behind him, sending bricks flying in all directions.  Helen looks panicked as the dragon roars, breathing out a wall of fire.  Helen shakes her head as jewels can be seen shining in the dragon’s mouth.

THORN NINJA

Follow the rising sun and you will find your way.

The dragon roars and lunges down, swallowing the Thorn Ninja whole as—


Helen awakes with a fright in the back of a car as they drive through a peaceful village in Okinawa.  Villagers are walking through the streets going on about their business as Tommy drives their car trough the streets.  Tommy is looking intense, troubled almost as he drives silently along.  Behind him, Dr. Debra Loomis is walking sitting with Lonnie Elamb.  In the front passenger seat is Adam Travers, who is looking into the rearview mirror at Helen.

ADAM

Have another dream, did we?

HELEN

Yeah.  This one was just as weird as the rest.  How far away are we from Mr. Tanaka’s house?

LONNIE

We’ll be there within minutes.

DEBRA

So, Lonnie, you learned your karate skills from Mr. Tanaka, but how did you meet him if he’s lived here all of his life?

LONNIE

He hasn’t lived here all of his life.  He has a dojo in Chicago where he lived for the majority of my time I spent there.  It’s a rough city.  I had to learn how to take care of myself.  It seemed like a good place.  Mr. Tanaka is a good man and taught me a lot.  He moved back here when his father died a couple of years back to take over the family business.

DEBRA

Teaching karate?

LONNIE

Yes.  He’s considered one of the greats in the field.

DEBRA

I can’t wait to meet him.

HELEN

So, the stuff you’ve taught Josh pretty much originates here?

LONNIE

Pretty much.

HELEN

He’ll be sad he missed it.

TOMMY

No offense, guys, but we are not here to learn about the culture.  The Book of Ages says that the next item that Thorn will go after are The Tide Jewels.

LONNIE

You know what, Doyle?  I don’t care.

TOMMY

Why not?

LONNIE

Because my undies aren’t twisting up my butt like yours are.  Everything isn’t life or death with me.  Yeah, I want to find the jewels before Thorn does, but if I happen to appreciate the Japanese culture along the way, well, that’s a bonus.

ADAM

Please.  Let’s just find Mr. Tanaka’s home and quit with the bickering.

TOMMY

I’m sorry, Adam.  I just think we need to stay focused.

LONNIE

(sighs impatiently)

The house is up around the corner and up the hill.

They all continue walking as we cut to a large Japanese estate, with bridges and fountains, dragon statues, etc.  Inside one of the extensions of the house (a training dojo), Kensuke Tanaka (an older Japanese man) is hitting a wooden dummy in front of him with several forward punches.  Lonnie, Tommy, Debra, Adam, and Helen appear in the doorway.  Lonnie smirks.

LONNIE

You couldn’t whip an old lady in a wheelchair.

Tanaka turns at the sound of his voice.  Tanaka smiles when he sees Lonnie.

TANAKA

Ah, Lonnie Elamb.  My prize student.  I thought someone would have killed you by now in America.

LONNIE

They try all the time, but you taught me well.

TANAKA

Come in, come in!

LONNIE

Take your shoes off, everyone.  It’s part of their culture.

DEBRA

Thanks, because we were all back here sucking our thumbs and being total idiots.

LONNIE

I figured as much.

They all take off their shoes before walking into the room.  Lonnie bows at Tanaka, who bows at all of them.  They all bow in return.
TANAKA

Who are all of your friends?

LONNIE

This is Debra Loomis, the woman I’ve written you about…the one who stalks me religiously.

DEBRA

Hi, Mr. Tanaka, and I do not.

TANAKA

One could only hope to be followed by such beauty.

DEBRA

I like you already.

LONNIE

These guys are Tommy, Adam, and Helen.  I picked them up off the street where they were begging for food.  Helen even propositioned me.

HELEN

You wish.

TANAKA

I welcome you all into my home.  Keiko has been preparing the rooms all day for your arrival.

LONNIE

Keiko’s here?

TANAKA

Yes.  My daughter has been very excited ever since she heard you were coming.

TOMMY

Mr. Tanaka, is there any way you can tell me where the nearest place would be to rent a boat?

TANAKA

You’re in luck.  I own a boat that I will gladly let you use.

TOMMY

Are you sure?

TANAKA

Anything for the best student I’ve ever had.  Come.  I will show you to the house.

Tanaka leads them out of the dojo as Debra walks over next to Lonnie as they stroll towards the large home across a bridge over a pond with Tommy, Adam, and Helen behind them.

DEBRA

Who’s Keiko?

LONNIE

Tanaka’s daughter.  She always had a crush on me.

DEBRA

Which usually means that you tried to nail her and she denied you.

LONNIE

Would it kill you to one time think of me in a positive light?  No, she did have a crush on me.  The only problem was that she was 12 years old and I was 18.  A six-year age difference.  I used to break the law, but I had to draw the line somewhere.

DEBRA

Ah, so it was like a brother-sister relationship.

LONNIE

Tanaka was like a father to me, so I guess in some ways, it was.

DEBRA

Curtis wasn’t around much in those days, huh?

LONNIE

Curtis wasn’t around for much.  Tanaka knew that.  I think that’s why he spent so much time with me in Chicago.  Plus, my dad shelled out the money for the lessons to keep me busy and out of his hair.

DEBRA

Mr. Tanaka seems like a good man.

LONNIE

He’s the father Curtis should have been.

Lonnie and Debra keep walking as Tommy walks up, reading from the pages of the Book of Ages as Adam and Helen listen.

TOMMY

The next artifact is any one of the Tide Jewels.

HELEN

Cool.  Jewelry.

TOMMY

Not for us to wear, Helen.  The Tide Jewels are Japanese mythical artifacts that are thought to rest in Ryujin, the Dragon King’s Palace.

ADAM

Isn’t that located in the ocean somewhere?

TOMMY

It is believed to be located at the bottom of the ocean just off the coast of Okinawa, which is our current location.  It is made of red and white coral and guarded by dragons.  It has four sides, each representing the four seasons: winter, summer spring, and autumn.  Each portion of that part of the palace is said to be inhabited by the weather patterns of which it represents.  In other words, in the Winter Hall, snow falls year-round, etcetera.

HELEN

In the ocean?  How can you have snow in the ocean?

TOMMY

We’ve seen weirder things.  There’s one last strange side effect of this palace.

ADAM

What’s that?

TOMMY

One day inside the palace is like one hundred years on earth.

HELEN

So, we could go into the palace and come back out, only to find us a hundred years in the future?

TOMMY

That’s what the legend says.

HELEN

How are we going to get the Tide Jewels without letting time pass us by?

TOMMY

I don’t know.  I haven’t figured that out yet.  Let’s just get settled in our room and think about that later.

They continue walking.  We cut to inside the house, where Kensuke Tanaka opens a bedroom door.  Inside, Keiko Tanaka is standing with a tray of tea, along with a servant, Hiroshi Ito.  Keiko is quite beautiful with bunned-up black hair and olive skin.  She smiles as Lonnie and Debra enter the room.  Keiko bows as Lonnie sees her and smiles, bowing at her himself.

KEIKO

I have been looking forward to your arrival, Lonnie.

LONNIE

It’s good to see you again, Keiko.

KEIKO

Won’t you have some tea?

LONNIE

Of course.

TANAKA

Dr. Loomis, Mr. Ito will show you to your room.

ITO

Come with me, ma’am.

LONNIE

See ya, Debbie.

Debra looks at Keiko with a tinge of jealousy before following Ito out the door.  Tanaka smiles at Lonnie and Keiko, inching towards the door.

TANAKA

I will make sure that dinner is ready.  You should get reacquainted.

Tanaka turns and exits.  Lonnie smiles at Keiko as he takes a sip of tea.

LONNIE

Tea’s not really my thing, but I always remember being fond of the Tanaka family recipe.

KEIKO

You like?

LONNIE

Yes, it’s very good.  And look at you, all grown up.  Last time I saw you, you were barely up to my waist in height.

KEIKO

I have grown.

LONNIE

I’ve noticed.

KEIKO

(setting the tray down)

How long will you be staying?

LONNIE

Probably just a couple of days.

KEIKO

I will be preparing your dinner tonight.  I hope you will enjoy.  It is very good to see you again, Lonnie.  My father and I have both missed your company.

LONNIE

I’ve missed you, too.

KEIKO

I will let you get settled and I will see you at dinner.

Lonnie looks at her eyes and they seem to lock for a second.

LONNIE

Dinner it is.

Keiko bows and exits as Lonnie watches her leave with a smile.  We cut to the dining room, where several servants are busily preparing the table for a meal.  Kensuke Tanaka enters as Tommy Doyle walks in from the other room.

TOMMY

Mr. Tanaka, are you familiar with the Dragon King’s Palace?

TANAKA

Ryujin?

TOMMY

Yes.  That’s it.  Do you know the precise area where it’s fabled to be resting?

TANAKA

Ah, Mr. Doyle.  The Ryujin is a an old Japanese myth.  It could not possibly really exist.

TOMMY

But I believe it does.  I believe it to be right off the coast here in Okinawa.

TANAKA

If it rests nearby, why would it not have been found by now?

TOMMY

Because everyone thought it was a myth?

Hiroshi Ito walks in from another room carrying an envelope.  Ito hands the envelope over to Tanaka and bows.

ITO

This package was delivered to you just a minute ago, Mr. Tanaka.

TANAKA

Thank you, Ito.

ITO

Yes, sir.

Ito unwraps the package and looks at the contents.  Inside is a folded up piece of paper.  Tanaka reads it.  Tanaka looks up at Tommy with a disturbed look.

TANAKA

Please.  Excuse me.

TOMMY

Yes, sir.

Tommy watches as Tanaka and Ito walk over into the other room.  Tommy watches and listens to their conversation.  They exchange some words in Japanese that neither Tommy nor the audience would understand unless they are Japanese themselves.  Tanaka looks disturbed as he quickly walks back over to Tommy and bows.

TANAKA

I am sorry, Mr. Doyle.  I had a close friend that was killed just the other day.  Things have been very tense around here.

TOMMY

I’m sorry.

TANAKA

(holding up the envelope)

Strange.  Mr. Kobayashi mailed me this letter before he died.  Sounds as if he knew he was in trouble.  It just saddens me to know that I could have helped him before this happened.

TOMMY

We can’t always help the ones we care about.  Sometimes, things are just out of our control.

TANAKA

You sound as if you have experienced loss.

TOMMY

Haven’t we all?

TANAKA

(nodding)

Dinner will start soon.  I hope you will all join us.

Tanaka bows to Tommy and exits as we cut to later that night, where dinner is being served in the dining hall.  Tommy, Debra, Lonnie, Helen, Adam, and Tanaka all sit on the floor in front of a small table as several servants are ushering in food and drinks.  All but Tommy are  laughing at something as Lonnie is shaking his head.  Tommy is staring out into the property, where several large trees stand erect in the garden.

TANAKA

And then Lonnie gets up off the ground and says, “I took a dive...just to make you look good”.

LONNIE

I had to say something.  Don’t let the old guy fool you.  He kicked my ass several times and embarrassed me repeatedly.

ADAM

You never learned when to keep your mouth quiet.

TANAKA

I tried to teach that, but he had spirit.  Never gave up.  It is quite honorable.

Tommy looks up intensely as he stares over at Lonnie.

TOMMY

Can we stop reminiscing and talk about why we’re here?

LONNIE

(looking up at Tommy with annoyance)

We could, but it would be rude to accept Mr. Tanaka’s hospitality and then not talk to him, don’t you think?

TOMMY

We’re on a tight schedule.  This conversation is over and we need to begin discussing tomorrow’s expedition.

LONNIE

With all due respect, you’re in another man’s home.  Don’t start breaking out your leader badge until you’re sure all the troops have got your back.

Everyone starts looking uncomfortable as Tommy and Lonnie stare intensely at each other across the table.

TOMMY

Someone has to be the leader around here or there would be no focus on the matters at hand.

LONNIE

I’m glad you’ve taken up the habit of speaking for everyone.  I, however, have issue with being told what to do.  The characteristics of a good leader include people following, not being ordered to follow.  Maybe you want to talk about our dive into the ocean tomorrow, but I want to enjoy the company of my good friend that I haven’t seen in a good, long while.  If you think that because you’re obsessed with this book that I’m going to forget about life, you’re seriously deluding yourself.

TOMMY

Lonnie, lately, we’ve been having to force you along on our quest.  I’m tired of dragging around dead weight.  If you don’t want to help, don’t.  I survived my teenage in years in spite of you and I will survive them well past the time I know you.

TANAKA

It’s okay, Lonnie.  Your friend came here for a very specific reason.  It is only my pleasure to step out of the way so that he can complete his mission.

LONNIE

No, it’s not okay, Kensuke.  Tommy thinks he can control all of us, right down to the dinner conversation.  It’s growing tiresome.

Lonnie stands, wiping his mouth as he throws his napkin on the table.

LONNIE

So, feed your obsession, Doyle, but there’s more to life than this 24 hour-a-day quest.  I’m going for a walk to take it easy before tomorrow.

Lonnie turns and walks out of the house, slamming the door behind him.  Everyone sits in silence for a few seconds.

HELEN

This rice is perfect.  Good stuff, Mr. Tanaka.

Tanaka smiles as Helen is obviously trying to ease the tension.  We cut to the garden, where Lonnie is walking through the estate.  Statues of dragons, large fountains, wooden bridges, etc. are the décor for the land as Lonnie glances across to the dojo where Keiko Tanaka has set her own table for dinner.  Keiko is inside with candles burning as she is sitting in front of a statue of Buddha.  Lonnie enters the dojo and smiles.  Keiko looks up at him with a smile.

LONNIE

What are you doing all by yourself out here?

KEIKO

Just doing a little meditating.

LONNIE

You missed a great meal.

KEIKO

I cooked it.  Remember?

LONNIE

Right.  I thought that meant you would eat with us.

KEIKO

I did not want to impose on my father’s reunion with his prize student.

LONNIE

That’s okay.  Doyle imposed for you.

KEIKO

Is dinner over already?

LONNIE

It is for me.

KEIKO

I sense hostility.  Anger even.

LONNIE

Doyle pisses me off sometimes.

KEIKO

You know that anger leads to recklessness.  Why don’t you have peace?

LONNIE

A lot has happened in my life since the last time you saw me, Keiko.   Lots of bad things.

Lonnie turns and looks out into the mountainous regions behind the home with a far-off look.  He sighs.

LONNIE

I just don’t know where I belong anymore.  I’ve kinda lost my place in the world.

KEIKO

Let me show you a place I go when I lose focus.  Come with me.

Keiko smiles and takes Lonnie’s hand, leading him away from the house and dojo.  We cut to inside the house, where Tommy, Debra, Helen, Adam, and Tanaka sit.

ADAM

I assure you, Mr. Tanaka, that we are very gracious for you giving us a place to stay, despite the rudeness that appeared to say differently.

TOMMY

Lonnie can go overboard sometimes.

ADAM

Oh, but I was talking about you, Tommy.

Tommy looks at Adam with shock.  Debra smirks as Helen eats more rice.

HELEN

Really good food, Mr. Tanaka.  Really good.

TOMMY

Adam, I didn’t mean to sound ungrateful—

ADAM

You bloody well did, Tommy.  You did everything Lonnie said you did and more.  What’s worse is that you decided to speak for the team without our consent.  Lonnie probably thinks that we’re all against him right now.  But, I’m just so enamored with the fact that you believe that without you, we would run around like mindless zombies unable to fathom our next move, that I am too stunned to go after him.

TOMMY

He’s not serious about our mission.  I didn’t mean to imply—

DEBRA

But you did imply it, didn’t you?  I remember a couple of years ago, you shut everyone out and Lonnie and I carried the ball.  You were shut up in your house not caring about the world and we did just fine.  We appreciate you as our appointed leader, Tommy, but don’t for one second think that we couldn’t survive without you in charge.  We’ve done it before and if necessary, we could do it again.

Tommy looks angry, throwing down his napkin and standing.

TOMMY

I’m sorry.  I didn’t mean it that way.  We’ll come up with a plan in the morning.  Good night.

Tommy turns and exits the room as Helen takes another bite of rice, looking at Mr. Tanaka.

HELEN

Is there a certain spice you put in this to spruce it up?  Because this is good stuff, I tell ya.

TANAKA

Thank you.  I am sorry I caused tension.  I trust you are all comfortable with your sleeping arrangements.

DEBRA

Yes.  Thank you.

TANAKA

I will see you in the morning.

Kensuke gets up and bows before exiting the room.  Adam and Debra shake their heads.

DEBRA

I feel horrible.  He’s been so nice to us.

ADAM

I know.

HELEN

We’ll get him a gift or something before we leave.

They all nod in agreement as we cut to a Buddhist temple in the mountains, where Lonnie and Keiko are walking slowly up a huge staircase as the clouds and fog swirl around them.  Lonnie looks at the huge building as they enter, seeing torches line the hallways.  Several robed monks are sitting up by the front meditating as Lonnie and Keiko enter.  The monks stand and exit the room as Keiko leads Lonnie through the room.  Large statues, bright colors, and dragon art line the room.  Keiko gets down on her knees and holds out her hands, palms up.

KEIKO

Please.  Join me.

LONNIE

But I’m not into this whole Buddhism thing.  I’m Catholic.

KEIKO

No matter.  Join me.

Lonnie shrugs and has a seat, imitating her as he holds out his hands.

KEIKO

Take deep breaths and try to release all tension.

Lonnie does as she tells him.

KEIKO

Breathe in, breathe out.

Lonnie sits silently as Keiko sits silently beside him.  She opens her eyes.

KEIKO

Peace is the first step towards enlightenment.  First, you must put aside your negative thoughts.  Everything that causes you stress, makes you sad, or is a burden on your soul must be unloaded.  What is it that weighs on you?

LONNIE

Lots of things.  My sister Sami died, Keiko, a few years ago.  A year later, my father was murdered in a very similar way.

KEIKO

Can you change these things that have already happened?

LONNIE

No.  They’re gone.

KEIKO

Then let them rest with the dust.  Unburden your soul.

LONNIE

I swore out vengeance on those that killed them.  I’ve been on a quest to find them.

KEIKO

Have you succeeded?

LONNIE

Yes, and no.  I feel like I’m just coasting by, that no matter how long I search, I’ll never get back what I had before.

KEIKO

Then why do you continue to search?

LONNIE

I don’t know.

KEIKO

My father taught us that anger is never the path towards enlightenment.  Only through peace and acceptance can we grow into the next level.

A tear drops out of Lonnie’s eye.

LONNIE

How do I find that peace, Keiko?

KEIKO

It’s not about exacting revenge on the ones who broke you.  It’s about repairing yourself and getting back the pieces that made you what you were.  Anger only directs you away from this goal and breaks the pieces even further.  You are like the dragon.

LONNIE

What do you mean?

KEIKO

In our culture, the dragon had a tendency to travel.  The farther it traveled, the more toes it grew.  Sooner or later, the dragon would grow too many toes and could travel no longer.

LONNIE

How did you become so wise in so little time?

KEIKO

I, too, have lost family.  My mother came here from China to marry my father.  Being Chinese was not a favorable trait in their days.  When she was killed here by some angry Japanese purists, I was very angry.  I wanted revenge, too.  But, lucky for me, I had a wise father and he taught me to find peace.  Come.  We practice the basic kata.

Keiko stands and extends her hand for Lonnie, who takes it as she helps him up.  He smiles as they look at each other.

LONNIE

Katas.  They used to be a pain in my ass when I’d have to learn them.

KEIKO

Remember first kata?

LONNIE

Like the back of my hand.

Keiko and Lonnie both drop down to tiger position unison, throwing a left block, followed by a forward right punch.  They spin around with a low right block, followed by a forward left punch.  They continue together in unison with a left side block, followed by a right high block, a left high block, and finally a right high block.  Keiko spins around, as does Lonnie, but in an opposite direction.  Lonnie and Keiko bump into each other and Lonnie grabs her to keep from falling.  They look into each other’s eyes.  Keiko smiles.

KEIKO

You turned the wrong way.

LONNIE

Did I?

Lonnie and Keiko stare into each other’s eyes, their faces drawing closer.  Lonnie grips her chin gently as he kisses her very softly.  Keiko runs her hands through his hair.  They pull apart briefly, both smiling.

KEIKO

I have wanted you to do that since I was a little girl.

LONNIE

You’re not a little girl anymore.

Lonnie leans over and kisses her again as we cut to the Tanaka home, where Tommy Doyle is standing out on a bridge overlooking the back yard pond while a dragon fountain sits in the middle.  Tommy looks upset.  Helen comes walking up beside him, looking sympathetically at him.

HELEN

I don’t hate you, Tommy.

TOMMY

Thanks, Helen.

Helen puts her head on Tommy’s shoulder.  He smirks as he gives her a quick hug.  Suddenly, several masked ninjas come storming quietly into the yard, led by the Thorn Ninja.  Tommy and Helen turn at the rustle of the grass and see the dark assassins moving like cats.  The Thorn Ninja withdraws his sword and swings it at them as he charges.

HELEN

Oh, my God!

Tommy shoves Helen out of the way while dodging the sword.  The Thorn Ninja does a spinning back kick to Tommy’s face, sending him back against the railing of the small bridge.  The Thorn Ninja swings the sword, slashing the railing before kicking Tommy in the chin with a forward kick.  Tommy goes through the railing and lands inside the pond water.  Helen screams as The Thorn Ninja puts his sword in his sheath.  The other ninjas charge the house.

THORN NINJA

Find the map!

The ninjas take out their swords and weapons, slashing the walls of the house as some of them kick in the doors.  Helen backs away from the Thorn Ninja as he flips forward, connecting with a kick to her chest.  Helen is sent to the ground in a heap as glass is heard breaking nearby as the ninjas destroy the house.  We cut to inside, where Adam is yanked out of bed by a ninja in shock.

ADAM

What in bloody hell?!

The ninja tosses him through the window, breaking the glass as he lands outside the house in a crumpled pile.  In Debra’s room, she turns at the sound of the breaking glass.  A ninja kicks open her door. Debra immediately blocks a right punch, followed by another block of a left punch.  Debra spins around with a back kick, which is blocked by the ninja.  Debra throws an elbow back into the face of the ninja, followed by a back right fist and a punch to the crotch.  Debra spins around a kicks the ninja in the face with a roundhouse, knocking him back into the hallway with a slide.  By the back door, The Thorn Ninja enters to see the ninja sliding across the floor.  Thorn Ninja looks up to see Debra charging out of her room.

DEBRA

Who are you people?!

Debra charges at The Thorn Ninja with a right hand.  The Thorn Ninja sidesteps it, swatting her arm away and giving her an elbow to the face.  He then whips out some nun chucks and swings them around wildly as Debra staggers.  He turns and swings them, causing Debra to dodge the chucks.  Debra spins around with another back kick, but the Thorn Ninja catches her leg as he spins around.  He nails her other leg with the chucks, causing her to fall to the ground with a thud.  Thorn Ninja wraps the chain from the chuck around Debra’s throat and yanks her up, slamming her into the wall.  He closes the chain around her throat, choking the life out of her.

THORN NINJA

Tell me where the map is and I won’t kill you!

DEBRA

(coughing)

I don’t know about any map!

THORN NINJA

Then you will die!

The Thorn Ninja swings forward, but his fist is caught by Kensuke Tanaka, who has entered the room.

TANAKA

(Japanese, subtitled)

How dare you enter my home and threaten my guests!

Tanaka shoves the Thorn Ninja’s hand back, causing him to drop Debra to the ground.  The ninjas begin to surround the room as Tanaka gets down in the tiger crouch.  Tanaka dodges a kick from a charging ninja, hitting him in the face with a quick backhand.  Tanaka turns and catches a charging ninja with a back kick the face.  Ninja #1 swings at him, but Tanaka blocks it with his forearm, quickly grabbing Ninja #1’s arm and twisting, causing a loud break to crackle.  Ninja #1 falls to the ground in pain as Ninja #2 swings at Tanaka with a right.  Tanaka steps back, dodging the blow before landing a kidney shot to Ninja #2.  Tanaka turns and catches Ninja #3 with a side kick to the chest before turning back to Ninja #2 and spinning around with a back kick.  Ninja #2 hits the ground with a thud.  Tanaka leaps into the air with a 360 spin and connects with Ninja #3’s face, sending him back to the ground.

TANAKA

Debra, get out of here!

Debra is still trying to catch her breath.  The Thorn Ninja lunges forward with a sidekick, but Tanaka dodges it.  Tanaka swings, but Thorn Ninja swats it away before swinging with a back elbow.  Tanaka blocks it with his left forearm while grabbing the right hand of the Ninja.  Tanaka runs his left hand up to the neck and yanks Thorn Ninja forward, causing him to flip through the air and land on his back with a thud.  Tanaka charges as Thorn Ninja kips up to his feet, swinging his leg back in a back kick.  Tanaka ducks under it, swinging with a right.  Thorn Ninja catches his arm, kicking Tanaka in the side quickly.  Tanaka jumps into the air and connects with a kick to Thorn Ninja’s face.  Thorn Ninja, spins around and sweeps the leg of Tanaka, causing him to fall.  Thorn Ninja swings down with a right, but Tanaka catches his fist, twisting his arm away from him before kipping up with his feet.  Thorn Ninja spins around once again, trying to sweep the leg, but Tanaka leaps over his sweep, connecting with a right kick to Thorn Ninja’s face.  Thorn Ninja rolls backwards, getting to his feet.

DEBRA

Mr. Tanaka, there’s too many of them!

THORN NINJA

Give us the map and we will go away.

The Thorn Ninja takes out a sword and swings it at Tanaka, who dodges it by leaning back.  Ninja swings again as Tanaka dodges.  The Thorn Ninja lunges forward, causing Tanaka to move and grab The Thorn Ninja’s wrists before planting an elbow into his face.  Thorn Ninja swings the sword back once again, cutting through some of Tanaka’s clothing.  Tanaka backs up to the wall and dodges another sword lunge by The Thorn Ninja.  The sword embeds itself into the wall as Tanaka swings with a left.  Thorn Ninja blocks it with his forearm before hitting Tanaka with a quick right back jab.  The Thorn Ninja then leaps upwards, connecting with a jumping back crescent kick.  Tanaka falls back to the ground as The Thorn Ninja removes his sword from the wall and turns.  Tanaka flips backwards to his feet as The Thorn Ninja charges with a swinging sword.  Tanaka grabs a sword off the wall and blocks the swing, causing a loud clanking of metal.  Tanaka quickly slices upwards, ripping the mask of the Thorn ninja in half.  As the mask splits down the middle, the man’s face is revealed as Hiroshi Ito, Tanaka’s servant.  Tanaka looks into the eyes of Horoshi and his eyes widen in surprise.

TANAKA

(Japanese, subtitled)

It is you!  My friend!  You have betrayed me!

HIROSHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

We were never friends!

Hiroshi swings the sword again, but it blocked by Tanaka.  They engage in a word battle, where several clanks of the sword echo over the scene.  Their battle escalates across the room as both avoid the blades of the other.  Hiroshi swings the sword, but Tanaka blocks the blow before sweeping the leg of Hiroshi.  Hiroshi does a back flip before leaping up and connecting with a jumping round house to Tanaka’s face.  Tanaka is sent flying through the windows, breaking the frame as he lands on the decks lining the house.  We cut to the hills of Okinawa, where Lonnie and Keiko are emerging from the woods surrounding the property.  Lonnie looks up ahead and sees chaos on the property.  Tommy is being beaten by two ninjas while Helen is being restrained by the bridge.  Keiko looks alarmed.

KEIKO

What is this?!

LONNIE

Stay here!


Lonnie takes off charging down the wooden deck.  By the window, Hiroshi leaps through the broken area, landing above Tanaka.  Tanaka is barely able to move as Hiroshi reaches down into Tanaka’s robe, removing the letter he had received earlier.  Hiroshi pockets it, looking down at Tanaka.

HIROSHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

All you had to do was cooperate.

TANAKA

(Japanese, subtitled)

I prefer to keep my honor.

At the bridge, Lonnie leaps over the railing.  He kicks the ninja holding Helen in the face, driving him back into the water.  Lonnie then spins around, catching another ninja with a spinning back kick to the stomach.  Lonnie rolls sideways over the back of the crouching ninja and catches the third ninja with a vicious kick to the face.  Lonnie then grabs Ninja #3’s head and shoves him forward into Ninja #2.  The two ninjas fall into the pond as Lonnie catches Tommy and keeps him from falling.

LONNIE

What the hell is going on?!

KEIKO

(Japanese, subtitled, o/s)

Father!

Lonnie and Tommy turn as Keiko is running towards Hiroshi, who has Tanaka pinned on the ground.  Hiroshi raises his sword.

LONNIE

Keiko!

Lonnie turns and takes off after her.  Keiko does a somersault flip onto the bridge next to them.  Keiko hits Hiroshi with a spinning back kick.  Hiroshi staggers backwards as Keiko swings with a series of rights and lefts, all of which Hiroshi blocks.  Hiroshi swings the sword at her, but she dodges it.  He swings again and she dodges it while backing up.  Hiroshi swings it again, but Keiko swats his hands away, connecting with a right hand to Hiroshi’s face.  Hiroshi spins around with a back kick to Keiko’s face.  Keiko is sent into the walls, ripping a hole in the fabrics as she falls to the ground.  Hiroshi raises the sword and prepares to strike, but Lonnie kicks Hiroshi from behind, sending him off balance.  Hiroshi swings the sword at Lonnie sideways, but Lonnie leaps over it before connecting with a right hand into Hiroshi’s kidney and then a left to the jaw.  Hiroshi swings the sword again, but Lonnie ducks underneath it.  Hiroshi spins in the air, connecting with a 360 sidekick to Lonnie’s jaw.  Lonnie flies off of the balcony and to the grass below with a thud.  Hiroshi turns with his sword and lunges at Keiko, but Tanaka leaps in front of her from seemingly nowhere.  The sword cuts into him through his chest and out the back of his body.  Tanaka howls in pain.

KEIKO

Father!

Hiroshi removes the sword as Tanaka falls to the ground.  Keiko hovers over him as Tanaka moans in pain.

HIROSHI

(Japanese, subtitled)

We have what we came for!  Let’s go!

Hiroshi throws something on the ground and smoke begins to fill the air.  Lonnie crawls onto the deck as the mist begins to disappear.  Tanaka is barely breathing as Lonnie and Keiko hover over him.  As the smoke/mist clear up, all of the ninjas have disappeared.  Lonnie and Keiko begin to panic.  Keiko grabs Tanaka and holds him in her arms.

KEIKO

Father!  Are you okay?!

TANAKA

I think my time has come.  Lonnie...

LONNIE

Don’t start, Master Tanaka.  You’re not going anywhere.  Stay with us.

TANAKA

He betrayed me...betrayed...

Tanaka’s eyes close and he dies in Keiko’s arms.  Keiko begins to cry as Lonnie’s eyes fill with tears.  Lonnie closes his eyes as a tear falls down his cheek.  Keiko buries her head in her father’s chest as Helen, Tommy, Adam, and Debra walk in from their respective locations.  They all look very grim as Lonnie comforts a crying Keiko over Tanaka’s body.  We cut to a little later at night, as Japanese police are there cleaning up the crime scene.  Lonnie is standing on one of the small bridges, staring out at the fountain in the pond.  Tears are in his eyes as Debra walks up beside him, putting her hand on his back in comfort.

DEBRA

The police just took his body away.  How are you feeling?

LONNIE

I’m feeling like every step I take along the way gets someone else I know killed.

DEBRA

That’s a strange reaction from you.  You’re usually so full of...

LONNIE

Vengeance?  If there’s one positive thing to come out of this trip, it’s getting reconnected with everything Tanaka taught me.  The style of karate that he teaches is called Wado Ryu.  You know what that means?

DEBRA

Not really.  I mean, I studied self-defense, but never the history behind it.

LONNIE

It means “way of peace”.  He taught me that anger is not the way to enlightenment.  Keiko reminded me of that tonight.  I’m usually vengeful, but I’m not going to get revenge this time.  Let’s just get a good night’s sleep and wake up in the morning to find those jewels so that we can go home to leave Master Tanaka to his own form of peace.

Lonnie turns and exits the scene as Debra watches him with confusion.  Tommy walks over to Debra with concern.

TOMMY

Is he doing okay?

DEBRA

Actually, yeah.  He’s doing better than usual.

TOMMY

Good.  Get some rest.  We leave at sunrise.

DEBRA

How do we know where the jewels are?

TOMMY

Helen had a dream.  She doesn’t know directions per se, but she thinks that once we get to the boat, she’ll be able to steer us in a direction.

DEBRA

Okay.  I’ll see you at sunrise.

TOMMY

Good night.

Tommy exits as we cut to inside the house, where Keiko is sitting on her knees staring meditating by some candles as her door opens.  Lonnie walks in and walks over next to her, getting down on his knees beside her.  Keiko opens her eyes and looks over at Lonnie.  She reaches over and grabs his hand.  Lonnie looks at her with sorrow.

LONNIE

I can’t tell you how sorry I am.

KEIKO

I know you loved my father just as much as I did.

LONNIE

He was the best man I ever knew.  What are you going to do about the house?

KEIKO

I don’t want to think about that tonight.

Keiko reaches up and removes the chopsticks from her hair, allowing her long, dark hair to fall down to her shoulders.  She looks Lonnie in the eyes.

KEIKO

I want to be with you tonight.  It is the only comfort I wish to have.

Keiko and Lonnie kiss.  Lonnie grips her face in his hands as they begin to get passionate.  Keiko leans back, pulling Lonnie on top of her.  They continue to kiss as we cut to the next morning where Tommy and Helen are loading up the car to leave.  The sun is starting to rise over the landscape.

TOMMY

Are you sure that you can lead us in the right direction?

HELEN

Somehow, I just know which direction to go.

TOMMY

Good enough for me.

Debra and Adam come walking out from the house, carrying a cooler with some food and some other necessities for the trip.

DEBRA

Are we ready to go?

TOMMY

The only one we’re missing is Lonnie...and I got the feeling from the noises in the next room that he was up pretty late.

DEBRA

What do you mean?

ADAM

I think we all know what he means.

Debra has a look of sadness on her face.  Lonnie and Keiko both come walking out of the house, carrying some more supplies.

LONNIE

Keiko’s gonna take us to the boat.

KEIKO

My father wanted you to use it.  I will take you as far as you like.

DEBRA

Yeah, I guess you’ve already proven that.

Lonnie gives Debra a cold look as Tommy shakes his head.  Keiko looks uncomfortable.

TOMMY

Thank you, Keiko.

Lonnie walks past Debra and loads up his belongings as we cut to the boat, which is out in the ocean.  The waves crash against the sides of the boat as Keiko and Lonnie sit on the top of it with Debra and Adam seated inside the cabin while Tommy and Helen are perched at the front.

TOMMY

Helen, we could follow the sun all day, but we’ll never reach it.

HELEN

That’s what the ninja said in my dream.  “Follow the rising sun and you will find your way”.

TOMMY

What’s that up ahead?

Tommy takes out some binoculars and looks through them.  Through his POV, we see a rock formation ahead emerging from the ocean.  The rocks are shaped like a dragon’s head.  Tommy looks at Helen, who smiles.

HELEN

“The jewels rest in the mouth of the dragon”.

TOMMY

This is where we get off.

We cut to a few minutes later, as the boat is now docked by the rock formation.  Tommy, Helen, Lonnie, Keiko, Adam, and Debra are standing on the rocks.  Lonnie leaps up onto the mouth of the dragon, peering down into the caves that rest inside.  It is immersed in seawater.  Lonnie turns to the others.

LONNIE

We’ve got to dive.

SPLASH!  The six of them, now dressed in wet suits and scuba gear, have jumped into the water and begin swimming their way through the blue waters in a downward motion.  As the six of them continue to swim, they see ahead a world beneath the sea.  Surrounded by a bubble that seemingly keeps the water out, there is a palace.  Tommy is the first to reach the bubble and easily slips through the barrier, taking no water with him.  The other five follow and soon they all find themselves facing a large castle before them.  The castle is large and broad.  It looks similar to a Buddhist temple and has a bonsai tree rooted in front of it.  However, more amazing is the fact that the entrances to the side of the castle have different weather patterns.  On one side, it is snowing.  On the other, it is raining as the flowers bloom.  Lonnie and the others slip out of their wet suits to reveal their regular clothes underneath.

LONNIE

This is so cool.

KEIKO

This isn’t possible.

ADAM

It’s beautiful.

HELEN

We’re here.  How do we find the jewels and not lose a hundred years of our lives?

KEIKO

We cannot go into the palace.  Removing the tide jewels would disturb the flows of the ocean and we could destroy mankind.

TOMMY

What if we remove just one and leave the rest?

KEIKO

I don’t know.

Suddenly, the roar of a dragon is heard.  Everyone tenses up as a dragon flies out of the palace and lands with a thud in front of them.  It snorts, smoke coming from its nostrils as it roars at them again.  The gang backs away, looking full of fear.

LONNIE

No big deal.  We’ve killed a dragon before.

KEIKO

Not like this.

Keiko reaches down into a bag that they towed with them and removes a sword, crouching down into a fighting stance.  The dragon roars and bites downwards at her.  Keiko rolls backwards, avoiding the dragon as it hits the ground.  Lonnie leaps into action, jumping onto the dragon’s neck and riding it as it comes back up.

TOMMY

Let’s get him!

Tommy takes a knife from an ankle sheath and charges towards the dragon as Lonnie is sent flying through the air and lands in the snow nearby.  Tommy throws the knife.  It twirls through the air and hits the dragon in the side.  The dragon roars and shoots a huge wall of fire at Tommy.  Adam leaps over and tackles Tommy to the ground as the fire just misses.  The dragon swats at Helen, knocking her through the air and into the rainy side of the Dragon’s Palace.

DEBRA

Helen!

Debra dodges the dragon’s breath as it shoots fire at her, too.  Keiko does a few flips forward before spring boarding through the air.  She lands, embedding the sword into the dragon’s neck.  The dragon roars.  Lonnie begins firing his weapons, riddling the dragon with bullets.  Tommy runs up and begins stabbing the dragon with his knife, slashing at him left and right, up and down.  Suddenly, walls of arrows come flying into the scene, all hitting the dragon.  They sail through the air, hitting the dragon left and right.  Adam, Helen, and Debra turn to see that Hiroshi Ito and his ninja clan have arrived and are shooting the dragon with arrows.  The dragon roars in pain, tossing Keiko from its body.  Keiko lands in Lonnie’s arms as arrows continue to hit the dragon.  The dragon takes one last swipe at Tommy before it falls over, dead from all the abuse.  Tommy looks over and sees several jewels lining the dragon’s mouth as teeth.  However, it all cut short as Ito and his ninjas walk forward with their arrows aimed.

ITO

We have been waiting for you.  I will begin by saying that if any of you try to attack me in any way, my men will shoot you down.  You are completely surrounded and have no recourse.  Put your weapons down on the ground.

Lonnie helps Keiko stand as he drops his guns.

LONNIE

Here we are.  Face to face with Mr. Tanaka’s murderer.

ITO

It is unfortunate that I had to kill Mr. Tanaka.  Had he just turned over the map, there would have been no need for violence.

KEIKO

There was no need for violence.  If my father thought you should have had this map, he would have given it to you.

Ito holds up the letter Ito received the day before.

ITO

This was written by Mr. Makashi Kobayashi, a monk who tried to keep us from the jewels.  While it may have seemed like a normal letter to your father, on the back there was a hidden map, which could only be seen if watermarked.

Ito holds up the map/letter for them to see.  The map is now visible.

 ITO

Your father didn’t even know that he had it.

KEIKO

Then there was no need to kill him!

ITO

No.  That was just a bonus.

LONNIE

You son-of-a-bitch.  You worked for him for years.  How could you do that to him?

ITO

Easy.  It was calculated from the very beginning.  There are thousands of us.  Waiting.  Watching those with secrets of the coming Apocalypse.  We have been prepared.

TOMMY

You guys can’t take the jewels.  It’ll disturb the waters of the oceans.

ITO

Not our problem.  Cut the teeth of the dragon.  Give them to me.

TOMMY

Get them yourself.

Ito motions to one of his men.  The man fires an arrow.  It hits Tommy in the left arm.  Tommy falls backwards, howling in pain.  Debra immediately runs to Tommy, ripping off part of her shirt to tie a tourniquet around his arm.  She breaks the arrow off at the entry point and glares up at Ito.

DEBRA

There wasn’t a need for that, either.

ITO

Your only necessity will be cutting those jewels out of the mouth and handing them over to me.

Lonnie and Keiko glare at Ito with hate as Debra removes Tommy’s knife from the dragon.  She walks over to the dead dragon’s mouth, looking down.

DEBRA

Here. Take this.

Debra twirls the knife through the air.  Ito dodges it as it hits one of his ninjas, sending them back to the ground.  Lonnie quickly moves and grabs his guns.  He fires them, hitting a few ninjas as they start to shoot their arrows.  Keiko leaps forward, throwing a karate kick at Ito, who dodges it and hits Keiko with a forward chop.  Keiko falls to the ground.  Ito tries a crescent stomp, but Keiko hits his knee, causing him to stumble forward.  Keiko arches her way up and elbows Ito in the side of the head.  She throws a left punch at him, but he catches it, twisting her arm and kicking her in the chest.  He then backhands her to the ground.

LONNIE

Adam!  Helen!

Lonnie tosses both guns into the air as both Adam and Helen each catch one of them.  Adam turns and fires at oncoming ninja.  Helen shoots another one.  Lonnie charges at Ito as he is about to deliver a death blow to Keiko.  Lonnie kicks Ito’s hand, knocking him off balance.  Lonnie decks Ito with a right fist.  Ito kicks Lonnie’s knee, causing him to stumble.  Ito spins around with a huge back kick to Lonnie’s face.  Lonnie spins around, connecting with one of his own.  Lonnie decks Ito with a right.  Ito hits him back.  Lonnie hits him again.  Ito hits him back.  Lonnie tries a kick.  Ito catches his leg.  Lonnie uses the other leg and kicks Ito in the face.  Ito falls to the ground.  Lonnie dodges a throwing star as Ito throws one at him.  It embeds into the nearby bonsai tree.  Lonnie watches as Ito takes out a pair of nun chucks.

ITO

Now, you will pay.

Ito twirls the chucks around, showing very much skill as he takes steps towards Lonnie.  He swats at him with the chucks.  Lonnie dodges it.  Ito hits him with them on the second try.  Lonnie rolls backwards and grabs Keiko’s sword from the dragon.  Ito charges, swinging with the nun chucks.  Lonnie slices them in half with the sword, but Ito uses the remaining sticks to smash both sides of Lonnie’s head.  Lonnie swings with the sword, but Ito dodges it, hitting him with a running two-step kick.  Lonnie is sent flying back into the snow-covered area outside the castle.  Ito yells and charges.  Lonnie grips the chains of the drawbridge and spins around them, catching Ito with a kick to the stomach.  Lonnie charges Ito, tackling him.  They go flying off the drawbridge into the water below with a splash.  Lonnie and Ito exchange punches.  Ito leaps up and dropkicks Lonnie in the chest, causing him to stumble out of the water.  Ito flips through the air and lands on his feet.  He swings at Lonnie, who catches his arm under his and nails Ito with an open palm to the face.  Lonnie grips Ito by the neck and slams him backwards to the ground.  Ito hits Lonnie’s knee again, causing him to fall.

ITO

You’re dead!

Ito leaps to his feet, preparing to strike the final blow.  However, a throwing star comes flying through the air and hits Ito in the chest.  Ito looks down at the star in shock and pain.  He looks over to see that Keiko has thrown it.  She bows at him.  Lonnie hits Ito in the crotch, causing him to bend forward.  Lonnie kicks upwards, sending Ito back over the edge and into the water below.  Ito disappears underneath the water and doesn’t come back up.  Lonnie turns to see Debra kicking the final ninja to the ground as Adam and Helen help Tommy stand.  Keiko walks up beside Lonnie and looks down at Ito.

KEIKO

It is over.

Tommy walks over, reaching into the dead dragon’s mouth with his knife.  He cuts a jewel from it.  The castle begins to shake.  The whole area begins to shake.

TOMMY

Quick!  Get your tanks!

Tommy and the others quickly run as the bubble above the castle begins to dissolve.  Little trickles of water begin to pour through. Tommy, Adam, Helen, and Debra exit towards their parked car as Lonnie and Keiko walk away from the memorial service.  Keiko looks sadly as she watches his friends get into their rented vehicles.

KEIKO

LONNIE

I have to go, but you never know what the future holds.

KEIKO

Maybe one day, you’ll come back?

LONNIE

Maybe one day.  I’m gonna miss you, Keiko.

KEIKO

I will always cherish our one night together.

LONNIE

Me, too.  If you’re ever in the states...

KEIKO

I will definitely look you up.

LONNIE

You’d better.

Lonnie gently grips her face.  He pulls her to him, kissing her one last time.  She smiles as Lonnie runs his hands through her hair.

LONNIE

Thanks for helping me put the pieces back together.

KEIKO

Go make the world a better place your own way, Lonnie.

LONNIE

I’ve got a degree to finish.  Then we’ll see what options I have.  Take care of yourself.

KEIKO

You, too.

Lonnie kisses her again before turning and walking away.  Keiko watches him with sadness as he gets into the car.  Keiko smiles at them as they drive away.

KEIKO

I love you, Lonnie Elamb.

We fade away to a mysterious building, where Willow Cochran is seated in a dark candle-lit room.  There are footsteps.  Willow looks up at the intruder, smiling.

WILLOW

Did you get it?

A single jewel drops to the ground as we pan up to see Hiroshi Ito standing above Willow.

ITO

I got everything we needed.

WILLOW

Well done, my friend.  Well done.

Willow grips the jewel in his hand and laughs.  The Halloween Theme begins to play as the closing credits roll.
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
