Halloween: The Series.

     Episode 5.12: Hidden Destinies
We open with the image of Haddonfield Hospital, people moving backwards and forwards outside the building. We slowly move in close towards the front door before cutting to a corridor within. A young women in her twenties, tall with long black hair, is seen walking down the corridor with determination on her face. This is DEBRA LOOMIS. She reaches the reception area and goes straight up to the desk.

DEBRA

Excuse me.

RECEPTIONIST

Yes ma’am? 

DEBRA

I’m here to see my Uncle. I heard he was here.

We cut away to a cluttered lounge, junk spread about everywhere. A plate sits on the floor by a chair in which a figure sits though we don’t see a full image of whoever it is. They’re watching an old, colour TV which sits on an old oak table. We see the figures hand pick up a glass of orange juice from a table by his side as a familiar female voice rings out.

PATTY DOYLE

Tommy! Turn the TV down!

We pan around to find a young TOMMY DOYLE sat sipping his drink as he watches the news.

TOMMY

Yeah Mom.

He takes another sip of his drink, leans over, and swings the door to the room shut.

TOMMY

Michael Myers. He can’t be dead. Not that easily.

We cut to Haddonfield police station where Deputy Robbie Redman has handcuffs on LONNIE ELAMB, who is dressed in a pair of blue jeans, a T-shirt, and a black leather jacket.  Robbie sits him down across from Debra, who looks a little uncomfortable.

ROBBIE

Stay here, don’t bother anyone, and keep your mouth shut.  Got it?

LONNIE

Do you want it done in that order?

ROBBIE

Don’t be a smart alec.  Today is not a day to be messing with me.

LONNIE

Warning noted.  I’ll cower in fear later…you know, when these bogus charges are dropped.

ROBBIE

Keep it up and I’ll find you a nice cell at the big jail in downtown Chicago.

Robbie nods to the guard at the door to watch him and walks off.  Lonnie looks over at Debra, who looks away, fear showing on her face.

LONNIE

Now what did a pretty little thing such as yourself do to end up in a place like this?

Debra tries to ignore him.  He smiles.

LONNIE

My name is Lonnie.  What’s yours?

We then cut to a shot of the Myers house.  It is night out, and the streets are empty, except for the three teenagers (HELEN JACOBS, GREG BRADFORD, and DON GALLOWAY) that are on the porch of the Myers place.  We see them sneak in, looking around for anyone watching.

DON

I’m telling you guys.  Michael Myers is still in Haddonfield, in his very own home.  He is committing all the crime in town the past few weeks.

GREG

Oh.  Of course, Don.  You’re a genius.  They’d never look for him here.

HELEN

Why are we even here?

DON

What’s the matter, Helen?  Are you scared?

We cut to DR NATALIE HENDRIX as she slowly turns the handle and begins to open the door to her home. Suddenly a figure rushes forward and grabs her as Natalie cries out! The figure gives her a big hug before stepping back, smiling.

FIGURE

Hello Natalie.

We pan around to see a tall, well built, man in his forties; he has a short beard and is wearing a pale trench coat and Indian Jones-style hat. His hair is a dark brown and his eyes a piercing blue; his accent is obviously English. This is ADAM TRAVERS.

NATALIE

Adam Travers, well I never! You scared me half to death!

ADAM

I thought I’d surprise you.

We suddenly jump cut to a sword flying through the air and crashing against another blade, sparks almost jumping from between the two weapons. We rapidly move out to see the full location...

Abandoned Monastery, Night: The building is ruined and falling down, old stone pillars are damaged, cracked, incomplete and/or covered in moss. The stain glass windows are partially shattered in places and all semblance of its once splendour has been decayed away. Amongst these ruins we find Tommy Doyle, Lonnie Elamb, Debra Loomis, Adam Travers and Helen Jacobs but not as they were seen above. Tommy looks harsher, colder, his skin much paler. Lonnie has lost some of the swagger coming across more determined, organised and serious. Debra’s hair has been cut slightly shorter and though she doesn’t seem as changed at first glance her eyes seem more glazed, her expression darker... more violent. Helen has changed the most, there is a high level of maturity and calm about her, a greater confidence and yet also a loss of some sort of innocence in the process of this. Adam’s beard has been replaced with stubble, his body seems more exhausted and despite the situation they are currently in we get a sense of weariness from him, as if he is simply going through the motions. All five are stood, their backs to each other as they each fend off their own attacker. Each is engaged in conflict with a robed Thorn member: Lonnie is engaged in hand-to-hand combat, Adam is in a sword-fight, Debra struggles with a Cultist wielding a knife whilst Helen also goes hand-to-hand. Tommy also has a sword and is in combat with the leader of this sect, ARAGASH, a dark haired, tall man of about fifty years of age. As the others fight on Aragash forces Tommy apart from the others and starts darting in and out of broken pillars as they fight.

ARAGASH

Give up Doyle, there is no way you can win.

TOMMY

I’ve heard it all before. You Thorn bastards are so repetitive, same old threats and rants.

Aragash stabs forward and Tommy has to jump aside to avoid the blow, the swords tip ripping his shirt but failing to puncture the skin. Tommy knocks the weapon back and they continue to battle across the ruins.

ARAGASH

Trust me, I don’t make threats, only promises.

Aragash thrusts forward again, Tommy spinning around to dodge the blow. As he looks up he notices some loose pieces of wall in the structure, all but broken off. As Aragash goes to attack again Tommy swings himself aside and pushes Aragash into the wall which he hits with a loud thump. Aragash quickly composes himself.

ARAGASH

You seriously think you can win? My fencing skills are unmatched.

Before he can attack again, however, the stone section of wall above collapses, raining down on Aragash. He cries out as it strikes his head and he collapses forward directly onto Tommy’s own poised weapon. Blood gurgles from his mouth as Aragash slumps down dead, a shocked expression on his face. Tommy lets go of the weapon and turns to see the other four approaching him, obviously also all victorious.

LONNIE

Score another one for the Haddonfield Hunters.

Debra gives him a questioning, disapproving look.

LONNIE

What, we don’t get a name? I figured Haddonfield Hunters was far cooler than ‘Thorn Cult’, makes us sound dangerous.

DEBRA

You’re brain is dangerous.

LONNIE

Whilst your brains are just great.

He makes a point of staring directly at her chest and Debra gives him a playful smack. Adam holds up a beautifully designed amulet on the end of a chain.

ADAM

Well we got what we came for, the Amulet of Anubis is safely in our custody. I suggest we go home.

HELEN

Best idea I’ve heard all day.

TOMMY

Let’s get going.

The gang turn and walk away, leaving the ruined monastery and corpses of the Thorn cultists as we fade to black.

     The Halloween Theme begins to play as we rise up over Haddonfield. The title card appears reading:

HALLOWEEN: the series

     The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from seasons two and three flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Johnny Depp as LONNIE ELAMB

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

with

Colin Baker as ADAM TRAVERS
Blankenship House: It’s late night, a light wind blows through the leaves of the trees and we hear the sound of an owl somewhere in the distance. Debra’s car is parked out front and the gang are seen approaching the front door, Tommy putting his key into the lock and turning.

Blankenship House, Hallway: The gang all pile in, obviously exhausted. Tommy leans on the banister as Lonnie closes the door behind him and they all gather round. It’s late and they’re all obviously tired, it’s been a long day and a lot of work. Tommy flicks a strand of his ever growing hair away from his eye as he addresses the others.

TOMMY

Everyone holding up ok?

ADAM

I think I may have done my back in but otherwise everything’s in working order.

LONNIE

Done your back in? That’s just an excuse…

ADAM

…before you even finish that sentence I’d like to point out that one more quip about my apparent old age may result in your immediate and undoubtedly painful demise.

Lonnie moves his hand across his mouth in a zipping motion before giving Adam a mock salute. Debra can’t help but chuckle.

HELEN

We planning on standing about here all night or…

TOMMY

Fair point, let’s head upstairs.

DEBRA

No real need to keep quiet, an army of Lonnie’s couldn’t wake her up.

LONNIE

I take offence to that.

DEBRA

Good.

LONNIE

An army of Lonnie’s would be too busy spreading their seed amongst the population to bother stampeding some old bat.

ADAM

Add that to the list of comments I’d rather have gone without hearing.

LONNIE

And on that note I’m leaving you guys for the night. I’m heading home for a hot shower.

He opens the door and steps half outside.

DEBRA

We’ll call in the morning.

LONNIE

You can call any time Debbie.

He winks before vanishing out the door, shutting it quietly behind him. The other four all turn and head up the stairs to Tommy’s room.

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room: As they walk in everyone dumps whatever bags and equipment they have on the floor. Tommy heads over to his desk and starts dragging it forward resulting in a quizzical look from the others.

HELEN

Any particular reason you’re taking the time to sort out your feng-shui?

TOMMY

Security.

He finishes dragging it aside to reveal he’s cut a hole in the carpet which was obscured by the desks draws. As he does Helen walks back out the room, turning back just to call to the others.

HELEN

I’m just going to give Josh a call to come and pick me up, be right back.

She swings the door shut as Debra and Adam watch Tommy.

DEBRA

Bet Mrs Blankenship takes that out of your deposit.

TOMMY

Very probably. 

He then starts taking up the loose floor boards from the section and reaches down and pulls out a fairly large, locked wooden box. 

ADAM

So that’s where you put Pandora’s Box. 

Tommy reaches into his pocket and pulls out a key. He’s about to unlock it and then seems to gave second thoughts. He looks over at Adam and seems to have a change of heart. He pockets the key and starts putting the box back.

DEBRA

Tommy?

TOMMY

I was going to lock the Amulet up with it but I don’t think it’s a good idea to keep them together. What if something was to happen to me, what if Thorn were to find this somehow? We should keep these artefacts separate.

Adam reaches into his pocket and pulls out the Amulet of Anubis, watching it as it hangs from the chain. He nods in agreement.

ADAM

Sensible, I’d say.

TOMMY

I’d suggest you hang onto it for now then Adam, find a safe and secure place and keep it there.

ADAM

Of course. 

He places the Amulet back into his coat pocket. As Debra sits down on the chair, looking at her watch as she does. Tommy finishes up putting back his desk before standing up and stretching.

DEBRA

It’s quite late actually, mind if I stay the night Tommy? I can drive back home in the morning.

TOMMY

Sure thing. I’ve got a camping bed behind the wardrobe.

ADAM

So that’s everything sorted?

As he speaks Helen walks back into the room, smiling.

HELEN

Josh is on his way to pick me up. I’m going to be staying at his tonight.

TOMMY

Lonnie is gonna be pissed when he gets home and find you drove there ahead of him.

HELEN

Serves him right for rushing off.

Tommy has gone over to his large wardrobe and begun to pull out a small folded up camping bed. As he does we move forward through the room, towards the window, and then through it. We travel across the street to where the Myers house rests... and stood in an upstairs window we see a shadowed figure, watching silently. We fade to black on the mysterious shape in the dark.

Elamb Residence, Josh’s Room: Helen and Josh are now led together, Josh on his back and Helen holding him from behind, both sound asleep. We move in close on Helen, her eyes are darting about beneath her eyelids as she enters REM.

Dreamscape: We’re souring through the air, a literal bird’s eye view, looking down on green fields and woodland. We rise and fall over several hill tops as we go, noticing a winding road that we appear to be following. As we come to an even larger hill we begin to rise over it, as we do we notice a small spot at the summit where a number of graves appear to be. As we look down the other side we recognise...

Moon Lake, Dreamscape: Helen is stood at the edge of the lake, looking out across its calm waters. As she does a light begins to glow in the darkness. As it increases in brightness we see a shape forming, that of the letter ‘V’. The shape is formed from the ghostly, glowing forms of five druids, the Lead one of which holds a white orb. As Helen watches they float across the Lake towards her. 

A low-pitched growl is heard behind her and Helen turns from the druids to look across the bank. Stood behind her, several metres away, are two animals. One a large, dangerous looking Tiger, and the other, a smaller but just as worrying Wolf. The tiger and the wolf just look at her. As Helen watches we see the light cover her and we hear the voice of the Lead Druid.

LEAD DRUID (VO)

Both paths can lead to salvation, but both offer also destruction. Beware the Tiger and Wolf. 

Helen turns to look at the Lead Druid but as she does so her entire surroundings seem to morph and change around her.

Moon Lake Caverns, Dreamscape: Helen is back in one of the many caverns located at Moon Lake (episodes 4.9 and 5.1). Flaming torches illuminate the walls, including the one behind her which Helen seems suddenly compelled to turn and look at. Engraved in it is a massive Thorn symbol.

HELEN

I’ve been here before.

Suddenly the earth begins to shake and cracks appear through the Thorn, splitting it into four distinct sections. Stone fragments rain down on Helen as she falls to her knees, covering her head with her arms.

LEAD DRUID (VO)

It has begun. He will show you the way.

As the shaking of the Earth stops Helen slowly lifts her head… to see Carly Jamison-Doyle stood, watching her. Before Helen can say anything Carly claps her hands together...

Elamb Residence, Josh’s Room: ...and Helen jerks awake in bed. She pauses, getting her bearings and establishing herself. She sighs in relief and looks down at Josh whose still fast asleep. She runs a hand across his cheeks and lets a slight smile appear. Still, we can tell something has her concerned.

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room, 04:00AM: Debra lies under a sleeping bag, led across the camping bed which sits next to Tommy’s bed. We hear movement and, it seems, so does Debra as her eyes flutter open from the depth of sleep. She scratches the sleep from her eyes and looks up to see Tommy sat at his desk reading over their copy of the Book of Ages. Debra looks over at the clock and, noticing the time, decides to speak up.

DEBRA

I’ve heard of early starts but…

Tommy is obviously startled and hadn’t expected to be caught out. He sighs and looks over at his friend where she lies.

TOMMY

Couldn’t sleep.

DEBRA

Sleeps important. Especially with all the activity we’re getting. You could ware yourself out very easily. That is my medical opinion.

TOMMY

You’re off duty.

DEBRA

Doctor’s are never off duty. Tommy don’t you worry that you’re letting all this get to you? I know this is are best chance at actually striking Thorn a blow but.

She hesitates, she doesn’t seem sure what she’s getting at.

TOMMY

But what?

DEBRA

I honestly don’t know. I’m just concerned Tommy, I know how you got when… what I mean is…

TOMMY

What you mean is, you know how I got when my wife was murdered.

DEBRA

Tommy I didn’t mean to…

TOMMY

It’s alright. I understand. I had a lot of shit going on and, deep down, it’s probably still there. I’m aware of that Debra. I know I’m driven and I know that, at times, I can still be irrational. But I have you guys, you’re my life line.

He pulls a small, awkward smile, and laughs in a half serious way.

TOMMY

You guys keep me sane.

Debra returns the smile, as she settles back down to sleep.

DEBRA

Alright Tommy, just don’t make a habit of this. You do need rest sometime.

Tommy nods and turns back to his book as we cut away to the next scene.

Adam’s Van: We pan across the dirty dishes piled up on the side, a sign that’s Adam has been rather busy and then move across his work desk to see an bound manuscript with “Fallen Angel 2” typed on the front as well as a number of letters either from his publisher or, seemingly, from a movie studio. We turn to see Adam sound asleep in his bed, barely stirring at all. As we move down we see WOLF led flat against the ground, head rested between his outstretched legs and looking oddly frightened in the direction where Adam is led. In fact, the more we look the more we realise that something has Wolf terrified. We slowly pan back up as Adam roles over in his sleep. As he does we see something slip out from the covers… the Amulet of Anubis! Not only is it worn around Adam’s neck but it’s glowing a supernatural purple. We hear Wolf whimper as the Amulet glows brighter and we zoom right into it...

And Adam sits up with a start. Only Wolf is no longer there, he isn’t wearing the amulet and is fully dressed. The room is dark and silent…eerily silent, unnaturally so even. Adam seems somewhat confused and disorientated, he doesn’t seem certain of himself, like in a daze. He stands up and walks over to the door to his home and swings it open.

Haddonfield Streets, Night: He steps out onto a deserted main road which he is parked across. There’s no sound around and no sign of life. Adam slowly but surely starts to walk, as he does so he seems to become more aware of his surroundings and more confused. He starts looking around for anyone but there’s nothing but darkness and the occasional glow of a dull street lamp. He starts to pick up the pace, turning on his heels as he goes, looking after more franticly with each passing moment.

ADAM

Is anyone there? Hello?

He breaks into a small run, rounding the corner until he comes to stand outside a Chemists. He looks around the area at night and pauses suddenly, seeing a figure across the road stood in the shadows.

ADAM

Hello?

He steps towards the figure who we now see is a BOY of about eight years of age. He’s dressed in dull, grey trousers, laced up shoes and a buttoned up navy jacket. His dark hair is cut short and he stands, staring passively at Adam. 

ADAM

Do… do I know you? You seem familiar.

BOY

You shouldn’t be here. Not yet. It isn’t time.

ADAM

What’s happened here? Is this really Haddonfield?

BOY

What do you believe?

ADAM

I’ve been the victim of invaded dreams at least once before. This could all be in my head.

BOY

This is real. But you’re correct. You’re asleep Adam. And it’s here that he’ll come for us.

There’s a crash as rubbish bins are knocked over and Adam turns to look into the darkness of a nearby alley. We briefly see a shadow of ‘something’ on the wall, moving away. Adam looks confused an turns back to face the boy with recognition spreading across his face.

ADAM

I know you…

FLASH: We see the young Boy playing in a large garden, running and laughing. He hears a scratching sound at the gardens fence and approaches it in wonder. We see that there is a hole in the fence at the bottom and something is scratching at it. As the Boy gets closer we see a large dog force its way through the hole and, upon seeing the Boy, run towards him barking loudly and angrily. The boy cries out in terror as the dog pushes him back. Suddenly a female voice is heard.

FEMALE VOICE

Adam! Get away from him you stupid beast!

The dog runs off as we see a persons legs run into shot brandishing a large stick. The Boy, Adam, sits, shivering in fear and crying.

And we cut back to Adam looking shocked. The ‘Boy’ is nowhere to be seen.

Elamb Residence, Kitchen, Morning: The sun has risen and we see Helen, fully dressed, finishing p cooking some scrambled egg. Josh walks in, also dressed, though his hair wet and face damp from a shower. He goes over and gives Helen a kiss on the cheek and she turns to face him.

HELEN

About what I said earlier…

JOSH

…about your dream?

HELEN

Yeah. Josh, I really want us to go to Moon Lake. I don’t know what the dream meant exactly but I just have a feeling that the answers lie there. 

JOSH

I’m really starting to dislike that place.

HELEN

Please, Josh.

Josh relaxes himself with a nod.

JOSH

Ok, sure thing. We’ll head out after breakfast. Do you want to call your mom, let her know you won’t be home?

HELEN

Nah, she’s gonna be out all day, got a date with Adam at lunch or something. I’ll just leave a note. Let’s eat up and get going.

She indicates the scrambled egg and grins at Josh who smiles back warmly.

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room: We see Tommy slumped, sleeping at his desk whilst Debra finishes packing her things into her bag. She looks at her exhausted friend before quietly going over to the door and slipping out.

Convenience Store, Minutes Later: Debra is seen walking through the shop, looking over their medicine section. She grabs a bottle of something off the shelf when she hears a male voice calling her.

MALE VOICE (VO)

Doctor Loomis? Debra?

She turns to see a twenty year old male with short, dyed-red, short, spiky hair and wearing combat trousers and a jacket approaching her with a broad smile. This, we will quickly learn, is AARON WYATT and he seems very pleased to see her.

AARON

Aaron Wyatt, you were my psychiatrist three years back. It’s great to see you.

Debra is about to reply when she feels an arm clasp hold of her sleeve. Without thinking she spins around and grabs a KID of about 15 by the collar, angrily.

DEBRA

Don’t touch me!!!

She suddenly realises who it is and horror comes over her. The kid looks somewhat shocked and annoyed at the same time.

KID

Just gonna ask if you could move so I could reach the vitamins. 

With that he turns and makes a hasty retreat. Debra sighs and turns back to Aaron who looks at her with surprise and concern.

AARON

Looks like you really need those.

He indicates the bottle in Debra’s hand which she quickly twists from view, into her palm.

DEBRA

They help me relax. I’ve been on edge of late.

AARON

No shit.

Debra is obviously uncomfortable discussing this and tries to shift the focus. As they talk they move to the counter and Debra pays for her item.

DEBRA

You’re looking good Aaron, how have you been? Everything working out for you.

AARON

Yeah, they’re awesome. I’m in a band now, haven’t touched any pills and really got my life together. Owe most of it to you Debra.

DEBRA

I’m really pleased for you Aaron, honestly. You worked hard and showed real determination, a lot of my patients could have learnt a lot from you. You identified and accepted your problems quickly, always the first step to recovery.

AARON

I get the feeling that perhaps you should listen to your own advice. Don’t mean to offend but you seem wound damn tight. 

DEBRA

I’m fine.

She starts walking from the shop but Aaron quickly follows, keeping pace.

AARON

Hey, I’m not trying to stick my nose into any of your private business or shit, but seems like you got a lot on your mind. You listened to me for months, I can at least give you some of my time if you want it.

As they exit the shop Debra sighs and looks up at Aaron. 

Haddonfield Dreamscape: Adam is walking down a street in the darkened Haddonfield. He’s constantly keeping an eye out, on edge, he’s obviously expecting something to happen though he’s not sure what. His fear, however, is very evident. As we walks onwards we hear a noise in a large hedgerow, rustling the leaves. Adam stops and listens. Apart from the sound of the rustling there is nothing. Except, slowly but surely, a small wind begins to blow. Adam looks around as if sensing something, the air seems to get colder. Adam stares at a houses nearby porch, trying to focus. He can’t make it out but there seems to be something there. Something watching.

ADAM

Hello?

He immediately regrets saying anything. The wind blows around him, he seems extremely cold and his fear becomes evident as he starts to back away from the direction of the porch. As he does so, suddenly the hedge rustle again. He glances towards them and then back to the now empty porch. He glances back to the hedgerow… and sees a dark shape facing back. Humanoid body but the head seems the wrong shape. Though only a dark shadow, Adam is overcome with fear, something striking deep inside him and he turns and runs with all his strength.

Adam runs through the dark, deserted streets, a wind howling angrily around him. He runs over to an ‘alley’ between houses, dodging around some bins and leaping a hedge. He trips to the floor and grunts in pain but quickly picks himself and continues to run. In the distance we hear a familiar barking of a dog.

Back streets: Adam runs between some more bins and piles of rubbish bags into the back streets of a small shopping area. He pauses for breath at a back of a restaurant where we see steam pouring from a pipe on the buildings side. Adam gasps, exhausted, and gets ready to run again when a blinding light appears ahead of him. Adam winces, covering his eyes and trying to see the lights source. Staring through his fingers towards the dark corner where the light originates he gets the sense that there is a figure moving towards him... bathed in illumination.

Elamb Residence, Entrance: The door swings open to reveal the grinning figures of RICHIE and KEITH, both carrying large packs of Beer. Lonnie stands back, letting his two friends into the house.

Elamb Residence, Living Room: We hear their opening dialogue as he lets them in and they head into the relatively tidy room and sit down on the sofa.

LONNIE

What’s all this about?

RICHIE

Celebrating man, we hit the big time!

KEITH

Yeah, the big time!

LONNIE

You won the lottery?

RICHIE

Uhh.. no, we got paid.

LONNIE

Paid? As in for work? As in job? As in, this must be some delusion brought on by too much binge drinking?

RICHIE

Knock it off Lonnie, we been doing good. Helping out round town. Painted up the Kremlin Restaurant, did such a good job we got paid extra. Said we had talent.

KEITH

Yeah, real talent.

LONNIE

Abbott and Costello settle down and find work? I definitely need a drink.

He grabs a beer and cracks it open as his two friends follow suite.


Haddonfield Streets: We see Debra and Aaron walking along together, Aaron has more confidence in his stride compared to Debra who seems somewhat dejected and reluctant to even be in this situation.

AARON

So what was up with that back in the shop? Kids can be real shits at times but I doubt vitamin abuse can be deemed delinquent behaviour. 

DEBRA

I’ve had a hell of time of late.

AARON

I kind of sussed that for myself Debra. Just trying to work out what it is that could have made the great psychiatric genius snap at a kid as if they’d shot a firework up her skirt.

DEBRA

I honestly can’t say. Not the whole story anyway. It’s just the last few years have been nothing but trouble, things building up on top of each other. I’m not even working right now, I’m technically on paid vacation to help recover from various stress. Not even sure they want me back, I think deep down I suspect they’re just trying to decide what to do with me.

AARON

They’re paying you for doing nothing? Hardly sounds like something they’d do only to drop you the moment you cam back. You always called me a glass half empty kinda guy…

DEBRA

I know. But I was betrayed by someone I trusted. I fell in love and it didn’t last. I’ve been used, I’ve trusted and I’ve been let down. How am I supposed to put faith into anyone again? After what’s happened how can I be expected to ever open up again?

AARON

You’re doing alright now.

DEBRA

(softly, quietly)

Because I know this is a brief moment, a calm in the storm that is my life. The people around me are so wrapped up in their own issues, it sometimes seems I can’t really turn to them. Not really. And I know this is the same stuff I’ve heard from dozens of patients and yet I still let it overwhelm me.

AARON

Debra, I think you seriously need to try and relax. You sound wound tight, it’s not like your on some kind of deadline. You’ve got time off work, take advantage of it, do something for yourself.

DEBRA

If only it were that easy…

As they head alone they walk past a small café, “Johnny’s Cafe” and we see Rose sat in one of the window seats, alone. She has a cup of coffee placed in front of her and is checking her watch. Debra glances in and notices her but doesn’t draw any attention to herself as they pass by, continuing her conversation with Aaron.

Haddonfield Dreamscape, Back Streets: Adam is seen picking himself up from the ground, rubbing his eyes. The bright light that we previously saw is all but gone and by the time he’s got to his feet it has vanished completely. Adam stands and faces the direction of the light, his eyes readjusting to the dark. As we witness his POV, our vision focuses and we see a figure stood before us. This isn’t the same misshapen figure from earlier, in that this figure almost seems familiar...

ADAM

Who are you?

MICHAEL

Call me Michael. I am aware of the irony.

Michael (HTS 1.9-1.12, 2.2, 2.19 and others) stands tall, he has the same blonde hair and deep blue eyes as ever. Adam seems confused for a moment and then seems to reach a cautious realisation.

ADAM

Michael… you spoke to Tommy. He mentioned you.

MICHAEL

And what did he say about me?

ADAM

That he didn’t know who or what you are but you helped him. I rather got the impression that, though he didn’t want to say it, he thought you were an Angel.

MICHAEL

Really. And what do you believe Adam?

ADAM

I believe in what I see with my own two eyes.

MICHAEL

But you are also a religious man. You believe in God.

ADAM

I see his works all around me. And I do believe in Angels. I’m just not sure if one is stood before me. My doubts are also fuelled by the fact that I’m currently dreaming.

MICHAEL

I’m afraid this is no mere dream Adam. That’s why I’m here. I cannot interfere directly, this isn’t our realm. But I can offer what little help I can.

ADAM

(suddenly cold, fearful)

Something’s after me. In the dark.

We suddenly get a flash of an animalistic eye, staring malevolently. 

MICHAEL

There’s always something in the dark Adam. You are well aware of that. Your problem is that you’ve finally found a reason to stay in the light.

ADAM

What d you mean?

MICHAEL

You know, Adam. You’re questioning why it is you continue to seek out the dark.

ADAM

Rose…

Adam goes thoughtful as Michael starts looking around, as if becoming aware of something drawing hear. After a moment Adam speaks hesitantly. 

ADAM

I’ve been alone so long. I got involved in all this when I made a promise to a friend. But it… it’s holding me back. 

Suddenly Michael looks urgently at Adam.

MICHAEL

I must go. We’ll talk again Adam, but for now you must run.

ADAM

What…?

MICHAEL

RUN!

Michael looks over Adam’s shoulder as he shouts in urgency. Adam turns to see a gale wind blowing out of a nearby alley, as if some force was coming from it. Adam turns back to say something to Michael but the ‘Angel’ is gone. Adam thinks for a moment and then suddenly decides to listen and takes off at a sprint in the opposite direction to the wind. As he goes we focus on a shadow appearing on the wall of the alley, somewhat humanoid but with an almost wolf-shaped head. A strange high pitched ring is heard, accompanied by what sounds like scraping metal.

Tommy jerks awake in his room! He sits up, rubbing his eyes and looks around. Seeing his friends have gone he looks at his watch and it’s obvious by his reaction he’s shocked at how long he’s slept. With a sigh he pulls himself up and stretches, walking over to his bedroom window and pulling it open. As he does so he freezes and puzzlement crosses his face. He looks across at the Myers house where a he sees a figure move away from a window. He’s not certain who he’s seen…

TOMMY

Dad..?

He turns and goes and grabs his coat.

Myers House, Exterior, Minutes Later: Tommy approaches the house cautiously, looking up at it constantly. We see that he has a crowbar concealed within his coat and he moves around to the side of the house. Once there he sees a number of boards removed form one window and a box sat on the floor where someone has already entered. Tommy pauses for thought and then, clasping the crowbar as a weapon, clambers inside.

      Myers House, Interior: Tommy jumps down into the kitchen and looks around. There are footprints in the dust in the floor, very faint but they can be seen. Tommy slowly follows them through the house to the bottom of the staircase where they seem to vanish. He cautiously begins to ascend, crowbar still firmly in his grip. He reaches the top and heads towards the one open door on the landing.

TOMMY

Dad?

He pushes the door open to reveal a figure stood with his back to Tommy dressed entirely in black and wearing a fedora hat. As the door swings open and Tommy steps forward the figure’s head raises slightly and Tommy brandishes his weapon.

TOMMY

Who is it?

KANE MANSON turns to face Tommy, a small smile on his lips as he removes the hat and holds it to his side. Tommy’s eyes narrow in hatred at the sight of his old enemy.

KANE

Tommy, you’re far too predictable. 

Tommy glares, his stance defensive and his weapon raised.

TOMMY

What are you doing here Kane?

KANE

(deadpan)

I’m here to apologise for stealing the Grail and the Foolish Fire, I never wanted to be evil, it’s just the way I was raised.

Tommy isn’t amused by Kane’s obvious satire and Kane’s face goes from one of mock apology to deadly serious.

KANE

Business it is then. Thorn have taken me back and I’ve finally got to study the Book of Ages personally.

TOMMY

They let you back? Kane, if I can see that’s a monumentally bad decision on their part I’m pretty certain they can.

KANE

I’m sure they don’t trust me at all but it hardly matters. After my run in with Michael I’ve come to see the error of my ways.

Flash Cut, Black & White: Kane stands on the deck of a boat and stares out at the water.  Behind him, the face of Michael Myers begins to appear from the darkness.  He walks up behind him and pulls back with a butcher knife. Kane suddenly seems to sense something and spins around as the butcher knife plunges into his chest. Kane screams out in pain and kicks Michael back as the knife is withdrawn. Before Kane can react Michael swings his butcher knife upwards in an arc. The knife cuts horizontally across Kane’s chest and the force of the blow causes Kane to stagger and fall over the edge of the boat and plunge into the ocean below.

We return to the Myers House where Tommy seems very unimpressed.

TOMMY

They let you back. Great. Now why are you here?

KANE

I’m not hear to fight. I’m after… information.

Tommy looks very distrustful as we cut away to...

Moon Lake: We see Josh and Helen climbing out of the car at Moon Lake and joining each other in front the vehicle, looking out over the waters.

JOSH

This place still gives me the creeps every time I come. 

HELEN

Because of your parents?

JOSH

They weren’t even my real parents. Not that it matters, I guess. Anyway, we’re not here for that. What have we got to do now?

HELEN

I’m not sure exactly…

As she speaks she looks around their surroundings, her eyes suddenly fixing on one particular direction. She nods in it and Josh’s eyes widen slightly in concern.

JOSH

You know what’s that way?

HELEN

Yes. The cave with the druids who were buried alive. Your ancestors. 

JOSH

I really have a bad feeling about this.

The two of them head up into the hills of Moon Lake.

Myers House: Tommy and Kane are still stood as we left them, facing each other with a great deal of uncertainty and tension.

TOMMY

What exactly are you after? The Book of Ages?

KANE

Yeah, smart of you to make a copy. But that’s not why I’m here Tommy. I’m here to see a man about a destiny. And I’m here now to see if that man is you.

TOMMY

Kane I’m really not in the mood for this shit.

KANE

Fine. Then let’s cut to the chase.

He raises his hand to reveal he’s holding a small crystalline structure that’s in the shape of the Thorn symbol. He holds it out in his outstretched palm and it instantly starts to glow. At the same time some sort of invisible force seems to strike Tommy as he contorts in pain. Kane’s face is simply one of intent concentration as he stares at the crystal. Tommy puts his hands to his heads and cries out in pain as his knees starts to buckle. Suddenly Kane closes his hand around the crystal and it stops glowing and Tommy collapses to his knees, the force letting go of him. Kane looks somewhat disappointed.

KANE

I guess I was expecting too much from you.

TOMMY

(through gritted teeth, angrily)

Expecting this you asshole?

Tommy rushes forward, bringing the crowbar around in a sweeping motion and striking Kane dead in the stomach. Kane is knocked back and instantly his anger begins to show.

KANE

I never came to start a fight.

TOMMY

Well you’ve got one now!

Tommy strikes Kane again with the crowbar and then swings it around at his enemies head but Kane grabs it in mid-air and kicks Tommy in the stomach. Tommy staggers back as Kane wrenches the crowbar away and throws it aside. He comes forward grabbing Tommy by the throat and throwing him into a wall, the plaster showering down as Tommy strikes it.

KANE

I don’t have time for this Tommy.

As Tommy comes back for another attack Kane pulls a hand full of dust from within his jacket and throws it into Tommy’s face. Tommy is not only blinded but begins to cough violently before falling to the floor.

KANE

Sweet dreams.

He steps over Tommy and leaves the room.

Elamb Residence, Living Room: The three friends are sat around the coffee table playing a game of cards, drinks by there side and chatting to each other enthusiastically.

RICHIE

…and Sheriff Holdt just stood there, like he didn’t know what hit him. 

KEITH

Yeah, he just stood there.

RICHIE

And Keith here, jackass that he is, shouts up to me that we need more paint. Right in front of Holdt. If he hadn’t been completely coated I think he’d have busted us then and there. 

LONNIE

I would pay money to see that. I never thought green was Holdt’s colour.

RICHIE

You're busy with your education Lonnie, no time for pissing off Holdt. How’s that working out for you anyway, you gotta be graduating soon?

LONNIE

Yeah. Not long now.

RICHIE

Then what man? Gonna go bust some criminal mastermind skulls?

KEITH

Yeah, criminal masterminds.

LONNIE

Masterminds? That’s you two out of the equation then. I reckon we’ll see when that day comes, still got work to do till then.

Haddonfield Streets, Edge of Town: Aaron and Debra are still chatting, only now they’re sat on a wall in a fairly isolated part of the town, away from the bustle of every day life. 

AARON

Sounds like you need to get your shit in order Debra, work out what it is you want. It’s like you always used to say, just chill out. Take a day out where you drop everything.

DEBRA

I remember the theory, never realised the practice was this difficult.

AARON

Seriously, what is it that keeps you so on edge all the time?

Just as he speaks we hear the roar of an engine and they both look down the road at an approaching vehicle. It’s a black van. With GREG BRADFORD driving. And Kane Manson in the passenger seat. It’s passed rapidly but no sooner has she has seen it that Debra has jumped up. She spins on her heels and speaks urgently.

DEBRA

 Look, been great chatting to you Aaron but I have to run. This is serious.

And without another word she’s off, leaving a, at first, bemused but then concerned Aaron watching her go. She disappears around a corner, only her footsteps remain as Aaron jumps down off the wall and sighs.

AARON

Hope you sort yourself out Doc.

Hands in pockets, he walks off in the opposite direction. As he does we hear the ringing of a phone.


Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room: Tommy’s phone rings again and again but there’s no answer. We move up from the phone and towards the window, the camera zooms rabidly through it and across the street to Tommy’s prone form led in the Myers house.


Haddonfield Streets, Phone Box: Debra hangs up, frustrated. She slips another quarter in and dials again.


Elamb Residence, Living Room: As the phone rings Lonnie places his cards face down on the table and goes to answer. As soon as his back’s turned Keith sneaks a look. Lonnie grabs the phone in the hallway.

LONNIE

Lonnie’s love-pad, how may I have you?

His face goes from humorous to grim in a matter of seconds.

LONNIE

I’ll be right there.

He hangs up and turns to his friends.

LONNIE

Afraid I got to cut our game short. You guys are welcome to hang but I gotta head out. Richie, don’t let Keith break anything.

RICHIE

Sure thing.

KEITH

Hey!

Lonnie grabs his jacket and heads out.

Haddonfield Dreamscape, Blankenship House, Exterior: Adam comes to a stop outside the Blankenship House. He looks up at the darkened windows and then back behind him. Whatever it was that pursued him, it seems to have gone for now. He breathes a sigh of relief and starts looking round.

ADAM

This is getting ridiculous.

As he looks round a light appears in the upstairs bedroom of the Myers house. Seeing this, Adam steps towards the building, hesitantly at first but soon quickening his pace.

Haddonfield Dreamscape, Myers Bedroom: Adam steps in the room to find Michael stood over the bed, the glowing light surrounding him. He smiles as Adam comes into the room.

MICHAEL

It’s getting closer.

ADAM

There’s only so much cryptic talk I can take. If you are an Angel couldn’t you do anything more to help?

MICHAEL

We are all bound by laws Adam. This is the realm of another power, a far older entity. It’s been dormant for so long, you’re the first creature to come here in centuries.

ADAM

What does it want?

MICHAEL

Your soul.

ADAM

It would be that, wouldn’t it.

Suddenly in the distance there comes an angry barking. And it’s getting louder. It’s the same dog as seen previously as it seems to be coming towards Adam.

ADAM

What is that?

MICHAEL

An echo. A memory.

ADAM

(realising)

That dog. When I was young.

MICHAEL

What do you remember?

ADAM

I was terrified. It came out me, so large and ferocious. It was barking so loudly, I felt the spit from it’s mouth, warm against my face. It’s breath was so damp, it’s jaws so close to me. My mother protected me but after that I was scared of dogs. For years I avoided them. Eventually I had to face my fear, I conquered it. I got Wolf, a symbol of my overcoming of my phobia, a companion to stay with me.

There’s the sound of running feet on steps, the dog is barking loud as it runs up the stairs of the Myers house. Adam looks towards the door.

ADAM

I’m not afraid.

He storms over to the door as the barking comes from right outside it, claws scratching at the wood. Adam swing the door violently open to reveal an empty hall, all the noise gone. Adam swings back round to Michael.

ADAM

Is that it?

MICHAEL

You’ve taken the first step Adam. But now it can’t rely on your fear, the darkness will come for you personally.

ADAM

How do I escape it?

MICHAEL

I’ve said enough already. If I break the laws of this realm I open myself up for attack.

ADAM

How can an Angel be harmed?

MICHAEL

There are many powers Adam, many forces. Now I must go, the darkness knows where I am and will know you are with me. 

Before Adam can reply Michael runs and leaps from an open window. We hear the sound of wings beating and as Adam runs to look out, there’s no sign of Michael around. With a deep sigh Adam turns to leave. As he does he stops in shock. A dark mist is flowing into the room through the doorway and amongst it we see a dark shape forming...

Haddonfield Streets: Lonnie pulls up on his motorbike, skidding to a halt and passing a spare helmet to Debra who jumps on the back. He starts to talk instantly and continue as Lonnie pulls away.

LONNIE

Still no word from Tommy?

DEBRA

Or Adam. I’m worried Kane might have something to do with it. I called Rose after, Adam never turned up for lunch.

LONNIE

What about Helen?

DEBRA

Rose said she left a note, she’s gone up to Moon Lake with Josh. Lonnie, if Kane was heading out of town…

LONNIE

He was heading in the right direction for Moon Lake. But we don’t know that for sure.

DEBRA

No word from Tommy or Adam. We’re accounted for. I think we should head that way, see if we can pick up a trail.

LONNIE

Got it. They got a half hour start on us. Hold on tight.

The motorbike speeds away as we cut to black.

Moon Lake, Cavern Entrance: Helen and Josh approach a cavern where two gargoyles are seated on top of an entrance with torches burning by the side. The entrance has caved in, sealing off any chance of getting inside. They stop a few metres away, Josh looking rather annoyed.

JOSH

Great. 

HELEN

This wasn’t a natural cave-in. Something caused this.

JOSH

How can you tell?

HELEN

I don’t know. I just have… a feeling, I guess. We have to unearth it.

JOSH

Helen, that cave is sealed. We need proper equipment if we want even a chance of getting through.

Helen walks slowly towards it. As she does she gets flashes of images, disjointed and not quite identifiable. Maybe limbs. Some blood. Fire. However one face is clear, that of Greg. Helen steps back in shock.

JOSH

What is it?

HELEN

Greg did something here. I don’t know what.

JOSH

Great. More voodoo crap.

Helen turns to Josh slightly annoyed.

HELEN

Why do you have to sound so dismissive at times? You know it works, you’ve seen it.

JOSH

I know. But all this black magic shit freaks me out. People shouldn’t meddle.

Helen seems to consider this. She looks hesitant and then decides to speak.

HELEN

I want to tell you something. About when we went to England. 

Myers House: Tommy slowly picks himself up off the floor, shaking his head drowsily. He stands somewhat unsteadily and starts walking towards the door.

TOMMY

(under-breath, growled)

Kane…

Dreamscape, Myers House: The door Tommy was moving towards is seen in the exact same shot, but now it’s filled with the black mist Adam was previously confronted with. A shape is beginning to form, what appears to be a humanoid body. However, the shadowed head appears to be something far from human. Perhaps, almost canine.


Adam backs away towards the window, looking round for a means of escape but finding none. Scared, but putting on a brave face, he takes a single step forward.

ADAM

Who are you?

The black mist starts spreading throughout the room, the shadowed figure stepping through the doorway and into the room. A screeching roar is heard before a voice comes through, an ancient, pained voice. Everything spoken seems to echo and each word is punctuated with another high pitched scream. Adam is visibly pained by it, tensing up and holding his temple at moments.

ANUBIS

I am Anubis, Master of this Realm, Guardian of the Afterlife, Keeper of Souls.

ADAM

(under his breath)

…I see you like your titles…

ANUBIS

You’re resistance is unneeded, I offer you salvation. An end to your suffering.

ADAM

I’m quite happy as I am, thank you very much.

ANUBIS

You wear my Amulet, you are marked for death. 

Adam looks surprised by this revelation as we cut to... 

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room: Tommy enters and finds his room trashed. Obviously Kane has searched it before leaving. Tommy quickly runs over to the hiding place of Pandora’s Box but it is undisturbed. He then looks round for the Book of Ages and sees it isn’t where he left it.

TOMMY

Shit.

He runs over and breathes a sigh of relief as he finds that it has fallen down the back of the desk. He pulls it up and rests it down, open on a random page. As he does his expression changes to one of concern. As he reads this quickly becomes one of panic.

TOMMY

Adam!

Tommy rushes out as we pan down onto the book to see the Amulet of Anubis illustrated next to a long translated paragraph. 

Dreamscape, Myers House: Adam and Anubis face each other in the small space, Adam always keeping an eye out for a possible escape route despite the pain caused by Anubis’ voice.

ADAM

I’ve done nothing to you or your Amulet. I am certainly not marked for death, as you put it. I suggest you release me from this nightmare right now.

ANUBIS

Fear is only natural. Many who travel this way attempt to bargain with me. But I do not hold power over life nor death.

ADAM

Oh bugger this.

Adam charges forward into the mist, picking up a stool as he goes and swinging it at the figure in the dark. Anubis grabs the stool and rips it from Adam’s grasp. He roars in an animalistic way as the mist expands suddenly, plunging everything into a hazy blackness.

Moon Lake, Cavern Entrance: Josh is leant against the cavern entrance, Helen stood about a metre away. Josh sighs, we get the impression Helen has told him her story.

HELEN

Well?

JOSH

So you believe in this… pagan stuff?

HELEN

Truly. I don’t know what it is but I’ve found an inner peace I never thought I could. I feel in touch with nature, in touch with myself. 

JOSH

I guess now isn’t the time for a perverted one-liner?

HELEN

I know it’s difficult. It’s hard for me too, I don’t know what to tell my mom. She’s a proper church goer and all. I don’t know what Adam will think.

JOSH

They’ll respect your choice, you know that. Like I respect your choice.

Helen smiles warmly and they embrace. Slowly they move in to kiss each other and, as they do, there’s a slight rumble behind hem. They break the kiss and turn to find the cavern entrance shaking. Helen seems to sense something and grabs Josh by the hand, dragging him back. Moments later the entrance explodes open, unblocking the sealed pathway and sending dirt and stone everywhere.


Slowly Helen and Josh stand from the dirt in which they feel, looking at the gaping hole of the cavern entrance. A bright light shines from within and suddenly the five Druids appear, floating in front of the cave in a ‘V’ formation. The Lead Druid holds up his glowing orb.

LEAD DRUID

We knew you would come for us. We were sealed away, banished into a dark limbo, our spirits tormented.

JOSH

By who?

HELEN

It was Greg Bradford wasn’t it?

LEAD DRUID

His destiny is in the Thorn, as is yours. We have shown you both a path, it is now your choice whether you take it or not. Destiny is just a word, fate a concept. It is your choice whether you walk this journey. There is nothing more for us here, we have done all we can. The future is yours and you have the opportunity to restore the balance.

JOSH

I don’t pretend to understand everything but we’ll do what’s right. You have my word on that. Especially if it means tearing Greg a new one.

The Druid’s come close together, making a much small ‘v’ and the Lead Druid lowers his hood to reveal a skull. The orb glows brighter.

LEAD DRUID

Then, at long last, we can rest. Thank you.

The orb glows blinding white and when the brightness fades the Druids are gone and the orb, now just a glass ball, falls out the air and shatters at it strikes the ground. Josh and Helen glance at each other.

HELEN

They’re really gone aren’t they?

JOSH

I hope they found their peace, poor bastards.

KANE (VO)

How very sentimental.

They both spin on their heels to find Kane, Greg and two Thorn Cultists approaching them. Josh’ eyes narrow and he clenches his fist.

JOSH

What are you doing here?

KANE

Fact finding mission.

He nods and the two cultists pull guns on the two of them. Josh and Helen reluctantly raise their hands. Greg walks forward and grabs Helen by the wrist and throws her to the ground, away from Josh. Josh goes to attack Greg but the clicking of the guns stops him.

JOSH

You asshole.

GREG

What was it you wanted to do to me Josh? “Tear a new one” wasn’t it?

And with that he punches Josh in the stomach, causing him to double over.

KANE

Greg!

GREG

Just one more.

He grabs Josh by the shoulders and knees him violently in the groin before letting him drop to the ground. He then returns to Kane’s side as Helen looks on, helplessly. Kane gives Greg a slight surprised look but turns his attention back to Josh.

KANE

He reminds me of when I was young. So enthusiastic.

JOSH

Greg… one day you’re going to die. And it’s not gonna be pleasant. And I’ll be there, to watch, and to laugh. And crack a witty one-liner at your expense. 

GREG

You really don’t get it do you? Thorn can’t be stopped, can never be stopped.

KANE

Enough of your testosterone fuelled bickering. I’m here on business.

He holds out the glowing crystal, as with Tommy, and the same event occurs, this time effecting Josh who cries out. Helen watches in horror.

HELEN

Josh!!! You sadistic bastards, you’re killing him!

Josh continues to writhe in agony as Kane looks on in interest. Josh’s cries of pain are soon drowned out by the roar of an engine. Greg spins on his heels to look towards this new sound...

     ...as Lonnie’s motorcycle leaps up over a ridge with an almighty scream, both wheels coming off the ground. Lonnie has one hand on the handlebar, the other raised holding one of his guns. Debra holds the opposite handlebar and gun as she sits on the back. Everything seems to slow, almost to a pause for a second as the bike is framed against the sky. Then Lonnie and Debra repeatedly fire their guns simultaneously in mid-air before the two thorn cultists can bring their own weapons to bare. And everything is back to real time as the bike hits the dirt and skids to the halt and the two Thorn cultists both drop to the floor, full clips emptied into them.

LONNIE

Now that’s an entrance.

Helen takes her chance, grabbing a rock from the ground and throwing it hard at Kane. It strikes his hand and he drops the crystal into the dirt. Greg turns around angrily, running up to Helen, whose still on the floor, and kicking her in the gut violently.

GREG

Stay down, you bitch!

JOSH (VO)

Greg!

Greg turns to find Josh’s fist connecting with his face. Blood spews from his lips as Greg falls to the dirt. Kane turns to the new arrivals, a slight sneer on his face.

KANE

You’re really starting to piss me off.

LONNIE

Save it Kane, we’re here for our friends. Hand them over and we go our separate ways.

Kane glances out the corner of his eye where Josh is helping Helen up and Greg is crawling away, blood dribbling from his mouth.

KANE

It looks like your friends are capable of handling themselves. However…

Kane’s right hand slips behind his back.

LONNIE

Adam’s Van, Exterior: We see Tommy’s Jeep coming to a stop outside. As he climbs out Tommy notices another car parked and as he runs over to Adam’s van he sees Rose running towards him.

TOMMY

Rose?

ROSE

Oh Tommy, thank goodness!

TOMMY

What are you doing here?

ROSE

Adam was meant to meet me for lunch but he never turned up. He wasn’t answering any calls either and then Debra phoned asking where Helen was. I’ve knocked several times but no answer.

Tommy looks over at the van. All the windows have curtains drawn across them. Tommy looks worried.

TOMMY

Have you got a key?

ROSE

No, Adam was going to get one done for me next week but… Tommy what’s happened to him?

Tommy rushes over to his car and grabs his crowbar before heading over to Adam’s van. He forces the door open and he and Rose clamber inside.

Adam’s Van, Interior: As soon as they get in Wolf darts towards them, rushing past and outside in fear. Rose covers her mouth in horror as they see Adam, the amulet glowing purple and his skin looking cold and almost blue.

ROSE

Oh God… he isn’t…

Tommy grabs her and looks her in the eye.

TOMMY

Don’t think that. He’s wearing the Amulet of Anubis.

ROSE

I don’t understand…

TOMMY

We recently recovered it from Thorn. We didn’t know what it did but I found a passage on it in the Book of Ages. It was used by ancient peoples to help those dying to pass over. It would be placed around the neck of someone mortally wounded who was suffering, the Book claimed they would then be visited by Anubis who would help them deal with their unfinished business before passing onto the next life in peace.

ROSE

But Adam isn’t dying!

TOMMY

I know… this Amulet has been hidden for centuries, maybe its powers been corrupted, I don’t know.

ROSE

We have to get it off him!

Rose rushes forward and grabs the amulet!

TOMMY

Rose, no!

Tommy dashes forward and grabs her hand to pull her away. As they do the purple light grows brighter and envelops them both, filling the screen…

Dreamscape, Myers House: Tommy and Rose are stood in the kitchen of the Myers house. Tommy looks around in shock.

TOMMY

(quietly, to himself)

Oh no…

Suddenly the kitchen door bursts open to reveal The Shape stood, holding a butcher knife, dripping with blood. Tommy shakes his head in denial, backing away as the Halloween theme begins to play.

TOMMY

No, no, no… This isn’t happening. We have to run!

Rose heads left, through another door but Michael moves surprisingly quickly to block Tommy’s path, separating them. Tommy dodges back round on himself and manages to head through the door that the Shape came from. Michael turns and follows.

     Rose meanwhile runs through another door and stops in shock. The door slams shut behind her as she looks round. She’s in St. Lukes Catholic Church. And held up, pinned to a large wooden cross at the end, is Adam. Rose runs over to him as he looks down at her.

ADAM

Rose? It can’t be you?

ROSE

Adam, I don’t really know what’s going on but this seems to be some sort of dream.

MICHAEL

I’m afraid not.

Rose spins on her heels to see Michael walking up the aisle towards them.

ROSE

Who are you?

ADAM

He’s an Angel.

ROSE

What?

MICHAEL

Adam is running out of time.

Suddenly the church goes dark, a thick mist filling the space which Michael disappears into. Rose looks around, panicked. Where Michael once stood, now Anubis appears. More visible than ever we get the idea of an animalistic head, perhaps a wolf or jackal. The voice is as painful as ever.

ANUBIS

Adam, your journey is at an end. There is nothing left to keep you here. You’ve faced your fears, accepted the futility of your endless battle against the Thorn. It is time to be reborn.

ROSE

No! Leave him alone!

Anubis seems to only just notice Rose. 

ANUBIS

I have seen you in his thoughts. There is great longing and great sadness. You cause him great suffering.

Rose turns to look at Adam in shock and sadness.

ROSE

Adam, it isn’t true is it?

ANUBIS

He wants so much the happiness he sees in you. But knows that the path his life is on will lead to death and loss.

Adam looks up from the cross, tears in his eyes. He then looks upwards at the great ceiling above, the majesty of the church. He closes his eyes and, quietly under his breath, he begins to pray. Anubis is taken aback.

ANUBIS

What is this?

Adam looks down at Rose and Anubis, a new life dancing in his eyes.

ADAM

You are correct. In many way you are correct. I suffer because I want Rose to have a normal life. I want her to have it with me. I worry that our struggle with the Thorn cult will prevent that. But then that’s what life is about really. Struggle. Conflict. Nobody said it was going to be easy. But I’m not ready to give in yet. I’m not ready to leave this world behind or whatever that claptrap you keep going on about is. I have faith, I believe things can work out. I believe Rose and I can be happy. Rose is my past, my present and my future. And you, sir, are not taking that away from me.

Anubis lets out a demonic scream that pains their ears.

ANUBIS

Centuries I have been dormant. Centuries! I have been forgotten. No matter. There is another.

Anubis vanishes into the mist which seems to withdraw from the church. Rose turns and helps Adam down from the cross as Michael once again appears. He wanders up to Rose and places a finger on her forehead and she vanishes.

MICHAEL

She will awake in a few moments, she is free from this world as you are.

ADAM

What did Anubis mean about another?

MICHAEL

Tommy Doyle is here. Anubis seeks to help him cross over. After centuries of neglect I am afraid he is determined. If he cannot ‘help’ the suffering, then what is the purpose of his existence? I can tell you how to help Tommy once you awake.

ADAM

You truly are an Angel, aren’t you? And you know of God and Heaven and Hell?

MICHAEL

Is that what you believe?

ADAM

Yes.

MICHAEL

Then it is so. There is no greater force than faith. It is not the name of the deity, the ritual or place. ‘God’ isn’t a building or an organisation. There are forces and powers older than the names humanity gives to them. And they are all around you. We’re watching.

Adam smiles and nods. He turns away from Michael and looks up at the cross he was on and bows his head in reverence.

Adam’s Van: Rose is finishing picking herself off the floor as Adam starts to stir. She turns to see his eyes snap open. He reaches for the amulet and removes it from around his neck.

Dreamscape, Myers House: Tommy runs into Judith Myers bedroom as the Shape follows him. He looks around for a way out but fails to see any. As the Shape enters the door frame a dark mist fills the room as Anubis makes himself known.

TOMMY

Anubis?

Anubis steps forward through the smoke towards Tommy.

ANUBIS

Oh, so much suffering, so much anguish. You define yourself by such darkness. In the end it will destroy you. And it will destroy your friends.

Adam’s Van: Adam places the amulet down on a side and rushes over to a cupboard, taking down a hammer.

Dreamscape: Anubis approaches Tommy through the mist.

ANUBIS

There is hope for your salvation. I offer you peace, comfort. An end to your suffering.

Out of the mist besides him appears the image of Carly Jamison. Tommy’s eyes widen as her arms stretch out to hold him.

Adam’s Van: He brings the hammer crashing down again and again onto the amulet, shattering it to pieces.

Dreamscape: Carly vanishes as Anubis starts screaming in agony. The mist envelops him as Tommy vanishes.

Adam’s Van: Tommy sits up with a bolt and looks around as Adam and Rose breath sighs of relief and we fade to black.

Haddonfield Park, Afternoon: It’s a bright and sunny day. A picnic has been set up with all sorts of food laid out. Tommy, Debra, Helen, Lonnie, and Josh are sat around talking, laughing and joking. Tommy gets a serious look for a moment.

TOMMY

So did Kane give any indication what exactly it was he wanted to know?

DEBRA

All I know is he dropped this?

She holds up the crystal and Tommy’s eyes narrow at the memory of it. Lonnie grabs it from her and tosses it form hand to hand.

LONNIE

Looks like a piece of cheap junk to me.

He tosses it to Josh to give sit a glance over before casually passing it to Helen. Unnoticed by everyone Helen freezes the moment she touches it and we zoom right into her eye and get a rapid montage of images:

· Tommy running from Michael Myers whilst dressed in Thorn robes.

· Tommy and Clark fighting again a group of Thorn cultists.

· A crying baby.

· Jamie Lloyd.

· The man in black stood in a stone cavern lit by candles.

· A funeral march.

· A grave stone... which we slowly move in on. Eventually we can make out the name...

· Debra  Loomis.

We’re snatched back to reality as Josh takes the crystal and shakes Helen gently.

JOSH

You alright?

HELEN

Umm.. yeah.. I guess I just zoned out there, a moment. I thought I saw… I don’t know… I can’t remember…

She looks confused, as if she’s forgotten something important. She can’t remember.

LONNIE

SO anyone seen where Adam and Rose disappeared to? Mainly so I know where to avoid, I don’t wanna stumbled across old people making out.

DEBRA

I think they headed over to the fountain.

Haddonfield Park, Fountain: Indeed, Rose and Adam are sat by the fountain. Adam holds Roses hand as they smile at each other.

ADAM

I can’t say I understood everything what happened.

ROSE

It just seemed so unreal. I worry Adam, about this life of yours. And what it means for us.

ADAM

I know, it’s a big commitment. But now we’re together… Rose, you’re a bigger commitment. I can’t run round chasing ghosts the rest of my life. I want to be with you. And I am aware I’m not making that much sense right now but that’s due to my increasing nerves so I do apologise.

ROSE

I’m not sure I understand?

Adam smiles and stands up. Rose looks confused. Adam then kneels down in front of her and takes a small box from his pocket. He opens it to reveal a beautiful diamond ring.

ADAM

What I’m trying to say, Rose, is… will you marry me?

Rose stares for a few moments in surprise as the fountain reflects the sunlight and sparkles all around them. And then her faces breaks out in a huge smile and she explodes in joy.

ROSE

Of course I will!

And Adam places the ring on her finger before they both come together in a embrace, kissing lovingly as we fade to black.
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
