Halloween: The Series

Episode 5.18: Crossroads

We open on a large overview of the city known as Haddonfield.  However, it looks older, as if from a distant past.  Walking down the road is a trio of troublemakers, somewhere around 17 years old.  Young Lonnie Elamb leads Richie Castle and Keith Hollander down the streets.  They look like they’re determined to get somewhere.  They are dressed in torn jeans and leather jackets.  They walk towards a large party gathering at a house where teenagers can be seen partying the night away.  Teenage Samantha Elamb comes running up to them, a small trickle of blood trickling from her mouth.

SAMI

Lonnie, thank God you’re here.  I want to leave.

LONNIE

Where is he?

SAMI

No, Lonnie.  Just let it go.  Let’s just leave.

LONNIE

Don’t make me tear this place apart.

SAMI

I don’t want to make a scene!

LONNIE

Richie, Keith.  Find him.

RICHIE

Sure thing, Lonnie.

Richie and Keith take off into the party as Sami tries to calm an angry Lonnie.

SAMI

We talked things out.  It’s fine.

LONNIE

Not for me it’s not.  Move aside.

Lonnie walks past Sami as Richie and Keith return, dragging a struggling Spitz Walker with them.  Richie and Keith shove Spitz forward, right into Lonnie’s hands.  Lonnie grips Spitz by his shirt and gets in his face.

LONNIE

Spitz.  Just the man I was looking for.

SPITZ

Lonnie, let’s not make an issue out of this.

LONNIE

You already did that when you wouldn’t take “no” for an answer from my sister.

SPITZ

Dude, I’ve had too much to drink and I was acting crazy.  I didn’t mean to hurt her.

LONNIE

It’s a good thing she was strong enough to fight you off, because that’s only thing saving you a beating right now.

SPITZ

I didn’t know what I was doing, man.  I’m sorry.  I thought she wanted it.

Lonnie sighs in frustration before decking Spitz with a right cross.  Spitz drops to the ground with a thud as Lonnie stands over him.  Richie and Keith both grab an arm and pull Spitz back to his feet.  Lonnie decks him with a right to the stomach and grabs his face, speaking directly into him.

LONNIE

Let this be a warning to you to never get too drunk to not know what you’re doing again.  You see, if my sister calls me up in the middle of the night because her boyfriend doesn’t know how to control himself again, I’m going to assume that you’re inviting me to kick your ass.  You get what I’m saying, Spitz?

SPITZ

I gotcha, man.  I lost control.  I’m sorry.

Lonnie decks Spitz once more, knocking him to the ground.  Lonnie looks down at Spitz with anger.

LONNIE

If you ever hit my sister again, I’m gonna lose control and trust me, I’m still as cool as a cucumber right now.  You don’t want me to lose my composure.

Lonnie turns and walks over to a crying Sami.  He quickly gives her a hug as she cries into his chest.

LONNIE

Don’t cry, Sami.  I’ll never let anyone lay a hand on you again.

Lonnie and Sami remain in that hug as we FLASH to an image of ‘Halloween 5: The Revenge of Michael Myers’, where Michael Myers kills Sami.  FLASH.  Lonnie awakens in present-day HtS time, riding in a car.  Lindsey Wallace is at the wheel, driving down a dark road.  Lonnie looks over at her, disoriented as he gazes ahead at the road.

LONNIE

How far away are we from the compound?

LINDSEY

About an hour.  You talk in your sleep.  Did you know that?  You mentioned someone Sami.  Are you okay?

LONNIE

I will be just as long as I don’t let my friends down like I did her.  Let me know when we get there.

Lonnie goes back to sleep as Lindsey stares at him with concern.  ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play…  The title card appears reading:
HALLOWEEN: the series
The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as Tommy Doyle
Carrie-Anne Moss as Debra Loomis
Johnny Depp as Lonnie Elamb
Rebecca Gayheart as Helen Jacobs
With

Colin Baker as Adam Travers

We open in Townsville, where Josh Jamison and Helen Jacobs are exiting the Jamison family home.  Josh has a photo album in his hands as Helen carries The Spear of Destiny, but they stop as Willow Cochran leads Greg Bradford and several Druids towards his house.  They surround him as Willow walks forward, shaking his head.

WILLOW

You’re becoming very troublesome, Josh.  It seems we keep finding ourselves in this situation.  Us surrounding you without a hope in the world.

JOSH

It worked out the first time around.  I guess there’s always hope.

WILLOW

This chase is getting old.  You can’t run forever.  It’s pointless.

JOSH

Willow, I don’t have to run forever, just until Halloween when your little ceremony takes place.

HELEN

And I think it’d be a romantic way to spend our first few months together.  Traveling the world, seeing new places.

GREG

I’m not sure if I’m going to vomit because of you two or the smell of horseshit coming from the ground.

HELEN

You’re on the ground.  Maybe it’s you.

WILLOW

Enough.  Give us the Spear!  Now!  Or we will be forced to use violence against you!

Suddenly, a gun is cocked behind them.

COLBY

(o/s)

No violence on my property unless I’m the one dishing it.

Willow, Greg, Josh, Helen, and the few other Thorn members turn to see Colby Rankin sitting on top of his horse, a shot gun aimed directly at Willow’s head.

COLBY

I think you should seriously consider your options.

Colby adjusts his cowboy hat before smiling and winking at an angry Willow.  Willow stares down Colby, who doesn’t give an inch with his intense stare as he concentrates the barrel of his shotgun at Willow’s head.

COLBY

You see, Josh is family.  Maybe not by blood, but in my heart.  You mess with family or home and I will go Wyatt Earp all over your ass.

Willow stares at him with hatred as we cut to the gravesite where Clark has dug Tommy from his grave.  Tommy staggers to his feet as Clark helps him stand.  Clark props him against the leafless tree nearby and looks him over.

TOMMY

What if they find out you helped me?  What will they do to you?

CLARK

We’re not going to worry about that now.  I’m sorry it took so long.  Kane took his time getting back to the compound.

TOMMY

He told you where to find me?

CLARK

I coaxed him a little.  Will you be okay?

TOMMY

I’ll be fine.  Thank you, dad.

CLARK

I’m going to give you the car.  Get in and drive.

TOMMY

What about you?

CLARK

I go back and face the music.

TOMMY

They’ll kill you for saving me!

CLARK

I don’t think so.  Kane acted on his own.  I can talk my way out of it.

TOMMY

But they’ll know you let me go.  No, dad.  I can’t let you do this.

CLARK

There’s no other way.

TOMMY

Yes, there is.  You take me back with you and turn me in.  That’s the only way you can convince them you didn’t help me escape.

CLARK

Then they’ll kill you!

TOMMY

My friends are still there.  They’ll kill them and I’d rather die than let that happen because of me.  It’s the only way, dad.  Take me back.

Clark hesitates, but nods.

CLARK

Okay.  Let’s get moving.

Clark helps Tommy walk towards his car as we cut to inside The Rankin home in Townsville.  Colby’s wife, Amy Rankin, is watching through the window.  She doesn’t notice as The Shape enters the house behind her, walking past the kitchen area.  Amy runs over to the phone in a panic, picking it up.  She hits the button for a dial tone, but there is none.

AMY

Hello?  Operator?

Amy hits the button again.  Nothing.  She runs back over to the window and looks outside.  Colby has his gun trained on Willow.  Suddenly, a phone cord is draped over her head and tightens on her neck.  Amy gasps for air as The Shape is shown strangling her with the cord.  Amy struggles, driving The Shape backwards into the wall.  A few pots and pans fall from the cabinets.  Amy grabs one and nails The Shape over the head with a pot.  The Shape releases her as he staggers.  Amy turns and screams, nailing him with a swing of the pot.  The Shape falls backwards as Amy turns and takes off towards the front door.  Outside the house, Amy comes sprinting out the front door.

AMY

Colby!  There’s a man in here!

At the Jamison home next door, everyone turns at the sound of the screaming.  Colby is shocked as Amy looks panicked.  Inside the house, The Shape grabs a butcher knife from the drawer, walking briskly out the door.  Outside, Colby sees The Shape approaching her.  He looks over at Josh and Helen and then back at Amy.  He’s torn.

COLBY

Shit!  Amy!

Colby kicks the horse, causing him to lurch away from Willow and the others.  The horse gallops at a quickened pace as The Shape walks after Amy.

AMY

Colby!

The Shape reaches her and jams the knife into her back.  He immediately lifts her into the air.  She begins to shudder uncontrollably as Colby fires a shot from his gun, hitting The Shape in the chest.  The Shape staggers backwards and falls to the ground, motionless.  Colby leaps from his horse and grabs Amy, turning her over.  She is shaking, blood gurgling up from her mouth.  She starts to cry.

AMY

I love you, Colby.

Amy’s hand runs along his face, but it goes limp and falls to her side.  He stops breathing.  Colby looks at her with tears as they drop from his eyes.

COLBY

Amy?!  Amy!  No!

Colby holds her close, crying into her chest as Josh and Helen start towards him, but are met by opposition in the Thorn cult.  Willow kicks Josh in the head, sending him to the ground as Greg grabs Helen from behind, tackling her to the ground.  Willow walks over to them and yanks The Spear of Destiny out of her hands.  He smiles as he holds it up.

WILLOW

One step closer to the end.  It all could have been simple and easy, but you made it difficult.  Now, you’re going to suffer the consequences.

GREG

How romantic.  The trashy couple dies together.

Greg shoves Helen into Josh’s arms as the Thorn cult backs off, smiling sadistically as Willow twirls the spear in his hands before putting it into a sheath.  Josh holds Helen close as the Thorn cult stands over them.  Willow takes out the Spear of Destiny, twirling it again.

WILLOW

This element was key to the ceremony.  Thank you so much for keeping it warm for us.  As for your friend...

Down by Amy’s body, Colby looks back and sees The Shape sitting up, turning his head towards Colby.  Colby stands, his gaze fixed on The Shape.

COLBY

You son-of-a-bitch!

Colby turns for his gun, but The Shape sends a knife twirling in the air, embedding itself into Colby’s chest.  Colby staggers backwards, gasping for air as a pool of blood forms where his kidney would rest.  Colby looks painfully at The Shape before falling backwards and to the ground.  Josh yells across the farm.

JOSH

No-o-o-o-o-o-o-o!

Greg moves forward and nails Josh over the head with a heavy object, causing him to see sudden blackness.  We cut to the Thorn Compound, where Debra Loomis is locked in a room with Adam Travers and Rose Jacobs.  Debra looks worn down as Adam and Rose cuddle together in the corner.

ROSE

How long do you think we’ve been in here?

DEBRA

There’s no telling.  The days get longer and longer with nothing to do.

ADAM

This inhumane treatment...why are they doing this to us?

JAMIE

(o/s)

I hear them talking sometimes.

Adam, Rose, and Debra all walk over to the thin wall to hear Jamie speak.  On the other side, Jamie sits holding a teddy bear.

JAMIE

You keep messing them up.  Whatever their plans.  Willow wants to kill all of you, but the Dark Man in the coat won’t let him.

DEBRA

Why won’t he let him, Jamie?

JAMIE

He says you will all self-destruct.  He said dark days would find you all through fate.

A cold chill runs through everyone as Rose begins to cry softly.

DEBRA

How many other people do they have captive here, Jamie?

JAMIE

Lots of people.  They do things to them.  They do things to me.

DEBRA

What do they do, Jamie?

JAMIE

They hurt my...my private area.  They knock me out most of the time, but it still hurts later.

DEBRA

I’m sorry, Jamie.  I’m sorry we couldn’t stop them from doing that.  We’ve looked for you...all this time.

JAMIE

They said I’ll never have a normal life.  They say I wasn’t destined for that.

DEBRA

They’re wrong.  We’re going to find a way out of here, Jamie.  We’re going to get you to your parents.

Suddenly, the door to the room is thrown open.  Karen Staples enters, followed by several other Thorn members.  Debra, Adam, and Rose stand, but are quickly subdued as Karen aims her crossbow at them.

DEBRA

What are you doing to us now?

KAREN

You have a dinner meeting with our leader.

ADAM

Your leader?  Willow?

KAREN

No.  Our leader is someone further up the chain.  You need not know his name.

ADAM

I think we should.

KAREN

You are not allowed thought in our world, Mr. Travers.

Karen throws an elbow into Adam’s head, sending him weakly to his knees.  Rose cowers over him, whimpering for him.

ROSE

Oh, Adam.  Just be quiet, okay?

KAREN

Bring Dr. Loomis to the dining hall.  Leave the others here.

The Thorn members grab Debra as she weakly struggles against their grips.  We cut to a country road, where Lindsey Cross’s car has pulled off the main road and is scouring over rough land.  The car pulls to a stop on top of a large cliff.  Lonnie and Lindsey emerge from the car.  Lonnie walks to the edge of the cliff, looking down over a large compound, surrounded by a barbed wire fence.  A couple of guards can be seen making their rounds as Lindsey walks up behind Lonnie.

LINDSEY

I guess this is the place.

LONNIE

I’m going in with guns blazing.

LINDSEY

I don’t think that is the solution, Lonnie.  You are way outmanned...(smiles) like you usually are since you’re not much of a man, anyways.

LONNIE

I’ve got a better idea.  You can go in and tell them jokes.  They’ll kill themselves so they won’t have to listen to them.

LINDSEY

Oh, come on, Lonnie.  If I was going to drive someone to suicide, I would make sure it would be you.  You’re that special to me.

LONNIE

It’s more likely to be homicide.

LINDSEY

Coming from the boy I sent crying home to mommy and daddy when we were kids because I broke his big, fat nose.

LONNIE

(suddenly serious)

Lindsey, if I tell you something, can you promise not to repeat it to anyone?

LINDSEY

Of course.  I never understand your grumbling, anyways.

LONNIE

I’m starting to resent my friends.  It was gradual.  I mean, I didn’t wake up one morning and decide that I didn’t want to be with them anymore.  I just think that I can’t spend my life holding onto grudges and making myself miserable.  I told Sami I would always protect her.  I failed.  I should accept that and move on.  What does vengeance solve?  Nothing.  These past 5 years?  They’ve done nothing for Sami and they’ve done nothing for Jamie Lloyd.  Sure, Doyle says it’s all about finding Jamie, but I don’t believe him.  I haven’t believed that since Carly was buried in the ground.  It’s all about payback now.  But, how do we get payback?  Do we get our loved ones back?  Hell, no.  We get zero.  We’ve just sunk to the level of the people who started this whole thing.  We’ve sacrificed our integrity as people just so that the world can know that we hurt.  It’s all fucking ridiculous and I’m tired.  I’m tired of doing this.  I’m tired of searching for something that I will never find!

Tears form in Lonnie’s eyes as Lindsey lays a comforting hand on his shoulder.  Lonnie gently grabs her hand as she rests her chin on his shoulder.

LINDSEY

Then maybe you should put it to sleep and move on with your life.

LONNIE

Maybe I will...but right now my friends need me.

TOMMY

(o/s)

I never thought I’d be so glad to see you.

Lonnie and Lindsey turn, seeing Clark and Tommy Doyle standing behind them.  They both look like a wreck.  Lonnie looks at them with surprise.

LONNIE

How did you—

TOMMY

It’s a long story.  They’ve got Adam, Debra, and Rose inside.

CLARK

Among others.

LINDSEY

Tommy!

Lindsey moves forward and hugs Tommy closely.  Clark and Lonnie exchange uneasy glances as Lindsey puts her hands on either side of Tommy’s face.

LINDSEY

I’m so glad you’re okay.  I was worried about you.  Richie and Keith are dead.

TOMMY

I know.  My dad told me.  We don’t have time for reunions.  We have to move.

Lindsey looks at Tommy’s eyes and frowns, taking a step back as Tommy turns towards the compound.

LONNIE

Wait a minute.  This is perfect.

LINDSEY

What?

LONNIE

This is just the break I needed.  You’re returning Tommy to his cell.  We can pull the old Trojan horse to get me inside to where I can find the others.

CLARK

You’d never get out of there.  It’s maximum security.

LONNIE

I can get out of anywhere if I put my mind to it.

LINDSEY

I’m coming with you.

LONNIE

No.  Stay out here and keep the car running.  We may have to make a hasty exit.  Until then, I’m going in with the Doyles here.

LINDSEY

Fine.  Do you want me to do it barefoot and pregnant, too?

LONNIE

I would, but I don’t have time to impregnate you.

LINDSEY

That’s not what the girls in high school said.

LONNIE

Just wait here.

TOMMY

This is crazy.

LONNIE

I don’t know if you remember, Doyle, but I like to do crazy things.

TOMMY

I forgot who I was talking to for a minute.

CLARK

We can’t waste more time.  Kane has surely told them what I did to him by now.  We have to get moving.

LINDSEY

Be careful.

Lindsey quickly kisses Tommy on the cheek before climbing into her car and driving away.  Lonnie turns and holds out his arms.

LONNIE

Take me to your leader.

We cut to inside the Thorn compound, where The Man In Black (MiB) is sitting in a dark room, surrounded by candles.  A sinister presence can be felt as the door opens.  Karen Staples enters, followed by Debra Loomis and several Thorn members.  Debra looks towards the dark figure across the room.  His face is concealed as Debra squints, trying to see him.  When the MiB speaks, his voice is gruff and distorted.

MiB

Please, Debra.  Have a seat.  Your are our guest, after all.

Debra walks forward, but Karen points her crossbow at Debra’s throat.

KAREN

No funny business, doctor.  We have you surrounded.

Debra moves forward, taking a seat across from the MiB.  The MiB waves his hands over a candle and a flame lights up, though it still conceals his identity.

DEBRA

What do you people want with me and my friends?

MiB

We wish you no harm.  It’s quite simple, really.  You and your friends are constantly sticking your noses in places where they don’t belong.  You’re much like your uncle in the sense that once you set your mind to something, you never let it go.  That was his mistake.  That is why he lives in isolation in a cabin out in the middle of nowhere.  A broken down, busted shell of a man with nothing but a wasted, meaningless life behind him.

DEBRA

That’s quite humorous coming from a man who conceals his face in the darkness.  What are you afraid of?

MiB

Ah, the old “changing the subject and putting the conversation onto me” routine.  Don’t bother with your fishing expedition, which is where your conversation was heading.  You won’t find out who I am and you won’t get any more information on what goes on here.  However, should you and your friends continue to find yourselves in our paths to glory, you will be snuffed out like candles in the wind.

The MiB waves his gloved hand over the candle in front of him, causing it go out.  Debra is startled by the sudden snuff of the candle, but remains poised.

DEBRA

We’ve heard that before, but you’ve never able to get the job done.

MiB

If we wanted you dead, you’d be dead.  The reason you are not is because I have not given the order.  But, my patience has its limits.  Our plan is so close to fruition that one little setback could ruin everything and we can’t have that.

DEBRA

What plan?  The Book of Ages ritual?

MiB

Among other things.  Obsession devoured your uncle, Debra.  Don’t follow in his footsteps.

DEBRA

Do I know you?  You seem familiar to me.

MiB

Always think it’s about you, do you?  Sorry, Dr. Loomis.  I’m not like The Pale Horse.  There are more pressing matters to me in this lifetime than you.  However, you don’t go unnoticed and it is strongly recommended that you back away from your pursuit or more people will die.

DEBRA

You people have to pay for what you did to my uncle and to Jamie Lloyd.  It’s not right and if it means losing my life, then so be it, but don’t you ever threaten me.  I’m through crying in the darkness.  I’m coming out swinging.

Debra leaps from the chair and over the table, grabbing the MiB by the trench coat.  Karen leaps onto the table, nailing Debra with the butt of her crossbow.  Debra goes limp as the MiB stands, looking down at her.

KAREN

What do you want me to do with her?

MiB

She’s getting too hostile.  She must be disposed of.

KAREN

But I didn’t think you wanted that.

MiB

It must be done.

KAREN

I’ll take care of it immediately.

MiB

Make it quick.  She shouldn’t suffer.

The MiB exits the room as Karen motions for some of the Thorn guys to pick her up, which they begin to do.  We cut to inside the compound, where Clark’s car comes to a stop right on the loading docks.  Inside the car are Tommy and Clark Doyle.  Clark looks over at Tommy with a sigh.

CLARK

Are you ready for this, son?

TOMMY

Just take me in there.

CLARK

Okay.  Just play along, no matter what I do.

Clark takes out a gun, pointing it at Tommy.

CLARK

Get out of the car.

Tommy gets out of the car as Clark holds the gun on him, doing the same.  Clark takes a step back, unlocking the trunk of his car, but keeping the hood down.  Lonnie’s eyes can be seen peering out of the crack of the hood.  Clark motions Tommy towards the door.

CLARK

We don’t have much time.

Clark and Tommy enter the compound.  A few seconds go by before Lonnie crawls out of the trunk, shutting the hood behind him.  He glances around the area and begins walking down a different corridor, searching for his friends.  We cut to the back of a van, where Helen Jacobs suddenly sits up, finding herself in restraints with her hands tied behind her back.  Greg Bradford sits over her with the Spear of Destiny trained on her as Josh is unconscious beside her.  Greg smiles as Helen looks disoriented.

GREG

It’s a shame that it came to this, Helen.

HELEN

What?  Where are we?

GREG

We’re on our way to the Thorn compound.  You’ve been a very bad girl, Helen.  But, I guess you’ve always been a bad girl.  That’s why daddy had to punish you.

HELEN

Shut up.

GREG

Come on, Helen.  Everybody knows.  Daddy used to spank the bad girl, didn’t he?

HELEN

Shut up!

GREG

Okay, whatever, you trashy bitch.  I don’t why anyone even wastes their time with you, personally.

HELEN

Same to you.

GREG

Not a nice thing to say, Helen.  The Lords of Thorn thought you have potential.  They discussed bringing you in...well, at least before they saw what a heel your father was and how he drew unwanted attention to the clan by getting his ass killed.  Until that point, they saw great power in you.  Of course, I guess your dad was also “in” you, so who needs that freaky shit?

HELEN

Greg, so help me God, you’d better pray that I never have the chance to kill you.

GREG

I don’t pray to God.  God is dead to me.

Josh stirs awake, rubbing his eyes as Greg smirks at his movement.  He looks at Willow up in the passenger seat of the van.

JOSH

Where are we?

GREG

Your last ride, Josh.  You’re a dead man walking.

Helen begins to cry as Josh realizes his hands are tied behind him as well.  He looks up at Greg with anger.

JOSH

Guess there’s no turning back for you, Bradford.

GREG

Turning back?  You mean, like making a truce?  Why would I want to do a silly thing like that?

JOSH

I guess you wouldn’t.  You’d have to be human for that.

Willow leans his head back and speaks to them.

WILLOW

We’re getting ready for arrival.  Buckle up.

Willow goes back to his seat as Greg smirks at the captive Josh and Helen.

GREG

Not long now.

We cut to inside the Thorn compound, where Karen Staples is leading Debra Loomis down a hallway with the crossbow in front of her.  Several Thorn members walk on either side of her as torches light the hallway.  Karen glares over at Debra, who looks angry.

KAREN

I don’t know why you continue to waste your time opposing us.  We have more range and power than you could ever dream.

DEBRA

Sometimes, we have to face adversity to keep our character intact.  Not everything is about gaining power.  Some of it is about right and wrong.  Good and evil.  Two opposing forces that collide constantly and will never make peace.

KAREN

Who says we’re evil?  We’re just looking out for ourselves.

DEBRA

So was Hitler, but you don’t see many singing his praises, do you?

Suddenly, a gunshot echoes through the tunnel.  A Thorn member falls down, dead.  Another shot.  Another Thorn member falls.  Karen quickly turns, only to have a gun shoved into her face, locked and ready to blow in the hands of Lonnie Elamb.  Lonnie winks at her.

LONNIE

Hey, sweetness.  Missed me?

KAREN

You!

Suddenly, Debra is on her, wrapping her arms around Karen’s head in a sleeper hold.  A few seconds pass before Karen passes out.  Debra drops her to the ground and steps forward, taking one of Lonnie’s guns.

LONNIE

Come here often?

DEBRA

Is that the best line you have?

LONNIE

Are you okay?

DEBRA

I’m as good as I can be.  How did you find us?

LONNIE

Long story.  Where are the others?

DEBRA

Follow me.

Debra motions Lonnie as they take off down a hallway.  Inside a room, Kane Manson sits up, having heard the noise.  Sahara Lathan is beside him in bed, cuddled up to him.  Sahara wakes up, looking at him.

SAHARA

What is it?

KANE

Someone’s here.

Kane gets out of bed as Sahara looks on in worry.  We cut to a large room, where the MiB now sits.  The MiB is within a square as a painted Thorn symbol is painted across the floor in red.  A door opens and Clark Doyle enters with Tommy in front of him.  Clark has a gun trained on Tommy as the MiB turns at the intrusion.

MiB

Where did you find him?

CLARK

In the ground, where Kane buried him.

MiB

Kane acted without authorization and he did confess his part in this, but he also implied that you couldn’t be trusted.

CLARK

I know.  Killing my son wasn’t part of the plan and I punished Kane for it.  That’s all there is to the story.

MiB

I trust your judgment, Clark.  You have been loyal to us for years.  Kane’s record is spotty at best.  The question, Tommy, remains.  How did you escape?

TOMMY

Simple.  I ran.

MiB

You’d be wise to tell us the truth.

TOMMY

I bribed the hearse driver.

MiB

And how did you make contact with him?

TOMMY

These walls are thin.  I yelled at him through the door and offered him money.

MiB

All the problems are repaired.  Clark, you will lock him up and he will not be released until after Halloween when the ritual is complete.

CLARK

Yes, sir.

Clark takes Tommy and leads him out of the room as the MiB watches on.  We cut to the hallways of the darkened tunnels.  Lonnie and Debra are sneaking through the hallways, each having a gun ready to fire.  They reach a door in the middle of the hallway.  Debra looks through the peephole.

DEBRA

Adam?  Rose?

Inside the room, Adam and Rose perk up, coming to the door.

ADAM

Debra?

Lonnie kicks the door, followed by firing a bullet into the handle.  The door creaks open.  Adam and Rose step out.

LONNIE

Come on, guys.  We’re getting the hell out of this dump.

ADAM

Lonnie.  I have never been so glad to see you.

LONNIE

You’re welcome.

ROSE

They had to have heard those shots.

LONNIE

Which is more reason to get moving right now.

DEBRA

Wait!  Jamie!

Debra runs over to the next door, trying to open it.  Jamie pokes her head to the peephole.

JAMIE

It’s locked.  They have the key.

LONNIE

Stand away from the door, Jamie!

Jamie moves back. Lonnie aims the gun and fires a shot into the lock.  He then kicks the door open.  Jamie rushes out of the room, hugging Debra tightly.

JAMIE

I knew you’d get me out of here!

The sound of people running is heard as Lonnie and the others turn.  Lonnie sees several Thorn members running down the hallway towards them.  His eyes widen in fear.

LONNIE

Ah, shit.  Run!

Lonnie fires a shot down the hallway, hitting one Thorn member in the chest.  The Thorn member falls to the ground.  Lonnie opens fire on all of them, causing them to drop like flies.  Debra points and fires, hitting a couple of Thorn guys, too.

DEBRA

Adam, get her out of here!

Rose grabs Jamie by the hand and turns, running down the length of the hallway with Adam close behind.  Lonnie and Debra fire as much as possible until a slew of bullets come flying back at them.

LONNIE

Let’s go!

Lonnie and Debra turn and fire their weapons as they take off after Adam, Rose, and Jamie.  We cut to a van, pulling into the parking lot.  From a distance, Lindsey Wallace is seen watching the van.  She hides as the van pulls to a stop.  Out jumps Willow Cochran and Greg Bradford, among other Thorn guys.  Greg walks to the back, gun holstered, and opens the back door.  Josh and Helen are thrown out of the van.  Greg jerks them up, taking his gun out of his holster and holding it on them.  Lindsey frowns.

GREG

Welcome to your new home.

JOSH

You can’t hold us here forever.

HELEN

People will look for us!

GREG

Just shut your mouths and accept things the way they are.

Willow suddenly turns his head towards the building, as if sensing something.
WILLOW

(narrowing his eyes)

Something’s wrong.

Lindsey begins creeping towards the group from behind some pallets.  Willow walks with purpose towards the building as we cut to inside the compound, where Clark and Tommy are walking slowly down the hallway.  Suddenly, a loud alarm sounds over the sound system.  Clark and Tommy look around in shock.

CLARK

Looks like your “friend” Elamb is doing his part.

TOMMY

He’s changed a lot.  We all have.

CLARK

This is the perfect opportunity for you to go.  I’ll say you escaped in all of the chaos.  They’ll think your friends saved you.

TOMMY

You shouldn’t stay here.  Come with me.

CLARK

I can help you here better than I can on the outside.  Go!

TOMMY

I want my father back!

CLARK

It wasn’t meant to be.  Go!  Before they find us!

Clark pushes him backwards and takes out a gun, pointing it at Tommy.  Tommy backs up in shock before turning and taking off into the dark tunnels.  Clark holsters his weapon and turns, walking the opposite direction.  We cut to another part of the facility, as Adam, Rose, and Jamie come running down the length of a hallway.

ROSE

Where is the exit?!

JAMIE

Just keep going!  We’ll find it!

ADAM

Oh, bollocks.

ROSE

What?!

Adam stops running, looking dead ahead in fear.  Standing at the end of the hallway is The Shape, Michael Myers.  He has a butcher knife in his hand and is staring straight at them.  He takes a step forward, followed by another one.

ROSE

Is that...

JAMIE

Michael!

Lonnie and Debra come running quickly behind them, almost running them over as they come to a stop.

LONNIE

What the hell?!

Lonnie looks up ahead and sees Michael walking towards them.  His face hardens.  He points his gun directly at Michael and fires, sending a bullet into his chest.  Michael staggers backwards.  Lonnie takes a step forward, firing another shot.  He takes another step, firing another.  Michael staggers backwards.  Lonnie fires one more.  Michael is thrown backwards, hitting the ground with a thud.

LONNIE

Get Jamie out of here!

DEBRA

What about you?!

LONNIE

I’ve got some unfinished business here.

Lonnie walks towards Michael as Debra shakes her head.

DEBRA

Come on!

Debra grabs Jamie’s hand and takes off running past Michael out down another hallway.  Adam and Rose quickly follow her as Lonnie concentrates his gaze on Michael Myers.  Lonnie just stands, staring at Michael as Thorn members are heard running behind him.

LONNIE

Get up, Michael.  I don’t have much time.

The Shape sits up, his gaze fixed on Lonnie.  Lonnie smirks.

LONNIE

That’s more like it.

Lonnie takes a step forward as we cut to Tommy Doyle, running through the tunnels as chaos is heard in the corridors.  Tommy rounds a corner, being greeted with an elbow to the face.  Tommy hits the ground with a thud as Kane Manson steps out of the shadows with Sahara Lathan behind him. Tommy looks up at Kane with hatred as Kane stares down at him.

KANE

I really wish you’d have died in that coffin.

TOMMY

Don’t worry.  I’m back now.  You can try and finish the job.

Tommy stands as Kane advances on him.  Tommy gets in a tiger position as Sahara tries to circle around him.  We cut to Debra, Adam, Rose, and Jamie sprinting through the hallways.  They see an exit door.

JAMIE

There it is!  That’s the way out!

They are shocked as Willow Cochran steps through the door, looking confused.  Willow fixes his gaze on the foursome as Greg leads Josh and Helen in behind Willow.  Karen Staples comes running from an adjacent hallway, grabbing Willow.

KAREN

They’re trying to escape!

Debra aims Lonnie’s gun and fires, hitting the wall behind Willow.  Willow is distracted as Lindsey Wallace enters, leaping onto a Thorn member at the back of the squad.  She slams him against the wall and nails him with a roundhouse kick.  Willow turns his attention to her as Josh nails him with a kidney shot.  Willow doubles over as Karen swings at Josh with a right.  Helen swats her arm away, nailing her with a right cross.  Karen staggers, but whips around with a crescent kick to the chin.  Helen falls backwards.  Josh jumps and kicks Willow in the chest, dropping him back to the ground.

GREG

Son-of-a-bitch!

Greg nails Josh with his weapon, sending him flying forward to the ground.  Debra comes charging down the hallway.  She uses Karen as a springboard and jumps forward with a karate kick to Greg’s chest.  Greg is knocked back against the wall with a thud.  Lindsey lunges forward with a kick to Greg’s face, knocking him sideways to the ground with a thud.

LINDSEY

Give them everything you’ve got!

WILLOW

Stop them!

Willow spins around, sweeping Lindsey’s legs.  Lindsey gains air as she smacks into the ground with a thud.  Debra nails Willow with a right, but he jumps,. Doing that spin move that sends Debra down to the ground in a heap next to Lindsey.  Adam comes charging down the hall, tackling Willow into the wall.  Willow throws an elbow back into Adam’s face, staggering him backwards.  Willow whips around and nails Adam with a right cross.  Adam falls to the ground.  Jamie and Rose watch in fear as the fight continues to escalate before them.  We cut to the ritual room, where the Man In Black is pacing.  Clark Doyle walks through the door, looking panicked.

CLARK

Tommy’s friends are here!  They nailed me and took off with Tommy!  They could escape!

MiB

Load up the vans.  We’re setting up shop somewhere else.  Destroy the premises!

The MiB exits the room as Clark smirks.

CLARK

Not a problem.

In a hallway, Tommy and Kane circle each other, preparing for battle.  Kane twirls a hunting knife in his hand, staring at Tommy with hatred.

KANE

You should have died a long time ago!  It’s only because of your weak-minded father that you still breathe!

Kane lunges forward with the knife, but Tommy dodges the blow, grabbing Kane’s arm in the process.  Tommy jerks Kane’s frame forward, flipping his large frame over his own body and to the ground.  Sahara screams.

SAHARA

No!  Kane, my love!

Tommy holds the arm, yanking the knife away as Sahara charges.  Tommy turns and greets Sahara with the blade, embedding it into her gut.  Sahara’s eyes widen in shock, but soon glaze over before Tommy shoves her backwards to the ground.  Sahara is motionless, but still breathing as Kane leaps to his feet, spinning around with a back crescent kick to Tommy’s face.  Tommy twists in mid-air before smashing into the ground below him.  Kane looks briefly at the fallen Sahara as he stomps forward, missing a dodging Tommy.  Tommy swings upwards, hitting Kane with a shot to the stomach.  He swings with a right, but Kane kicks forward, nailing Tommy in the chin.  Tommy falls backwards with a thud.  Kane reaches down and picks Tommy up with his hands around his throat.  He jerks Tommy into the air, choking him with ferocity.

KANE

You bastard!  I’ll kill you!

Tommy nails Kane with a right to the face.  Another.  Kane drops Tommy, who lands on his feet.  Tommy runs forward, driving Kane back into the wall.  He nails Kane with a right.  Kane nails Tommy with a right.  Tommy staggers backwards as Kane leaps forward, kicking him in the chest.  Sahara gurgles up some blood, reaching for Kane.

SAHARA

Kane...

Kane takes his attention away from the fallen Tommy, turning towards Sahara.  He runs over to her, holding her in his arms.

KANE

He did this to you.

SAHARA

I’m not going to make it, Kane.  I can feel my life leaving me.

KANE

No!

Sahara coughs up some more blood before she takes her last breath, dying in Kane’s arms.  Tommy watches as Kane holds her in his arms, beginning to cry softly into her chest.

KANE

No!  No-o-o-o-o-o-o-o!

Tommy takes his chance and takes off into the hallways of the compound.  In another hallway, Lonnie watches as Michael Myers gets to his feet, staring straight at Lonnie.

LONNIE

Remember me, Michael?  You should have never touched my sister.

Michael takes a step forward, causing Lonnie to whip around with a spinning back kick.  Michael catches Lonnie’s leg and shoves him fiercely back into the wall.  The wall gives way, sending Lonnie through the wall, breaking it into pieces.  The Shape turns, walking towards Lonnie into the other room.  Behind him, Thorn members run past, briefly glancing and only seeing Michael.  They take off down the hallway behind him.  Inside the room, Lonnie looks around and sees that he has broken through a gas pipe.  Gas is heard pouring out of the pipe as Michael advances on him.  Michael stabs downwards with the knife, but Lonnie dodges the blow, rolling out of the way.  Lonnie stands as Michael whips the knife around.  Lonnie steps back to dodge the spinning knife, spinning around himself and connecting with a kick to Michael’s back.  Michael goes through a nearby wall, busting through it in anger as Lonnie charges him.  They end up in some kind of bathroom area with a tub and toilet.  Michael catches Lonnie’s swinging fist in his palm, slashing the knife forward.  Lonnie side dodges the knife, twisting downwards and sweeping the feet of Michael.  Michael falls to the ground with a thud.  Lonnie grabs Michael by his coveralls and nails him in the mask with a right.

LONNIE

You evil bastard!  You kill the innocent!

Michael stabs upwards, grazing Lonnie’s side.  Lonnie cries out in pain as Michael jams the knife forward again, grazing Lonnie in the arm as Lonnie falls backwards.  Lonnie crawls a few feet for his gun, but Michael quickly stands, stepping on his arm and preventing him from reaching it.  Michael jams the knife down at Lonnie’s head, but Lonnie yanks his arm out from under Michael, causing him to stagger and lose his balance, stumbling into the ground.  Lonnie backhands the mask of Michael, sending him rolling to the side.  Lonnie leaps for his gun, grabbing it within his grasp.  Lonnie turns as Michael stands.  Lonnie aims the gun at Michael.

LONNIE

This is for Sami.

Lonnie doesn’t fire, but turns and runs for the tub.  He leaps through the air, twisting in mid-air.  He points his gun at the gas pipes and fires.  The bullet ignites the gas leak and explodes into a ball of flame, coming outwards.  Lonnie lands in the tub, turning it over onto himself as the explosion engulfs Michael, catching him on fire with quickness.  The whole entire structure begins to shake.  We cut to the fight at the exit doors, as Debra karate kicks Karen Staples against the wall.  She nails her with a right, sending her down to the ground as it begins to shake.  Willow tosses Adam through the air and turns at the rumbling coming from the building.  Adam hits the ground with a thud.

WILLOW

That doesn’t sound good!

Josh turns Willow and nails him with a right as Thorn members are fighting with the group all around the hallway.  Willow nails Josh with a right, but he nails him back.  Greg has Helen pinned against the wall, grabbing her by her throat and laughing.

GREG

This is sweet revenge, bitch!

ROSE

Get off of my daughter!

Rose leaps onto Greg, tearing at his eyes with scratches.  Greg howls in pain, back handing Rose across the jaw.  Rose falls as Adam comes charging, nailing Greg with a tackle against the wall.  Adam looks intensely into Greg’s eyes.

ADAM

You should learn to respect your elders.  Time to take...as you Americans say…your ass to the woodshed.

Adam nails Greg with a hard right hand, dropping him like a fly.  Adam turns and nails another Thorn member as Helen grabs a falling piece of debris and nails another with it.  Lindsey Wallace blocks a punch from a Thorn member, spins around with an elbow to their face, and then back kicks them to the chest, sending them back to the ground.  Debra roundhouse kicks Karen, sending her down as Willow kicks Josh across the face, sending him down.  Willow turns and jerks Jamie Lloyd by her arm, yanking her away from the scene.

WILLOW

You’re coming with me!

Willow jerks Jamie into the hallway as Debra swings at him with a right.  Willow blocks her punch and spins, nailing Debra with a back kick.  As she smacks into the wall, other Thorn members grab her.  Willow takes off down the hallway with Jamie as Debra fights more Thorn guys.  Lindsey aids by hitting one in the jaw as we cut to the site of the explosion, where the tub is lifted to reveal a very safe and sound Lonnie underneath.  Lonnie stands to see fire, spreading all across the facility.  He smirks as he notices a motionless Michael Myers on the ground, small flames burning on his clothing.  Lonnie stands over Michael’s fallen body.  He stares down at it, tears forming in his eyes.
LONNIE

I’m done with you.

Lonnie spits on Michael’s form and walks out of the room, staggering down the hallway with his gun in hand.  We cut back to the fight at the exit doors.  The fire is beginning to take its toll on the building as flames are starting to appear everywhere.  Josh nails a couple of Thorn guys with a double jumping kick.  Another charges and swings, but Josh blacks it, nailing him with a right.  Rose sees Greg and Adam struggling by a wall of flame.  Rose sprints forward, giving Greg a push into the fire.  Greg’s hand catches on fire briefly and he screams in agony.

GREG

Oh, shit!  My God!

Greg yells loudly and takes off down the hallway in pain.  Rose helps Adam stand as Thorn members begin surrounding them.  Debra, Josh, Helen, Rose, Lindsey, and Adam stand back-to-back, ready to continue the fight.

HELEN

What do we do?!

JOSH

If I’m going to go down, I’m going to go down fighting!

DEBRA

They’ll never take us alive.

LINDSEY

Fuckin’ A!

Suddenly, Tommy Doyle comes charging down the hallway with a torch.  He jams the flame into one of the Thorn guy’s robes.  It ignites, causing him to cry out in pain.  The Thorn members are distracted as Karen stands, looking around at all of the chaos.  Tommy nails another with the torch.  Josh nails one with a right, Debra kicks one, Helen leaps onto one, Adam protects Rose, Lindsey knees one in the crotch, and Tommy waves his flame at them.  A gunshot rings out and another Thorn member falls, dead.  Everyone turns to see Lonnie firing his weapon.  Bullets fly as he charges into the fray, dropping members as he goes.  Lonnie stops and points his gun at Karen as she looks into his eyes.  Lonnie fires at her.  Karen takes off running down the opposite hallway, all of the remaining Thorn members stepping over the bodies of their fallen comrades.  Fire has almost completely engulfed the compound.  Tommy, Lindsey, Lonnie, Debra, Helen, Adam, Josh, and Rose all look at each other.

TOMMY

We’re all still standing.

LONNIE

Why don’t we ‘still stand’ outside before we start ‘still burning’?

JOSH

I second that...(looks confused)...I think.

ADAM

Let’s go!

A dramatic, slow version of the Halloween Theme begins to pay as our heroes walk from the burning building.  Slo-mo montage as the music plays:

-Outside, battle-scarred and beaten, Tommy, Lindsey, Lonnie, Debra, Josh, Helen, Adam, and Rose walk from the burning inferno.

-The MiB stands with Clark Doyle and several Thorn members as they watch their building burn.

-Kane carries the dead body of Sahara Lathan through the flames to the outside of the burning building, a look of anger and sadness on his face.

-Karen Staples stands with her crew at the Thorn van, watching the building burn from a distance.

-Willow drags Jamie Lloyd towards the woods.  Jamie tugs at his grip, but it is unsuccessful as Willow pulls her away.

-The building explodes.

-Lonnie watches the flames burn as the roof collapses.  Debra hugs him tightly.

-The room where Michael’s body rested is now empty, nothing but a bloody butcher knife remaining as the ceiling collapses in.

-Josh and Helen are kissing.  Adam and Rose are cuddling.

-Tommy sets his intense gaze upon the building in ruins.  He looks angry.  Lindsey Wallace sees the look on his face and looks saddened.

-Police cars drive into the area at high speed, their lights blinking.

-Willow joins Clark and the MiB with Jamie in tow.  Clark looks at Jamie with sadness.

-Kane lays Sahara’s dead body in the grass.  He stands over her with rage building.
KANE

You’re gonna pay, Doyle.

Back at the Thorn vans, Jamie is tossed inside as the MiB lets the darkness hide his identity.  Clark turns to the MiB.

CLARK

What now?

MiB

All of our land lost.  They’ll pay for this.  They’ll pay dearly.

Clark looks worried as we fade out over the burning building.  We cut to a wooded area, where The Shape is walking slowly, seemingly injured as he staggers forward.  Suddenly, out of nowhere, a large camouflage van shoots into the area.  The Shape is surprised as the doors open.  Out jump a bunch of commandos wearing ski masks.  They all hold weapons in their grips.  One of the commandos fires a gun at Michael.  A dart embeds itself in Michael’s neck.  Another dart lands in Michael’s neck.   Michael feels the dart as he staggers forward.  They shoot another dart into his chest.  And another.  The lead commando shoots a taser into Michael’s chest, sending a wave of electricity through his body.  Other commanoes toss a steel net over Michael’s body, causing him to finally fall to the ground.  They wrap Michael’s unconscious body inside as the lead commando moves forward.

LEAD COMMANDO

Quick!  Before those cult guys show up!  Get him in the van!

The other commandos move, grabbing Michael and throwing the net quickly into the van.  They just as quickly dive inside and take off into the night.  We cut to a new day, where the sun is shining and things are bright.  The Jacobs home is ripe with people as if at a gathering.  Garry Jacobs comes walking forward, carrying a suitcase as Sue Adams, Joe Thomas, and Helen Jacobs stand by his car.  Rose and Adam come walking behind him as Garry puts the suitcase down and turns, hugging Rose.

ROSE

You call me as soon as you arrive.  Chicago’s a dangerous place.

GARRY

I know, mom.  But, I’ll be okay.

Garry turns to Sue, Helen, and Joe, tears forming in his eyes.

JOE

Garry, you take care out there in the big city.  Let those jerks know that just because we’re from a small town that we’re not idiots.

GARRY

I’ll miss you, Joe.

Garry hugs Joe, who moves aside as Helen moves forward.

HELEN

Big brother, what am I going to do without you?

GARRY

Hopefully, get in less trouble.  God, I’m really gonna miss you, sis.

HELEN

You just be the best medical personnel they’ve ever seen on an ambulance.  You hear me?  I love you.

GARRY

I love you, too.

Garry and Helen hug tightly as tears form in Garry’s eyes.  Helen steps out of the way as Sue steps up to Garry, tears already flowing from her eyes.

SUE

Garry, I don’t know what to say.

GARRY

Say you’ll come visit me sometime.  This isn’t goodbye.  I’m just taking a job, not far away.

SUE

I know, but I wish you the best, despite how things happened between us.  Even though it didn’t seem like it, I did love you and I will miss you.

GARRY

Thanks.

Sue kisses Garry before walking off.  Josh steps forward, extending his hand.

JOSH

Bro, things weren’t always copasetic with us, but I always respected you.

GARRY

Same here.

Garry shakes his hand.

GARRY

Take care of my sister for me.

JOSH

Not a problem.

Garry nods sadly and takes a glance at Tommy, Debra, Lindsey, and Lonnie standing on the porch of his house.  He nods to them.  They nod back in goodbye.  Garry climbs into his car and pulls away from his house.  His car disappears down the road as everyone goes back to their business.  Up on the porch, Lonnie turns and walks away, looking in a bad mood.  Tommy, Lindsey, and Debra turn, watching him closely.

TOMMY

What’s up with Lonnie?  He’s been unusually quiet all day.

DEBRA

I’m not sure.  Ever since the authorities said that Jamie wasn’t inside the compound and neither was Michael, he’s been like that.  He probably is bummed that he doesn’t have a house anymore, too.

TOMMY

Must be depressing.  Josh has a cabin to move back into, but Lonnie’s homeless.

DEBRA

I’ll have a talk with him.

Debra turns and walks over to Lonnie, who is drinking a soda as he stares out at the streets of Haddonfield.  Debra lightly pats him on the shoulder.

DEBRA

I think you should cheer up.  Garry’ll be back for visits.

LONNIE

(smirks)

Debbie, will you take a walk with me?

DEBRA

Sure.  Where do you want to go?

LONNIE

To see some people I haven’t visited in a while.

DEBRA

Okay.

Lonnie steps down off of the porch, holding out his hand for Debra to put hers in his.  She does and he helps her step down from the porch.  They begin walking away from Garry’s goodbye party as Lindsey looks over at Tommy with concern.

LINDSEY

I’m right behind Garry on the trail to Chicago.  Not even gonna say hello or good luck?

TOMMY

I’ve been occupied.

LINDSEY

I’ve noticed.

TOMMY

What’s that supposed to mean?

LINDSEY

I mean that we haven’t seen each other in over a year and you haven’t called, written, or so much as dropped me a note.  You never return my calls anymore.

TOMMY

I have other things to worry about besides you, Lindsey.  Sometimes, friendships go different paths.  That’s life.

LINDSEY

Right.  I saw it coming when I returned here to town and find that between you and Lonnie, he’s become the sane one.

TOMMY

You don’t have any idea what you’re talking about.

LINDSEY

I don’t even recognize you anymore.  You’re not the same guy I used to be head over heals in love with.  That’s for sure.

TOMMY

Lindsey, what we had was untouchable.  I will always care for you, but right now, my life is headed a different direction than yours.

LINDSEY

Yeah, but I don’t like that direction.  I’m worried about you.

TOMMY

Don’t be.  I’m in full control of my fate.

LINDSEY

Do me a favor?  Return a call sometime?

TOMMY

Sure.

LINDSEY

I’ve got to get on the road if I want keep my job.  I have a lot of work to catch up on.  Tell Lonnie and Debra I said goodbye.

TOMMY

(nodding)

Take care of yourself, Lindsey.

Lindsey looks at Tommy with sadness.  They don’t even hug goodbye.

LINDSEY

You, too.

Lindsey turns and walks off as Tommy stares out into the nieghborhoods of Haddonfield.  We cut to a little later, as we join Lonnie and Debra walking through Haddonfield Memorial Cemetery.  They are silent as they stop in front of a group of three tombstones, bearing the names of Curtis Elamb, Abigail Elamb, and Samantha Elamb.  Debra notices where they are and frowns.

DEBRA
