Halloween: The Series.

     Episode 5.19: Final Genesis
We open on a shot of Haddonfield at night.

ADAM (VO)

Previously on Halloween: The Series…

We cut to a little later, as we join Lonnie and Debra walking through Haddonfield Memorial Cemetery.

LONNIE

I called Captain Fuller in Chicago and he got me enrolled at the police academy there.  I’m leaving Haddonfield.

Outside Debra’s house Lonnie has a seat, leaning against his motorcycle as Tommy looks off into the distance.

TOMMY

Good luck, Lonnie.

LONNIE

And let me give you a little friendly advice:  Don’t let this quest consume you.  If it gets too intense, let it go.

TOMMY

Advice taken.  I’ll miss you, my friend.

Tommy holds out his hand.  Lonnie nods and smiles.  He shakes Tommy’s hand.

LONNIE

Friend.  Be cool.

Lonnie smiles as ‘Perfect Memory’ by Remy Zero begins to play over the scene.  Lonnie throws his leg over his bike and puts on a pair of sunglasses.  He looks at the group and smiles.  Debra forms tears in her eyes as Lonnie blows her a kiss.  He starts his motorcycle, takes one last look at his friends, and pulls away on his motorcycle.  As the song plays, Tommy, Debra, Adam, Helen, and Josh watch Lonnie disappear into the distance.

We cut to a wooded area, where The Shape is walking slowly, seemingly injured as he staggers forward.  Suddenly, out of nowhere, a large camouflage van shoots into the area.  The Shape is surprised as the doors open.  Out jump a bunch of commandos wearing ski masks.  They all hold weapons in their grips.  One of the commandos fires a gun at Michael.  A dart embeds itself in Michael’s neck. Michael feels the dart before staggering forward. They shoot another dart into his chest.  And another.  The lead commando shoots a taser into Michael’s chest, sending a wave of electricity through his body.  Other commando’s toss a steel net over Michael’s body, causing him to finally fall to the ground.  They wrap Michael’s unconscious body inside as the lead commando moves forward.

LEAD COMMANDO

Quick!  Before those cult guys show up!  Get him in the van!

The other commandos move, grabbing Michael and throwing the net quickly into the van.  They just as quickly dive inside and take off into the night. We crash to black.

Thorn Caverns: We find ourselves moving through the torch lit passages of underground caverns, the walls decorated by pagan symbols. We round a corner and come face to face with what can only be described as total chaos.

     We are in a vast underground cavern in which Thorn cultists are running backwards and forwards in a panic. A stairway carved into one wall and heading up is packed as robed cultists push to get by. At one end of the room we find a bunch of familiar faces, WILLOW COCHRAN, KAREN STAPLES and CLARK DOYLE, engaged in a violent argument.

WILLOW

It was your responsibility Clark!!!

CLARK

It was your operation!

WILLOW

I had the girl, you’re responsible for clean up. You should have had a team ready and waiting.

Karen tries to step in and calm the two men who are almost ready to kill each other on the spot.

KAREN

Willow, Clark, we all know Michael does his own thing. We can’t control or predict his every movement.

WILLOW

It’s our duty to watch over him and aid his journey, not lose all trace of him off of the planet!

CLARK

It has happened before you know, back in ‘88.

WILLOW

And heads rolled then, too Clark. And that wasn’t the advent of the equinox. We need Michael here.

CLARK

We’ve already got our best men on it.

KAREN

Isn’t there more we could do?

Clark seems to pause, thinking about something. Then he sighs in acceptance.

CLARK

I have a suggestion.

WILLOW

I hope it’s good. We need to know where, in the name of Thorn, Michael has vanished to!

Abandoned Medical Lab, Unknown Location: A large, old laboratory sits empty and abandoned, various tools and jarred items scattered about. He windows are boarded up with barely any light sifting through the cracks. After a moment, blue lights over head flicker on unexpectedly. Moments after a door crashes open at one end of the room and a trolley is rolled in, the Shape strapped down to it, still masked. It’s being pushed by four men in surgical scrubs who are being followed by two uniformed men. We hear a faint, methodical tapping following them. They go into the rooms centre and begin to set up the operating theatre. After a few moments another figure enters, alongside the tapping side. He walks with a silver-handed black cane, the source of the noise, and wears a dark navy uniform over which he has a long trench coat. We pan up to see his face, aged and deeply cracked, around eighty years old perhaps. He approaches the strapped down Myers and a smile spreads across his cracked lips. A doctor turns to him.

DOCTOR

Herr Liptun, we’re almost ready for phase one.

JOERIN LIPTUN nods slightly as he replies in a thick German accent.

JOERIN

Wonderful. At last, we can unlock the DNA structure and discover the secrets of perfection. Think on it. The master race created in his image.

We slowly pan down to his hand clasping his staff and see he is wearing a ring bearing the swastika. We then move over to the still form of Myers where the surgeons are beginning to operate.

Fade to Black.

     The Halloween Theme begins to play as we rise up over Haddonfield. The title card appears reading:

HALLOWEEN: the series

     The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from seasons two and three flash up. The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as TOMMY DOYLE

Carrie-Anne Moss as DEBRA LOOMIS

Rebecca Gayheart as HELEN JACOBS

with

Colin Baker as ADAM TRAVERS
Oasis Bar: It’s midday and the Oasis bar is bustling with life as people arrive for an afternoon drink or a family meal out. Outside the bar various wooden benches have been set up and groups sits about, talking and laughing. The leaves on the trees around are a crisp brown or yellow and sunlight shines down through the branches. Despite a slight breeze there’s a nice atmosphere, not too cold for the time of year and enjoyable for the children who run about, playing in the already-fallen leaves.

Sat by himself, at one bench on the end, we see TOMMY DOYLE very slowly nursing a drink, a plate of chips smothered in ketchup sat before him. He looks tired and worried, the weight of the world on his shoulders.

As he sits there we see someone else approaching. Tommy looks up to see HELEN JACOBS walking over and sitting down opposite him. She smiles warmly.

HELEN

I hope that’s not alcoholic.

TOMMY

Just coke.

HELEN

Good. Mrs Blankenship said you’d been coming here the last week or so. Since Lonnie left.

TOMMY

Just been needing some air.

HELEN

Must be frustrating.

Tommy looks at her quizzically.

TOMMY

What must be?

HELEN

That Lonnie could leave it all behind so easily. Quit the fight at this stage, go and have his own life. The promising young Tommy Doyle, stuck in Haddonfield chasing ghosts whilst the rebellious Lonnie Elamb with no future goes and finds one. That’s what’s been bothering you, isn’t it?

Tommy smiles slightly with a shake of the head.

TOMMY

Am I really that predictable?

HELEN

Only sometimes. 

TOMMY

I am glad for Lonnie. Really, I am. But it’s just making me question where I’m going, what I’m doing to myself. Let’s face it, this last years been a disaster. Thorn’s beaten us at nearly every turn.

HELEN

We have Pandora’s Box. And the Thorn Ring.

TOMMY

Two items. I thought that might be enough but it’s not. I’ve been looking over the Book of Ages again and again. If we want to defeat Thorn we need more items. I thought the least we could do is stop them performing their ceremony but they could still pull it off with the artefacts they already have. The equinox is almost here and we’ve got nothing to show for it.

He sighs and Helen shakes her head sadly. Her mood instantly flips to more upbeat as she tries to cheer up Tommy.

HELEN

Hey, it’s not over till the fat lady sings! Where there’s life, there’s hope.

Clark Doyle sits down at the table next to them, with a smile.

CLARK

She’s right, you know Tommy.

Both Helen and Tommy look at him in surprise, Tommy instantly becoming edgy, glancing around the area, as if expecting to be set upon any moment.

TOMMY

What are you doing here?

CLARK

Hardly a polite way to greet your old man.

TOMMY

Don’t you think this is a little… dangerous?

CLARK

No. I have about five Thorn operatives waiting in the wings. I’m quite safe.

HELEN

What do you mea…

He stares directly into Helen’s eyes and she goes quiet. Clark smiles at Tommy whose starting to understand what’s going on.

CLARK

I’m here on behalf of Thorn to offer an alliance… of sorts. I know this might come as a surprise but it seems we have need of your help.

TOMMY

Why should I help you? My own father a traitor, helping the bastards who murdered my wife. I owe you nothing.

CLARK

That’s very true. Still, families family so they thought that I should be the one to approach you. You see, the problem is, we’ve lost Michael.

TOMMY

Lost Michael? What do you mean, you’ve lost him?

CLARK

He’s disappeared Tommy. Vanished after our last run in, none of the Council can locate him. Now I’m sure you’re thinking this is not your problem but keep this in mind, the equinox is almost here. When is arrives Michael will play a key part, for both sides. Without his presence neither ritual, yours or ours, will be able to occur. And if someone’s gone to such trouble to abduct Michael they must have a purpose for him. An unknown purpose.

TOMMY

Better the devil you know.

CLARK

Exactly.

TOMMY

So what do you need us for?

CLARK

We’ve got an almost endless supply of resources yet you always seem to pull through. We want to make use of your investigative skills. Not to mention the powerful nature of Helen’s premonitions.

TOMMY

Alright. We’ll look into it. But we do our own thing, no interference from you. If we need anything we’ll contact you otherwise we don’t communicate. If we discover anything I’ll decide whether I want to share it with you or not. Those are my terms.

CLARK

Very well. (under his breath) Good luck, son.

Thorn Compound, Remains: We see the burnt out shell of the Thorn Compound (5.18) and scorch marks stretching further still, deep into the woods. Tommy’s jeep is parked up on the road side as we see Adam, Helen, Tommy and Debra searching around the area. They’re stood, some distance apart, obviously spreading out, looking for any clues they can find. Adam calls over to Tommy.

ADAM

Surely if there’s anything to find, Thorn would have found it by now.

TOMMY

They could of missed something. Besides, look at the ruin. People have been through it, they’ve probably been making sure nothing incriminating survived. They’ve been occupied.

He finishing shouting across and continues his search. We see Debra moving over into a remaining wooded area, the edge of which is scorched away. She moves through it slowly, looking about.

DEBRA

(quietly, to herself)

Lonnie, we could really do with your help right now.

She suddenly stops, noticing something. She’s found a small clearing, not very big and still wooded. At one end all the vegetation and smaller trees and even some branches have been smashed away. As if something large had crashed through them. She steps forward and looks down and around. She notices a small tyre mark and, more importantly, half-obscured by the vegetation, a tranquilliser dart.

DEBRA

Over here!

The others turn and start to run over as Debra looks around for further clues. Brushing away a weeks worth of leaf fall, she finds several boot prints in the mud and an indent as if something heavy had fallen there. As the others arrive they all take in all of the clues, catching up.

ADAM

This could have been Thorn…

HELEN

Why the tranquilliser dart? They certainly wouldn’t need it for Jamie.

Debra notices another couple of tyre tracks further on, overlapping previous ones.

TOMMY

They drove through the wood, jumped out, drugged Michael, grabbed him and ran. Can we get anything else form this?

DEBRA

Plaster cast the tyres. Lonnie told me the theory a while back. I can see if the dart has any traces of the drug left. And we might be able to check the manufacturer, though don’t know if that’ll help.

TOMMY

Let’s get on it.

Darkened Cell, Unknown Location, Dusk: A dark eye opens, staring menacingly forward. We move rapidly out to see Michael Myers strapped on an upright trolley with massive, steel manacles around his waist, neck,  wrists and legs. Metal chains are wrapped around him to further keep him still. He’s still masked.

The room is a dull, empty cell, a single shaft of light coming through a small window at the top of the room. Michael starts to tense, straining at his bonds but they hold him too tight. Suddenly we hear the grind of metal and a door swings open, fully illuminating Michael and we hear the tapping of a cane as Joerin Liptun enters. The door slams shut behind him as he stands staring at Michael, a cracked smile on his lips. Michael simply stares.

JOERIN

Magnificent. Truly, you are the One we have been waiting for. I apologise for your surroundings but we have no guarantee you won’t try to kill us all.

He laughs lightly, finding humour in his own comments.

JOERIN

I understand that you are not much of a talker. That is good as I am very much a talker. I studied the greatest speaker of all time, you of course know who I mean. Or perhaps you don’t, I had heard rumour that you were of simple intelligence. No matter, it is your strength that we need. You are in pain?

He waits as if expecting an answer. After a while he nods.

JOERIN

There will be more pain to come. I hope you understand that you will die here. However your legacy shall live on and we shall remember you with honour. We shall begin the work again tomorrow.

The door swings open again and Joerin leaves. The door swings shut and the bolts crashes across, leaving Michael alone, in the darkness. He simply waits.

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room, Morning: Tommy is on his phone talking as Adam sits at his desk looking over a couple of plaster casts. We notice that a small symbol of a bird of some kind can be seen on one. Tommy nods as he finishes listening to the phone call and hangs up.

ADAM

Well?

TOMMY

The tyre pattern was unusual and the bird symbol on them was a bit vague. But they think the vehicle was probably a van hired from a rental company in Chicago. There symbol is an Eagle, placed on their vehicles and tyres in case their vehicles are used for illegal purposes. That’s all they could tell me.

ADAM

Well, the second cast we took was deeper, suggesting the van was heavier so it certainly looks like these are the people who took Michael. But Illinois is a big place, they could be anywhere.

TOMMY

Well, let’s go meet up with Helen and Debra, see if they’ve had any more luck.

Adam nods and they grab there stuff and start to head out. As Tommy swings his door open he’s confronted by a young women with dark, curly hair wearing trendy clothing. He’s taken back a second as is the women who was about to knock.

WOMEN

Umm… sorry…

TOMMY

Who exactly are you?

WOMEN

Yeah, um…Mrs Blankenship said you were in and I figured I’d come say hi. I’ve just moved in. The names Beth.

TOMMY

Yeah, ok, nice to meet you Beth, sorry, we’re just heading out. Excuse me.

Tommy moves past her and Adam shrugs an apology as he goes. Beth (from Halloween 6) watches them head down the stairs and with a shrug heads back to her room though stops a second as she hears Tommy speak.

TOMMY

Whoever’s got Michael might be an enemy of the cult. This could get dangerous but hopefully Debra’s identified the drug.

Beth looks really disturbed and a bit freaked out as she goes into her room.

Haddonfield Park, Midday: Debra is sat on a bench, Helen next to her as Tommy and Adam sit on the grass, listening to what she has to say. She holds up the dart.

DEBRA

Helen was able to trace the make. It’s German in origin, not easy to find in this county. And expensive. There’d be very little point importing it, you could get US-made darts. Which suggests to me that the darts may have been brought over by someone travelling from Europe.

TOMMY

What was in the dart?

DEBRA

Even better. The dart contained traces of florizine. Highly concentrated, had it been full it could have killed three men easy. But that wasn’t all. There were also traces of snake venom.

ADAM

Snake venom?

DEBRA

Again, highly concentrated. Could paralyse a person, maybe kill them. Only Michael could have survived this. 

TOMMY

Where does this leave us?

DEBRA

Again, this kind of snake venom isn’t easy to find. Nor is the florizine, not in this dosage. Some sort of hospital or medical centre might be what we’re looking for. I suggest we hit the library.

TOMMY

We should look for places in and around Chicago assuming the van was hired there.

ADAM

Do you want to let your father know anything?

TOMMY

Not yet. If at all.

ADAM

It could be better to let Thorn handle things.

TOMMY

It’s never better to let Thorn handle anything. If they have captured Michael then he might be heavily drugged. If we can find him before Thorn we might have the opportunity to deal with him that won’t come again. Now let’s get moving.

Adam doesn’t seem convinced entirely but nods as the gang gather their things.

Thorn Sacrificial Chamber: The Thorn symbol is laid out in candles on a vast alter. We see Willow stood before it, his head tipped down almost as if in prayer. As he stands there we hear the sound of footsteps and metal. Willow looks up and turns to see the Man in Black stood at the far end of the chamber, bathed in shadows. His voice is, as ever, deep and distorted.

MIB

The Chosen One is still missing.

WILLOW

We’re looking. We believe he’s still in Illinois, probably not too far from Chicago from what our agents tell us.

MIB

Our agents have every possible resource available to them. They have tracked vehicles, listed enemies, spoken to our people at every level. What our agents are only now doing is visiting the Compound where Michael was last seen.

WILLOW

What are you trying to say.

CLARK (VO)

Isn’t that obvious?

Willow looks over to Clark who has entered through a passage to his right.

CLARK

We’ve spent a week looking at the big picture and we’ve missed the details.

He turns to address the Man in Black.

CLARK

Let me guess, when they arrived they found signs that suggested somebody had already been there.

MIB

Your son and his friends may be close to the truth. I want them followed. We must know whatever they know.

WILLOW

I’ll make sure of it.

MIB

Do not fail Thorn, Willow. The responsibility of recovering the Chosen One is yours. He must be found, wherever he is.

Willow nods as the MIB disappears into the shadows. Clark watches, grimly.

Darkened Cell, Unknown Location, Afternoon: The metal door crashes open once again and lights shines in on the captured Shape. Joerin enters, flanked by two uniformed NAZI GUARDS (the uniforms are generic but they wear swastika bands around their upper right arms). The Nazi’s move either side of Myers trolley and unbolt it from the ground. A younger man, in his early thirties and stands by Joerin. This is FELDWEBEL KURTZ, a blond-haired, blue-eyed muscle-man wearing a sleeker, grey uniform and black leather gloves.

JOERIN

How are the security arrangements, Kurtz?

KURTZ

Everything is in place, Dr Leroy is ready for phase two to begin.

JOERIN

Wonderful. Inform him that we are on are way.

Kurtz stamps down and raises his hand in a Nazi salute before turning and leaving. The two other guards start to wheel Michael forward as Joerin steps aside, talking to his prisoner.

JOERIN

You should be pleased Michael, you are going to help us create a new world order. The Fuhrer’s vision will at last be fulfilled.

As Michael is wheeled out Joerin walks after him, cane clasped in his hand.

Haddonfield Library, Late Afternoon: The gang are all sat around a small table in the near-empty library. They all look tired as they trail through various books on local businesses, hospitals and whatever else might lead them on the correct path. Helen flips through a book on German weaponry whilst Debra checks through various medical volumes. Adam sighs and looks round.

ADAM

Though I’d never tell him this, Lonnie certainly knew how to make research at least a little entertaining.

DEBRA

I do keep expecting to hear him complain about being stuck in this library again before making some obscene comment. 

JOE (VO)

Lucky I’m here.

All glance up to see Joe grinning. She pulls up an empty chair by Helen and sits.

JOE

Came to return a book. So what you guys up to?

HELEN

Tracking down a missing serial killer, what else?

JOE

He a Nazi?

Helen looks confused until Joe indicates the book. The page Helen has just turned to features a gun with a swastika sign on it. Helen’s gaze fixes on it and she seems to get a bit dizzy. Suddenly we hear the whirring of drills... and images flood the screen. Needles filled with a green substance. Knifes cutting into flesh. Michael Myers strapped down and surrounded by Doctors. Joerin’s hand holding a black cane. The abandoned medical lab. A crying baby. Helen snaps out of it as Joe shakes her. The others look worried, except, oddly, Debra whose fixed her book.

ADAM

Are you alright?

TOMMY

What did you see?

HELEN

Michael… he was in some kind of abandoned hospital. People were doing some sort of experiment on him.

Debra takes this moment to look up.

DEBRA

Abandoned hospital?

HELEN

Yeah.

DEBRA

I think we have something. The Liptun Institute, halfway between Haddonfield and Chicago. Closed down during World War Two after its owner was revealed to be a Nazi. The owner, Yoegin Liptun was later put on trial for war crimes. Did experiments in the concentration camps in genetics. The Institute is still owned by the family and according to this, a couple of years ago, Yoegin’s Grandson, Joerin Liptun, tried to get the place reopened but it was judged to be unsafe. 

TOMMY

It could be the place.

DEBRA

I’d say. The Institute is located a couple of hours drive from a research centre which explores animal venoms. I think it’s are best bet.

Tommy nods his agreement.

TOMMY

It’s too far to head off now but we go first thing in the morning. Debra, if you could bring your car to mine at nine?

DEBRA

Sure thing. I’ll do some more digging and see what else I can come up with. 

ADAM

Let’s just hope we’re not too late for whatever it is they’re doing with Michael.

Abandoned Medical Lab, Liptun Institute, Evening: Michael is strapped down to a table at the far end of the lab. A Doctor injects him with more tranquilliser whilst the head of the operation DR LEROY wanders out into the hallway beyond. This is the same Doctor who spoke at the start of the episode. He’s American with light, brown hair and blue eyes.

     Hallway: Dr Leroy greets Joerin and Kurtz who are waiting for him.

JOERIN

Good news I hope Dr Leroy?

DR LEROY

We’re making progress. Are the newer facilities ready? And the children?

JOERIN

Your surgery room is prepared.

Surgery Room, Minutes Later: Dr Leroy steps out of the corridor behind him and into a gleaming, white medical room. It’s been painted and done up so it looks as good as new, with instruments, cupboards and an operating table in the centre. Joerin enters behind him, with a smile.

JOERIN

Excellent is it not?

DR LEROY

It’s perfect. Now all I need are the children.

There’s something sick and sadistic about the way he says this with glee. 

Blankenship House, Tommy’s Room, Night: Tommy is led on his bed, fully dressed and obviously unable to sleep. He turns over and looks at a photograph on the bedside cabinet. It’s of him, Debra and Lonnie, sat together and smiling from a long time ago (early season 2). Tommy stares at himself. Photo-Tommy has a small smile and a fresh, eager air about him whilst Photo-Lonnie looks hard and determined. Tommy stares at Photo-Lonnie. Whatever his thoughts are, they’re interrupted by a knocking at the door. Tommy sighs and jumps up, heading over to open it.

TOMMY

Look, Beth, it’s late…

CLARK

Who’s Beth?

Tommy stands in shock as Clark smiles and steps in, looking around nervously. Tommy shuts the door as Clark goes over and checks the window. He looks outside and then shuts the curtains.

TOMMY

What do you want?

CLARK

No need to act, Tommy, the cult don’t know I’m here.

TOMMY

Then why the visit?

CLARK

I just wanted to check up on you. I figured you weren’t about to let Thorn know anything you knew.

TOMMY

They can’t be trusted. Besides this might be our chance to capture Michael ourselves.

CLARK

Good thinking. So you know where he is?

TOMMY

We think so. A place called the Liptun Institute. We’re heading there in the morning.

CLARK

Are you sure you want to do this alone, it could be dangerous.

TOMMY

I’m not getting Thorn involved dad. We’re going there to get Michael for ourselves.

CLARK

Alright. I’ll tell you what, if any of our agents mention the place I’ll try and throw them off. I better get going, they’ll start to miss me. I love you son, always remember that.

TOMMY

I will. Take care.

He smiles as Clark lets himself out. Tommy turns and lies back down.

Haddonfield Streets: A couple of streets down Clark goes over to a black van and clambers in next to Willow.

WILLOW

Well?

CLARK

The Liptun Institute. They’re going to drive in the morning. If we go tonight we can take back Michael and be gone before they even get a chance to leave.

Willow smiles sinisterly and starts the van. As they drive off Clark looks out the window, obviously very emotionally tormented and conflicted, and we fade to black.

Liptun Institute, Exterior, Early Afternoon: Surrounded by vast acres on untended land the Liptun Institute stands in decay. Once a huge building of German design, the white of the stone has given away to greys, browns and even greens. The whole building looks utterly abandoned.

     We see Debra pull up and everyone clamber out. Helen sighs.

HELEN

Great. This places just screams ‘danger’.

TOMMY

Everybody armed?

Tommy holds up his gun. As does Debra in spite of Adam’s disapproving look. Adam pulls a baseball bat from the car and Helen offers up a knife.

HELEN

It’s Josh’s. He wasn’t happy about me coming as it was. He’d have been here too but he had a major job interview.

ADAM

Following from Lonnie’s example it seems.

TOMMY

Lonnie’s gone. We’re here. Now come on, let’s go. And be careful, we don’t know what to expect.

Liptun Institute, Reception: The group walk into the long abandoned reception area. The place once again seems utterly deserted. Tommy and Adam light flashlights and begin looking around. Adam stops and picks up a wrapper from a chocolate bar that has been discarded.

ADAM

Someone’s been here recently.

Tommy creeks open one of a set of double doors to the right and looks down a long, empty corridor. He then looks back across the room to two other exits from the reception area. Debra sees his expression and shakes her head.

DEBRA

Please tell me you’re not going to suggest we split up.

TOMMY

We’d cover more ground that way. And if he is being kept here then we might be less likely to alert the people who took him if we’re in smaller groups.

DEBRA

How do you make such an incredibly bad idea sound like common sense? (she sighs) Alright, I’ll go with Adam that way, you and Helen take the double doors.

Tommy nods as he grinds them open as quietly as possible and Helen follows him through. Debra and Adam head past the main reception area and through a door at the back with an old and worn “staff only” sign on it.

Liptun Institute, Hallways, Minutes Later: Tommy and Helen turn another corner, getting deeper into the hospital. The light is getting less and they are relying on their torches more and more.

HELEN

Did I mention I think this whole splitting up thing is a really bad idea?

TOMMY

Several times in the last couple of minutes.

HELEN

Yeah, good. Just so you know.

A noise comes from the semi-darkness ahead and they freeze. Tommy switches off his torch and they stand still in the dark. As their eyes grow accustomed they see a figure on the floor up ahead. The figure is crawling slowly. They exchanged glances and call out quietly. 

HELEN

Hello?

VOICE

He… help…

Tommy switches on his torch and the two of them rush down towards the man. As they reach him they realise his back is covered in blood and he’s a left a trail as he’s crawled along the corridor. He looks up and grabs Tommy’s wrist.

MAN

Hel… help me.

Tommy notices something and turns the mans arm. He has the mark of Thorn on his wrist. Tommy shoves him off and steps away as the man slumps forward, the last of his energy gone.

HELEN

Oh Goddess, what’s going on.

TOMMY

Thorn were here first. And it looks like they were take care of. One less thing for us to worry about.

And with that Tommy steps over the body and heads on. Helen looks slightly disgusted as she follows after him.

Liptun Institute, Stairway entrance: Adam and Debra are at the end of a long hallway, approaching a door. It’s as old and as wrecked as all the others except beyond it is some form of bright light seeping through the cracks in the doors. As they approach they hear footsteps and voices. They move either side of the door and into the shadows, listening.

JOERIN (VO)

What can you tell me about them Kurtz?

KURTZ (VO)

We don’t know who they are. They are not involved with the cult people. I’ve questioned their leader already but he will not talk.

JOERIN (VO)

I want them captured alive, I wish to talk to them.

KURTZ (VO)

Very well.

They listen as the sound of Joerin’s footsteps and cane descend down the stairway. Adam and Debra exchange worried glances at the silence of Kurtz. Mere seconds later the door swings open as Kurtz steps out. Kurtz takes two steps and then senses something in his peripheral vision. He springs into action, turning towards Adam and drawing his gun. However, at the same time, Debra moves from the other side to grab his arm. Kurtz cries out as he’s attacked.

KURTZ

Guards! Intruders!

His elbow flies back and hits Debra in the gut but she holds on. Adam twists the gun from Kurtz’s grip and it flies along the floor. Kurtz grabs Adam and pulls away from Debra. He flings Adam round so that he crashes into Debra. Kurtz is even stronger than he already looks, it seems. Behind him feet come running up the stairs and Adam loos up to see two other NAZI’S coming down the corridor. Kurtz picks up his gun as Adam and Debra are surrounded by five of his men.

KURTZ

Looks like Herr Liptun will get his wish, thank you for making it so easy for me. Now I suggest you both get up or I will shoot you dead here and now.

Debra and Adam exchange worried glances as they slowly stand.

Liptun Institute, Storage Room: A door grinds open to a large storage space as Tommy and Helen walk in. Helen gasps as she’s overcome by the small. The room has boxes piled up against each wall with a door to a lift at the far side of the room. However, piled up in the centre, are the bodies of about six Thorn Cultists, all dead and riddled with bullets. Helen is sickened.

HELEN

This is vile…

TOMMY

The elevators working, we should try it.

Tommy begins stepping over the bodies to get to the lift, Helen just behind him. As he goes he notices a couple of newer-looking, open boxes. He looks inside, shining the torch. He and Helen see that it contains a large number of syringes, tranquilliser darks and bottles of snakes venom and other chemicals. They exchange looks and head over to the lift. Tommy pushes the button for the door and it glides open. They step inside and, without thinking, Tommy presses for the Basement. Helen looks at him questioningly and he shrugs.

TOMMY

Good place to hide things, basements.

Liptun Institute, Basement Hallway: Tommy and Helen step out of the lift into a long hallway. Halfway down a bright light shines from a doorway whilst at the far end we see large metal doors. The doors are those leading to the abandoned medical lab whilst the light is coming from the Surgery Room. About four metres down, from the wall opposite this room the hallway branches off into another hallway that cannot be seen down from where they are. As Tommy and Helen move down they hear footsteps approaching and they quickly duck through a nearby doorway as Joerin and Dr Leroy pass by.

JOERIN

What is the latest news Dr Leroy, are we ready for the first live tests?

DR LEROY

You must understand that this is a very complicated operation. The girl you have is definitely suitable though I do wonder, if we used a member of Michael’s own family it might concentrate his genetic strengths.

JOERIN

That is not possible, all of his family is dead.

DR LEROY

Unfortunately. Still, I believe I have been able to create a serum based off Michael’s genetics. I wish to try it on the girl and the baby. I can’t say what effect it will have on either and it may still need some work.

JOERIN

Just keep up the wonderful work Dr Leroy. As long as we have less repeats of our previous experiments then I am happy.

The two move on, out of earshot as we cut into the Reject Room. Tommy and Helen turn away from the door for the first time to take in their surroundings. This time, both are horrified.

HELEN

No… oh Goddess, no…

TOMMY

Wh… what is this?

All around the room sit large chemical jars filed with foetuses in various stages of development, all preserved. The walls are covered in charts showing genetic code and DNA diagrams. On the far wall hangs a large swastika flag. The two friends look at each other, sickened by this.

HELEN

During the  second world war the Nazi were involved in genetic experiments…

TOMMY

And now they’re continuing them. That’s what they want Michael for. They must believe his strength and inability to die lies in his genetics. They want t harness that.

HELEN

But all these chil… these… Tommy this is sick.

TOMMY

I know. We should still take a look, see if there’s anything of further use here.

Tommy moves forward, starting to examine the things around them. Reluctantly Helen follows.

Liptun Institute, Holding Cell: The door swings open onto another room almost identical to the one Michael was being held in. Two Guards fling Adam and Debra into the room. Debra is caught by someone as the door slams shut. She looks up to see that it is Clark.

DEBRA

Clark? What are you doing here?

CLARK

We found out about this place and came to get Michael. We underestimated what we were up against. There’s at least a dozen armed guards, they took us by surprise. I think I was the only survivor.

ADAM

What are they doing?

CLARK

I don’t know for sure but they led me down past some sort of operating theatre. And they’re definitely Nazi’s. Refusing to believe the war finished over four decades ago.

ADAM

This is intolerable. What do they intend to do with us exactly?

CLARK

They kept me alive for questioning. I expect it’s the same for you two. Is Tommy alright?

DEBRA

Last we saw him. There’s a chance he could get us out of here.

Suddenly the door slams open and Joerin steps into the room, flanked by two armed guards. He sees the three of them and studies them. Adam stands and addresses him.

ADAM

Who the devil are you?

JOERIN

English. Britian fought on the wrong side in the war, you know. The Fuhrer always had a fondness for your country. We could have been the best of allies.

ADAM

I somehow doubt that. What do you want with us?

JOERIN

I was going to ask you the same question. You see, I understand out cultist friends interest in our specimen but you are unaccounted for. Why are you here?

ADAM

Sightseeing. We like to explore ruined hospitals.

JOERIN

Come now, you expect me to believe that?

ADAM

Not really, but it’s the best answer you’re getting.

JOERIN

I see. Well, it is of no real matter. I have more important business to attend to at the moment but rest assured we shall have a proper talk afterwards. My colleague Kurtz is very skilled in the art of torture. Please keep that in mind.

Joerin turns and heads out, leaving the three shut up in the dark.

     Cellblock: Joerin turns to Kurtz after leaving the room.

JOERIN

Dr Leroy is starting the work on our new master race. I want Michael taken to the laboratory for his next operation. I shall be waiting there.

KURTZ

I shall see to it at once.

He salutes and head off, down towards the further cell at the end of the hallway.

Reject Room: Tommy has gathered up a few pages of notes that might be of use whilst Helen has gone back over to the entrance. Helen listens at the door.

HELEN

I think the coast is clear. We have to find the others.

Tommy nods and they both move cautiously out of the room. Making sure to be quiet they move along to outside the surgery room where they hear quiet sobbing from within. Tommy and Helen peer in.

     Surgery Room: Strapped to the operating table is a GIRL of about sixteen years of age. She has curly blonde hair and piercing blue eyes and is tied spread-eagled, tears streaming down her face. Tommy and Helen run in, Helen closing the door quietly behind them. They go over to the table where Helen tries to soothe her as Tommy undoes the straps.

HELEN

It’s alright. It’s alright, we’re here to help you. What’s your name?

GIRL

Su… Susan.

HELEN

No shit, one of my best friends is called Sue. Look Susan, what happened? Where’s your family?

SUSAN

I… I don’t know. I was out walking and… and… I can’t remember. I just want to go home.

HELEN

We’ll get you home, don’t worry.

Suddenly they hear footsteps. Tommy and Helen exchange looks of panic. Helen rushes over to behind the door and Tommy crouches behind the table, indicating for Susan to be quiet. Moments later Dr Leroy enters carrying a tray of syringes. One contains a yellow liquid, the other a thick, green substance. As he enters Helen shuts the door behind him, pulls her knife and presses it to his throat. He drops his tray in shock and it clatters to the floor.

HELEN

Don’t make a sound you sick bastard.

DR LEROY

Who… who the hell are you?

Tommy stands up as Helen drags Dr Leroy round the room, over to near the table. Tommy continues to free Susan. Dr Leroy looks terrified as Helen digs her knife closer into the skin of his neck.

HELEN

What are you doing here?

He doesn’t answer and Tommy glares at him.

TOMMY

I’d answer if I were you.

DR LEROY

Look, it isn’t my idea, I’m just working for them.

Helen nicks his neck, drawing a tiny drop of blood and causing him to squeal in pain. Tommy helps Susan up and she falls into his arms, exhausted.

TOMMY

You’d better explain what you’re planning to do with this girl or we might do some real damage.

HELEN

And don’t you dare try to deny your responsibility again. Don’t even dare. 

DR LEROY

I’m… I’m supposed to inject her with the Aryan Formula before impregnation.

HELEN

Impregnation!?

DR LEROY

She’s honoured. She’s been chosen to give birth to the first child of the new Master Race.

TOMMY

Using Michael Myers DNA, am I correct?

DR LEROY

That was the plan. We had to try every option, impregnation and creation of a new life and the altering of an existing child…

He tails off realising he’s said more than he meant. Helen digs the knife in.

HELEN

There’s a child somewhere here? Which you’re experimenting on!?

DR LEROY

Please don’t hurt me!

Tommy and Helen look disgusted. They look at each other.

HELEN

What should we do?

TOMMY

You should take Susan to the surface, get her safe. I can take Dr Frankenstein here, try and save this child and find the others.

DR LEROY

You came here with the other prisoners? Oops…

HELEN

Not too bright are you? Alright, Tommy, let’s get this done. Susan, come with me, I’m getting you home.

The girl, obviously still in some form of shock simply nods and follows closely behind Helen as she checks the hallway before moving out towards the lift leading to the surface. Dr Leroy looks terrified as Tommy pulls his gun on him.

Darkened Cell: Two guards, supervised by Kurtz, unbolt Michael’s trolley and begin to wheel him out of the room.

     Cellblock: They begin to wheel him down the cell block, Kurtz walking by the side of the trolley. Kurtz starts to talk as they go.

KURTZ

You know, I had my doubts about you, you know. You are far from Aryan for one thing. But what I have heard about your strength is more impressive. I feel it is almost a shame that I will never get a chance to spar against you, you could be a most worthy opponent. Shame.

Hallway: They turn into the hallway, in the background and unnoticed by them, we see the lift doors closing. They wheel there way down to the double doors and through into the Medical Lab. One of the guards comes back out and heads down the hallway. He seems to be heading towards the Surgery Room. 

     Surgery Room: The Guard enters and when he sees no sign of Susan he looks concerned. He then sees a pair of legs splayed across the floor, a white lab coat over the body.

GUARD

Doctor Leroy?

He rushes over only for the figure to turn to reveal Tommy. The guard goes to shoot but Tommy trips him down and kicks violently at his head. The blow renders the guard out cold. Dr Leroy leaps up from behind the bench and makes a dash for the door but Timmy holds the gun up.

TOMMY

Not so fast.

Dr Leroy stops, frustrated and scared.

Medical Laboratory: Michael has been moved on to a surgery table and strapped back down. A drip supplies constant drugs to his system as three surgeons work over him. As we pan around we see that his boiler suit has been opened and they have opened up his chest. A surgeon plucks two bullets from inside the wound and places them in a tray alongside three others.

     Kurtz turns to Joerin as they stand watching from some distance away.

KURTZ

It’s amazing, how could he survive like this?

JOERIN

Imagine it though. A whole army as powerful as he is. The Third Reich would no longer be just a dream.

KURTZ

I only hope this time we succeed.

JOERIN

Dr Leroy assures me all is going as planned.

Liptun Institute, Upper Level Hallways: Helen and Susan are running through the upper hallways. As they turn a corner they run straight into a Guard. The stunned guard lifts his weapon to fire when a hole explodes in his chest and he drops dead. Stood behind him is Willow Cochran, blood stains across his forehead from where a bullet has obviously just grazed him.

HELEN

Willow.

WILLOW

I knew you’d get here eventually. 

HELEN

You survived then? Pity.

SUSAN

Who is this? What’s going on?

HELEN

Don’t worry about it. (to Willow) I’m taking her out of here, they were experimenting on her using Michael’s DNA.

WILLOW

Were they indeed. Well no matter, times up.

HELEN

What do you mean?

WILLOW

Reinforcements will soon be here. I’d suggest you and your friends leave as soon as possible.

Helen seems torn... does she go back for her friends or get Susan to safety? After a moment she seems to make up her mind... her friends are resourceful and Susan is weak. She tightens her grip on Susan’s hand and smiles.

HELEN

Come on, I’m getting you out of here.

She pushes past Willow and they head off. Willow watches them go before looking down at the dead Nazi in disdain.

Cellblock: A single guard stands outside the door to the cell where Debra, Adam and Clark are being kept. As he stands watchful Dr Leroy and what looks to be another guard come round the corner. The guard goes for his gun when Dr Leroy calls out.

DR LEROY

It’s just me.

The guard relaxes as Dr Leroy walks towards him with his escort. Just as they get near the guard looks at his escort, it’s Tommy in a uniform. He obviously doesn’t recognise him and senses something’s up. He goes for his gun but Tommy shoves Dr Leroy forward, crashing into the guard. Tommy dives forward but the guard is quicker, raising his gun. Tommy has no choice and fires. The bullet impacts in the guards chest and he drops dead, a stunned expression on his face. Tommy unbolts the door, swings it open and shoves Dr Leroy in and follows him.

     Holding Cell: Debra, Adam and Clark all jump up as Dr Leroy falls to the floor in the room. They look gratefully relieved as Tommy follows him in.

DEBRA

Tommy!

ADAM

I have to admit, I’m rather glad to see you.

He smiles warmly and chuckles before looking down at Dr Leroy.

ADAM

Who’s this?

TOMMY

Their chief surgeon. He’s experimenting in genetics, trying to impregnate a girl using Michael’s DNA. Helen’s taking her out of here.

CLARK

These people are monsters.

Clark is taken back by a slight glare from Tommy who continues to address the others but ignoring his father.

TOMMY

We need to get Michael and stop these experiments. They also have a child down here somewhere, we need to find it.

DEBRA

What are our options?

TOMMY

Dr Leroy tells me Michael is kept in the last cell when not needed. Some of us should wait here, unhinge the bolt so we’re not really locked in. When they bring Michael back we ambush them. The others try and find the child.

ADAM

Sounds like a plan to me.

DR LEROY

It won’t work! I’ll be missed! Once Michael’s returned Joerin will come and check up on me!

TOMMY

Then we’ll have to work fast. Debra, would you go with my father? 

DEBRA

Sure thing. Adam, give me a hand with the hinges would you?

Tommy passes her a gun and reluctantly hands another to Clark, both weapons stolen from guards. Debra and Adam then go over and start working on removing the hinges from the bolt on the door. Whilst they’re doing that Clark pulls Tommy aside.

CLARK

Son I…

TOMMY

What? You betrayed me. They didn’t get here themselves, you told them. You lied to me and betrayed my confidence.

CLARK

Tommy, understand, you were talking of capturing Michael. It was too dangerous, I didn’t want to risk your life. I had hoped we could have recovered him and been gone before you even got here. I did it for your own good.

TOMMY

You haven’t been a father for years, stop trying to talk like one now.

Clark is noticeably hurt as Tommy walks over to Dr Leroy and starts binding him with ripped clothing from the guard. Debra and Adam exchange words before she and Clark head off. Adam drags the guards body in and closes the door. 

Liptun Institute, Exterior: As Helen and Susan run from the building Helen hears an engine.  She drags Susan over to think undergrowth where they hide. She indicates for Susan to be quiet. Moments later two large black vans pull up outside the institute and Thorn cultists begin to pour out. Then, from out the back steps the Man in Black himself, large black bag in hand as seen in Halloween 5. Willow walks out of the Institute and smiles a sadistic smile as he greets the Thorn assault group.

Liptun Institute, Main Laboratory: As the surgeons work over Michael a call comes through on Kurtz’s two way radio.

KURTZ

Kurtz. What is it? Over.

VOICE

The Cult. There’s more of them on there way. Over.

KURTZ

Hold position, we’ll access the situation. Over.

He turns to a concerned looking Joerin.

KURTZ

How do we proceed?

JOERIN

We will wrap up the operation for now. Get him back to his cell and get all your guards down here. We shall take the child to my office.

He indicates to the corner of the room where a small child, barely a year old lies in a crib. Kurtz nods as the room becomes alive with activity.

Basement Hallway: Debra and Clark look each way and spot the lift coming down and activity occurring in the main laboratory. Quickly they both rush into the Reject Room and out of sight. Moments later the doors to the lab burst open as Michael is wheeled back to his cell by two guards and the lift arrives and a group of Nazi Guards rush out and head down into the Laboratory. Moments later Joerin and Kurtz are seen coming along the corridor, Kurtz holding the baby. They move through another as-yet-unnoticed door opposite the reject room that leads to the stairs upwards. After a few moments to give them distance Clark and Debra follow.

Cellblock: The two guards wheel Michael back into his cell and put him back in his original position. They turn and leave but as they pass the cell with Tommy in the door swings open. It smashes Guard #1 directly in the face, knocking him back. Before Guard #2 can react Adam rushes out and smashes a fist across his face. Guard #1 responds by kicking up at Adam, knocking him back. Tommy rushes out and kicks Guard #1 hard in the jaw, putting him out cold. However, Guard #2 barges past and runs, calling for help.

TOMMY

Not good.

ADAM

Into the cell!

He rushes back towards the cell where Michael was being held, followed by Tommy. They run in and slam the door shut. Tommy turns and looks at the bound and drugged Michael and his eyes burn.

TOMMY

He’s helpless…

ADAM

Tommy there isn’t time for that!

Tommy turns to see Adam aiming the gun at the doors hinges. A second later he fires and the metal explodes in a shower of sparks. The hinge is now twisted in such a way as to make opening the door difficult. Outside the door we see a group of four Guards arrive and start to try and barge their way in.

At that exact moment the left doors open back in the hallway. And six Thorn members pour out, brandishing weapons. They rush down towards the Main Lab when a group of Nazi’s kick the doors open and start to shoot. A Thorn member takes several bullets straight in the chest as the others dive for cover in doorways, the shadows and behind old packing crates. The life goes back up, ready for more Thorn cultists to descend. 

Two of the Nazi’s in the cellblock go to its end and lean around the corner to shoot at the Thorn members whilst the other two continue to try and get in. On the other side Adam and Tommy struggle to keep it shut, despite the damaged hinge the continual barging should force it open.

TOMMY

What now?

ADAM

I don’t know. We only have two bullets left. And by the sounds of it out there, Thorn have received some form of reinforcements

Another thump at the door and it scrapes across the ground a little further. Tommy looks round for some form of escape. The room is bare except Michael who is perfectly still and unmoving. At the mercy of anyone. Adam catches Tommy’s gaze.

ADAM

Tommy, this isn’t the time to think of revenge.

Tommy nods in agreement but keeps looking at Michael.

TOMMY

How drastic would you say this situation is?

Adam looks from Tommy to Michael and then back, a look of deep concern on his face. He shakes his head.

ADAM

Whatever it is you’re thinking, I’m certain that it’s a bad idea.

Basement Hallway: The lift doors open and another six Thorn cultists join the fight. The added fire power benefits them and two Nazi’s are hit and killed within moments. As well as the six cultists we see Willow Cochran who pulls out his gun, takes steady aim and fires. His bullet sores past the Nazi Guards and strikes a nazi Surgeon stood, cowering in the room behind them. He smiles sadistically.

Liptun Institute, Main Floor: Debra and Clark arrive at the top of the stairwell and find themselves in a long corridor. They look unsure where to go.

DEBRA

Which way did they go?

CLARK

No idea.

Suddenly a Nazi turns a corner and fires an Uzi. Clark and Debra are lucky the Nazi was as surprised as them the bullets miss as they dive separate ways. Clark pulls a gun and returns fire from behind an old gurney, calling over to Debra who has fallen through a doorway leading to another corridor.

CLARK

Keep going, I’ll hold him off.

Debra nods and heads down the corridor as Clark trades gun fire.

Basement Hallways: Another Thorn cultist is struck by two bullets and drops dead at Willow’s feet. Despite the continued attack and the death of another Nazi the cultists appear to be on the losing side as the Nazi’s force them back. The two Guards in the area by the cellblock have given the Nazi’s the advantage and they have begun moving forward, taking the areas all the way up to the surgery room. Two other Thorn cultists are gunned down. Willow yells out to the others.

WILLOW

Fire in unison and keep in firing pairs. One shoot whilst the other reloads.

Cellblock: Adam and Tommy are barely keeping their attackers out and as Adam hears the cocking of a gun he relents though he’s not happy.

ADAM

Alright, whatever it is, do it but do it quickly.

TOMMY

Hold them.

Tommy rushes away as the door scrapes forward another inch, almost enough for someone to squeeze through. Adam holds it as Tommy runs over and levels the gun at Michael. He stares deep in the black, empty eyes.

TOMMY

I will stop you.

Tommy aims the gun and blasts one of the locked manacles around Michael’s arm. The lock shatters. He turns to Adam and shouts him over as he ducks behind the upright trolley on which Michael rests.

TOMMY

Get over here.

Adam gives the door one last shove and runs back behind the trolley as Tommy uses their last bullet to blast the padlock holding the chains around Michael. The entire set of chains fall slack as the two Nazi’s burst in.

NAZI #1

End of the line.

Adam and Tommy hunch down behind where Michael is held as Nazi #1 moves forward, indicating for Nazi #2 to hold back.

NAZI #1

These are mine.

He raises his gun and steps around the side to face Adam and Tommy, is gun aimed. He moves it from one to the other, as if unable to decide who to kill first.

NAZI #1

Who here wishes to be the first to die?

He seems to settle on Adam. Before he can squeeze the trigger Michael’s arm snaps up as all his chains fall away. He grabs Nazi #1 by the throat and lifts him off the ground. Nazi #2 is startled and rushes forward to help only to find Tommy and Adam rushing to him. The chaos has caught him off guard and they smash into him, knocking his weapon away. Behind them Nazi #1’s eyes are bulging as Michael’s grip tightens until there’s a sickening crack as his neck is crushed. Michael releases the body and reaches over and rips away the bond on his other arm. Tommy and Adam look over at him.

ADAM

We need to go.

Tommy and Adam look out of the Cellblock at the fight ahead of them. Behind them Michael pulls at his bonds whilst Nazi #2 starts to recover from the attack. They look at each other in concern.

Main Floor, Hallway: We see Debra heading down the hallway, her gun drawn. Ahead she sees a door creak open slightly and slows down. A second later a door to her right bursts open as Kurtz bursts out, swinging his first directly into her face. Debra’s gun skids away as Kurtz grabs her hair, pulls her up and punches her in the chest.

KURTZ

Why do you make me do this to you, little girl?

DEBRA

I’m no little girl asshole.

She smashes her fist into his crotch, grabs his head as he doubles over and kicks into his legs, knocking him down. She goes for the gun but Kurtz grabs her legs and drags her back. She twists around and kicks him in the ribs. In the background we hear the baby start to cry in the small storage room that Kurtz had emerged from...

Cellblock: Tommy and Adam make sure the Nazi Guards ahead don’t notice them and slip into the cell they were previously in. The Guards are too involved in the fire fight with the Thorn cult to look back, especially as another one of their men drops dead.

     In the previous cell we see Nazi #2 stand and grab his gun just as Michael, straining with all his might, bursts from his remaining bindings. Nazi #2 looks shocked, lifts his gun and fires straight at the Shape. Michael isn’t phased, surging forward and grabbing Nazi #2 by the throat. He reaches down and draws a long, jagged knife from the terrified Guards belt. He throws Nazi #2 up against the wall and thrusts the knife through his gut. Nazi #2 cries out in pain before going limp. Michael removes the knife and the body hits the floor. Michael then exists the cell.

     The Halloween theme music begins to play as the Shape moves along the corridor towards the soldiers. There backs turned, their ears deafened by gunfire, they do not notice him. He brings his knife round in an arc decapitating one Nazi before swinging up and stabbing another in the back.

     Basement Hallway: Willow looks down as blood splatters from round a corner. He smiles sadistically, shouting to his men.

WILLOW

Fall back. He’s free. Take positions at the top of the stairway and elevator, kill any who try to escape.

The cultists move back towards the lift as the Nazi’s reorganise to face the Shape.

Main Floor, Hallway: Debra and Kurtz are still struggling. Kurtz seems to be getting the upper hand when a gun shot flies past his ear. He rolls off Debra to see Clark stagger into the end of the corridor, gun raised. Cursing, Kurtz has no choice but to flee through the door at the end of the hallway. Debra and Clark exchange looks before Debra heads into the small storage room and picks up the baby.

DEBRA

Don’t worry, I’m getting you out of here.

As she moves back out Clark has vanished.

Main Floor, Office: A large office, decorated with Nazi symbols, photographs and various other items. We see Joerin rapidly packing a bag, as fast as he can despite his great age. As he does the door swings open to reveal the Man in Black. The two leaders face each other, a long silence passing between them.

MIB

You’re time has come and passed.

JOERIN

That is very short sighted of you.

MIB

Your men are dying.

JOERIN

There will be others. There always are. We are building the future. A new master race. This will be a final act of genesis, the final birth to the ultimate race of man. Think of how magnificent it could be.

MIB

What makes you think I would be interested in such a thing?

JOERIN

You want power. I’m offering that. Think what could happen if we combined our forces rather than fighting. Ever since I first heard the Fuhrer speak I have believed we are all defined by great choices. Moments in our lives where we could go either way. Perhaps this is one for you.

MIB

What are you proposing?

JOERIN

Join with me. Use your contacts from within your cult, help me with my genetic experiments. I am offering you a chance of greatness. What do you say?

The Man in Black is silent. How would the future change based on this decision, what are the two possibilities and which will he choose? Then, in a split second, he pulls a gun and blasts Joerin’s knee caps off. The old man collapses, yelling in pain.

MIB

I have made my choice. Judgement is coming and it is you who shall face it.

The Man in Black moves off as Joerin cries in pain as blood pools around him.

Basement Hallway: The Nazi’s are backing towards the Main Laboratory as we see three more dead on the ground. Michael slashes his knife across the throat of another who collapses amongst the gore as he stalks towards them. Four remaining enter the lab but the last is grabbed by the Shape. Inside the lab one of the surgeons grabs a tranquilliser and fires but the Shape holds the Guard up. The Guard is skilled instantly by the drug and the Shape tosses him at the scientist.

     Out in the hallway behind them we see Tommy, Adam and Dr Leroy (whose hands are still tied) running out from the Cellblock. Adam starts to head towards the lift but Tommy indicates the door to the stairway.

     The Shape is blasted again but doesn’t stop. Most of the Guards are now missing in their panic and their ammo starts to run out. The Shape grabs a large steel rod off the side and impales two Nazi’s on it. A stray bullet hits the lighting causing a rapid strobe effect. The two other Nazi’s try to attack him but he grabs them both by the head and smashes their skulls together, shattering them both. One surgeon grabs a long surgical tool from the table and rushes at the Shape. The Shape spins around and grabs the surgeon and violently stabs him in the gut. The other surgeon makes a run for the door and the Shape flings the knife and it imbeds in his leg. He cries in pain, pulls the weapon out and hobbles on out. The Shape grabs the surgical tool form the dead surgeon and gives chase.

Liptun Institute, Exterior: Debra carries the baby out into the open air. She breathes in relief, looking round for somewhere safe to hide. She spots Helen beckoning from the undergrowth and, checking the coats is clear, heads over.

Basement Stairway: As Tommy, Adam and Dr Leroy reach the bottom of the stairs they hear a door behind them open and the surgeon stumbles through, the Shape directly behind him. Dr Leroy panics and hits an emergency button and a metal gate clangs shut across the stairway.

ADAM

Why did you do that, you idiot? He’s going to be killed.

DR LEROY

We have to get away. Better him than us.

Dr Leroy runs on up and Adam and Tommy look back helplessly before following. The surgeon rushes up to the bars and starts shaking them and sobbing. The Shape grabs him and starts smashing his face into the metal bars, pushing with all his strength. The surgeons face is crushed in the metal bars as the gate collapses inwards and the Shape continues his chase.

     Dr Leroy rushes ahead of Tommy and Adam. Tommy yells up at him.

TOMMY

Slow down!

Dr Leroy ignores him. As he reaches the top of the stairway he kicks open the door. To find Willow and three armed Thorn cultists waiting.

WILLOW

Kill him.

The Thorn cultists blast into the terrified Dr Leroy whose body is riddled with bullets before finally collapsing. Moments later Adam and Tommy appear and stop in shock. Willow holds his hand to his men.

WILLOW

No. Not now. The time isn’t quite right.

He smiles sadistically at Tommy and Adam as he and his men move off. They exchange looks of confusion before hearing the sound of the Shape rounding the corner of the stairway just below them.

ADAM

I’d suggest we get out of here. This is Thorn’s situation now.

TOMMY

I’m tempted to agree.

The two of them run off in another direction to Willow as the Shape appears in the doorway moments later. The Shape pauses and then heads a different way again, through the door Debra had earlier headed when she fought Kurtz.

Main Floor, Office: Kurtz rushes in and finds Joerin on the floor bleeding and sobbing in pain. He’s a pathetic sight and for the first time his age really shows.

KURTZ

What happened?

JOERIN

It can’t be over, the Fuhrer’s dream. We can still make it happen Kurtz. Help me out of here, it isn’t over yet.

As Kurtz moves towards him he hears a noise behind him. He turns to see the Shape in the doorway. He smiles, nodding.

KURTZ

This is the moment I have been waiting for.

He cracks his knuckles and clicks his neck. He pulls off his top revealing his glistening, shining muscles. He raises his fist and gestures to the Shape.

KURTZ

Come on you shit.

The Shape simply tilts his head. And then, in a sudden and unexpected surge of speed, jams the surgical instrument in Kurtz stomach. Kurtz looks down in shock as the Shape rips the weapon upwards and Kurtz’s insides pour out onto the floor. The Shape pushes his stunned body aside and stalks over to Joerin. The Shape looks down at the old man. Joerin starts sobbing and begging.

JOERIN

Please, I wanted to help you. Make people like you and show your power to the world. You would have been remembered with honour!

The Shape grabs a scarf bearing a swastika from the desk and wraps it around Joerin’s throat. He squeezes it tight, throttling the old man. Joerin reaches up in horror, trying to reach out to his killer as he stares up into the dark, empty gaze of Michael Myers. We slowly zoom out and fade to black over the image of the Shape throttling the life from the broken old man.

Liptun Institute, Exterior: Helen, Susan, Debra, the baby, Tommy and Adam are seen running over to their vehicle. They make sure there are no Thorn cultists about before starting the engine and heading off. Only once they’re some distance away do they breathe a sigh of relief.

DEBRA

That was…

ADAM

Terrifying, I believe is the word you’re looking for.

HELEN

Still, we all made it out alive. So hey, I say that’s one for the team.

TOMMY

What did we achieve though? Michael’s still on the loose and everything is the same as it was.

HELEN

Of course we achieved something.

She indicates Susan who is sat silently looking out the window and then to the baby.

ADAM

We can make sure they both end up back home, wherever that is. Remember Tommy, this all started because of a little girl.

Tommy nods, his mind thinking back.

LONNIE (VO)

And let me give you a little friendly advice:  Don’t let this quest consume you.  If it gets too intense, let it go.

Tommy stares sadly upwards and sighs. Debra cradles the baby as Adam wipes blood from his coat and Helen comforts Susan. He turns his attention back to the road ahead, it’s long and winding. Tommy smirks a little.

TOMMY

Figures.

The gang begin the long drive away the from the Liptun Institute as we fade to black.
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
