Halloween: The Series

Episode 6.6: Town of Secrets

We open on an establishing shot of Namon Snake, Massachusetts.  It is dark as the antique streetlights cast a glow over the dark, empty streets.  The lighthouse can be seen in the distance, a lookout light shining over the surface of the open sea.  A mountainous range lines the background of the Snake Mountain Lodge.  Inside, Adam Travers has his childhood friend John Prichard pinned to the wall as Debra Loomis watches on and the albino, Mordecai, looks on with intensity.

JOHN

I suggest that you let go of me, Adam.  This town will protect its own.

ADAM

I tried to leave Namon Snake, John, but the road is blocked.  Whatever game you people are playing, play it without me.  I just want to go home!

JOHN

Adam, you’re not going anywhere until he lets you.  You’re here for the duration.

ADAM

The duration of what?!  Until who lets me?!

JOHN

That’s for us to know and you to find out.  Face it, Adam.  You’re not leaving this town.  Ever.  He has you right where he wants you.

Adam pulls his arm back to hit John, but Mordecai catches his arm, grabs Adam by his neck, and picks him up into the air, slamming Adam against the wall.  Mordecai looks at him with evil intentions as John straightens up his collar and turns towards Adam.

JOHN

I warned you, Adam.

John looks up at Adam, who is gasping for air.

JOHN

You really must behave yourself.  We’ve been nothing but hospitable.

DEBRA

Let him down!  He can’t breathe!

Mordecai’s grip tightens as Debra steps forward, only to be blocked by John, who smirks.  Adam starts coughing.  Christian Colson steps in from outside the door, running over and hitting Mordecai’s arm.  Mordecai drops Adam to the ground as Christian gives Mordecai a hard shove backwards into a table nearby.

CHRISTIAN

You heard the lady.  Let him go.

Mordecai steps forward, getting face to face with Christian, even though Mordecai is a head taller.

CHRISTIAN

You’d better not try it, Lurch.  You may be big, but I hear you guys fall harder.

Christian locks gazes with Mordecai as John taps Mordecai on the shoulder.

JOHN

Leave them be, Mordecai.  We’re in no hurry.

Mordecai and Christian stare at each other with intensity until Mordecai steps back and returns to his station behind the counter.  John smiles at Christian.

JOHN

So valiant.  I can see what Olivia sees in you.

CHRISTIAN

What do you know about Olivia?!

Christian lunges forward, gripping John around the throat as he backs him against the bar.

CHRISTIAN

Tell me what you know about her!

JOHN

Now, now, Christian.  I can’t spoil all my little secrets.

Mordecai lunges forward, breaking a bottle over Christian’s head.  Christian drops John and falls to the ground as Debra runs over to help him balance.  John straightens his jacket up and walks over to the entrance before turning around and facing Adam, Debra, and Christian.  John outspreads his arms.

JOHN

Welcome to Namon Snake, where all can enter, but no one can leave.  Hope you enjoy your stay.

John waves his arms in the air and a blue cloud of light covers him, followed by the disappearance of his body from the building.  Adam, Debra, and Christian look on in shock as Adam and Debra help Christian stand.  ‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play...  The title card appears reading:
HalloweeN: The Series

The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up.  The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as Tommy Doyle
Carrie-Anne Moss as Debra Loomis
Rebecca Gayheart as Helen Jacobs
With

Colin Baker as Adam Travers
We open on a shot of Haddonfield Memorial Hospital, where inside, Josh Jamison is resting in a hospital bed, stitches in his gut where he was stabbed with a bandage taped over it.  Helen Jacobs is seated by his bedside and Joe Thomas is curled up asleep in a chair nearby.  Josh opens his eyes and looks over to see Helen, who smiles at him.

JOSH

Helen?

HELEN

Thank God you’re finally awake.

JOSH

What happened?

HELEN

I was hoping you could tell me.  Joe found you out in the road when she left my house.  You had been stabbed.  You’ve been out cold all night.

JOSH

There was a guy.  A black guy.  He came out of nowhere.

HELEN

The doctor said that you’ll need some rest, but that traveling is out of the question.

JOSH

What about Namon Snake?

HELEN

It’ll have to wait.

JOSH

No.  Helen, you said you felt a dark energy coming from that place.  We can’t leave Adam and Debra to hang just because I had a little cut.

HELEN

A little cut?  Josh, you had a blood transfusion.  There was nothing little about it.

JOE

(o/s)

Trust me, Josh.  It wasn’t pretty when I found you.

Josh looks over to see Joe standing as she stretches herself awake.  She walks over and looks down at Josh with a smirk.

JOE

Not that you’re ever pretty, you loser.

Joe gently punches Josh in the arm and he feigns pain.

JOE

I’m glad you’re okay.

JOSH

Thanks, Joe.  Don’t act too concerned.  I wouldn’t want to think you have a soft side.

JOE

Yeah, well, if you tell anyone I was nice, I’ll punch you in your wound.

JOSH

(smiles)

That’s the girl I know and love.

JOE

I’ll be outside.

Joe exits the room as Josh looks up at Helen.

JOSH

You have to go.  You can’t worry about me right now.

HELEN

Who will take care of you?

JOSH

I’m a big boy.  I’ll be fine.

HELEN

I don’t want to just leave you here by yourself.

VALERIE

(o/s)

He won’t be alone.

Josh and Helen turn as Valerie Proctor walks into the room, a look of concern on her face.  Josh looks surprised.

JOSH

Mom.  What are you doing here?

VALERIE

Helen called me and told me what happened.  With all signs of the Thorn cult having disappeared, I got on the first flight out and let William tend to the flock.  I was worried about you.

HELEN

You can look after him?

VALERIE

It’d be a pleasure, actually.  I never got the chance when you were a child.  I guess I can make up for lost time.

JOSH

That’d be nice.

Valerie smiles at Josh as Helen grips Josh’s hand in hers and kisses it.

HELEN

We’ll only be gone long enough to make sure Adam and Debra are safe and then we’re coming straight back here.

JOSH

Helen, someone went out of their way to make sure I didn’t make this trip.  Don’t go alone.  Ask Tommy to go with you.

HELEN

You’re right.  I shouldn’t do this alone.

Emily Hodges enters the room, carrying a vase full of flowers.  She smiles.

EMILY

Oh, gosh.  I came right over as soon as I heard.  Are you okay, Josh?

JOSH

Yeah, I’m cool.

Emily puts the flowers down next to his bed and turns to Helen and Valerie.

EMILY

What would we have done if anything happened to our favorite guy?  It’s just too awful of a thought to digest.

HELEN

Our guy?

EMILY

I’m speaking figuratively, of course.

HELEN

Of course.

EMILY

And don’t you worry.  While you’re gone, I’ll take care of all his needs.

HELEN

I don’t think so.

VALERIE

Helen, I’ll be here the whole time.  Your trip is important.  Go.

Valerie lays a reassuring hand on Helen’s arm.  Helen eyes Emily before turning to a smiling Josh.

HELEN

What are you smiling about?

JOSH

You’re so cute when you’re jealous.

HELEN

You’d better behave yourself while I’m gone.  Joe can still slice you up.

JOSH

That’s enough incentive for any man to do as he’s told.  I’ll miss you.

HELEN

I’ll miss you, too.

Helen leans down and kisses Josh.  She then runs her hand along his face before turning to Valerie.

HELEN

Take care of him, Valerie.

VALERIE

No worries.

Helen nods, turns, and exits without a word.  Emily rolls her eyes and shrugs.

EMILY

Bye to you, too!

Valerie narrows her eyes at Emily, who has her hands on her hips as Josh motions Valerie to hold her tongue.  Valerie shrugs and has a seat as we cut to Namon Snake, Massachusetts at the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Adam Travers is busily searching through maps of the town.  Cash and Nash Aikens, the Siamese twins, have returned to playing their chess game as Mordecai washes the counter, eyeing Adam across the room.  Debra Loomis comes walking down the nearby stairs before walking over to Adam’s table and having a seat.

DEBRA

What are you doing?

ADAM

Finding a bloody road out of this town.

DEBRA

Adam, I don’t think it’s that simple.

ADAM

Of course it’s that simple.  The bridge was out and we couldn’t get across.  There’s no magic involved.  John Prichard was and always has been a liar.

DEBRA

We’re prisoners here.  These people aren’t going to just let us leave.  You do realize that, don’t you?

ADAM

Why are they keeping us here?  Why don’t they just kill us?

DEBRA

I haven’t figured that out yet, but no one here is talking.  What we do know is that your friend, John Prichard, knows why Natalie brought us here.

ADAM

Don’t you get it?  That was a hoax.  A magic spell performed by that wretch of a man.  Just bait.

DEBRA

I don’t believe that, Adam.  Natalie was here before.  We know that much.  Plus, I feel her.  I can’t explain it, but I’ve felt like she’s been trying to reach us for quite some time.

CASH

Could you two keep it down?  We’re having an intense game over here.

Adam looks over at the twins, Cash being the one on the left.  Nash shakes his head.

NASH

Tourists.

DEBRA

Hey, buddy.  It’s a free country.  You want a quiet game?  Go home.

Cash and Nash just grunt and go back to their game as Adam looks over at Debra.

ADAM

The first thing we have to do is find Prichard.  He’s the key to this whole mess.

DEBRA

We’re the strangers here.  We wouldn’t even know where to look.

ADAM

Then I suggest we take a walk around town and find out some things about this place.

DEBRA

It’s better than sitting here listening to Zan and Jayna over there.

Cash and Nash glare at her as Adam and Debra stand to exit.  We cut to the Blankenship Boarding House, where Tommy is sitting with the Celtic cross necklace around his neck, looking down at it.  Helen knocks on the door and enters, startling Tommy, who turns.

HELEN

Are you ready to go?  Joe’s out in the car waiting on us...and you know how impatient she can be.

TOMMY

Yeah, although I’m still a little unsure of why we’re panicking.

HELEN

Visions of death usually are enough for me.  Do you even care what happens to them?

TOMMY

I just think that if Adam and Debra wanted us to go, they would have asked.

HELEN

I don’t always wait for an invitation.  You know that.  Now, come on.  We’ve got to move.

Tommy throws his hands up in surrender before grabbing a bag and following her out of the room.  We cut to Namon Snake, where Adam and Debra are walking down the road with purpose, looking around at the ghost town-like atmosphere of the town.  They arrive at a large estate, where the burned remains of a large home stand alone in an open field.  Adam frowns as he glances at the home.

ADAM

I wonder what caused this home to burn down.

DEBRA

Probably the fire.

ADAM

(frowns)

Lonnie may be gone, but his spirit lives in you.

DEBRA

Sorry, Adam.  I didn’t mean to be a smart alec.

ADAM

It’s okay.  We’re all frustrated.

Adam looks at the number on the mailbox of the burned house.  666 Vapor Trail.  Adam frowns as Debra notices his expression.

DEBRA

Adam, what is it?

Adam digs around in his jacket pocket and pulls out an envelope, reading an address off of the top left corner.  666 Vapor Trail.  Adam looks over at Debra.

ADAM

This is the return address on Natalie’s last letter to me.  She was here.

DEBRA

This is the return address for the last letter she mailed?

ADAM

Yes.  That means she stayed here.

DEBRA

Let’s take a look inside, see what we can find out.

Adam and Debra begin walking up towards the house as we cut to a car, driving down the road.  Helen is driving as Joe sits in the front seat.  Tommy is in the back seat, staring out at the road in deep thought.  Helen looks into the rearview mirror and studies Tommy for a second.

HELEN

You’re being awfully quiet, Tommy.

TOMMY

I’m sorry.

HELEN

Anything bothering you.  We haven’t seen much of you since you got out of Country Manor.

TOMMY

I’ve been...adjusting.

HELEN

Well, you’re out and about now, so that’s a good thing.  We’ll try to turn this trip into a fun time.

TOMMY

A trip to a middle of nowhere New England town?

HELEN

Think positively, Tommy.  I know it’s tough for you right now, but even in doom and gloom, there is always some light.

JOE

Listen to the girl, Tommers.  She may be annoying, but she’s right.

Helen gives Joe a mock glare as Tommy just nods.

TOMMY

As long as you never call me Tommers again.

Helen smiles as Joe nods in agreement.  Helen pulls over into a gas station nearby and comes to a stop at the pump.

JOE

I’ll go pay the guy and get us some gas.

Joe hops out of the car, walking off to pay the gas attendant.  Helen turns to Tommy, who doesn’t look happy.

HELEN

What’s bothering you, Tommy?

TOMMY

Helen, drop it!

HELEN

(shocked)

Fine.  I just wish you’d talk to someone.

Tommy just looks sadly at her.

TOMMY

I don’t want to talk.

Helen stares at him with sympathy before there is a knock at the window.  Helen and Tommy turn to see Pinky Jacoby holding a gas pump.

PINKY

The girl said you wanted a fillup.

HELEN

Yeah.  Thanks.

Pinky gives them a “thumbs up” with a stupid grin before sticking the pump into the tank and beginning to pump the gas.  Over by the door, Joe Thomas comes out of the store eating a bag of potato chips.  She sees Elmer and his Doberman over in the rocking chair and walks over.

JOE

Cool dog.

Joe begins to pet the big dobey as Elmer just stares straight ahead.

JOE

He got a name?

No answer.  Joe just sighs and rolls her eyes.

JOE

Whatever.

Joe gets up and starts to leave.

ELMER

Stop the ritual and free the sacrifice.

JOE

What?

Elmer doesn’t say anything more.  He just stares ahead as if no one’s there.  Joe walks over to him, studying him.

JOE

What ritual?

Elmer just sits there.  Joe shakes her head.

JOE

Fucking nutcase.

Joe runs back over to the car as Pinky has now finished filling up the tank.

PINKY

Drive safe.

JOE

Yeah.  You, too...I guess.

Joe climbs into the car, having a seat next to Helen, who smiles.

HELEN

Pinky gave us clear directions while you were messing with that toothless old guy.

JOE

Cool.

HELEN

Namon Snake, here we come.

Helen steps on the gas and the car takes off.  We cut to Namon Snake, Massachusetts, where Adam and Debra are walking through the burned remains of what used to be a home.  Ashes are all over the place as the cold wind blows through the scenery.  Adam turns to Debra.

ADAM

Debra, Natalie kept a lot from us.  I’m starting to think that we didn’t even really know her.

DEBRA

I’d agree that she didn’t tell us everything, but we knew her, Adam.  She was Natalie.  She was our friend and we were like the family she couldn’t have.  That’s all I need to know.  Everyone’s entitled to their secrets.

ADAM

What happened in this house, Debra?

RAIN

(o/s)

There was a fire.

Adam and Debra turn to see Rain Volkner, hiding in the remains of the house.  Her blue eyes are filled with fear and sadness as her dark hair falls past her shoulders.

RAIN

No one really knows how it started.  At least, that’s what they tell me.

ADAM

Rain.  What are you doing here?

RAIN

Waiting for you.  Don’t tell them I’m here.  They’d punish me if they knew I came here.

DEBRA

Who would punish you?

RAIN

All of them.  This town.  I grew up here.  I don’t like it much.  Everyone’s unhappy.  Especially me.

DEBRA

What do you know about this fire that burned this house down, Rain?

RAIN

Not much.  It happened before I was born.  The family lives in the castle now.  But, everyone’s scared of them.  They won’t go up there.

DEBRA

What castle?

RAIN

The big one.  On top of the mountain.  There.

Rain points upwards into the mountains, where a castle can be seen looking down over the town.  Debra frowns.

DEBRA

How do you get there from here?

RAIN

You don’t.  You shouldn’t.

Rain starts to get scared and takes a few steps back.

RAIN

I can’t say any more.  They’ll know.  They always know.

Rain turns and runs away as Debra steps towards her.

DEBRA

Rain, wait!

Rain disappears into the distance as Adam shakes his head.

ADAM

Such a sad girl.

DEBRA

But she seems to want to help.  What do we do now?

ADAM

We find a trail that leads up.

Debra just nods as they exit the scene.  We cut back to Haddonfield, where Josh Jamison is resting in his bed as Valerie and Emily are both seated in the room.  Emily is talking nonstop as Valerie and Josh are listening while exchanging glances.

EMILY

I mean, I don’t understand why the guy would say that I was superficial.  I mean, does it make me a bad person not to date someone because they drive a Volvo?

JOSH

(sarcastic)

Not at all.

EMILY

Exactly.  He’s the one with the problem, not me.

JOSH

Just a thought, Em.  I mean, what if the guy is a really good person?  Maybe he’s a great guy who really cares and would do anything for you.

Emily breaks out into a fit of laughter.

EMILY

Yeah, right, like guys aren’t superficial.  I can’t name one that will ever be seen with the fat girl because she’s got such a great personality.

VALERIE

I think I need more coffee.

Valerie sighs and gets up, exiting the room.

JOSH

You’re missing the point, Em.  I mean, the type of car someone drives?  Is that really important to the core of the relationship?  I mean, I don’t even own a car right now and yet you pursued me.

EMILY

Yeah, but you’re hot and you just...Josh, you just make me want to be a better person.  You challenge me.  All any other guy I’ve ever been with does is tell me how perfect they thought I was.  I need that honesty...and a bank account to go along with it would make the perfect man.

JOSH

Just out of curiosity, why did you help me find my mom?  Was it to get back in my good graces or were you just bored that day?

EMILY

Josh, I just wanted to help.  Is that so hard to believe?

JOSH

Yes.  You’re not known for helping others, Emily, just yourself.

EMILY

You’ve been so nice to me and that’s kinda rare in this town.  Besides, I could identify with you a little.  You see, Jon and Linda Hodges are not my biological parents.  They treated me very good and to me, they’ll always be mom and dad.

JOSH

You were adopted?

EMILY

Yeah.  But I think I always felt different, like they loved Rebecca more than me since she was their real daughter.  I don’t know who my real parents are.  Maybe someday I’ll go find them, but I can’t complain with the cards I was dealt.  I had everything a girl could ever ask for and more.

JOSH

Emily, I don’t know whether I ever told you how sorry I was that I hurt you.

EMILY

(smiles)

I don’t really know what you see in Helen, but I know she’s lucky.  I wish that someone...anyone...could feel the way about me that you do her.  It’s water under the bridge, Josh.  Besides, I’ll be moving to Chicago in a few months to attend law school.  I was hoping you’d stop me by confessing your undying love for me, but I guess until I change my attitude, that’s not gonna happen.  I’m destined to be alone.

JOSH

You’re lonely.

EMILY

Yeah.  I guess so.

Emily starts to look sad.  Josh just nods.

JOSH

You know, if Helen didn’t exist and I knew what I know about you now, you’d have to get a restraining order to keep me off of you.

EMILY

(smiles sadly)

I guess we’ll always have that one night.

JOSH

I’ll remember it fondly.

Josh and Emily smile at each other as Valerie reenters with a cup of coffee.

VALERIE

They just told me visiting hours are coming to a close, so we have to go.

EMILY

Okay.  Take a nap or something, big guy.  You’re starting to talk crazy.

JOSH

I will.

Emily gives him a hug as Valerie clenches her jaw while watching.  Emily then stands.

EMILY

Bye, Miss Proctor.

VALERIE

Bye.

Emily exits the room as Valerie walks over to his bed.

VALERIE

I like Helen, so I’m warning you to stay away from that one.  She’s trouble.

JOSH

She’s not that bad, mom.  Trust me.  I know what I’m doing.

VALERIE

I’ll see you later.

JOSH

Bye.  Get some rest.

Josh and Valerie hug.  They hold each other for a long few seconds as we cut to the Snake Mountain Lodge in Namon Snake, where Cash and Nash Aikens are still playing their chess game as Mordecai sits silently behind the desk.  Christian Colson sits over in the corner, reading through a newspaper as the front door opens.  Tommy Doyle, Helen Jacobs, and Joe Thomas walk through the door, looking around the place.

JOE

Wow.  Is this the only place with actual people inside in this town or what?

CASH

Sssh.  We’re playing a game!

NASH

Damn tourists.

Joe frowns, glaring at the Siamese twins with annoyance.

JOE

Kiss my ass, freaks.

Nash and Cash look at Joe with anger as the dwarf pops out from behind a booth, looking out at them. Mordecai stares at her with anger.

HELEN

Joe, can you please hold back the anger sometimes?

JOE

They were asking for it.  Freaks.

Cash and Nash stand, anger evident on their faces.

NASH

Say that to our faces!

JOE

I just did.  Twice.

CASH

You bitch!

Cash and Nash step forward, but Tommy steps in between them.

TOMMY

I suggest you sit back down.

CASH

What are you going to do about it?

Tommy’s jaw clenches as his gaze turns dark.  He looks like he is about to attack, but a cough breaks up the tension.  Sheriff James Cobain turns around from the bar, his blue eyes burn a hole in them as he chews on a piece of straw.  He is dressed in a police uniform with a badge on his chest and a gun in his holster.  As he walks forward, we see that he has a hook where his left hand should be.  He straightens up his sheriff’s hat with his hook hand.

COBAIN

People don’t take kindly to being called freaks in this town.

JOE

No offense, but we don’t take kindly to rude assholes.

COBAIN

We believe in equality here.  Take little Elvis Winkler over there.

Cobain nods towards the dwarf at the booth.  He smiles and waves.

ELVIS

Hi.

COBAIN

Elvis came here because he was accepted.  He was different in that world out there, but here, he’s one of us.  Mordecai was ridiculed for being an albino, but now he’s the center of our group.  His family founded this place.

Mordecai just glares angrily at them.

COBAIN

The people here don’t like outsiders coming in here and telling us what’s the norm.  You’re in our house.  We tell you what is freakish here.

Cobain stops and stares Tommy in the eyes.

COBAIN

You get me, boy?

TOMMY

I think so

COBAIN

Good.  Then we should get along just fine.

Cobain smiles, turns, and walks out the front door.  Helen steps up to the counter, where Mordecai is standing.

HELEN

We’re actually looking for a couple of our friends.  An older British guy and a young, pretty dark-haired woman.  Have you seen them?

Mordecai just stares at her.  Helen looks a little unnerved.

CHRISTIAN

(o/s)

I saw them.

Tommy, Helen, and Joe turn to see Christian walking forward with his guitar case in hand as he steps past a glaring Cash and Nash.

CHRISTIAN

They gave me a ride in.  Adam and Debra, right?

TOMMY

You’ve seen them?

CHRISTIAN

Adam got into a tussle with a guy named John Prichard...well, before he poofed out of here like some magician.  I’d really like to find him myself, but these FREAKS won’t cooperate with me.

Cash and Nash glare at him with a growl as Elvis narrows his eyes.  Mordecai snaps off a piece of beef jerky in his mouth.

TOMMY

Do you know where they went?

CHRISTIAN

No.  Sorry.  I can’t help you there.  I’m Christian, by the way.

TOMMY

Tommy.  Tommy Doyle.  This is Joe Thomas and—

HELEN

Helen Jacobs.  Nice to meet you.

Helen holds out her hand.  Christian shakes it.  A FLASH fills the screen as images fly up in quick succession:  Christian playing guitar and singing onstage, Christian and Olivia Winston kissing, Christian crashing his bike on the bridge, Christian grabbing John Prichard by the jacket, Olivia Winston in a flowing dress, Christian crying out in pain...FLASH ENDS as Helen looks at Christian with wide eyes.

HELEN

You lost her.  The one you love.  You want to find her, but you can’t.  You feel empty, but you mask it.

CHRISTIAN

How did you know that?

Elvis stands and turns, looking at Helen with amazement.

HELEN

I see things sometimes.  Future events, emotions, and symbolic dreams.

ELVIS

She has a gift!  She is the one!

HELEN

I’m sorry?

ELVIS

It’s coming true.  It’s all coming to pass!


Elvis turns and runs out of the lodge, the door closing behind him.  Joe frowns as she and Helen look at each other.  They suddenly burst into laughter.

HELEN

He was so cute!  Did you see how fast his little legs were moving?

JOE

And did you see the waddle?  That was just so precious.

CHRISTIAN

Hey, maybe you could touch some of these guys and find out where my fiancé is.

Mordecai suddenly turns and opens the door underneath the stairwell, looking back at Helen with worry before going inside and shutting the door.  Helen quickly runs over and tries to open it, but it is locked.  She turns to see Cash and Nash quickly exiting the premises, leaving them as the only inhabitants of the place.  Christian frowns.

CHRISTIAN

It doesn’t look like they want you to touch them.

HELEN

We’ll just see about that, won’t we?

Helen runs over to the door and tears it open, heading outside with Christian, Tommy, and Joe behind her.  They stop in their tracks, however, when Elvis is seen returning, leading a robed Monica Juliano towards them, carrying her stuffed Crow on a wooden perch.  She narrows her eyes at Tommy as their eyes meet.

MONICA

I knew you’d be coming.  Where there’s one, there’s another.

TOMMY

Monica Juliano.

MONICA

You remember.  I trust you left the heathen in Chicago where he belongs.

TOMMY

Maybe.

MONICA

Good.  I detested him.

JOE

Who is this bitch?

MONICA

I see you brought a replacement heathen.

JOE

I’ll show you just how much of a heathen I can be, sister.

MONICA

Silence, imbecile!

JOE

What the hell did you just say, bitch?

TOMMY

You lured Adam and Debra here, didn’t you?

MONICA

Tommy Doyle, you know very little about me and what my purposes are.  Crossville was just a tiny little morsel of my abilities.  You wanna know what you’re up against this time?  You have no idea the power that will rise!  Crow!


Crow suddenly springs to life, cawing loudly as it comes directly at Joe, pecking at her.  Joe is knocked backwards to the ground as the bird pecks and nips at her.  Suddenly, a black cloud flies into the picture, forming behind everyone.  Tommy, Christian, and Helen turn as the specter of Ramon Juliano appears behind them, evil intentions in his eyes.

RAMON

All the demons of your past are gonna come back to bite you in the ass!

Ramon swings a very long machete at the threesome, causing them all to duck.  Tommy and Christian both leap forward at Ramon, but they both go sailing right through him and to the ground. Ramon turns and flings his machete down at them.  Tommy dodges the long knife as it embeds into a piece of firewood nearby.

RAMON

No escape, my children.  Nowhere to go.

Helen turns and runs at Monica, leaping onto her.  Monica screams as Helen tackles her to the ground.  FLASH.  Images fly up on the screen:  Monica and Debra fighting in Crossville, Crow hanging from a rope, Ramon and Monica brutally killing the Freeman family, a snapshot of Monica, Kane Manson, and Mordecai on a mantle.  A burning house.  FLASHES END as Monica nails Helen with a floating blue light.  Helen is knocked backwards and to the ground as Ramon reforms into a black cloud before them.  Joe throws Crow off of her as it flies back onto its perch and remains still.  Tommy, Christian, and Joe look up at robed Monica, who stands over an unconscious Helen as the black cloud of Ramon dissolves behind them.

MONICA

Welcome to Namon Snake, beasties.  It’s gonna be a painful end to you all!  Caw!  Caw!

Monica turns and runs off into the night as Joe and Tommy tend to the unconscious Helen.  Christian looks shocked at everything that has just occurred.  Suddenly, Helen lets out a ferocious scream.  Tommy and Joe jump at the sound as Helen’s eyes snap open.  She looks panicked, full of fear.  FLASH.  Big, yellow eyes.  Fire.  Burning buildings.  A huge explosion.  FLASH.  Tommy looks like he doesn’t know what to do as Helen begins to go into a seizure, her body convulsing as she shakes violently.

TOMMY

What the hell is going on?!

CHRISTIAN

She’s having a seizure!


Christian runs over and pins Helen’s body to the ground.  She screams loudly as tears begin falling from her eyes.  Tommy and Joe just look disturbed as we cut to Namon Snake Castle, where Adam and Debra are walking towards the large structure.  As they reach it, it becomes clear that the castle looks straight out of a medieval time.  It large, gray, and very solid.  There is a moat that has a drawbridge draped over it.  Torches are seen burning on the sides.

DEBRA

Maybe Rain was right.  This doesn’t look normal.  We shouldn’t be here.

ADAM

We came all this way.  We’re not leaving now.

Adam walks over to the drawbridge and looks around.  He walks across.  Debra hesitantly follows.  As they enter the castle, the drawbridge starts to close.  Adam and Debra turn to leave, but the door comes up.  Debra looks up to see Carris (Episode 5.22) staring down at her.  She seems to recognize him, but he quickly scampers away.

DEBRA

That man at the drawbridge looked familiar.

ADAM

At this point, I expect my dead grandmother to pop up in this town somewhere.  Everyone else has.

KANE

(o/s)

Then one more blast from the past won’t matter.

ADAM

That voice.

DEBRA

I know it, too, but it can’t be.  He’s dead.

Adam and Debra turn to see a robed Kane Manson standing among a row of torches inside a large throne room, his eyes fixed on them.  His tall form is dressed in a black leather body-length robe, but bandages from his burns can be seen sticking out underneath the leather.  Ira O’Connell steps out behind him with a crossbow pointed at them as Kane smiles demonically.

KANE

You saw me burn.  You didn’t see me die.

His large frame walk among the torches, eyes fixed on them.

KANE

It took me months to heal, but I’m here and I’ve been waiting on you.

ADAM

What do you want with me?

KANE

Fool.  I could care less about you.  I want Tommy Doyle’s head on a platter.  You’re just an added bonus.

DEBRA

Your family.  They own the burned-down house.  666 Vapor Trail.  That’s you.  You lured us here.

KANE

Did I?  John Prichard is a follower of mine.  Has been for several years now.  He wanted you and I wanted Doyle.  Seems like we all win.

ADAM

What’s your connection to Natalie?

KANE

Natalie was a nosy bitch and she got everything she deserved.

ADAM

So you did know her?

KANE

Everyone in this town knows her.  Tried to fix me when I was a child.  Some shrink she was.  Some hero she turned out to be.  Without her, I wouldn’t be the man I am today.

DEBRA

You son-of-a-bitch.  What did you do to her all those years ago?

KANE

It’s not what I did.  It’s what Prichard did.  You’ll have to ask him.  That’s his vendetta, not mine, though I will take great pleasure in seeing you all suffer.

DEBRA

Why can’t we leave?

KANE

It is my will that keeps you here.  You will not escape this time.  All of you will suffer at our hands in my home.  This is my place.  Namon Snake?  Does that even sound like a real town?

DEBRA

Oh, God.  It’s an anagram.

ADAM

Namon Snake.  Kane Manson.

KANE

Congratulations.  You now have a clue.

Suddenly, Olivia Winston comes limping out of a corridor, a blank expression on her face as Adam and Debra look at her with confusion.  Olivia is dressed in a wedding dress, a bouquet of flowers in her hands as she stares blank-faced at everyone as she talks with a British accent.

OLIVIA

Kane?  Do I get to go for a walk now?  I’ve been good.  I haven’t misbehaved.

KANE

What the hell is she doing out?

IRA

I’ll take care of her, my lord.

Ira walks over and grabs Olivia by the arm.

IRA

Olivia, you’re not supposed to be out!

Ira jerks a pouting Olivia away as Adam and Debra exchange glances.

DEBRA

So, you get burned and you run back home to lick your wounds.  Meanwhile, you look into our past and pull John Prichard and Monica Juliano out of your ass to bring them here.

KANE

You’ve got it all wrong.  Monica is my sister.

DEBRA

I guess insanity runs in the family.

KANE

Don’t let my brother Mordecai hear you say that.  Sometimes, when he’s hungry, he likes to eat people.

DEBRA

(sarcastically)

Well, I guess that would prove me wrong.

KANE

But I’m the one who’s going to make you beg for the suffering to end.  I’m the one who will ascend to greater power than any man could ever dream.  My time is coming full-throttle and when it does, you and your friends will be but fragments in a pile of bones.

ADAM

You bastard!  I’ll kill you!

Adam steps forward, but Kane throws his arms down and a wall of fire shoots up from the ground, almost burning Adam up, but just knocking him to the ground.  Debra runs forward and helps Adam stand, glaring at Kane’s demonic face through the fire.  Kane lowers his arms as Adam and Debra stare at him with a mixture of anger and fear.  Kane’s eyes suddenly turn solid white and he shoots the fire backwards at them.  Adam falls back to the ground as Debra leaps over the flames, doing a flip in mid-air and landing on her feet in front of Kane.

DEBRA

Ascend this.

Debra decks Kane with a right, followed by a quick left, and then another right.  Kane’s head snaps backwards and then back to normal, except his expression is very angry.

KANE

Chicken hawk, chicken hawk.  Put’em up.

Kane shoves both hands forward, hitting Debra directly in the chest.  Debra goes flying back through the air and hits a stone column right in the middle of the throne room.  It breaks and rocks come falling down at her.  Adam yells and charges at Kane, swinging at him with a right.  Kane easily dodges the blow and nails Adam in the stomach with a right.  Adam doubles over as Kane stoops down to one knee and nails Adam with an uppercut, knocking him into the air before landing on his back with a thud.

DEBRA

You bastard!


Debra charges out of the fallen rocks and kicks at Kane, who swats her foot away and backhands her to the ground.  Adam climbs to his feet as Kane punts Debra in the ribs, sending her twirling into the air and slamming into Adam before they both fall to the ground.  Kane stands over the fallen duo and stares at them with evil intentions pouring from his expression.  Ira takes out a cigarette in the background and puts it to his mouth, lighting it.  He smirks.

IRA

Geez, Kane.  You could at least give them a few shots.  It’d make this more entertaining.

KANE

You both rest at my feet.  You will soon rest in your graves.

Kane’s eyes turn white and he raises his arms into the air before bringing them down.  A huge lightning bolt comes striking down inside the confines of the castle from the air.  As it flashes, Adam and Debra look up to see that they are now alone.  Kane and his crew have all disappeared.

ADAM

We’re never getting out of this town.

Debra begins to sob as we cut to Josh’s hospital room, where Josh is now awake, standing by the sink washing his hands.  A gust of wind blows through the room, causing Josh to shiver.  Suddenly, the machines start going haywire, the tray of food clatters to the ground, and some glass containers fall to the ground and break into pieces.  Josh is disturbed as he looks around, trying to figure out what’s going on.  Josh turns to leave, but comes face to face with Dr. Natalie Hendrix, staring wide-eyed into his face.

NATALIE

Only you have the power to stop him.  You must go to Namon Snake!

JOSH

Why?  What good could I do?

NATALIE

His power has grown and he will ascend!

JOSH

What are you talking about?

NATALIE

Go now!  Before it’s too late!

Natalie suddenly looks panicked and disappears before his eyes.  Josh looks disturbed as he backs into the room, shaking.  We cut to Namon Snake, Massachusetts in the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Christian comes rushing in with Helen in his arms.  Mordecai Manson is back behind the desk, looking at them with indifference.  Helen is twisting and screaming violently as the muscular Christian contains her.  Tommy and Joe come rushing in behind him, looking worried about her.

JOE

What the hell is wrong with her?

TOMMY

I don’t know.  Monica hit her with something.  A blue light.  Magic, I think.

HELEN

Stop it!  No!  I don’t want to see anymore!

CHRISTIAN

Whatever it is, she needs medical attention.

Helen’s eyes are rolling back up into her head as Tommy looks around.

TOMMY

There’s something wrong with my friend.  I need a doctor!

Tommy runs up to the front desk to Mordecai.

TOMMY

Get me a doctor now!

Mordecai just glares at him with his bright blue eyes and snarls.  Dr. Volkner steps out from a booth nearby, wiping his mouth with his napkin as he steps forward.

DR. VOLKNER

I’m Dr. Kurt Volkner.  What’s the problem?


TOMMY

It’s my friend.  She’s...something’s wrong with her!

Helen continues to convulse in Christian’s arms as Kurt looks at her with confusion.  She screams as her eyes continue to roll back into her head.

KURT

Get her upstairs into a bed.  Quickly!


Christian takes off up the stairs as Kurt goes after them.  Tommy looks over at Mordecai, who has a small demonic smile on his face.  Tommy frowns when he sees the smile.

TOMMY

What are you laughing at?

Mordecai begins to laugh, starting lowly at first, but it soon blossoms into an out-of-control, maniacal laughter.  Tommy lunges over the desk and grabs Mordecai by his shirt, jerking him forward.

TOMMY

What did she do to her?!

JOHN

(o/s)

He won’t tell you anything.  He’s mute.

Tommy lets go of Mordecai and turns to see John Prichard walking in from the outside with his arms crossed behind his back.  Joe frowns.

TOMMY

Who are you?

JOHN

Name’s John Prichard.  I’m old friend of Adam Travers.  We’ve recently caught up on old times, though he doesn’t remember them as fondly as I do.

TOMMY

Where is he?

JOHN

I said I was his friend, not his keeper.  Have you tried his room?  I hear they’re quite comfy.

JOE

He’s staying here?

JOHN

Oh, yes.  He’ll be staying here for quite a while.  He came looking for answers.  He just found more questions.

TOMMY

Why do I think you’re not Adam’s friend?

JOHN

Not sure, really.  It’s your brain, after all.  As for your friend Helen, I do hope she gets well.

John turns and strolls up the stairs, a small smile pursing his lips.  Joe turns to Tommy with a frown.

JOE

We didn’t tell him Helen’s name.

TOMMY

I know.

Tommy and Joe watch Prichard disappear down the upstairs hallway.  Inside a room, Christian has Helen pinned down on the bed as she shakes violently.  Dr. Volkner is taking a syringe out of his medicine bag and is putting a drug inside of it.

CHRISTIAN

What’s wrong with her?!

KURT

I’m not sure.  All I know is that if I don’t sedate her soon, she’ll have a coronary.

Christian looks at Helen with confusion as her eyes look at him with panic and then roll up into her head with a scream.  FLASH.  Hundreds of dead children piled on top of each other.  A deep, echoing laughter.  Michael Myers’s black eyes.  A blood red moon.  Santa Claus.  A wolf’s howl.  Crying, pain, agony.  Debra Loomis in a coffin. Adam Travers  tied to a stake.  Kane Manson standing under a bright light emitting down from the sky over him, his arms outspread.  FLASH.  Helen screams in fear and agony.

HELEN

Why won’t they stop?!  St-o-o-o-o-op!

Kurt quickly runs over and tests the syringe, shooting out some liquid.  Volkner quickly pins down her arm and injects her with a sedative.  Helen continues to scream as Volkner removes the syringe and then rubs the skin down with an alcohol pad before covering the wound.  Tommy and Joe enter the room as Helen starts to weaken.  Christian backs away as Helen’s eyes close and she remains still.  Christian looks spooked as Dr. Volkner puts away his equipment.

KURT

She’s going to be out a while.

CHRISTIAN

No idea what caused this?

TOMMY

I know who caused it.  Monica Juliano.

JOE

But where would she have gone?

TOMMY

I don’t know, but we have to find out before Helen gets worse.

Tommy looks at Joe and Christian with doom as we cut back to Haddonfield, where Josh is packing his belongings in a hurry.  The door opens and Valerie Proctor walks in, looking confused.

VALERIE

They told me you were checking out.

JOSH

That’s right.

VALERIE

You can’t leave.

JOSH

Of course I can.  This is a hospital, not a prison.  I signed the AMA forms and I’m leaving for Namon Snake.

VALERIE

Why the sudden change of heart?

JOSH

I had a visitor.  Dr. Hendrix.  Guess no one told her visiting hours were over.  I can’t explain what she wants from me, only that she wants me there.

VALERIE

But you’re injured.

JOSH

I’m feeling better.

VALERIE

You’re not going alone, then.  I’m going with you.

JOSH

Suit yourself.

Josh throws the last item of his into a bag and zips it up.

JOSH

Wanna drive?

VALERIE

Okay.  You sure?

JOSH

It’s just a feeling, but I’ve got to go.  I’ve never felt the physical energy of a spirit like I did Dr. Hendrix.  She’s frightened...and when a dead person gets frightened, we’d better start listening.

Valerie just nods her head as Josh walk towards the door and exits.  Valerie thinks a minute before following him.  We cut to the outside of the Snake Mountain Lodge, where a battered Adam and Debra come walking towards the lodge.  Christian Colson is sitting on the old Victorian swing with Joe Thomas trying to teach her how to play the guitar.

CHRISTIAN

When you hit that high note, you’ve gotta feel it with your fingers.

JOE

Yeah, I know all about that.

Christian laughs and shakes his head as Joe looks over and sees Adam and Debra.  She jumps up and runs over to them.

JOE

Adam!  Debra!  Thank God you’re okay!

DEBRA

Joe, what are you doing here?

JOE

It’s a long story, but there’s a lot of hokey shit going on in this town.  Tommy and Helen are here and we’ve already hit a shitload of trouble.

ADAM

Boy, do we ever understand.

CHRISTIAN

You guys find anything out about your friend?

DEBRA

More than we thought we would.

Tommy Doyle steps out of the lodge, looking at Adam and Debra with doom.

TOMMY

Helen’s been sedated.  We were attacked by Monica Juliano and her dead husband.  The Black Cloud.

ADAM

Is she alright?

TOMMY

We don’t even know what’s wrong with her.

DEBRA

There’s more to it, Tommy.  Kane Manson is here.

TOMMY

What?!

JOE

Isn’t he dead?

ADAM

Apparently, no one appears to be.

DEBRA

Kane and Monica are siblings.  Apparently, Mordecai, the albino guy, is their brother.

TOMMY

I thought we came down here to find out about Natalie’s past.

ADAM

Which is apparently another link to this town.  Kane was a patient of Natalie’s when she was here all those years ago.

DEBRA

Christian, we also saw Olivia.

CHRISTIAN

What?!  Where?!

DEBRA

Up at Kane’s castle.  I gotta say, though, she didn’t seem totally coherent.

CHRISTIAN

What did they do to her?

DEBRA

I don’t know, but she’s not really trying to escape, either.  She seems almost in a trance.

CHRISTIAN

Where is this castle?

DEBRA

Don’t bother.  They all disappeared.  Someone in this town has to have some answers for us.

TOMMY

Adam, I think your friend knows something.

ADAM

John Prichard?  You saw him?

TOMMY

Yeah.  After Helen went into seizure, he came in and started dropping hints about you and he even knew Helen’s name without anyone telling him.

ADAM

That bastard!  When I find him, I’m going to kill him!

Adam turns and storms off into the lodge, slamming the door as Debra frowns.

DEBRA

Helen went into a seizure?

TOMMY

After Monica hit her with a blue light.  It’s like her visions went into overdrive and she was seeing things.  Frightening things.

CHRISTIAN

As soon as I get my hands on this Kane guy, they’ll see frightening...and I think I’ll start looking for him by beating down his albino brother!

Christian turns and takes off  into the lodge.  Tommy looks at Debra and Joe and follows Christian inside as the two women follow.  Rain Volkner steps out of the shadows, looking frightened as we cut to the Manson castle, where Monica Juliano, her black hood pulled over the top of her head, comes trolling into the castle via the drawbridge.  She has in her hands the perch with Crow latched to the top of it.  As she walks down the aisle of torches, she removes the hood from her head and looks around.

MONICA

It’s only Monica, Kane.  You can come out now.

Suddenly, a flurry of electricity cuts through the throne room and Monica finds herself surrounded by robed followers while Kane stands in front of her, Ira O’Connell at his side.  Kane steps forward with a demonic grin.
KANE

Is everything in place, Monica?

MONICA

The one with the sight has been contained while the others chase their tails.  That only leaves John Prichard.

KANE

That is taken care of, Monica.  Tonight, John Prichard dies as planned.

Kane smiles demonically as we cut to a highway, where Valerie is driving a car with Josh Jamison in the passenger seat.

JOSH

How much farther?

VALERIE

We’ll be into Namon Snake by morning.  Rest.

Josh just nods and lowers his head to sleep as Valerie continues to drive.  We cut to inside the Namon Snake Lodge, where John Prichard is lighting candles inside his room.  He looks at the dancing flames and walks towards the window, looking down at Tommy, Debra, and Joe coming towards the lodge from outside.  John smirks as the door opens behind him.  Adam Travers steps into the room.

ADAM

What have you done?

JOHN

(turning)

Adam, I thought you’d never arrive.

ADAM

First, you lure us down here and then you have a hand in incapacitating Helen.  Just what kind of a game are you playing?

John smirks.

JOHN

Game, Adam?  We’re not playing games.

Adam moves forward, pinning John roughly back against the wall.

ADAM

You tell me what’s wrong with Helen or I’ll kill you, you bastard!

JOHN

You’ve made a ton of powerful enemies, Adam.  All of you.  Your friends.  Your family.  They’ll never live in peace.  All these events are fated, Adam!  No one is here by accident and all of you are going to suffer for your wrongs!

Adam decks Prichard in the jaw, sending him down to the ground.

ADAM

I don’t know why you hate me so much, but if I have to, I’m going to beat the answers out of you!


Adam jerks John up and nails him with a right to the stomach and then a right to the jaw.  John swings out with a right, but Adam blocks it and knees John in the stomach.  He then shoves John forward and into a nearby cabinet, where he knocks several items to the floor.  Adam turns and decks John with a right to the jaw.  John knocks over the cabinet and they both clatter to the floor.  John looks up as Adam jerks him up by his jacket, getting inches from his face.  John throws a scratch down Adam’s arm and Adam calls out in pain.  John then swings with a right, but Adam ducks and hits him in the stomach with a left, followed by a right that knocks Prichard to the floor in a heap.  John just stays motionless on the ground as Adam stands over him, his fists clenched.

ADAM

You bastard.

We cut to the lobby of the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Christian walks up to Mordecai at the counter and reaches over, grabbing him by his shirt.

CHRISTIAN

You’re gonna start telling me about Olivia or there’s gonna be hell to pay.

Sheriff James Cobain stands up from his place and frowns.

COBAIN

Son, we’re not going to have any of that here.

Tommy, Joe, and Debra come running through the door, stopping when they see Cobain approaching Christian and Mordecai.  Suddenly, a gunshot rings out over the scene and everyone glances up the stairs.  Cobain looks shocked as he withdraws his weapon and takes off up the stairs.  Mordecai rips his shirt away from Christian and quickly walks over to the door under the stairs, exiting through it.  Tommy, Debra, and Joe take off running up the stairs.  We cut to Cobain, running down the hallway.  He grabs the handle to a room and throws it open with his hooked hand, pointing his gun inside.  Inside the room, Adam Travers turns, shocked, as he holds a gun in his hand.  He drops it to the ground as Cobain frowns at him.  Tommy, Debra, and Joe appear in the hallway behind Cobain, looking into the room.  They all gasp.  Spread out in the middle of the floor is John Prichard, a massive bloodstain in the middle of his chest as his eyes stare unblinking towards the ceiling.  He’s not breathing.

COBAIN

Put your hands in the air!  Now!  You’re under arrest!

Cobain moves forward and puts some handcuffs on a seemingly confused Adam.  Tommy, Debra, and Joe look on in disbelief.  The screen splits into several sections:

-Adam, being handcuffed as the others watch on...

-Josh and Valerie pulling into Pinky’s gas station...

-Helen Jacobs, sleeping peacefully as Dr. Volkner packs his belongings into his medicine bag...

-Christian Colson, looking around at all of the Namon Snake residents within the lodge.  He looks angry and paranoid as they all watch him...

-Rain Volkner, walking quickly away from the Snake Mountain Lodge...

-Kane Manson, Monica Juliano, Ira O’Connell, Carris, and several other followers standing on the top of their castle as they look down over their town...

‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play as ‘To Be Continued…’ appears on the screen and the closing credits roll...
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
