Episode 6.8: Sacrificial Lambs

 
We open on a shot of Snake Mountain Lodge, where snow is now falling quietly across the landscape.  Like a blanket, it has covered the tops of the lodge, street lamps, park benches, and houses.  Josh Jamison and Debra Loomis are walking down the street, hands in their pockets as they look around at the falling snow.

JOSH

They’ve been gone all night, Debra.  Why haven’t we heard anything?

DEBRA

I don’t know.  Hopefully, they made it out okay.

JOSH

They had to have made it.  We have no way to return home otherwise.

DEBRA

This is all I need, to be stuck with a circus.

Josh stops, looking up ahead.  There is a figure emerging from the snow, a figure in dark clothing.  Debra notices it, too, and they walk forward.  Valerie Proctor comes stumbling out of the snow, a look of pain on her face as she limps forward.

JOSH

Mom?

Blood drips down Valerie’s arm, dropping and melting the snow on the ground.  Josh’s eyes widen as Valerie falls over.  Josh catches her in his arms and holds her up as Debra looks shocked.

JOSH

What the hell happened to you?

VALERIE

Joe and Rain got out.  I didn’t.

Valerie passes out in Josh’s arms as Debra looks alarmed.  Fade to black...‘The Halloween Theme’ begins to play...  The title card appears reading:
HalloweeN: The Series

The music becomes a far more rock and roll version of the theme tune and various images from all seasons flash up.  The cast characters are named as:

Paul Rudd as Tommy Doyle
Carrie-Anne Moss as Debra Loomis
Rebecca Gayheart as Helen Jacobs
With

Colin Baker as Adam Travers

Fade in on The Namon Snake Traveling Carnvial resting grounds.  The carnival has long been abandoned, as a squeaking merry-go-round twirls with the wind.  Crinkled papers are spread across the ground as the rusty ferris wheel stands silently.  Grafitti has been spray-painted along the walls of the Fun House, where the picture of a very familiar-looking clown smiles above a mouth entrance.  A figure in a robe sits on the judge’s bench as Sheriff James Cobain enters, leading a handcuffed Adam Travers down the aisle full of mirrors.

ADAM

What is this?  A joke?

COBAIN

Don’t insult this town’s integrity, Mr. Travers.  It’s been a very long time since we’ve had to use this courtroom.  There’s been no reason to fix it up.

ADAM

This isn’t a bloody courtroom.  Why are we here?

COBAIN

Your sentencing.

ADAM

I’ve done nothing wrong.

JUDGE

You have been accused of the murder of John Prichard in the first degree and you have been found guilty by this court.  The sentence will be death.

ADAM

Found guilty?!  Death?!  On what evidence?!  And this isn’t a court!

JUDGE

You will be burned at the stake on the midnight of December 21 of this year for your crimes.  You are to be held at the Manson castle until punishment can be dispersed.  Adjourned.

The Judge picks up his gavel and hits on the pad in front of him.

ADAM

Burned at the stake?!  This is a miscarriage of justice!

JUDGE

Oh, and Adam...

The Judge looks up, revealing his face as John Prichard, a sinister expression on his face.

JOHN

Please don’t plead and beg for your life when your skin is melting from your bones.

Adam’s eyes widen.

ADAM

You!  You bastard!  I’ll kill you for real this time!

Cobain laughs and takes Adam towards the back door of the funhouse, their figures reflecting in every mirror.

ADAM

Why are you doing this to me?!  What did I ever do to you?!  You won’t get away with this!

John waves with a smile as Cobain drags him out the back door.  John smiles to himself as we cut to Pinky’s gas station, where Joe Thomas and Rain Volkner are tied back to back in a chair.  Joe is struggling with the rope, but there is no give to it.  Rain sits silently as she looks around the room.

RAIN

This sucks.  I finally get out of that town and get taken hostage the minute I step out.  And my dad...

JOE

I’m sorry about your father, Rain, but he did the best he could for you.  I wish my father was more like him.

RAIN

Is your father dead?

JOE

No, but he might as well be...once he and my mom learned that I was gay, they disowned me.  They couldn’t accept it.  They lived in denial for a few weeks until it sunk in.  Then they told me to pack my bags.  I’ve been lucky to have good friends.

RAIN

How did you know you were gay?

JOE

I think I always knew deep down inside.  While most of the girls were talking about boys in the locker room, I’d find myself checking them out.  One day, I just went for it.  I had been getting vibes from this chick and I just couldn’t keep it in anymore.  I kissed her.

RAIN

What happened?

JOE

She never talked to me again, told me to stay the hell away from her.  Next thing I know, it was all over school what I did.  Most people would feel humiliated after something like that came out.  I felt liberated, like a big burden had been lifted off my shoulders.

RAIN

You don’t regret it?

JOE

I feel more free, like I don’t have to pretend anymore.  (pause) You think we can get out of these ropes if we move around enough?

RAIN

We have to try.  That’s our only chance.

Joe and Rain start wriggling around in their ropes as we cut to the gas station counter, where Pinky Jacoby is talking to a bright black blur inside the room, in which Monica Juliano’s form can be made out.

PINKY

I’ll hold them here until your guys arrive to pick them up.

MONICA

Ah, those heathens think they can pull one on us, do they?!  We’ll make sure they pay for their little misdeeds!  I’ll send my brother, Mordecai, to get them.  You’ve done well.  Crow thinks you’re a good subject.  Caw!  Caw!  Cash and Nash will be along shortly.  Keep them under your watch.  Crow says goodbye!

The black smoke disappears, leaving Pinky behind as we cut to the mountains of Namon Snake.  Tommy Doyle and Christian Colson come creeping out from the woods, looking up at the Gothic structure.  Tommy studies the area.

TOMMY

If we only knew where they were keeping your fiance...

CHRISTIAN

Let’s just find a way in..  I’ll find her.

TOMMY

You’re in pretty good shape.  I’m assuming that you can take care of yourself.

CHRISTIAN

In all these years of working in clubs, I’ve gotten into a scuffle or two.

TOMMY

Be prepared.  Here comes our ticket inside...

Tommy motions to the draw bridge, which is now lowering.  As it reaches the ground, it pounds down hard onto the ground.  Carris, one of Kane’s henchmen, comes walking out with the dread-locked Quentin Bones at his side, both dressed in black robes.

CARRIS

Ira will heal, but he may never recover his full voice.

QUENTIN

That’s fucked up.  I know he’s gotta be looking to settle the score with that bitch.  Prichard has been bragging about the magic trick he pulled in making the “gang” think that the old British fuck did him in.  You should have seen the look on that shrink’s face when she saw him.  Classic!

Quentin and Carris laugh as they walk into the woods.  Tommy and Christian creep slowly hrough the brush as Quentin and Carris follow a trail, reaching a small clearing where a large rock rests.  Quentin leans back against the rock with a smile as Tommy and Christian hover in the bushes just above them.

CARRIS

Tonight’s the night.

QUENTIN

Then the shit hits the fan.

TOMMY

Now!

Tommy and Christian jump over the ledge and land next to Carris and Quentin.

CHRISTIAN

Watch this shit hit the fan…

Christian nails Carris with a right hand, driving him to the ground as Tommy swings at Quentin with a right.  Quentin catches Tommy’s arm and spins around with a spinning back kick to Tommy’s gut.  Tommy doubles over before Quentin decks him with a right.  Tommy rolls further down the hill.  Quentin yells like a banshee before swinging at Christian with a left.  Christian swats his hand away before kneeing him in the stomach.  Christian reaches down and scoops Quentin up, running and tossing him like a spear into the rock, his head smashing against it.  Quentin falls to the ground as Carris is back up, swinging at Christian with a right.  Christian sidesteps the punch, catching Carris’s arm in between his own.  Christian grabs Carris around the throat and tosses him back first against the rock.  He then gives him an enzuguri kick to the side of Carris’ head.  Carris flips through the air and rolls down the hill next to Tommy with a crash into the low rock.

CHRISTIAN

Tommy, watch him!

Quentin kicks Christian in the head with a karate side kick, driving him back against the high rock.  Quentin swings, but Christian catches his arm underneath his arm pit.  He then grabs Quentin in a front face lock before giving him a suplex toss upside down and into the rock with a thud.  Quentin howls in pain as he slides to the ground.  Christian knocks Quentin out with a right to the jaw.  Down the hill, Tommy and Carris stand.  Carris swings with a right, causing Tommy to duck underneath.  Tommy shoves Carris sideways into the rock before leaping up and using the rock as a springboard, connecting with a huge roundhouse kick to Carris’s face.  Carris falls to the ground, unconscious.  Tommy turns and looks up the hill towards Christian, who smirks.

CHRISTIAN

That’s the most fun I’ve had this entire trip.

Tommy and Christian both begin removing the robes of the fallen men as we cut to the Manson castle, where Kane Manson is seated on his throne.  Monica Juliano stands before him with Crow on a perch, along with their brother, albino Mordecai Manson.

MONICA

Crow thinks that we should take steps to avoid the psychic’s boyfriend.  There is something unsettling about him.  Crow felt a tremor in the universe when he passed through our gates.

KANE

That’s why we tried stopping him from coming here.  Quentin has proved quite unreliable on his missions.  He can’t even stab a guy correctly.

Kane shakes his head as Monica carries Crow over to a crystal ball, perched on a stand in the center of the room.  As Monica approaches, the crystal ball starts to glow, illuminating her face.  Monica’s eyes narrow as she looks into the light.

MONICA

I can see the girl.  Helen.  She’s being attacked by...(frowns)...Santa Claus?

KANE

Just give me the stuff pertaining to the winter solstice.  What will the remains of mankind look like?  Will we walk in the wastelands?  Will the people scream when they’re vanquished?

Monica looks closer, her eyes widening.  FLASH.  The Book of Ages.  Adam is seen burning at the stake, while two other shadowy figures burn beside him.  Everyone is screaming.  There are people fighting, buildings being sucked into the ground.  A huge explosion.  John Prichard with his arms outspread.  Helen, laying in bed at the lodge.  Helen’s eyes flicker open widely.  Helen seemingly sees Monica.

HELEN

You won’t win.

FLASH ENDS as Monica screams back away from the crystal ball in fright, shaking and trembling in fear into Mordecai’s arms.

KANE

What did you see, Monica?

MONICA

The girl...the psychic girl.  We shared a vision.  She saw me.  She spoke to me!  Get her out of my head!

Monica begins to scream and tear at her hair as Mordecai tries to restrain her.  We cut to the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Helen is still sitting up in bed, breathing heavily after waking up and speaking in Monica’s vision.  She smiles as she gets out of her bed as we cut to the Valerie’s room, where Valerie is resting quietly in her bed.  Josh is pacing back and forth as Debra is taking Valerie’s pulse.  She nods and walks back over to Josh, leading him out of the room.

DEBRA

She’ll be fine.  She just spent all night out in the cold with little to no sleep.  Let her rest.

JOSH

You think Joe and Rain will be able to find this place again?

DEBRA

I hope so.  Our fates rest on their ability to escape.

JOSH

First Helen, now my mom.  Tommy and Christian are AWOL, and Adam seems to have been sentenced to solitude.  It seems like we’re all dropping off like flies here.

HELEN

(o/s)

Some of us feel better.

Josh and Debra turn to see a very healthy-looking Helen standing in the hallway, dressed in her night gown, still sweating.  She smiles at them.  Josh walks over to her, grabbing her in his arms and kissing her.

JOSH

What happened?

HELEN

I don’t know.  One minute, I was dreaming about sunshine and rainbows.  The next, I was facing Monica Juliano.  She was in the middle of her own vision, looking at me through a cystal ball.  I didn’t know she had that power, but she does.  I’m not the only one.

DEBRA

What did you see?

HELEN

Adam’s in big trouble and so are Tommy and Christian...

Josh and Debra look at each other worriedly as we cut to Pinky’s Gas Station, where Joe and Rain are still wriggling in the ropes.  Rain looks around the room, trying to think of something as Joe struggles.

JOE

You know what would be ideal?  Using your witch power to get us a knife to cut this shit off.

RAIN

I’m not telekinetic.  That’s an inherited gift.  Kane’s powerful enough to have it, but I’m not.

JOE

I saw you piss him off.  You’ve got strength, girl, whether you believe in yourself or not.  Sometimes, it’s self-confidence that makes things happen.

RAIN

If you say so...How about I just try this?

Rain lifts her foot high into the air against the window.  She shoves them backwards.  The chair falls, breaking into pieces.  As it breaks, Rain’s hands break free from the ropes and she lands face first on top of Joe, their faces inches from each other.  Joe and Rain look at each other, a silent awkwardness passing through them.

JOE

Well...I seriously think you underestimate yourself.  You’ve got power and it’s strong, whether you believe it or not.

Rain smiles, standing and gripping Joe’s hand.  She pulls Joe to her feet and they stare at each other briefly as Rain holds onto Joe’s hands.

RAIN

Thank you, Joe.  You make me feel strong.

Their eyes hold on each other.  After a brief hesitation, Rain leans forward and kisses Joe on the lips.  Joe is shocked, to say the least, but kisses her in return.  Rain pulls back, a smile on her face.  Joe looks a little uncomfortable.

JOE

Why’d you do that?

RAIN

I’ve never kissed anyone before.  It felt good.  Did it bother you?

JOE

This isn’t the time to discuss it.  Right now, we have to bust out of this joint and save my friends.

RAIN

Right.

Joe walks over towards the door and Rain follows.  Joe creaks open the door, looking out into the gas station, ready for action.  Pinky Jacoby is walking inside with Siamese twins Cash and Nash Aikens.

CASH

I trust that no one saw them come in?

PINKY

We haven’t seen a soul up here in days.

NASH

Good.  You and the old man can help us put them in the truck.  We’re taking them back to Namon Snake.

PINKY

Yes, sirs.

Pinky walks over towards the door as Nash gives Cash a sideways glance.

NASH

I want to drive home.

CASH

Screw you.  I drove here.  I’m driving home.

Inside the back room, Joe and Rain are hiding behind the door as it opens.  Pinky walks in.  Joe emerges from behind the door with the leg of the broken chair.  She cracks Pinky over the head with it, causing him to crumple to the floor.

JOE

Let’s blow this joint!

Joe turns and turns out the door.  Cash and Nash Aikens turn as Joe and Rain come charging out of the room.  Joe slides over the counter, hitting Cash and Nash in the face with both feet.  Cash and Nash are sent sprawling to the ground with a thud as Joe grabs Rain’s hand and leads her over the counter and out of the gas station.  Once outside, they start running as fast as their legs will take them.  Cash and Nash come charging out of the gas station, looking both ways as Joe and Rain disappear into the distance.

CASH / NASH

No-o-o-o!  Get back here!

We cut to the inside of the Namon Snake Castle, where two robed men walk across the draw bridge and enter the premises.  As they enter, they raise their heads to reveal themselves as Tommy Doyle and Christian Colson before lowering them back down.  Some heavy footsteps are heard coming towards them and Tommy and Christian stop in their tracks, waiting for the sound of the thunderous footsteps to stop.  They wait in anticipation as they draw closer.  However, the dwarf, Elvis Winkler, steps out of the shadows, an angry look on his face.

ELVIS

What the hell do you two think you’re doing?  Why do I always have to be the one to close the draw bridge?  I’m just one man.  Assholes.

Elvis walks over to the draw bridge door and begins rotating the wheel attached to the chains.  The draw bridge starts rising as Tommy and Christian ignore Elvis, walking on into the castle.  Elvis grumbles under his breath as he pulls the draw bridge to a close, a thunderous crash sounding as it closes.  Deep inside the corridors of the castle, Tommy and Christian are walking quickly through the hallways, past burning torches lining the stone walls.

CHRISTIAN

This place is huge.  How are we gonna find Olivia?

TOMMY

We’re not.  You are.  This is where we go our separate ways.  I’m going after Kane.  When all hell breaks loose, you get your girlfriend out of here.

CHRISTIAN

You could be walking into certain death.  Is all this revenge really worth it?

TOMMY

Is there anything really worth living for?

CHRISTIAN

There’s always something worth living for, man.

TOMMY

Not for me.  Get her out of here.  Don’t wait for me.

Tommy pulls his hood over his head and turns, walking down the opposite direction of the hallway.  Christian shakes his head.  Christian pulls his hood up over his head and continues walking in the same direction.  We cut to the offices of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, where FBI Agent Austin Poe is sitting in his office, looking through some casefiles.  His phone rings and he hits an intercom button.

AUSTIN

Agent Poe...

VOICE

There’s a call for you on line 1.  Says it’s urgent.

Austin reaches over and picks up the phone, putting it to his ear.

AUSTIN

This is Agent Poe...

Inside of a small diner on a dark highway, Joe Thomas is using a pay phone as Rain Volkner waits by her side.

JOE

Agent Poe, this is Joe Thomas, Josh Jamison’s friend from Haddonfield.

AUSTIN

Hello, Joe.  What can I do for you?

JOE

You’re the only one that we can turn to, Agent Poe.  You’re the only one who will believe us.  Right now, my friends, including Josh, are being held against their will in a small town called Namon Snake that’s not even listed on a map.

Austin waits for an explanation as we cut to the Manson Castle, where Tommy Doyle is creeping down the hallway.  He comes a door and ducks into the shadows as some robed men walk down an adjacent hallway.  Tommy looks through the square opening at the top of the door.  He sees a throat-bandaged Ira O’Connell on a gurney, sleeping.  Tommy opens the door and creeps into the room.  He stands over the sleeping form of Ira and an angry expression forms on his face.  Tommy roughly grabs Ira by his throat, causing Ira to startle awake as Tommy squeezes his neck for all he’s worth.  Ira grunts, struggling.

TOMMY

I only want to hear hear your answer for one question.  Where is Kane?

Ira’s eyes bulge as Tommy squeezes tighter.  Ira shakes in pain as Tommy holds him down on the gurney, almost strangling him.

TOMMY

Where is he?!

Ira lets out what can only be described as a growl.  A bloodstain begins to form in his neck area, where Valerie’s crossbow arrow had formerly stuck in him.  Tommy brings his free hand down like a hammer, chopping him in the chest.  Ira tries to scream, but Tommy nails him with a right to the jaw, holding his grip on Ira’s throat.

TOMMY

If you don’t talk now, I’ll personally make sure you never do again.  Where is Kane?!

Ira’s eyes find Tommy’s face and he scowls.

IRA

(scratchy voice)

Go to hell.

Tommy decks Ira with a left, dropping him out cold.  Tommy shakes his head.  Tommy turns and exits the room, leaving Ira unconscious.  We cut to the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Helen is drinking some tea as Josh and Debra sit with her at the table.

DEBRA

Why would they want to burn Adam at the stake?

JOSH

Kane’s always been after power.

HELEN

I saw the Book of Ages in my vision.

DEBRA

Natalie mentioned it and the prophecy of the two sides of good and evil competing for power.  The chosen ones.  Kane and we believe Olivia to be the other since she was probably Natalie’s child.

HELEN

No, she’s not.  I saw it clear as day.  She’s not the child.  She’s the bait.

DEBRA

Christian!  They kidnapped her to lure Christian here and pumped her full of drugs or something.  That explains her strange behavior in the castle.

HELEN

He had to come voluntarily.  Any attempt to interfere in fate results in loss of power.

DEBRA

That means that Christian is Natalie and John’s son.  But does that mean he’s the Chosen One?

Debra looks at them with confusion as we cut to the Manson castle, where Christian Colson is walking down some corridors.  Suddenly, a female voice is heard singing loudly, humming a melodic tune.  Christian looks all around as he follows the sound of the melody.

CHRISTIAN

Olivia?

The haunting melody continues as Christian ascends some stairs, following the sound of the voice.  As he goes up the steps, the sound becomes louder and clearer.  Christian emerges at the top of the steps and finds himself on top of the castle.  He turns towards the sound of the music and sees Olivia Winston, standing at the edge of the castle, looking out over the own below as her blonde hair blows wildly with the wind.

CHRISTIAN

Olivia?

Olivia stops singing in the middle of her song and turns as Christian walks forward, lowering his hood.  Christian smiles as Olivia looks at him with a blank expression.

OLIVIA

Christian...

CHRISTIAN

I’ve been looking for you everywhere.  Where have you been?  What happened to you?

Olivia turns back towards the town, looking down over it.

CHRISTIAN

Have they hurt you?  Are you okay?

KANE

(o/s)

Why would we hurt her, Christian?  She’s vital to our plans for you.

Christian turns to see Kane Manson and John Prichard standing behind him.

JOHN

He doesn’t even know where he came from...

KANE

We’ve been waiting for you, Christian.  For almost 25 years.

CHRISTIAN

Sorry, man, but I’m not into that sort of kink.  I’m just wanting to take Olivia and go back on tour with my band.
JOHN

Welcome home, son.  I always knew you’d return.

Christian looks confused as Olivia welts him over the head with a high heel shoe from behind.  Christian falls to his knees, his sight blurring before he passes out to the ground.  Kane and John step forward, looking down at Christian with sinister smiles.

KANE

Everything is in place.

John smiles deviously as Olivia looks down at Christian with fondness.

OLIVIA

He sleeps so peacefully.

KANE

Soon, he will rest peacefully.

Some men come walking in and pick up the unconscious Christian from the ground before dragging him off as we cut to a highway diner, where Joe and Rain are waiting outside the building.  Joe is pacing as Rain watches her.

RAIN

You’re a pretty impatient person, aren’t you?

JOE

What can I say?  Patience is overrated.

RAIN

Why don’t you sit down and try to relax?

JOE

Relax?  I don’t think so, not while my friends are in trouble.

RAIN

You sure it’s just your friends?  You sure you’re just not uncomfortable because I kissed you earlier.

JOE

You were experimenting.  I get it.  I just wish you’d have asked.

RAIN

I’m sorry.  I’m just attracted to you.

JOE

What?  So now you’re gay, too?  It’s not a club you suddenly join, Rain.  It’s just something you are.

RAIN

I mean, I do find men attractive, too.  I mean, that guy Christian was pretty damn hot, but it is possible to be bisexual, isn’t it?

JOE

Have you ever even been attracted to another woman before?

RAIN

In Namon Snake?  The only women I really knew either have a beard or talk to their dead bird.  The guys?  Old, two-headed, or a dwarf.  I’ve never really been given a chance at anything, much less sexuality.  I just have seen pictures of the outside world and wondered what some things would be like.

JOE

So maybe you’re just seeing if you like kissing a girl.  Don’t use me for an experiment, Rain!

RAIN

It’s not like that.

Rain stands with sadness in her eyes and shakes her head.

RAIN

I see in you something that I can identify with, a girl who seems alone and different from the rest.  You stand out, Joe.  It’s drawing me in.

Joe’s expression softens a bit before a rental car comes rolling into the parking lot.  It stops next to them and FBI Agent Austin Poe, dressed in a sharp suit, steps out of the car.

JOE

You’re the only one?  Where’s the SWAT team?  Where’s the FBI?  Where’s all the guns?

AUSTIN

And they were going to come here based on what?  I’m not saying that I don’t believe you.  I do, but if I had even mentioned a town protected by a magical spell in the office, I’d be seeing a shrink right now instead of coming out here to help...and plane tickets aren’t cheap, Joe.

JOE

It’s okay.  Thank you for coming to help.

AUSTIN

Now, once I get to the town and find your friends, I’ll call in the troops on my radio.  They are aware that I’m pursuing a possible hostage situation.  I promise we’ll get them out of there.

RAIN

I know the town.  I can guide you.

Austin nods as Joe and Rain climb into Austin’s car.  We cut to the Manson castle, where Christian Colson begins to wake up, looking around the area.  He finds that he is in a dungeon, lined with chains and bars.  Adam Travers helps Christian stand after a moan.

ADAM

Come on, Christian.  Wake up.

CHRISTIAN

Where am I?

ADAM

A dungeon in the castle.  They’re planning on killing us.

CHRISTIAN

Where’s Olivia?

ADAM

I don’t know.  They brought you in here and through you in here with me.  They didn’t mention why you were here.  Let me guess...you killed a man who didn’t really die.

CHRISTIAN

What the hell is going on?

OLIVIA

(o/s)

Did I hurt your head?

Adam and Christian turn to see Olivia Winston, standing outside their prison cell.  Christian frowns, holding his head.

CHRISTIAN

You did this to me?

OLIVIA

I’m sorry I lied.  It was the only way we could get you here.  You were meant to die for us, Christian.

CHRISTIAN

You’re with them?  Our relationship was all a lie?!

OLIVIA

Are you cross with me, Christian?  I didn’t mean to hurt you.  I only did what your father told me to do.

CHRISTIAN

My father?  I never had a father.  I was an orphan.

OLIVIA

That’s what they told you.  Your parents were John Prichard and Dr. Natalie Hendrix.

ADAM

What?!

OLIVIA

Your father told your mother that you were stillborn.  You were sent away, but the prophecy stated that the magic child would one day and battle Kane for the power.

CHRISTIAN

What power?

OLIVIA

The power of immortality!

ADAM

What in heavens are you going on about?

OLIVIA

The prophecy.  Kane will receive immortality from the demon Zangrael in exchange for a vessel.  Kane is the chosen one.

Adam and Christian exchange puzzled looks.

CHRISTIAN

She didn’t talk like this when we were dating...just for the record.

ADAM

Demon worshippers.

OLIVIA

They don’t worship the demon.  It is a business relationship.  Kane gets the power and Zangrael gets a body.  Zangrael’s quite the deal maker.

CHRISTIAN

Uh, huh.  What you guys believe sounds a little different than buying a Buick.  Besides, you’re all fucking crazy.  I can’t believe I was snowed by you.

OLIVIA

It was never the real me, deary.

Olivia blows them a kiss and exits.  Adam shakes his head.

ADAM

Kane’s a fool.  Making a deal with a demon is never what it seems.

CHRISTIAN

You don’t just make deals with demons.  I mean, where would you even go to do that?  Do they have a demon deal shack next to the local grocery store?  What the hell is wrong with these people?

ADAM

Christian, there are demons in the world.  It’s a very dark place if you look underneath the surface.

CHRISTIAN

I know that, but this town and those circus freaks, talk of demons and chosen ones.  I sing in a rock band and I like my life for the simplicity.  Why did my father have to be some crazy circus freak?

ADAM

If what she says is true, then I knew both of yur parents.  Your mother was a very good woman.  I am sure she wouldn’t have been involved with John Prichard unless he conned her, too.

CHRISTIAN

Man, I was raised in a orphanage.  The fact that my parents could have still been out there somewhere was not even an issue.

ADAM

You’re the one Natalie sent me to protect.

CHRISTIAN

What are you talking about?

ADAM

It’s a long story.

CHRISTIAN

We’ve got nothing but time and opportunity.

ADAM

(nodding)

A couple of years ago, I received a package in the mail, which isn’t odd unless the person who sent it to you passed away years earlier.  Your mother, Natalie, was that person.  Inside the package was an old-fashioned transistor radio.  While I was working on this radio...

As Adam continues telling Christian the story, we fade out on the conversation and cut to inside the castle, where the ministry of Kane is meeting.  Kane Manson is sitting on his throne with Mordecai Manson and Monica Juliano on either side.  John Prichard, Elvis Winkler, Bertha Barnes, and Sheriff James Cobain are facing Kane as he addresses them.

KANE

In just a few hours, I have struck a deal which will fulfill the prophecy in the Book of Ages that tells of a man rising to power with the power of immortality.
In a dark torch-lit corridor, Tommy Doyle comes creeping down the hallway, looking at them with anger forming on his face.  Tommy studies Kane from a distance.  He notices strange symbols painted on the robe of Kane and he shakes his head.
COBAIN

We’ve got the ceremony ready, Lord Kane.  At the old carnival grounds, John and I  prepared everything.

KANE

Good.  Tonight, the moon and the stars will peak and the day of your immortal Lord begins.

Tommy frowns as he continues to study them.  Kane’s head suddenly whips around, looking in Tommy’s direction.  His eyes look demonic as he finds Tommy in the shadows.  Tommy quickly ducks behind a corner.

KANE

There is someone among us.

Mordecai frowns and jumps around, alert.  Sheriff Cobain steps forward next to him.

COBAIN

Where?

Kane stares in the direction he saw the figure move.  Tommy quickly turns down a hallway, taking off up the stairs to the top of the castle.  Mordecai is staring out at the hallway in confusion as Kane just stands in the same spot, arms crossed in anticipation.  Mordecai sees the movement and gives chase.  Monica follows.

MONICA

Grab the heathen!

Tommy reaches the top of the castle and runs for the edge of it.  He darts all the across the castletop, seeing an iron ladder that leads to the ground below.  He almost reaches the ladder when Ira O’Connell comes out of nowhere, karate kicking Tommy in the head with a swift kick.  Ira looks angrily down at Tommy and rips the bandage off of his neck.

IRA

Where’s your empty threats now?

Ira wads his bandage up and throws it in Tommy’s face as Monica Juliano steps out behind a charging Mordecai, looking down at the fallen Tommy with a smirk as Mordecai arrives.  Ira smirks down at Tommy.

IRA

Caught us a live one here.

MONICA

Let’s burn him with the other two!

Tommy kips up, throwing a right hand into Ira’s jaw and sending him down to the ground.  Mordecai leaps into the air, twisting while there, and nailing Tommy in the chest with a spinning kick to the chest.  Tommy is knocked back to the ground as Ira stands, rubbing his jaw.

IRA

Oh, you’re gonna pay for that!

Mordecai leaps up as Tommy tries to stand.  Mordecai brings down an axe kick on Tommy’s head, knocking him back down.  Ira quickly grabs Tommy and shoves him into a nearby stone wall.  He then decks him with a right as Mordecai nails him with a big front kick to the head.  Tommy hits the tree again, but comes out swinging with a right, decking Ira with a right to the jaw as they both fall.

Monica kicks Tommy in the ribs, causing him to turn over.  She tries again, but he catches her foot, yanking it out from under her.  Monica smacks the ground as Mordecai yanks Tommy back and decks him with a right.  Tommy falls to the ground and is still.

Ira angrily stands and helps Monica up as the trio surrounds him, looking down as Mordecai jerks Tommy up roughly.  Ira quickly grabs his other arm as Monica slaps him across the face.

MONICA

Who do you think you are, heathen?!  You will burn along with your friends!

KANE

(o/s)

Silence!

The trio turns to see Kane standing with John Prichard and Sheriff James Cobain.

COBAIN

Our Lord wishes to speak with him.

Kane walks over with the torches burning brightly in the background.  Ira and Mordecai restrain Tommy as they stand him up for Kane, who stares at Tommy with anger.

KANE

Who do you think you are, sneaking into our domain?  Your friends have already tried and failed.  You will fare no better.  The ritual will go forth as planned and you will not interfere.

TOMMY

I’m going to kill you if it’s the last thing I do, Kane.

KANE

After tonight, that won’t be a possibility.

TOMMY

Anything is possible, you son-of-a-bitch!

MONICA

Burn him!

KANE

Monica, don’t be rash.  We have our third sacrifice selected.  Altering the plan would be inexcuseable.

IRA

I say we just go ahead and put this dog to sleep.

Tommy tries to struggle, but Kane nails him with a large roundhouse right.  Tommy grunts in pain as Kane grabs him by his face, squeezing it in his dark hands.

KANE

I was in love with Sahara, you bastard.

TOMMY

I was in love with Carly.  I guess that makes us even.

Kane nails Tommy with a left to the ribs, causing him to grunt in pain.  Kane then nails him with a right hand, causing his head to snap around in pain.  Tommy looks at Kane with rising anger.

KANE

This won’t be over until one of us is dead, Doyle.

TOMMY

Patience is key...

Tommy throws his arms forward, causing Ira and Mordecai to slam into each other, hitting heads in the process and fall to the ground.  Tommy decks Kane with a right, sending him down.  Tommy then charges and shoves Monica into Prichard, causing them to the ground.  Tommy jumps and hits Cobain with a drop kick, sending him sliding to the ground.  Tommy stands, running over towards the edge of the castle and leaps through the air and over the edge.  Kane stands and runs over as Ira and Mordecai give chase.  Outside the castle Tommy sails down through the air a good distance before landing with a splash into the moat surrounding the castle.  Kane slaps the castle’s stone.

KANE

Dammit!

Down below, Tommy emerges from the moat with power, grabbing the ground above and pulling himself out of the water.  Tommy turns and looks up at Kane’s ministry.  Ira extends a gun over the edge, aiming it at Tommy.  Tommy’s eyes widen as he squeezes off a shot.  Tommy rolls, narrowly missing the bullet.  Ira raises the gun as Tommy stands.  Tommy takes off running for the woods as Ira opens fire.  However, Ira’s shots hit nothing but trees and dirt near Tommy as he disappears into the woods below.  Kane turns to everyone.

KANE

We’ll deal with him later.  We have a deadline to meet.  Load the ingredients.  We’re heading to the carnival for the ceremony.

We cut to the Snake Mountain Lodge, where Josh Jamison is helping Helen Jacobs drink some tea while Debra paces back and forth.

DEBRA

Everyone in this town has disappeared.

JOSH

It makes the food and drink cheaper, but it’s probably not good business to leave your lodge unattended.

HELEN

Unless something big is happening.  Tonight is the changing of seasons, from autumn to winter.  Something’s going to happen and they’re gonna burn Adam to get it.

JOSH

How much longer will Joe and Rain be?

DEBRA

We can’t wager Adam’s life on them.  We have to find him as if they’re not coming back.

HELEN

Joe won’t leave us here.  She wouldn’t do that.

Valerie Proctor comes walking down the steps, a bandage wrapped tightly around her arm where her gunshot wound was made.

DEBRA

How do you feel, Valerie?

VALERIE

Better, though I can’t say the same for my arm.

DEBRA

I’ll prescribe you some pain killers once we get out of this town, but right now, we have to find Adam.

VALERIE

They’ll take him to a place they feel is sacred to their group, somewhere where they’re familiar.

JOSH

They’ve burned everything in town.  What’s left?

DEBRA

The fairgrounds?

HELEN

That’s perfect.  That’s where they set up their original operation.  It’s bound to be where they’re planning on performing whatever ritual they’re doing.

VALERIE

It makes sense.

DEBRA

It’s almost midnight.

VALERIE

The winter solstice.  They’ll be starting soon.

JOSH

That’s why the asylum is being run by the inmates here at the lodge.  Must be a big night to be a disillusioned Kane follower.

The front door opens.  Josh, Valerie, Debra, and Helen turn to see Pinky Jacoby, along with Cash and Nash Aikens entering the lodge.  Debra looks worried.

DEBRA

What are you doing here?

PINKY

Aligning the stars...

Pinky raises a gun and is about to fire when Josh kicks his chair forward, hitting Pinky at the knee and causing him to fall forward and fire wildly into the floor.  Josh charges and leaps onto Pinky, driving him back with a tackle to the ground.

HELEN

Josh!

Cash and Nash walk towards a struggling Josh and Pinky as Josh nails Pinky with a right.  They are seemingly out of sync.

CASH

Move quicker!

NASH

You move slower!

Valerie and Debra both lunge forward with a karate kick, one to each head as Cash and Nash fall to the ground with a thud.  Pinky tosses Josh backwards and to the ground.  Pinky charges at Josh, but Josh catches him and flips him backwards through the air.  Pinky flips over and lands on his back with a thud as Josh kips back to his feet.  Pinky rolls into the door, grabbing it to steady himself   Josh charges forward, hitting him with a spear tackle that sends them both through the door, tearing it from its hinges with a crash.  Josh and Pinky land in the falling snow before getting back to their feet.

PINKY

You’re coming with me!

Pinky swings at Josh, but Josh ducks and nails Pinky with a hard right.  Pinky collapses to the ground as Josh stands victorious over his form.  Josh clenches his fists as the snow falls down around them.

JOSH

Now that we have one of theirs, you’re gonna tell us everything, including what’s going on over at the fairgrounds tonight.

Pinky holds his hands up in surrender as we cut to a backroad in the mountains.  Austin Poe is driving his car as Joe Thomas and Rain Volkner sit in the seat next to him.

JOE

What’s the matter, Poe?  Your momma raise a pansy boy?  Step on the gas!

AUSTIN

Right.  On a backroad with no lights in an area I’ve never been where it’s snowing.  I think I’ll play it safe this time.

RAIN

I just hope we’re in time to help your friends, Joe.

JOE

If we’re not, we’ll be joining them shortly in the afterlife.  So, I guess we all live or we all die.

RAIN

They must be really good friends.

JOE

In a small town where the gay population equals one, friends are sometimes hard to come by.  But I say if Haddonfield wants to judge me, Haddonfield can kiss my ass.  I don’t need to be liked by the entire town, but I do need my friends.

Suddenly, a figure comes leaping out of the woods in front of them.

AUSTIN

Shit!

Austin slams on the brakes, causing the car to slide a few feet before stopping right in front of the figure.  Tommy Doyle, soaking wet, looks at them through the headlights as the snow falls around him.  Joe clamors out of the car, as does Austin.

AUSTIN

What are you?!  Crazy?!

TOMMY

We have to get to the fairgrounds!  Now!

We cut to the Namon Snake Carnival, where the deserted fairgrounds are now lit up by a circle of torches, lighting up a circle in front of the Fun House.  In the center of the circle are three stakes, all propped up underneath some kindling.  Druids are heard chanting in the dark night as two rows of robed figures walk into the abandoned amusement park.  The ferris wheel and roller coaster can be seen in the baxkground.  Quentin Bones and Carris, both recovered from their injuries, come walking down the middle of the Druids, leading Adam Travers and Christian Colson by their arms.  The chanting continues as the symbol of Zangrael (a circle with a ‘Z’ combined with an upside down cross) is seen lit up on the ground by flames.

CHRISTIAN

This is sick.

ADAM

There has to be a way out.

CHRISTIAN

Unfortunately, death is one way.

CARRIS

Quiet!

Carris and Quentin shove Adam and Christian to the snowy ground in front of the stakes.  Christian glares at Carris with anger as Adam tries to regain his composure.  They watch as the ministry of Kane come down the row of Druids.  Sheriff James Cobain, Bertha Barnes, little Elvis Winkler, Olivia Winston, Mordecai Manson, Monica Juliano, and Ira O’Connell.

MONICA

Tonight, we see the ascension of greatness.  Tonight, my brother Kane will become a part of nature, always a part of the cycle of life.  At one with the universe, he will influence the world to the future and beyond.

The chanting resumes as Kane Manson strolls down through the Druids with a cold expression on his face.  Christian and Adam watch as he reaches them, glares down at them, and turns to the followers of his ministry.

KANE

A long time ago, a prophecy was written that two forces would battle for immortality. Only one would gain it.  The chosen one, born with gifts of magic and power, would grow up and achieve immortaity after defeating an opposing force.  It is with great pleasure that I introduce to you all the man who made this possible by recognizing my gifts.  Mr. John Prichard.

John Prichard comes walking down the row of Druids, his magician cape hanging down his back as he outstretches his arms to the Druids.  Adam and Christian look at him with hate in their eyes.

JOHN

All those years ago when I first walked into this town.  I never knew what awaited me.  I was with a traveling carnival, most of employees which are still here today.  When put into contact with the Manson family, I knew when I met Kane that he was destined for greatness.  When the Book of Ages was discovered last year, I knew what that greatness was and the timing was impeccable.  Kane is meant to be immortal and it is the sacrifice of my own son and childhood friend that will allow this to happen.

John turns towards Adam and Christian.  He walks over to them with a smirk on his face.  He looks down at Christian.

JOHN

Son, so sorry that we couldn’t form a bond like all other fathers and sons.

CHRISTIAN

Don’t sweat it.  I’m not.

John smirks.

JOHN

But I had to send you away.  I hope you understand.  I couldn’t have you here to challenge Kane’s claim to immortality.

CHRISTIAN

Wouldn’t want that.

JOHN

Of course not!  Then, I also couldn’t have Kane destroying my only son, could I?  Someone has to carry on my family name.

CHRISTIAN

Don’t have your name.  Got a new one.

JOHN

Technicalities.  And Adam...

John looks at Adam with anger.

JOHN

I’ve been looking forward to this day for years.  Did you like my little phone call to you that informed you of my death a while back?

ADAM

What is this about?  Why do you hate me so much?

JOHN

Because Natalie was in love with you, Adam.  You apparently were too dim to realize it or you were too busy being a priest, but when she was with me, she was thinking of you.  At first, it was just a little quirk I put up with, but as time grew on between Natalie and I, your name began to grate on me like nails on a chalkboard.  Every time your name came up, I could feel the bile forming in the back of my throat.  But, I guess that enough isn’t enough to actually make me hate you.  What the final nail in the coffin really was when Natalie was killed because of you.  Even after she left Namon Snake, I always loved her.  I always kept up with her.  I always looked out for her, despite her not knowing about it.  She’s dead because of you, Adam!  Because you and your friends keep poking into people’s lives!  Now, you will die a painful death because your inadequacies to protect the people that are supposed to mean the most to you!  Post them!

Quentin, Carris, Mordecai, and Cobain grab them and back them against two of the three stakes behind them.  As Christian and Adam get tied to the stakes, Christian notices the third stake.

CHRISTIAN

Maybe my Math’s off, but there’s two of us and three stakes…

KANE

The third man to be sacrificed is the one with the greatest threat to my power.

As Christian and Adam are posted, Josh Jamison is being led down the aisle by Pinky Jacoby and several other Druids at gunpoint.  Adam frowns.

ADAM

Josh?

JOSH

They ambushed us at the lodge.  What’s going on?

CHRISTIAN

Immortality.  This is us battling for it.

JOSH

This isn’t much of a battle.

CHRISTIAN

I hear ya.

Pinky nervously shoves Josh forward, causing Kane to grab Josh by his throat.  Kane lifts Josh up with one arm and slams him against the stake.  Quentin ties Josh to it as Adam looks over at him.

ADAM

Where are the others?

JOSH

They’re safe.  Trust me.

Kane turns as the ministry goes back to the crowd.  He raises his arms into the air.

KANE

The terms have been met.  The power will be given!  I call to Zangrael, keeper of souls, to unleash the gift of immortality onto me!  With these offerings, I invoke thee!

Suddenly, lightning is seen shooting down from the sky, hitting on either side of Kane.  Kane throws his head back, his eyes rolling back into his head as a hideous face with yellow eyes appears as a phantom in front of him.

ZANGRAEL

Open the gates and free me from my captivity!

Kane throws his arms forward.  As he does this, a huge hole erupts from the ground, specifically where the symbol of demon Zangrael rests.  Adam, Christian, and Josh close their eyes as a bright light emits from the hole.

KANE

Invade the closest open door and find your vessel within!

A sudden flash emits from the hole as a phantom figure speeds past everyone and out into the world.  Follow POV into the sky and over the opt of Namon Snake, of surrounding cities, and finally Chicago, Illinois.  POV falls downwards quickly.  As it gets closer to the ground, an older heavy-set gentlemen looks up in fear.  A feral growl is heard as POV slams into the man.  Blackness.  In Namon Snake, Quentin, Carris, and Ira walk forward, bearing burning torches in their hands.  Adam, Christian, and Josh look down at them with fear.

KANE

Bring the power into me!

JOSH

Now would be a good time, guys!


Some nearby Druids throw off their robes, revealing themselves as Debra, Helen, and Valerie.  Debra decks Pinky as Helen charges towards the stakes.  Helen leaps onto Carris, who is about to light up Josh.  Carris stumbles around with Helen’s arm wrapped around his throat as he drops the torch on the ground.  Valerie quickly moves forward, kicking Ira in the back, causing him to fall forward to the ground.  Ira falls forward and drops the torch, lighting even more area on fire and causing the snow to melt. Debra karate kicks Quentin, sending him back to the ground.  Debra quickly reaches up and unties Adam, alowing him to fall to the ground.  Adam immediately runs forward, barreling into John Prichard with a tackle.  They fall to the ground, swinging fists at each other as Debra moves over, untying Christian from his post.  Carris tosses Helen to the ground and kicks her in the ribs.  Debra runs over and unties Josh next.  Kane grabs her by her hair from behind.

KANE

No!  This is my day!

Josh nails Kane with a right fist from the stake, causing Kane to drop Debra to the ground.  Kane looks at Josh demonically and throws his arms forward, causing Josh to fly backwards through the air.  Josh sails backwards and into a nearby wall before sliding down to the ground in a heap.  Kane turns to Debra, lunging for her, but Christian uses the stake to swing around and connect with a kick to Kane’s face.  Kane is sent back to the ground as Christian lands next to Debra.

CHRISTIAN

Thanks, doc.

Mordecai charges Christian, wailing as he comes.  Christian blocks a punch from him before spinning around with a back kick to his face.  Mordecai falls backwards to the ground.  Little Elvis nails Adam over the back with a board, allowing John to throw Adam backwards to the ground.  Christian, Adam, Debra, Josh, Helen, and Valerie get back to back as Kane’s ministry begins to close in on them.

ADAM

We’ll never be able to fight our way through this!  There’s too many of them!

VALERIE

I’m not being overrun without a fight.

Kane stands back up, looking at them with a demonic glare.  He laughs.

KANE

The sacrifice has grown.  Zangrael will be very pleased.

TOMMY

(o/s)

Kane!

Kane turns behind him, where Tommy, Joe, Rain, and Austin are standing.  Austin speaks into his walkie-talkie.

TOMMY

Let’s even this up, big boy.

AUSTIN

Move in!  Now!


As Austin speaks, a helicopter’s lights shine down over the park, causing Kane and his followers to look up into the air.  Special Ops FBI agents descend down a cable, guns in hand.  They begin opening fire on the ministry, some dropping to the ground.  Ira turns with anger, hitting the first agent with a gunshot to the head.  The ministry charges, attacking the agents as they come.

JOE

Let’s kick ass!


Joe charges into the crowd, leaping and kicking Bertha underneath her bearded face.  Bertha yells in pain and falls back to the ground as Joe mounts her and nails her with a right.  Tommy runs forward as Kane shoves Debra out of his way to greet him.  Tommy and Kane clash in the center of the mob, swinging with swift rights and lefts at each other.  Kane seems to overpower the much smaller Tommy, but Tommy doesn’t back down, throwing lefts and rights back at Kane.  Over by the stakes, Ira comes charging at Valerie, gun drawn as he points it at her.

IRA

You’re mine!

Valerie extends her leg, kicking the gun from Ira’s hand before swinging with a right.  Ira catches her fist and twists it, causing her arm to crack.  Vaerie howls in pain as Ira knees her in the abdomen.  Ira then uppercuts Valerie, knocking her to the ground.  Ira steps over the fallen form of Valerie.

IRA

Time to make all my fantasies come true.

Valerie throws a kick up into his groin.  Ira moans in pain and staggers backwards as Valerie stands, throwing a forward punch into the injured throat.  Ira gasps for air as Valerie spins around with a discus punch.  Ira falls to the ground with a thud.

As Helen crawls to her feet, Monica Juliano comes waling from the fighting mob with Crow on his perch.  Monica points her bony finger at Helen.

MONICA

Your gift troubles me.  I shall end this debacle!

As she talks, a big black cloud begins forming beside her.  Helen’s eyes widen as the form of Ramon Juliano (Episode 1.5, 6.5) begins to take shape, his smoldering dark eyes fixed on her as a machete rests at his side.

RAMON

Welcome to the afterlife.

Ramon charges at Helen with his machete raised, but Josh spear tackles Ramon to the ground.  Ramon’s eyes widen.

RAMON

Physical contact?!

JOSH

What can I say?  I have a connection to world of the dead.

Josh nails Ramon with a right as Monica begins jumping up and down, throwing a fit.

MONICA

You can’t do that to my husband!

Josh nails Ramon with another right as Monica charges, leaping onto Josh’s back and scratching at his eyes.

JOSH

Bitch!

MONICA

You’re ruining it all!

Anger forms on Helen’s eyes as she stands, running over and jumping into the air.  She tackles Monica from behind, knocking her off of Josh and sending them crashing to the ground.  Josh nails Ramon once again as Helen nails Monica.

HELEN

You bitch!  I hate your fucking voice, your fucking laugh, everything about your fucking face!


Helen nails Monica hard with a right, causing her to scream loudly.  Ramon swings up at Josh, who just continues to batter Ramon’s face.

HELEN

And quit your crying, you crazy bitch!

Helen knocks Monica out with a right hand as we cut to Christian and Mordecai circling each other.

CHRISTIAN

Okay, mutie.  Let’s get this over with.

Christian swings with a right but Mordecai steps back.  Mordecai lunges forward with a right, nailing Christian with a right hand.  Christian stumbles backwards as Mordecai chages him.  Mordecai rams Christian back through the wooden stucture of the ferris wheel, rackling boards all over the place.  Christian nails Mordecai with a knee to the ribs before kicking him in the chin and sending Mordecai to the ground.  Christian stands as Mordecai gets to his feet.  Christian runs forward and hits Mordecai with a Shining Wizrd kick to the face.  Mordecai is sent crashing through the other side of the ferris wheel.  Crackling is heard from above.  Christian looks up as the ferris wheel begins to fall.  Mordecai looks up with a look of fear as the ferris wheel comes crashing down towards him.

MORDECAI

No!

Debra Loomis nails Callis as Quentin charges her from behind.  Austin Poe steps into the fray and nails Quentin with a right to the jaw as Callis is knocked to the ground with a thud.  As Joe and Bertha get to their feet, little Elvis charges up behind Joe, clipping her knee.  Joe stumbles forward to her knees as Elvis smiles.  Bertha nails Joe with a right as Rain comes charging. JOE

Joe runs forward, punting Elvis in the groin. Elvis gains air before landing motionless on the ground.  Adam and John Prichard are wrestling outside of the funhouse as John nails Adam with a right, sending him down before running into the funhouse.  Adam stands, anger on his face.

ADAM

You’e not getting away from me!

Adam charges into the funhouse after him.  Inside the funhouse, Adam enters to see John’s reflecton in every mirror.  John smiles at him.

JOHN

What a predicament, Adam.  Which John is the real John?

ADAM

Just make my job easier.  I’ll get to break you more than once.

Adam picks up a piece of wood nearby and throws it into a few of the mirrors, shattering them.  John laughs as Adam looks almost blindly around the room, seeing a John Prichard image at every turn.

ADAM

It’s really quite sad that your rage all boils down to the “You stole my girlfriend” excuse.  Maybe she just didn’t love you because you’re an evil bastard.

JOHN

That couldn’t be it.  I’m quite charming.

John steps out from behind Adam, putting a gun to his head.

JOHN

I’m quite happy with how this will end.

ADAM

You’re forgetting one thing about endings, John.

JOHN

What’s that?

ADAM

Sometimes, they have a twist.

Adam rams John backwards, shattering some more mirrors with his body.  Adam turns and decks John with a right, sending him down to the ground.  Adam kicks John in the ribs, causing him to roll over and remain still.  Adam holds his hands up in fighting stance.

ADAM

Get up, you spineless bastard.

JOHN

Sorry, Adam.  Another time, another day.

Suddenly, steam begins shotting out of the air ducts, filling the room with smog-like steam.  Adam is blinded as after a few seconds, the room starts to clear of steam.  Adam is alone.  John is gone.

Outside, Tommy and Kane brawl in the middle of the fight as Kane grips his hands around Tommy’s throat, lifting him into the air.  Tommy gasps for air, swatting at Kane’s hands, but unable to break the hold.  Suddenly, Kane’s hands come shooting down and Tommy is thrown back almost supernaturally to his feet.  Kane looks frightened and turns, noticing Rain with her hands extended.  Kane looks at Rain with anger.

KANE

You use magic on me?

RAIN

I’m better than you think, you bastard.  This is for my father!


Rain shoots a blue light forward, connecting with Kane’s chest.  Kane is sent flying back into the air, hovering paralyzed in the air as he spins above the hole in the ground.  Natalie Hendrix suddenly appears, a look of peace on her face as she looks at Christian, who doesn’t see her.

NATALIE

And a child born in Namon Snake will fight the power of evil and tip the scales of power.  Sorry, Christian. John was wrong.  It’s not you.

Rain throws her arms into the air and causes lightning to crash down to the earth.  They hit Kane and cause him to convulse.  The light in the hole begins to glow brightly as Tommy, Debra, Josh, Austin, Joe, Helen, Christian, and others shield their eyes.

RAIN

You’re the sacrifice.

Rain throws her arms up and the light engulfs Kane in mid-air.  Kane yells in pain as a nuclear-like blast fills the air, causing everyone to shield their eyes.  When the light fades, Kane is gone and Rain stands with anger on her face.  Monica cries out.

MONICA

No!  My brother!  Kane, no!

FBI agents descend on the ministry and begin arresting them all, including Monica.  Rain, however, looks up to the skies.  The clouds begin rolling over them.  Thunder pangs are heard.  Lightning comes down and engulfs Rain’s form, striking her and causing her to convulse.  Rain hovers in mid-air her blue eyes filled with fear as a force seemingly engulfs her.  Rain yells in pain a she falls back to the ground.  Joe runs quickly over to her, helping Rain stand.

JOE

Are you okay?

RAIN

How could I not be?  I just became immortal.

Joe smiles, hugging Rain as everyone begins to recuperate.  We cut to a few days later in Haddonfield.  At the Blankenship boarding house, Tommy Doyle sits, posting up a new article about Michael Myers on his wall.  There is a knock at the door, causing Tommy to turn and see Debra Loomis, standing with Adam Travers.  They walk inside as Tommy turns.

TOMMY

What brings you by?

ADAM

We haven’t seen you since we got back from Namon Snake.  It’s Christmas Eve.  Just thought we’d drop to see you.

TOMMY

I’m doing fine.  No need to waste your time.

DEBRA

We just saw Helen off on the bus.  She’s going out to see Garry for Christmas.  She couldn’t think about the thought of him spending Christmas alone.

ADAM

We also moved the last of Rain’s things in from Namon Snake.  She and Joe are sharing an apartment until Rain figures out what to do next.  I feel for the girl and hope that we can help her out.

TOMMY

It looks like everyone is accounted for.  Thanks for the update.  You can go now.

DEBRA

Tommy, what’s wrong?

TOMMY

I just wanted to be alone, Debra.  You have your little family unit and I have nothing.  I don’t want to hear about it.

DEBRA

Tommy, you have us.  You have me.

TOMMY

I have a dead father and no holiday is going to change that.  So, please.  Don’t try to make my holidays better, because nothing will do that for me.

Debra and Adam look defeated and turn to leave.  Before they walk out the door, Debra turns and looks at Tommy, who stares out at the Myers House, which is now looking new.  Debra looks hesitant.

DEBRA

You seem to be sticking with this idea you have about DNA being the only link to family.  If you ever snap out of your self-pity, we’re here for you.

Adam nods and exits with Debra as Tommy just stares out at the Myers house, his gaze locked onto it.  Fade to black as the closing credits roll...
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
