Vocabulary Note Cards – You are expected to hand in 6 sets (each set is 2 pages of 8 squares, so 8 squares x 2 sheets = 16 cards in each set) of vocabulary note cards during the semester. Ideally, you should do 3 sets in the first half and 3 in the second. Choose vocabulary in the book or related words, expressions and chunks of language you are unfamiliar with that relates to the topics in our book. You can divide the information any way you like and you are free to use more space or less space on the card for certain categories depending on the nature of the word, phrase or expression.

2 A4 sized papers


scissors


a staple or paper clip

Directions:

1. FOLD 2 A4 sized papers folded into 8 squares.

2. CUT the squares into pieces.

3. WRITE relevant information in appropriate boxes

4. WRITE your name, class type/letter/number (e.g. Pract. Eng A, B, C, D or TOEIC 1, 2 ) and your seat number on the back of the last card.

5. STAPLE or CLIP the cards together

To make these cards, you need to consider the following information:
	Definition(s) of word or words / Use in a Sentence/ Other Contexts/ Similar Expressions, etc.
	Synonyms, Antonyms, Homonyms and/ or examples in use,  Affixes and Root Words, etc

	Collocations, Idioms, Expressions, Similes, Metaphors, etc.
	Mnemonic Devices, Acronyms, Pictograph, Peg Word, Imagery, Loci of memory, Memory Aid of Choice, etc.
