The Strong Interest Inventory took my likes and dislikes and compiled the information into three very helpful and informative booklets. These booklets were able to tell me things I never knew about myself, like for the example the fact that I am an introvert and that I prefer to think logically (as in with facts) than with felling or emotions. Based upon what type of person I am it decided that the best future career for me was a position as a Business Consultant.
A Business Consultant is a business professional who specializes in giving  advice and write up plans for entrepreneurs on all aspects of business including: how to start a small business, writing marketing plans, writing business plans, writing business operations analysis, management consulting, marketing and business operations consulting and manufacturing consulting.
 Business consultants like other business related fields usually work in office buildings and wear blue/whit collar suits to work. They usually have a Bachelor’s Degree in college (although some company’s require only a high school diploma). Businesses looking for Business consultants want a person with experience (of 5 to 7 years), who owns his own business but big businesses are looking for consultants with explicitly non-managerial experience. This is an advisory service so a business consultant must be able to work full time and travel anywhere that is required at anytime he is needed. The supplies needed for this job are as standard office supplies like a computer (or laptop) with PowerPoint and/or Word Perfect for typing and usually a  calculator for calculating costs, in addition to a cell phone for easy communication with the necessary individuals.

In the Strong Interest Inventory Reports issued to me I was able to discover that I share more in common with my preferred occupation than with any other. Those people who are involved with enterprising careers enjoy leisurely activities such as Golf, Tennis, Racquetball, and Socializing, which is partially accurate for me considering I do enjoy calming activities more than more aggressive ones such as basketball or football. 1. Networking Groups that will expand my contacts and connections.

3. Check out your reactions with a friend or associate.

4. Visit Classes before I enroll in a career-related educational program, to make sure that the training is practical and action oriented.

5. Ask a close friend to help you check out your decision if you seem to be acting too quickly


Already I am taking high school courses in Entrepreneurship, Accounting Business Economics, and Business Organization. I currently own my own business entitled Web Whale (go to www.WebWhaleDesign.com), where I design websites for small business and individuals. Last fall I was able to make several business connections and find several clients through a regional business plan competition. This competition was headed by an organization called the Nation Foundation for Teaching Entrepreneurship (or NFTE), which at the end of the competition awarded me with $500 to further my entrepreneurial experiences. Once I return home I will be able to participate in an internship given to me by the CEO of a technology firm call CodeRyte.

in the future that I might be able to make more business connections through Web Whale, attend a college with a major in Business Administration and maybe a Masters in Business Administration, and use my internship to make as many business world connections as is possible. But in order to do this I must first get good grades in school (especially in mathematics, and entrepreneurship II classes), expand my business, and work hard in my internship so that I might learn as much as I can. Even though I still need to Visit Classes before I enroll in a career-related educational program, I believe this is an excellent way to achieve my long awaited position as a Business Consultant.
