Club Policy:

Please refer all inquiries about the Mother’s Club to one of the club officers.  All potential members are invited to 3 open activities (not including activities in members’ homes) before they join.  Please remember that the membership list is for current members only and to be used strictly for Mother’s Club purposes.

Dues:

A full one-year membership (September-August) is $24 per year.  Dues are prorated if joining after September—please check with the treasurer about payment.  Checks can be made out to Mother’s Club and given to the treasurer.

Attendance of Children at Mother’s Club Functions:
Members’ children shall be welcome at all functions (except Mom’s Night Out) when accompanied by the member parent. Attendance by children accompanied by adults other than parents must have permission in written form and have a waiver on file with the Mother’s Club.  There are toys available at our meeting site, and snacks and drinks are always provided.  Please remember to bring your own bottles and spill proof cups.  Most of all, remember that you are responsible for your child’s safety and behavior. 

RSVP Etiquette:

Please remember to RSVP at least 48 hours prior to an event.  If you are a regular member of a playgroup or activity group, please call or e-mail the coordinator of the group to let them know whether you will or will not be attending.  If you are not a regular member, please call or e-mail the coordinator so that she knows that you are coming.

Playgroups:

Playgroups meet at either members’ homes or a public venue for age appropriate activities and/or outings, as designated by the coordinators, with member input.
