There are ten core rules of netiquette by Virginia Shea.  Among them, I selected five which I think are most important.

First, remember the human.  Even though you face a computer screen, remember you are talking to the human.  Before saying, think about if you would say it to the person’s face. Also, you are communicating in written words, which can be stored and come back to you.  So, you should be careful not to offensive online. 
Second, adhere to the same standards of behavior online that you follow in real life.  In real life, most people are fairly law-abiding, either by disposition or because we're afraid of getting caught.  Behave online just you do in real life.  Be ethical.  If you are using shareware, you should pay for it.  And keep in your mind that breaking the law is bad netiquette. 
Third, know where you are in cyberspace. Netiquette varies from domain to domain, so it’s important to know where you are.  So, it will be good to take a look around a new domain to you before entering it, therefore, you can get a sense of how to behave there. 
Fourth, help keep flame was under control.  Netiquette does forbid the perpetuation of flames, like series of angry letters. These can dominate the tone and destroy the friendship of a discussion group. 
Fifth, respect other people’s privacy.  Failing to respect other people’s privacy is not just bad netiquette.  It could also cost you your job or something, depending on a situation.
