2.  King James I- sponsored a new translation of the Bible ( used 54 clergmen and took 7 years)





3. Milton- MR. 3-Pager; blind at age 44; had 3 daughters that read to him and wrote for him


wrote Paradise Lost-  a 10, 565 line epic poem. Know the epic ? and the answer; know the devices he used; invoked the muse Urania; know 2 other names for �Satan and his right-hand man; "Better to reign in Hell than serve in Heaven"; know that Blake painted several inspiring pictures depicting the scenes in this epic





4.  Swift- England's greatest satirist; Anglo-Irishman; 


wrote Gulliver's Travels- a satirical look at the English Prime Minister Walpole


wrote " A Modest Proposal" - a satirical look at the mistreatment of Ireland by the English; know the main idea of the pamphlet; be able to answer a few discussion ?s on it; know the 6 reasons to eat babies





5.  Crazylegs, a.k.a. Pope- the most important poet of the early 18th century; had a form of TB; used heroic couplets in his works; used antithesis; be able to tell me if a couplet uses antithesis


wrote "An Essay on Man"- a 1,304 line philosophical poem stating that man should study mankind (history, literature, etc.) to gain true knowledge


wrote "The Rape of the Lock"- a mock epic about an actual event where a young man cut a pretty girl's hair to save as a souvenir





6.  Pepys- know how to say his name (Peeps); kept a diary of the Great Fire of London





7.  Defoe- kept a journal of the Plague year (bubonic); wrote the first novel _____________________________





8.  Addison & Steele-  essayists; wrote for The Tatler





9.  Samuel Johnson- the dominant literary figure in England during the latter part of the 18th century; wrote 3 major works: Dictionary, an edition of Shakespeare's plays, and The Lives of the Poets; try to remember some of the strage definitions from his dictionary and the notes from the handout about it





10.  Boswell- stalked, er, followed Johnson around and wrote The Life of Samuel Johnson a biography





11.  Goethe- wrote Faust





12.  Gray-  the best lyric poet of the mid 18th century; wrote "Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard"
