This money will need to be raised during our charity basketball game/activities toward the end of the year.  Last year, this raised roughly $1,000. The school had planned to raise money selling Reed’s school t-shirts, but I am not banking on any money from that. If we do, that money will go towards the balance or into the AE club account for future use.  I am also working on securing some money from outside sources via donation.
Other expenses:
