Arguments for animal testing:
Ethical reasons: some experiments are unethical for human testing

Convenience: animals are “good” subjects, controllable and fast breeding cycles

Evolutionary continuum: humans have evolved from other animals, thus differences are only quantitative

Arguments against animal testing:

Suffering: unnecessary for the following reasons:

1. There are qualitative differences between humans and animals (mental and physical differences)

2. Low generalizability (invalid findings)

Ethical Principles for Conducting Research with Human Participants:

1. Consent

2. Deception

3. Debriefing

4. Withdrawal from the investigation

5. Confidentiality
